Provided, That the said Texas Pacific
Railroad Company shall bé and it is here-
by authorized and required to comstruct,
maintain, control and operate a road be-
tween Marshall, Texas, and Shreveport,
Louisiana, or control and operate any exist-
ing road between the ssid points of the
same guage as the said Texas and Pacific
railroad; and that all roads terminating at
Shreveport shall have the right to make
the same running connections, and shall be
entitled to the same privileges for the
transaction of business in connection with
the said railroad as are granted to roads in-
tersecting therewith. .

Also an amendment in section five, line
fifteen, after the word “act” insert “and
said road, throughout the length thereof,
shall be of uniform guage.” -
