THE CITY HALL.

The unpleasant day yesterday rendered 
business at municipal headquarters duller, 
if possible, than usual. Still the assessment 
rolls were being rapidly prepared, under 
the judicious inspection of Mr. Bouzano, 
and Administrator Walton had a sharp eye 
to the collection of taxes.

In the Department of Improvements 
little of special interest was transpiring. 
The nev̂  rotary pumps for the canals have 
not yet been tried, and their efficiency of 
course still remains undecided. The in­
spection, however, given them by compe­
tent judges leads to the inference that they 
will be found adequate to the demand.

Tho rain will materially interfere with 
labor on the levees below town. It is for­
tunate that little of the thirteen miles 
stretch remains to be completed. It is re­
garded as a sure defense against the high 
water.

An experiment is being made in the re­
pairing of the Xicolson pavement on St. 
Charles avenue.

As soon as the rain subsides a number of 
laborers will be put upon the roads leading 
to the Fair Grounds. It is proposed to keep 
them in excellent condition.

The committee to which was referred tho 
matter of erecting the Franklin statue in 
Lafayette square, will report at the meet­
ing of the City Council to-day favorably 
upon the proposition of Messrs. Oluistead &. 
Jenkins to do the entire work at a cost not 
to exceed $2100. This is also in accordance 
with the conditions of C. A. Weed, Esq., of 
the Times, who presents the statue to the 
city.
, At a meeting of the Administrators yes­

terday morning iu the Mayor’s parlor, Mr. 
Shaw stated that as an advertisement had 
been made for proposals to erect the broken 
reservoir of the Waterworks, he desired to 
know what machinery, pumps, etc., would 
be required to extend the Waterworks, and 
as there was a law now pending to extend 
it to the Fourth and Sixth Districts, it 
might be advisable to see some experts aud 
take into consideration the amount they 
thought requisite for the erection of new 
and the repairing of old reservoirs.

Mr. Bennett, who was examined, stated 
that he believed the present reservoirs 
would do if the pumps were kept constant­
ly working, and additional engines would 
he only necessary if an extension was made 
to the Fourth and Sixth Districts. Also, 
that if a “stand pipe” was constructed, the 
reservoirs would be done away with alto­
gether. In case the stand pipe was con­
structed, about four miles ot clay pipes, 
laid throughout the city, would have to be 
replaced by iron ones.

Academy C elebrities.

Tho Nelson family of* gymnasts, with 
Professor J. L. Davis and troupe of edu­
cated dpgs, closed a very successful en­
gagement on Friday evening last. They go 
to St. Loui3 to join Dan Rico’s circus party. 
Their vacancy, however, was readily tilled 
by other artists of great ability, among 
others Miss Annie Hindle, the exquisite vo­
calist, in her electric changes, aud M. Leon 
Javeli and son, in their wonderful feats ot 
dexterity, light and heavy balancing, etc. 
The above constitute a few of tho leading 
attractions for the present week, although 
no formal announcement was made of the 
latter, who appeared for the first time on 
Saturday, probably owing to a sudden en­
gagement after the copy of the programme 
had been sent to press. Notwithstanding 
the informal manner in which he first ap­
peared, he proves to be an excellent per- 
formrr of rare as versatile ability, and is 
nightly gaining favor among the habitue  ̂
of the Academy.

REVIVAL OF Opfc FOREIGN COM* 
MERGE.

Speech of General L. A. Sheltlon.
On the sixth instant, in the House of 

Representatives, Hon. L. a . Sheldon, of 
Louisiana, delivered a very interesting 
speech on this subject, for which we make 
room for the following extract:

Sir, there is another point, the importance 
of which cannot bo over-estimated. One- 
half our population is now iu the Mississippi 
valley, aud more than a moiety of the pro­
ductive capacity of the country. Increase 
in both these particulars is so rapid tliuf at 
the end of the present decennial period this 
section will bo able to control the continent 
in commerce, wealth and political power. 
This region produces in greatest abundance 
all those commodities which feed and clothe 
men, and which ought to make up the bulk 
of our exports. Southward of this part of 
the United States are found the countries 
least adapted to the production of bread- 
stuffs, aud there will he found the best mar­
kets for that which wo produce. 'Those 
countries produce many articles which ore 
necessary and useful to us, and which we 
ean procure by an exchange.

