Steamboat Explosions Inquiry—1The Ore- 
anus Disaster,

This is a Washington special, to the New 
York Herald:

The disaster to the steamer Oceanus, by 
which so many lives were lost, has again 
awakened an interest among officials here 
to provide some way for practioally testing 
steam boilers to ascertain the cause of ex­
plosions. Justice Bradley, of the United 
States Supreme Court, has addressed a long 
letter to Secretary Boutwell on this subject, 
advocating an appropriation by Congress 
for making such experiments. He sug­
gests that a hoard be constituted for tbe 
purpose of experimenting and to carefully 
note the result of their labor. This letter 
has been sent to Mr. Chandler, chairman of 
the Senate Committee on Commerce, with 
Secretary Boutwell’s endorsement, to the 
effect that the subject is one of great im­
portance to the country, as it concerns the 
safe transportation of property and the se­
curity of life upon steamboats and railways. 
He commends the plan for the considera­
tion of the committee, heartily approving 
Justice Bradley’s suggestions. William 
Rogers, supervising inspector for the New 
Orleans district, has been directed to con­
duct the investigation into the cause of the 
explosion of the Oceanus, to be assisted by 
Frank Burnett, supervising inspector of 
the St. Louis district.

The Price of Killing Men by Railroads.
[From the Knoxville Chronicle. 1 

Some time in December. 1870, one H. J. 
Mitchell got on a passenger train of the 
East Tennessee. Virginia and Georgia rail­
road, at Greenville, to go to-his home at 
Johnson’s City. He was under tbe influ­
ence of liquor at tbe time he got aboard of 
tbe train, and remained under tbe influence 
of it during the trip. In fact, we are in­
formed he had a jug of whisky with him 
when he got on the train. The cars halted 
their usual length of time-at Johnson's 
City. A paralytic woman and crippled 
man eot on and several persons got on. The 
usual signal was given for starting. About 
the time the train started Mitchell found it 
was the station he was bound for and went 
out on the platform to get off. The train 
was moving, but he jumped for the plat­
form on the side of the track. Missing his 
foothold he fell hack under the cars, was 
run over and killed. His wife, as adminis­
tratrix, sued the company for damages. 
The case was tried last week at Jonesboro, 
in the circuit court. The testimony in the 
case, we are informed, was substantially as 
above given. The jury gave a verdict for 
the widow of 110,000. The defendant ap­
pealed the case to the September term of 
the Supreme Court, to be holden in this city.

To provide a revenue, and grant and col­
lect licenses, to prescribe certain penal­
ties and certain duties of judges of courts, 
justices of the peace, State and parish offi­
cers, and to repeal all acts inconsistent 
herewith.
Section 1. Beit enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the Stare 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual amount as a license or tax : 

First—From each male inhabitant over 
the age of twenty-one years, not attached to 
the army or navy of the United States, the 
sum of one dollar, ninety jter cent of which 
shall be appropriated exclusively to the 
support of public schools in tbe parish in 
which the sum is paid, and the balance 
placed in the State treasury to the credit ot 
the Charity Hospital fund."

Second—From each wholesale or whole­
sale and retail merchant, dealer or trader, 
from each importer or dealer in bar stores, 
ore hundred dollars; from each aud every 
retail merchant, fifteen dollars.

Third—From each keeper of a ware­
house, cotton or lumber yard, or other 
place of public storage for hire, fifty dollars.

Fourth—From each keeper ot a livery 
stable, sale stable or yard, or livery and 
sale stable, with stalls or other accommoda­
tions for horses or mules, twenty-five dol­
lars; for every public hack, twenty-five dol­
lars.

Fifth—From each keeper or proprietor oi 
a distillery, except distilleries used exclu­
sively in distilling from fruit or turpentine, 
three hundred dollars; from each keeper or 
proprietor or manufacturer of cordials, 
liquors, wines or syrups, ODe hundred dol­
lars ; from each keeper of a distillery from 
fruit or turpentine exclusively, and for the 
keeper or proprietor of a brewery, fifty dol­
lars ; provided, that no license shall be re­
quired from any person who distils from 
fruit for his own use and not for sale.

