The revelations of the late United States 

census ore now in process of analysis and 
interpretation by systematic thinkers, who 
will, doubtless, soon present to the public 
the results of their labors in elaborate 
treatises. But, even to the rapid glance of 
the journalist, under the daily increasing 
pressure of current topics, these formidable 
columns of figures are replete with practi­
cal lessons of untold value.

They represent the progress of our Union 
. in the most remarkable and exceptional de­
cade of its existence, in which its physical 
and moral resources were taxed for the sup

eression of the most gigantic rebellion ever 
nown in history- Our first glance is natur­
ally directed to that portion of the oountry 

which was the scene of this destructive 
strife. TakiDg the fifteen former slave 
States—Alabama, Arkansas, Delaware, Flor­
ida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mary­
land, Mississippi, Missouri, North Carolina, 
South Carolina, Tennessee,Texas, Virginia— 
we find their aggregate population in 1870 
was 13.883,615, an increase in ten years of 
1,717,322, or 14.11 per cent. The entire pop­
ulation of the Union in 1870 was 38,558,3/1, 
an increase of 7,115,050, or 22 62 per cent. 
That is, tbe increase of the slave States 
was, in a ratio, but two-tbirds of that of the 
whole. The white population of these 
States is reported at 9,378,077, an increase 
of 1,311,378, or 16.69 percent; the colored 
population was 4,495,479, an increase of 
294.481, or only 7 per cent.

In none of these States is there an actual 
decrease of population. The largest incre­
ment was in Missouri—539,283, or 45.63 per 
cent. The smallest increment was in South 
Carolina—1898. or 0.27 per cent. Texas in­
creased 214,364, or 35.48 per cent; while 
Arkansas increased but 53,021, only 1.23 per 
oent.

Missouri and Texas have had an immense 
development of their railroad systems, and 
an enormous immigration, which accounts 
for the fact of their great advance upon the 
general average of the country. Of the 
Atlantic slave States, Delaware shows an 
increase ot 12,799, or 11.31 per cent; Mary­
land, 93,815, or 13.66 per rent; Virginia, in­
cluding West Virginia, 70,859, or 4.44 per 
cent; North Caroliua, 78,739. or 7.93 per 
cent; South Caralina, 1898, or 0.27 per cent; 
Georgia, 126,813, or 11.99 per oent.

Of the Gulf States Florida shows an in­
crease of 47,324, or 33.69 per cent; Alabama, 
32,791, or 3.40 per cent; Mississippi, 36,617, 
or 4.63 per cent; Louisiana, 18,913, or 2.67 
per cent; Texas, 214,364, or 35.48 per cent. 
Of the interior States Kentucky increased 
165,327, or 14.30 percent; Tennessee, 148,719. 
or 13.40 per cent; Arkansas, 53,021, or 1.23 
per cent; Missouri; 539,283, or 45.63 per cent.

The white population decreased iu Ala- 
ima 4887, or 0.93 per cent, and in South 

Carolina 1633, or 0.5 per cent. Its largest
cent, and in South

increase was in Missouri, 539,657, or 57.25 per 
cent, a rate in advance of even the large in­
crease of the total population of that State. 
In Texas it increased 143,809, or 34.17. which 
was not equal to the general ratio. Of the 
Atlantic States, Delaware increased 11,632. 
or 12.84 percent; Maryland. 93,845, or 13.66 
percent; Virginia and West Virginia, 88,823, 
or 8.49 per cent; North Carolina, 48,528, or 
7.70 per cent; Georgia, 47,376, or 8.01 per 
cent. South Carolina decreased as before 
stated. Of the Gulf States, Florida in­
creased 18,311, or 23.55per cent; Mississippi, 
28,997, or 8.19 per cent; Louisiana, 18,913, or 
2.67 per cent; Texas, 143,809, or 34.17 per 
cent. Of the interior States, Tennessee in­
creased 169,3*37, or 13.23 per cent: Ken­
tucky, 179,208, or 19.50 per cent; Arkansas, 
37,972, or 1.17 per cent; Missouri, 539,657, or 
57.25 per cent.

The colored population decreased in Ken 
tacky 13,957, or 6.28 per cent; m Virginia 
and West Virginia, 18,086, or 3.30 per cent 

Missouri, 432, or 0.3 per cent. Its 
greatest increase was in Florida, 29.002, 

4.27 per cent. In Delaware it in 
creased 1167, or 5.40 per cent; in Maryland 
4360, or 2.55 per cent; in North Carolina 
30,128, or 8.22 per cent; in South Carolina, 
3494, or 0.8 per cent; in Georgia. 79,444, or 
17.06 per cent: in Alabama, 37,840, or 8.62 
per cent; in Mississippi, 6797, or 1.55 per 
cent; in Louisiana, 13,837, or 3.95 per cent: 
in Texas, 70,554, or 38.57 per cent; in Ar 
kansas, 10,910, or 9.80 per cent; in Tennee 
see, 39,312, or 13.88 per cent. The colored 
population has gained upon the white, in 
the ratio of inerease, in Alabama, Arkansas 
Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, North Caro­
lina, South Carolina, Tennessee and Texas

In the remaining States the relative in­
crease has been in favor of the white popu­
lation. In all the old border States ihe 
colored population has declined iu its rela­
tive ratio, a fact which is noticeable only of 
Mississippi among the more Southern States. 
Several ot the free States, however, show 
large increments of colored population; 
that of the District of Columbia has ad­
vanced from 14,316 to 43,404.