From Mexico, tho West Indies, and South 
American States arise tho adverse balances 
of trade which we are compelled to settle 
with coin and bullion. Tho nation can not 
be benefited more that by a development 
of commerce in that direction. The natural 
facilities for carrying on trade with them 
surpasses those of any other section. More 
than fifteen thousand miles of river naviga­
tion, extending into and accommodating 
sixteen States, and running southward, in­
dicate the natural coutse of trade for the 
Mississippi valley and the countries to 
which products of this region should be ex­
ported. The countries south of us are 
neighbors, yet we sell them little. Distant 
nations control their trade and sell them 
their food. Tfiis is because they have the 
ships and we have not. European nations 
come to,our ports and purchase the bread- 
stuffs which have been transported at great 
expense by railroads from the Northwest to 
the Atlantic coast and sell them to Mexico 
and the South American States, briugiug 
back coffee and other commodities for 
our consumption, making large profits, 
and to the detriment of our producers and 
consumers, foreigners control prices iu 
our markets because we have not the means 
of transportation.

The republic of Mexico has a foreign 
commerce of about $54,000,000, including 
imports and exports. She. exports about $20,000,000' " 
trols $43 
European 
the United
about one-half we control. Tho people of 
Mexico purchase largely those commodities 
which are produced by the people of the 
Northwest. If our trade was direct with 
that country, aud enlarged as it should be, 
we might expect results most advantageous 
to both nations. The trade of Mexico 
would be valuable, especially lor the rea­
son that her exports are almost wholly 
6ilver coin and bullion. The heavy drain 
upon this country to pay the interest on 
the natioual, State and railroad gold bonds 
held in Europe will exhaust our resources 
unless the supply is increased. From 1S38, 
when the rniut' was established in New 
Orleans, To 1861, the coinage ol' silver alone 
was $ 18,030,000, the bullion being received 
from Mexico. The receipt of silver coin is 
supposed to have been still larger. What 
amount of silver coin aud bullion wa3 re­
ceived by the whole country I have no 
means of calculating.

Again, sir, the trade of the empire of 
Brazil is of the greatest importance to the 
whole country, more particularly to the 
people of the Mississippi valley.̂  fhat na­
tion imports a little upward of $120.000.Old 
annually. We supply hilt four per cent, or 
a little upward of $5,000,000. The com­
modities which she imports will attract the 
attention of the Western farmers. Tho 
value of her flour, bacon, hams, beef, 
cheese, lard, tallow, pork and tobacco pur­
chased abroad by the people of Brazil in 
1870. amounted to $57,150,000, constituting 
one-half her entire importations. Of this 
sum  we sold her hut $2,916,170. The bal­
ance came from more distant nations. 
While we sell Brazil the trifling amount 
stated, we purchase twenty-five per cent ol 
her products.

The production of coffee in that country 
reaches 500,000.000 pounds annually. One- 
fifth at lea-t is export 'd to the United 
States. Coffee can be brought by the way 
ot the Gulf of Mexico and lhe Mississippi 
river and delivered in St. Louis, Louisville. 
Cincinnati, Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Paul, 
all the cities on the river and westward, at 
less cost than by any outer route. Our 
productions ought to l>e exchanged with 
the Brazilians lor their coffee, so that there 
need he no balance against us to he paid in 
gold. A line of steamships from New Or­
leans to Rio Janeiro can take iu the princi­
pal ports in the West Indies without ma­
terial deflection from a straight comse. 
This would also tend to increase our ex­
ports to those islands, which would pay for 
the. sugar and fruits we obmiu .here.