Sixth—From each proprietor or keeper of 
every billiard saloon, bowling alley or 
pistol gallery in which there is but one 
table, alley or target, twenty-five dollars; 
where there are two tables, alleys or tar­
gets, forty dollars; where there are more 
than two tables, alleys or targets, two dol­
lars additional on each table, alley or target.

Seventh—From the managers or lessees 
of a theatre, concert saloon, opera bouse or 
museum, five hundred dollars; from the 
owner of any coffeehouse or beer saloon 
where theatrical plays, dancing or singing 
are performed, whether with or without 
admission foe, one thousand dollars; from 
each proprietor of a show, menagerie, race 
course or cockpit, in the city of New Or­
leans, five hundred dollars; provided, that 
no distinction shall be, made on account of 
race or color; and any violation of this 
proviso shall incur forfeiture of such 
license.

Eighth—From each keeper of a cotton 
press, cottou pickery or ginnery, two hun­
dred and fifty dollars; provided, that this 
article shall not apply to cotton gins on 
plantations.

Ninth—From each fortune-teller, astrol­
oger, clairvoyant, five hundred dollars.

Tenth—From the proprietors of all coffee­
houses, bar rooms, grog shops, beer saloons, 
or gardens, or cabarets, eighty-five dol­
lars; from the proprietors of all bars 
kept on steamboats owned and registered 
in this State, fifty dollars; all retail gro 
cenes selling or giving away liquors by the 
glass, shall pay, in addition to the grocery 
license, a coffeehouse license; and each re­
tail grocer or dealer in distilled liquors in 
the State of Louisiana, without such addi­
tional license, and who shall keep for sale, 
sell, or give away, either by himself or by 
any employe, distilled liquor in less quau*

Fourteenth—From each broker, acting as 
agent between buyer «nd seller for per­
centage or other consideration, in the sale 
of real estate, produce, merchandise for 
freight, and from each factor or commis­
sion merchant, ship or steamboat agent, one 
hundred dollars; from each money, stock, 
note, exchange and insurance broker, one 
hundred dollars; from each auctioneer, 
thirty dollars, and from each pawn broker 
and keeper of junk 6tore, five hundred dol­
lars.

Fifteenth—From each agent or represent­
ative of an insurance company, by or under 
tbe laws of this State, and transacting an 
insurance business therein, one thousand 
dollars; from each insurance company or 
agency not chartered by this State, but 
transacting business therein, one thousand 
dollars; from each insurance company or 
agency not chartered by the State but 
transacting an insurance business therein, 
one thousand dollars; provided, that no in­
surance company whose license tax shall be 
one thousand dollars shall be liable 
to any assessment, State, parish or mu­
nicipal throughout tbe State, other 
than that imposed by this article and by 
section six oi this act; from each banking 
company or private banker or agency, un­
less exempted by a charter from this ‘State 
or the United States, one thousand dollars.

Sixteenth—From each notary public, 
thirty dollars.

Seventeenth—From each apothecary or 
druggist, fifty dollars; provided, that no 
druggist shall be licensed except he shall 
have a diploma of some medical or phar­
maceutical society. From each physi­
cian and attorney at law, twenty dollars; 
provided, that before any physician, sur­
geon’, or midwife, can obtain a license, he, 
she or they shall comply with the require­
ments of section 2677 of the Revised Stat­
utes, except those who are exempted from 
such requirements by section 2681 of said 
act. Each attorney-‘at-law, before prac 
ticing in any court in this State, shall have 
his license under this law recorded in a min­
ute book kept by the clerk of such court for 
that purpose; and no judge, justice of the 
peace, or recorder, shall allow any lawyer 
to practice in his court until this law is 
complied with. Any judge, justice or re­
corder violating this act shall be liable to 
a fine of five hundred dollars, to be recov­
ered before a district court, to be sued for 
by tbe district attorney or Attorney Gen­
eral. one halt to go to the informer, and the 
prosecuting attorney to receive a fee of 
fifty dollars in each ease trom the amount 
recovered. And any physician who shall 
falsely pretend to have been a professor 
of any medical college, or to hold 
literary or professional titles to which he 
is not entitled, shall be forever barred from 
a right to practice medicine in this State, 
and a failure to supply evidence to sub­
stantiate any claim to such titles by 
proper diploma, or other documentary or 
other satisfactory evidence, shall, on con­
viction, be imprisoned in the State Peni­
tentiary not less than six mouths nor more 
than five years.