th e  PeHtlcal KeartloM.
We commend to the attention of our read 

ere this sensible editorial article from the 
Boston Herald:

The political reform movement which is 
to take definite shape at Cincinnati next 
month is gaining daily and hourly acces­
sions of strength. The youngest, most ac­
tive and most thoughtful elements of both 
parties are either fully engaged in it or 
looking to it with ardent hope. No thinking 
man doubts the necessity of a  thorough re­
form in the government and eternal 
vigilance on the part of the people; and 
when we hear politicians declaring 
that tbe country was never governed 
so well before, and that.there is no occasion 
for a change, we know that they are not 
interested in the general welfare of the 
country, but find the present order of things 
favorable to their own selfish interests, or 
that they are so wrapt up in their partisan­
ship that they fail to discern the signs of 
the times. The present movement is a nat­
ural reaction from the tendencies developed 
by the war. In the struggle for national 
existence the federal government found 
it necessary to assume great powers, 
and the people, inspired by patriotism, ac 
quiesced without a murmur.

The creation of a large debt, a national 
banking system and an army of tax-gath 
erers, and the grave problem of reconstruc­
tion in the Southern States, have strength­
ened this centralizing tendency, and led 
to—in some cases excused—such encroach­
ments on the rights of the States as would 
not have been -ventured upon or submitted 
to before the war. A redundant currents 
and excessive taxation have been tavorabfe 
to the formation of rings of speculators, and 
habits of extravagance, engendered in the 
waste of war, have demoralized office-holders 
and opened the way to corruption in places 
of trust. The evil results of this course of 
things appear in every department of life 
until they are forced upon the attention of 
thp people.

Our commerce languishes; speculation 
has superceded legitimate business, aud 
every year increases the mountain of for­
eign’ indebtedness, the interest on which 
drains the country of all the specie pro 
duced. If our bonds should be returned 
upon us, a^tbey might be in case ot war, a 
terrible blow to our credit would be una­
voidable, and we could only borrow money 
at ruinous rates. These things arc known 
to be facts in business circles, and the sub­
stantial elements of our population are 
ready for a change.

Slavery is dead, tbe Southern States are 
reconstructed, the negroes vote and hold 
ofiice, the debt is in a manageable condition. 
It is high time to attend to the material in 
terests of the country and to guard our own 
liberties. This is what the reform move­
ment means, and this, please God, will be 
achieved by the measures which will be 
adopted at Cincinnati. The Democratic 
party is dead and buried; the Republican 
party has'finished its work and is waiting 
for its own funeral; the new party which is 
to succeed to the government will contain 
the best elements and principles of both 
the old ones.

Ammonia, or as it is generally called, 

spirits of hartshorn, is a powerful alkali, 
and dissolves grease and dirt with great 
ease. It has lately been recommended very 
highly for domestic purposes. For washing 
paint, put a tablespoouful in a quart of 
moderately hot water, dip in a flannel cloth 
and then wipe oft' the woodwork; no scrub­
bing will be necessary For taking greasy 
spots from any fabric use tbe ammonia 
nearly pure, then lay white blotting paper 
over the spot and iron it lightly. In wash 
ing lace put about twelve drops in a pint of 
warm suds. To clean silver mix two tê i- 
spoonfuls of ammonia in a quart of hot 
suds. Put in your silverware and wash, 
using an old nail brush or tooth brash for 
the purpose. For cleaning hair brushes, 
etc., simply shake the brushes up and down 
in a mixture ofone tablespoonful of ammonia 
to one pint of hot water; when they are 
cleansed rinse them in cold water and 
stand them in the wind or in a hot place to 
dry. For washing finger marks from look­
ing-glasses or windows put a few drops ot 
ammonia on a moist rag and make quick 
work of it. If you wish your house plants 
to flourish put a few drops of the spirits in 
every pint of the water used in watering. 
A teaspoon! ul will add muoh to the refresh­
ing effects of the bath. Notbiqg is better 
than ammonia water for cleansing tbe hair. 
In every case rinse oft the ammonia with 
clear water. To which we would only add, 
that, for removing grease spots, a mixture 
ot equal parts ot ammonia and alcohol is 
better than alcohol alone; and for taking 
out the red stains produced by the strong 
acids in blue and black clothes, there is 
nothing better than ammonia.—Providence 
Journal.

The royal plate at Windsor, which is kept 
in a tolerably-sized room and an adjoining 
closet, is valued at £1,750,000 sterling. 
There is one gold service, formed by George 
IV, to dine one hundred and thirty guests.

Armada, some brought from India, Burrnah, 
China. There are thirty dozcu of plates 
which cost twenty-six guineas each plate. 
This is only a portion of the royal wealth of 
England iu this item of domestic necessity. 
In the Tower of London are all manner of 
gold salt-cellars, drinking-cups, spoons, etc., 
which in value represent an additional mil­
lion or so.

In England it is proposed to issue litho­
graphic charts illustrative of the weather 
reports, at noon each day, in time for send­
ing by post to any part of the kingdom. 
These charts will contain not only the re­
turns from the forty stations of the British 
isles, but those from a portion of the con­
tinent adjacent, showing movemeuts of tbe 
barometer and thermometer, direction ot 
winds, condition of the sea, and quantifies 
of cloud and rain. Tbe prompt dissemina­
tion of such information will certainly be 
of great scientific value and practical ad­