The people of the lower Mississippi valley 
are immensely interested ir: commerce with 
European nations, especially such as de­
mand their cotton. This article constitutes 
about ono-third of our exports. The ships 
which bear it away ought turret urn with 
the merchandise consumed in that region. 
A lino ot American steamships from New 
Orleans to Eurcpe is demanded by the 
growers of cotton and tho producers of 
cereals. The Mississippi river is the natural 
channel tl.ron^^vhieh to transport western 
products to eits^^^outheru or a European 
market. New me^kk of conveyance are 
contemplated whieh^Ml cheapen the cost 
of transporting grain on the river to an 
astonishingly low figure. If there existed 
steamship lines to the points I have named, 
the new project would surely be put into 
operation, and flour and grain could be 
supplied to the nations south of us and ill 
western Europe, and to the cities on the 
Atlantic coast at a cost most advantageous 
to both the producer and consumer. Im­
portations to supply the dtmaud of the 
whole Mississippi valley should he made 
through the same channels. Probably there 
is not a city in the entire nation whose geo­
graphical position and natural advantages 
are so great as those ot New Orleans, and 
whose designation as the American terminus 
of several steamship lines would prove valu­
able to so large a population. The estab­
lishment of the lines suggested from this 
point would immeasurably enhance our ex­
port trade, and create markets for agricul­
tural products. f

Mr. Speaker, I have endeavored to show 
the most important points in'this country 
and those nations with which it is most 
desirable to form connections in our at­
tempts to restore the carrying trade upon 
the ocean to our own people. No section 
should be neglected if it is practicable to 
render assistance. Especially should our 
efforts be directed to the trade which can 
be most easiiv developed and sustained. In 
my judgment, the commerce on the Pacific 
ocean and with Mexico aud the South 
American States can bo controlled at less 
esjiciise than that from the Atlantic coast 
with Europe. Bnt I would not hesitate, at 
any reasonable cost, to meet England where 
she is most fortified, and attempt at least 
to divide the business with her.

The Secretary of the Treasury thinks the 
expend itur# of $25,000,000, extending 
through a period of nine years, will give 
us a lair chance upon the sea. I.differ with 
him onlv as to the period of time in wffiich 
it should be expended. Five years is long 
enough. The most vigorous and effective 
efforts must be put forth at the beginning, 
for then cur people will experience the 
most serious competition, and will be re­
quired to overcome the greatest obstacles. 
In my judgment $1,500,000 ought to be given 
to sustain the commerce upon the Pacific 
ocean; the same sum to the lines from the 
gulf ports to Mexico, Bra^l, the West 
India Islands and Europe: aud at least 
$2,000,000 to revive the commerce of the 
Atlantic cities.«  ̂ * 9$ * *

But there are other and more weighty ad-

postal services will also be saved to our 
people if we have tbe ships with which to 
convey the mails. Our means of communi­
cation will be increased. It is deemed wise 
to afford abundant mail facilities within the 
country, whether the receipts from the busi­
ness meet expenses or not. We are subsid­
izing the mail service in two-thirds of the 
nation by«direct appropriations from the 
treasury, and of moneys received from other 
taxes than those imposed under the postal 
system. The means to conduct foreign in­
tercourse, though not as essential as uomes- 
tir, is of great value to the people commer­
cially, socially, and politically.

But, sir, it is highly important in a pecu­
niary point of view, that we foster anu de­
velop our export trade. While our exporta­
tions reach the sum of $500,000,000 exclu­
sive of coin and bullion, only $72,250,000 
are breadstuff's. We supply little to Mex­
ico, the West Indies and the South Ameri­
can States. The abundance of our produc­
tions, especially those commodities which 
feed anil clothe men, together with our 
proximity to the people named, would sug­
gest that these supplies should come from 
us. They purchase of more distant nations 
because they are destitute of shipping, like 
ourselves. The United States can supply 
more of the cereals than any other nation. 
The corn crop reaches a thousand million 
bushels per annum, and wheat three hun­
dred million.

The capacity for increase is unlimited. 
We ought to export a hundred million bush­
els of wheat, aud at least two hundred mil­
lion bushels of corn annually, and still 
there would remain for domestic consump­
tion five bushels of the former and twenty 
bushels of the latter per capita. This might 
be done if Americans controlled transporta­
tion upon the sea. National partiality is 
6trong the world over. The Euglishman 
exerts himself to increase the exportation of 
the products of his country. This is natural. 
Americans wimld do likewise if they cou- 
trolled the trade between this aud foreign 
countries. Other nations fix prices for us. 
We ought to designate for them, at least 
regulate our own markets. It is not in the 
interest of merchants and manufacturers 
that I advocate liberal measures for the re­
vival of commerce, but for agriculturists 
and laborers, who are most benefited by 
high prices for the products of the soil. The 
results of a restoration of the carrying trade 
to our own people would add immeasurably 
to the wealth of the nation, and to an ex­
tent beyond our ability to calculate. As a 
pecuniary enterprise, it would “pay” more 
generously than any other investment we

•uld make.