Eighteenth—That the only legal evidence 
that a license has been paid shall be the 
appropriate form of license issued by the 
Auditor, and no receipt issued by a tax col­
ector in place of the license itself shall be 
valid.

Nineteenth—From each and every butcher 
or market dealer of any kind, from each 
and every person who keeps a stand or stall 
in i market place, five dollars.

Twentieth—From each merchant tailor, 
one hundred dollars.

Twenty-first—From every contractor, 
sub-contractor aud stevedore, twenty dol­
lars.

Twenty-second—From the owner of every 
coffee stand, or soda or mineral water foun­
tain, fruit stand or stall of any kind on the 
streets, or tombola, ten dollars.

Tweuty-tliird—From every incorporated 
company other than a railroad, whether 
domestic or foreign, engaged in transport­
ing merchandise in this State, one hundred 
dollars.

Twenty-fourth—From the owner of every 
towboat for Ipublic use or hire in the 
waters of this State, one hundred dollars.

Twenty-fifth—From the proprietor of 
every transient circus, menagerie or other 
public show or exhibition, twenty-five dol­
lars, in advance, for each performance or ex­
hibition.

Twenty-sixth—From eVcry traveling 
agent or employe of any merchantile house, 
who sells or contracts for the 6ale of goods, 
wares and merchandise, by sample or 
otherwise, shall pay a license tax of one 
hundred dollars; and any such agent or 
employe who shall, Vben called upon to do 
so, fail to pay said license tax, shall be sub­
ject to it line of one hundred dollars, recov­
erable as otter fines for every sale thus 
made, one-half of which shall go to the in­
former; provided, that when such agent or 
employe represents a house which has paid 
a State license tax he shall only be liable 
for the license imposed by the parish or mu­
nicipal corporation in which he proposes to 
sell.
T wenty-seventh-E very person having more 

than one shop, store or other establishment, 
or who shall exercise or loilow more than 
one profession, trade, calling or business, 
shall pay the tax on each separately.

Twenty-eighth—Each partner of any firm 
doing business in the State, in any line of 
occupation, whether resident or non-resi­
dent, active or silent, shall pay a license as 
herein prescribed.

Twenty-ninth—Parties having a tax as­
sessed againt them other than real estate, 
shall not receive a license to pursue their 
occupation until they shall pay the tax due 
upon such assessment.

Thirtieth—All forfeitures collected as 
herein expressed in the country parishes or 
rural districts, be paid over to the parish 
treasurer, for the exclusive use of the poor 
of the parish, to be expended as directed 
by the police juries of the several parishes, 
instead of the Charity Hospital of New Or­
leans.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
from and after the passage of this act it 
shall not be lawful for any person or corpo­
ration to carry on or pursue, practice or 
follow any of the trades, professions or 
occupations enumerated in the foregoing 
sections of this act, in the State, before 
paying the tax levied thereon, and obtain­
ing a license therefor, if not already licensed, 
from the collector of the State taxes; and 
no person or corporation carrying on a pro­
fession, business or occupation subject to 
the payment of a license, as herein pro­
vided, shall be allowed to collect any claims 
for services rendered in such profes­
sions, business or occupation, unless he, 
she or it can, upon demand, exhibit the 
tax collector’s receipt for such license, ac­
cording to law; and a failure to exhibit