VARIETIES THEATRE.

Benefit of Lawrence Barrett.
Shakespeare's grand tragedy of “Romeo 

and Juliet”,was the attraction at this the­
atre last evening, for the benefit of Mr. Bar­
rett. As we predicted a few days since, it 
.was produced in a manner never equaled 
on the hoards in thi3 city. The house was 
splendid, every seat being occupied, and 
many people standing. Of the play and 
its manner of production, wo can hardly 
find words to adequately praise it. Miss 
lone Burke, as Juliet, gave a very finished 
and artistic rendition cf the character, ex­
hibiting in her acting deep thought, close 
study, and an admirable conception ol the 
part. Her dressing, also, was correct and 
beautiful.

Mr. George Clarke's Mercutio was spir­
ited and in keeping with the character.

Mr. T. J. Hind, as Capulet, gave the best 
portrayal of Juliet's father we ever saw. 
Mr. Iliad deserves special mention for his 
perfect dressing, not only last night but 
always. No matter what he plays his cos­
tume is always appropriate and correct, 
even to the smallest detail.

Mr. Stuart Robson found hut very little 
to do as Peter, hut did that iu the familiar 
Rohsoniau manner, very much to the edifi­
cation of the audience.

Mr. Frank Murdoch, as Beneolio, deserves 
particular notice for his careful acting and 
unexceptionable reading; and Mr. Augustus 
Pit on, as Tybalt, acted with all the fire and 
energy that the part required; dressed it 
properly, and, by his artistic delineation, 
made the character one of the most promi­
nent in the piece.

Mr. Ityer was rather heavy as the Friar 
Lawrence. This gentleman's slow utterance 
sometimes spoils his otherwise excellent 
reading. With this exception, however, 
his performance of the part was beyond 
criticism. Mr. John Ilowson, as the 
Apothecary, was immense in his “make up,” 
verifying in his appearance the description 
given of him by Borneo—

“ Meagre were liis loots, 
Sharp misery had worn him to (lie Loans.’’

Mr. Ilowson deserves especial commenda­
tion for the care bestowed upon his part in 
every respect.

Paris was very well done, indeed, by Mfl 
H. B. Bradley; aud Miss Mattie Maddern 
looked very pretty as the Paye. Miss Mary 
Carr, as the JTursc, added new laurels to 
her already excellent reputation. Miss Carr 
is otle of the best, most thorough anti pains­
taking “olil women” on the stage.

Mr. Lawrence Barrett was called before 
the curtain, and in answer to repeated calls 
made a very pleasant little speech, thank­
ing the public for their generous support 
during the present season, and promising 
a brilliant future for the theatre. As he 
was about to leave the stage Mr. Stuart 
Robson came cn and, requesting the atten­
tion of the audience for a few minutes, pre­
sented to Mr. Barrett, in behalf of the com­
pany and attaches of the theatre, several 
valuable and very handsome presents.

After the tragedy Mr. Stuart Robson’s 
burlesque of “The Skeleton Captain,” with 
Messrs. Robson, Holland, Ilowson, aud 
Misses Murdock, Burke and Maddern in 
the cast, was performed as a “wind np” to 
the evening’s entertainment. Mr. Robson 
as the emaciated Captain wa3 never so 
funny,"his singing and dancing receiving 
double encores. Mr. Howson's Dame Halley 
was as cleverly done as anything/this 
talented and versatile young actor has per­
formed this season. Mr. George Holland 
as Paul Pry Doygrass was inimitable in 
his make up, and very amusing iu his act­
ing.

Court o f Claim#—Cotton Claim# Decided— 
Supreme Court Decisions—Note Given 
for the Price c f  a Slave—Absence of 
Cabinet Officers.

W ashington, D. C., April 22.—Ij the 
Court of Claims to-day came up cotton 
claims involving nearly $1,000,000 against 
the government, which had been withheld 
upon the Drake amendment, which the Su­
preme Court decided unconstitutional. The 
cases decided were chiefly from Savannah 
and include E. L. Gee’s cases. Other cases 
will follow. Drake's amendment, which 
has been decided unconstitutional, invali­
dated Presidential pardons.