Be it further'enacted, etc., That 
the tax collectors fir the parish of Or­
leans shall receive for the collection of 
licenses in their respective districts the fol­
lowing compensation, viz: The tax collector 
for the First District, five per cent on aH 
licenses collected by him ana paid into the 
State treasury; the tax collector lor the 
Second District, seven and a half per cent 
on all licenses collected by him and paid 
into the State treasury; the tax collector 
for the Third District, ton per cent on all 
licenses collected by him and paid into the 
State treasury; the tax collector for the 
Fourth District, ten per cent on all licensee 
collected by him ana paid into tbe State 
treasury; the tax collector for the Fifth 
District, ten per cent on all licenses col­
lected by him and paid into the State treas­
ury; and the tax collector for tbe Sixth 
District, fifteen per cent on all licensee 
collected by him and paid into the State 
treasury, and the tax collectors of all the 
parishes in the State, except those in the 
parish of Orleans, tea per cent on all licenses 
collected and paid into the State treasury.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
each and every license shall expire on the 
thirty-first dapr of December in the year in 
which it was obtained; provided, that any 
person, firm or corporation engaging in any 

'of the trades or occupations, subject to 
license by this act, after the first day of 
July in each and every year shall be liable 
for only half a license.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all parte of an act to provide a revenue, to 
levy and collect taxes, to grant and collect 
licenses, to provide certain penalties and 
forfeitures, to provide for the creation and 
removal of revenue officers, and to define 
their duties, to punish certain crimes and 
misdemeanors, to create liens and mort­
gages in favor of the State in certain cases, 
to regulate the manner of the payment of 
moneys from the treasury, to prescribe cer­
tain duties of the justices of the peace, State 
and parish officers, to provide tor the collec­
tion of back taxes or licenses and to repeal 
all acts inconsistent therewith, approved 
March 31,1871, so far as they appertain to 
the collection oi licenses as prescribed in 
this act, be and the same are hereby re­
pealed.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.

To authorize the police jury of the parish of 
Red River to issue bonds for certain pur­
poses.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives'of the State 
Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That for the purpose of building a court­
house and jail, and paying the indebtedness 
of the parish, the police jury of the parish 
of Red Iiiver are hereby authorized to issue 
the bonds of said parish, duly signed by the 
president and treasurer of said police jury, 
and bearing the impression of the parish 
seal.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the bonds so issued* shall not exceed in 
amount the sum of twenty thousand dollars, 
or so much thereof as may be necessaryf 
and shall be of such denomination and form 
as the police jury may prescribe. They 
shall be made payable to bearer, one, two, 
three, four five, six, seven, eight, sine and 
ten years after date, respectively, with cou­
pons attached, and shall bear interest at 
the rate ot eight per cent, payable semi-an­
nually upon the presentation to the parish 
treasurer. They may be sold under the di­
rection and control of the police jury, on 
the most advantgeous terms.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
in order to provide a fund for the payment 
of the semi-annual interest and bonds as 
they become due, the police jury ot said par­
ish is hereby authorized and. required, with­
in thirty days after the assessment roll of 
said parish shall have been completed, or as 
soon thereafter as possible, to determine 
what rate of taxation on the total assessed 
value of all the movable and immovable 
property in said parish will be sufficient 
for the purpose of paying the said bonds as 
they become due, and the said semi-annual 
interest and said tax. as annnally deter­
mined and ascertained, is hereby levied 
upon all movable and immovable property 
that may be annttaliy assessed in said par­
ish, and it shall be the duty of the said po­
lice jury to enforce the collection of said tax 
in the same manner as the law provides or 
may hereafter provide, for the collection of 
all other parish taxes. Said tax, when col­
lected, shall be applied exclusively to the 
purposes mentioned in this act, and said 
tax shall be payable in United States cur­
rency.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
until the final payment of tbe bonds author­
ized to be issued by this act, it shall be the 
duty of the police jury of said parish to 
apply the proceeds of the tax, collected by 
authority of this act, to the redemption of 
said bonds, in such manner as may be 
deemed by them most advantageous to the 
best interests of tbe parish.