The following decisions were made in the 
Supreme Court to-day:

Ko. 11.—White vs. Hart et al. Error to 
the Supreme Court of Georgia. This was 
an action on a note given tor the price of a 
slave. The defense pleaded, by the new 
constitution of the State, the court was pro­
hibited from taking any jurisdiction of a 
case involving the question of the validity 
of such a contract. The judgment of the 
court was for the defendant, and announced 
the following propositions:

First—That when the constitution of 1803 
was adopted, Georgia was not a State in 
the Union; that she had surrendered her 
connection as such, and was a conquered 
territory wholly at che mercy of the con­
queror, anil that hence the inhabitation of 
the States by the constitution of the United 
States to pass any law impairing the obliga­
tion of contracts'had no application to her.

Second—That her constitution does not 
affect the contract, hut only denies jurisdic­
tion to her courts to enforce.

Third—That her constitution was adopted' 
under the dictation and coercion of Con­
gress, and is the act of Congress rather than 
of the Stale; and that though a State can 
not pass a law impairing the validity of its 
contracts, Congress can, and for this reason 
also the inhibition in the federal consti­
tution has no effect in the case. This 
court reverses this judgment, and in sub­
stance says the subject presented by the 
first proposition has been considered inci­
dentally several times by this court, and its 
former decisions in respect to it need only 
be affirmed.

The national constitution created not a 
confederacy of States, but a government of 
individuals. It assumed that the. govern­
ment and the Union which it created aud 
the States which were incorporated into the 
Union would he indestructible, and as far 
as human means could accomplish such a 
work, it intended to-make them so. The 
government of the nation and of the Status 
are each alike independent and absolute iu 
their respective spheres o f action, hut the 
former is as much a part of a government

entitled to their allegiance and obedience 
as their own local State governments.̂

The constitution and laws of the United 
States made in pursuance thereof being in 
all oases where they apply the supreme law 
of the land, the doctrine of secession re tho 
doctrine of treason, and practical secession 
is practical treason, seeking to give itself 
triumph by revolutionary violence. The 
late rebellion was without any element of 
right or sanction of law, and the duration 
and magnitude of fhe war did not change 
its charactej.

The States in rebellion were never out of 
the Union, and never absolved from the 
duties, liabilities and restrictions always in­
cumbent upon them. Upon tho second 
point it is said that without tbe remedy the 
contract may not be said to exist; the ideas 
of validity and remedy are inseparable, and 
are both'parts of the obligation, which is 
guaranteed by the.constitution against in­
vasion; hence that denial of the remedy by 
the State was not valid, because it anni­
hilated tbe contract.

The third ot tho propositions is said to be 
clearly unsound. Congress authorized the 
State to frame, a new constitution, and she 
elected to proceed within the scope ot the 
authority conferred. The result was sub­
mitted to Congress as a voluntary and valid 
offering, and was so received and recog­
nized in tho subsequent action by that 
-body. The State is estopped to assail it 
upon such an assumption. Upon the same 
grounds she might deny the validity of her 
ratification of the constitutional amend­
ments.

The action of Congress upon the subject 
can not be inquired into. The case is clearly 
one in which the judicial is bound to lolurw 
the action of the political department ot the
government, and is concluded by it. it is
a.ldvd that if Congress had expressly dictat­
ed and expressly approved the prn\ lsion in 
question, such dictation and approi al would 
Have been without effect. Congress has no 
power to supersede the constitution ot tho 
United States.Mr Justice Swayne delivered tLo opinion, 
as also in the case from Arkansas, Iso. 42, 
Osborn vs. Nicholson et al. In that case 
there was a warranty that the slave was 
sound, and that he was a slave for life.'The 
court savs that such a warranty dots not 
extend to the exercise of the sovereign 
power of the State by which the slave was 
emancipated, and that the thirteenth amend­
ment of the constitution does not affect tho 
question, the contract being valid when 
made, was enforcible in all courts, and that 
subsequent legislation, either by statute or 
constitutional provision, could not render it 
invalid.

, Tbe Chief Justice dissented, and stated

that he would give his grounds in an ODin- 
iou to be filed hereafter. F

Emperor and Empress of Brazil Re­
