PJ s e n  BA CK ELECTED A LTE RN A TE assemble,!, in belialf of ourselves and our constitu­
ents, invoke' he national Congress to pass, prior lo 
its adjournment, the supplemental "civil rigllts 
hill,” a measure not only due for tlie protection of 
the rights of four millionsof our fellow citizens, 
hut one that will contribute to the peace and har­
mony of the people'of tlie whole country by eli ti- 
inating from ihe political issues the questiou of 
race.

Resolved, That we earnestly recommend Con­
gress to pass a bill refunding the cotton tax col­
lected on cotton since the war, as we deem such 
tax to have betn unconstitutional, and the refund­
ing the same would he an act of justice and, at 
present, a great help to cotton planters.

Resolved, That we indorse the course of the 
National Republican, and request the Louisiana 
delega ion iu Washington to use their efforts to 
secure for it the national printing.

The winding up of the resolutions on 
the administration declared it wise, con­
ciliatory aud successful, and that the for­
eign powers had been prompt to recognize 
this fact; denouncing Governor Wannotb 
in the usual style, aud containing therein 
nothing new in the way of political, 
swearing. As the reading progressed, what 
began as a resolution resolved itself into an 
address or declaration to secure amend­
ments of the registration and election laws 
which oppressed the people of the State, 
aud the address went on to declare lor tlie 
right of all the people to vole. Question 
of race eliminated. Advocates the re­
funding of the cotton tax collected.

" BUSINESS CHANGES.

The assembly of the so-called Republican 
convention, upon tbo second day of its scs 
sion, etas a trifle more orde,rly than on the 
day before, and there were less sigus of 
confusion perceptible.

At a quarter past eleven o’clock, Mr. C. 
C. Antoine called the meeting to order, and 
the proceedings opened with prayer by the 
Uev. Mr. Satchel I, who prayed that the cor­
ruptions of the party might be done away 
with, and that the moderator of the con­
vention be endowed with that patience aud 
diguitv requisite for the successful conduct 
of the dnv.

Immediately on the conclusion of the 
prayer, a member leaped to bis feet and 
moved the roll be culled, and as the secre­
tary was going on to call it aud read out 
the names, a cry ot "Louder, louder, 
louder” was raised, as on the previous day, 
disconcertiug the secretary, who got mad 
and yelled out the nauit s with great vim, 
but did not call the parishes, in obedience 
to the suggestion of Mr. Burch, who, as 
usual, had a great deal to say, aud when 
this neglect of the secretary became ap­
parent, Mr, Burch remarked, sotlo voce, it 
would only aniouut to "double trouble.”

At last the call of the roll was completed 
with the roll of the Orleans ward delega­
tions, when Mr. Burch again rose, this lime 
iu the capacity of chairman of the commit­
tee on credentials, and presented the cre­
dentials of James B. Wands aud Joseph 
Jackson, and when the announcement was 
made, Mr. Gair asked for a "division on 
.he question,” in order to get at the delega­
tion of which Mr. Wands was a member, 
but it having been stated that Mr. Wauds 
“resided in Tangipahoa," the objections 
were withdrawn.

The rnotiou was made to read the minutes. 
Not ready for the question; motion con­
strued into a motion to suspend the reading. 
The chair explains and stutes the question 
and enters into a disquisition on puiliutnen- 
tary law, ending in an order on the secre­
tary to read the minutes, at the same time 
saying that the "secretary had not the min­
utes ready, hut would lead the report of the 
Picayune, which .was a strict account of the 
proceedings.” Mr. Burch would not con­
sent to this, although he was pleased to 
say the report was just. The minutes were 
not read.

It being suggested that the only business 
was the resolutions and their report, Mr. 
Wilsou would not allude to the resolutions, 
but would “leave them to speak for them­
selves.” Mr. Gair suggested that the reso­
lutions be taken up one by one.

The following are the resolutions:
Resolved, That we recur to the platform of prin­

ciples adopted by the Nations! Union Convention, 
at Chicago, May 20,1868, as tl.e true principles on 
which our government should be administered, 
aud hereby reaffirm the same ami further, that we 
recognize those principles to have been fully and 
practically carried out by the present administra­
tion.

Resolved, That we indorse heartily the adminis­
tration of General Gram; that we see in him not 
only the acknowledged head of the great progres­
sive party of the age, but a wise and just ruler, 
who has fearlessly, under the constitution, admin­
istered the laws, and with gr.-at judgment has ad­
vanced the national interests at home and abroad; 
that he is the choice of the Republican patty of 
Louisiana t'.r the office of Pri s dent for the ensuing 
term, and that we believe that his re-election will 
best serve to fully restore national harmony upon 
principles the most just, and wTU best s- curt- and 
promote the business prosperity o-' the country.

Resolved, That tlie management of tlie financial 
affairs of tne nation by the present administration 
lias been eminently wise and successful, iu reduc­
ing the annual expenses of the goverumeat in en­
forcing a prompt and ettici"Ut collection of the 
public revenu.s, holding accounting officers to a 
strict accountability, and vigoiously prosecuting 
delinquents in office, thereby enabling the govern­
ment to pav oft tlie national debt at the late of 
over one hundred millions of dollars annually, 
giving such confidence in our public securities as 
to enable the government to fund the national 
debt at a lower rate of inteiest Ilian it originally 
bore, saving thereby in interest a large amount 
annually, and at the tame time euabliug the gov­
ernment to reduce taxation at the late of over 
eighty millions of dollars annually.

Resolved, That the management of the foreign 
relations of the government has been eminently 
wise, conciliatory and successful, by w hich friendly 
relations now exist between this and all other gov­
ernments; American citizens are fully protected 
under the flag ol our country all over the world, 
and arrangements, entirely shtisfaetory to the 
people of this country, have been made, by treaty, 
with England to obtain remuneration for damages 
wrongfully sustained by our citizens and govern­
ment at tlie hands of tlie people aud government of 
England during the war, and evrn when it was at­
tempted to jeopardize such relations, the foreign 
powers with which those relations cx'st have been 
prompt to oounte anee the action of oitfr national
f’overument; aud the wise aud just policy pursued 
ly the government toward the Indian tribes lias 

hi-eu emiiienllv successful compared with any 
policy heretofore pursued.

Resolved, That the laws parsed by Congress, and 
the jiolice and temporary regulations made neces­
sary as the natuial effects ot the war and the 
strict enforcement thereof by the executive, for 
the suppression of disorder and riot in t lie States 
when the State authorities were either unable or 
nuwillir.g to do so. and the piotection of Union citi­
zens against the violence aud outrages perpetrated 
by the Ku Klux organizations in the Southern 
states, merit the warmest approval of all good and 
law-abiding citizens.

Resolved, That this convention reiterates the 
sent.ments and directions -if the convention of the 
ninth of August last ill which it says: “This eon 
vention hers by instructs the delegates hereafter to 
he selected to attend the Rrpubliean National Con­
vention to fast their votes for U. S. Grant as the 
choice of the Republican party for President iu 
1872;" and hereby further direct tlie delegates 
elected by this convention to e-i-t the vote of Lou­
isiana as a unit tor U. s. Grant as candidate for 
President of the United States at the election iu 
November. 1872.

Resolved, That it is a matter of congratulation 
that the national Republican part/ iu this State 
has united to expel from tlie party II. C. Warmoth, 
tlie e o i T U p t  chief execut ve of the State, w ho has 
fraudulently manipulated i he election laws, passed 
for good anil proper purposes, to maintain himself 
and liis minions iu power, aud in order to enable 
them to plunder the State treasury ; and who has, 
by revolutionary acts, and by bribery, aud by the 
unscrupulous use of power vested in him as cum- 
mander-iu-chief of tlie Metropolitan police aud 
militia, controlled the Geneial Assembly, so as to 
pievent him trom being impeached tor high crimes 
and mi.-dt lueauors; anil who lias refused to permit 
reform measures passed hv tlie last Legislature to 
become laws, by withholding his signature there­
from. among which acts are those guarding aud re­
stricting the registration and election laws, so as 
to prevent election frauds, although tlie passage of 
such acts was recommended in his message to tlie 
General Assembly.

Resolved, That this convention approves and 
a-opts tlie principles of Mate reform contained in 
the resolutions passed at the National Republican 
convention of this Slate, on the ninth of August, 
1871, and enlarged on by the resolutions adopted by 
the State Central Executive Committee of tlie 
party, on the seven-h of November, 1871, and 
which measures were reduced to tlie form of hills 
and introduced into the legislature at its last ses­
sion. hut failed to pass on account ot the opposition 
of the friends of Governor Warmoth, or iciled to 
become laws on account'of his whithholding his 
si-mature. The following are some of those bills:

A bill to amend the regi-trnt '.on law.
A bill to amend the election law.
A bill amending the printing law.
A hill amending the law in regard lo assessing 

aud eol'ectiug State and parish taxes, reducing the 
expenses thereof.

A bill providing for the general expeuses of the 
State, and reducing the expenses of the State gov­
ernment to within $800,U' 0. whereas it is now 
more than doubly rids Amount.

A hill repealing the constabulary law.
This convention, on behalf of the national Re­

publican party of 1 his State, pledges itself that the 
above aud allaimilar State reiorms meet with its 
earnest approval nnd that this convention recom­
mend that no candidate for Siate office shall he 
nom.nated hv our partr who is not, by Ins acts 
aud antecedents, as well as by his pledges, lully 
committed to all such reforms.

Resolved, That w hile steadfastly maintaining tlm 
integrity ot the Republican platform and organiza­
tion, yet, in the interest ot reform aud good gov­
ernment, i l l  View O f the p re se n t exigencies ol our 
Stat i, we welcome Hie co operation of all honest 
no-., in securing tlie delivtrauee - four people from 
their present distresses and to this eud, as tar as 
may lie necessary, we are willing to concede such 
personal considerations to those of our fellow-citi­

Mr. M. F. Smith wished to offer one 

amendment, to vote for Henry Wilson, of 
Massachusetts, for Vice President. [Loud 
cries of “I object.”] Withdrawn. Chair 
ordered the secretary to call the roll ou the 
adoption of these big resolutions of the day, 
when Dr. Cramer suggested that the roll 
be called by parishes. Much misunder­
standing, a number of delegates not seem­
ing to comprehend as yet how the roll was 
to be called. The secretary began the call, 
and after a hard time in tallying, the vote 
was announced. The name of each mau on 
the roll, alternates, delegates and proxies 
are called without the system of the chair­
man of each delegation calling the vote lor 
aud agaiast of the whole body. There were 
but two nays—William Burley of Ascen­
sion, aud Jonas Hughes, of Assumption, 
but being importuned by tlie managers, 
both chauged their votes, making the vote 
unanimous, 148 for udoptiou.

A struggle lor the floor, ending by Mr.
Alien, of West Baton Rouge, proceeding to 
ask tor information, aud interrupted by .Mr.
Wilson, who, covered by a point of order, 
offered a supplemental report of the com­
mittee on resolutions, when this having ..........
bet-u scut up to the secretary’s desk. Mr. I RC. Mahan" 
Allen continued, aud moved that the reso- j K. C. Billing*, 
lotion to meet in Baton Rouge, rejected the 
previous day, be reconsidered, which it was 
moved to table, and upon the last motion 
the yeas and nays were called for. Then 
occurred the busiuess under “point of or­
dering,” in which several members went 
on to inter pret the previous rejection of the 
minor proposition in the Baton Rouge reso­
lution, aud the chair explained the matter 
several times. The waves of commotion 
again rose high. “A point of information !”
[ t hud of the gavel ] “Privilege !” [ fhuil.J 
• We can't hear !” [Tlmd over and over 
again.] The chair, vigorously: “Gentlemen, 
you'll take your seats.” A hundred similar 
cries, every one explaining the motion, and 
Burch winding up by moving “tlie rest of 
llie explanations be printed,” while six­
teen members said they couldn't any of 
them vote unless order is kept.

Half a dozen rose to their feet, with reso- 
lutious in their hands, and in the midst of 
the wildest confusion, tlie resolution was
withdrawn. —-------

Resolution reposing confidence in the 
central committee, to adjust the differences 
by proposing that the opposition abaudon 
Warmoth and abide by the Philadelphians, 
was offered by Mr. Merrill as a substitute, 
'flie resolution was too vague, according 
to VV. W. Wharton, postoffice agent, and 
a specific understanding was required. 
No compromise wits wanted with ballot- 
box thieves uor with any other one man 
Iberville parish, which be represented, had 
been used badly. He advocated no com­
promise with “the horde of adventurers” 
who bad so misused bis palish by failing 
to count his favorites iu; no confereuc 
with bolters, nor with “that committee” 
who represent nothing but Governor War­
moth—who were not honest, nor had any­
thing in common with honest Republicans. 
Compliments to tbe deceased Mr. Dunn 
having been concluded, the postotHce agent 
wound up his maiden speech.

Mr. Harry Lott was in favor of the 
adoption of the resolution, as it strikes at 
the political death of H. C. Warmoth; that 
is tiie reason why he wanted it adopted. 
In his complimentary allusion to the de­
ceased Mr. Dunn, he wanted the Governor, 
whose hands were reeking with the blood 
of Oscar J. Dunu, to be compelled to leave 
the State of Louisiana. The resolution 
was adopted.

The evening papers here came in, contain­
ing the chronicle of the first stages of the 
Cincinnati convention, and their perusal 
was of greater interest than the proceed­
ings.

The resolution from Tensas to appoint a 
committee ot five ou conference with the 
opposition committee came up, and it was 
moved to refer, which motion was adopted, 
and the business of electing four delegates 
at large was commenced.

Nominations for delegates at large being 
declared in order, the following nominations 
were made. Inextricable confusion pre­
vailed lor a short time, and, out of the me­
lee, Dr. Cramer went mad on the subject of 
Mr. Parker, who, lie insisted, would be one 
of l he accredited delegates. The latter gen- 
tleuiau withdrew. It appeared, when the 
smoke cleared away, that many nomina­
tions were made.

The body then divided out on electioneer­
ing expeditions. Both Messrs. Parker aud 
Hahn declined the nomination, Mr. Hahn 
saying that "other good aud true men 
would be selected,” he hoped. The voting 
was now conducted to the bitter end. 
Messrs. Burch, Ladd and Keating were ap­
pointed tellers. Each member, as his name 
was called deposited his vote of four names 
ou each ticket. The following is the vote 
on the entire nomination:

of hats and handkercliiafs, while number 
rose to tbeir feet, thus, in an unmistakabH 
manner, showing tlie popularity of Mr. 
Pinchback iu the body.

The speech of Mr. Pinchback was upon 
the subject of unity and of tbe necessity of 
harmony in tlie party, and tlie speaker 
urged the point that if the matter were left 
to the people the great Republican party 
would become a unit. Touching the point 
of the committee over which he presided, 
he declared that he who said there was no 
possibility of a compfomi.-e was iu error. 
Sucli was not tbe case.’ lie was in political 
sympathy with Governor Warmoth tor rea­
sons best known to himself, aud expected 
to so continue in this direction. [Merri­
ment.] Here, to make a commonplace 
speech, without oratory, he was going to 
talk common sense. He laid out a plan of 
adjustment which would fix the differences 
of the party. Sitting iu the con­
vention before him were delegates
with credentials iu tlieir pockets for the 
convention which would meet under 
the auspices ot the opposition, and the 
reason there were two sets of delegates was 
for the very idea of unity ; and after the 
next body had assembled, let a committee 
of conference be appointed, and the differ­
ence would be fought out there. It had 
been said he was a candidate for Lieuten­
ant Governor. He was a candida te for no 
office—none. He wanted no office. If ha 
was to lay out for any position, it would 
not be for Lieutenant Governor—it would 
be for Governor. [Applause and cries of 
“ Lay out for it, then.”] " I believe,” said 
he, “ if I were to run for Governor I would 
get the vote of every black mau in the 
State, but I want no position at tbe ex­
pense of tlie integrity of my party.” 
In case of a refusal of the proposed com­
mittee ol conference to agree, things would 
o on until a compromise would be effected.

Loud applause followed the vote of Bo- 
vee in the negative not to lay ou the table 
the motion to reconsider.

Mr. Burrell rose to a privileged question 
to explain his vote. Motion ibr “somebody 
to get a fence rail and cut that geutlem.tn’s 
ears.” Burrell vanquished.

The Orleans delegation voted in a body to 
lay the motion to reconsider on the table, 
excepting Dr. Cromwell, Dr. Cramer and a 
few others.

Isham G. Nicholls among the latter—I 
think it’s nothing more than right we city 
people should adjourn to Baton Rouge.

Mr. Burch having suggested that several 
members voted for somebody else, it was 
adopted that each member should rise iu 
his seat when he casts his vote. When the 
call came to Mr. Packard, he rose and at­
tempted to explain his vote. Mr. Burch 
objected ou the ground that it was for the 
purpose of influencing the future votes 
which might be cast. Mr. Packard denied 
the soft impeachment,. The list of yeas and 
nays was then read out, and many changes 
ot votes took place, accompanied with the 
usual squabbles for the floor and the right 
to be heard, with occasional explanations 
by the chair thrown iu. It seemed impossi 
hie for the poor secretary to get to the 
end of the roll, as over sixty members were 
animated with a vigorous desire to be heard 
on every occasion.

Mr. Burrell—I see no reason of gentlemen 
getting up here and—

Voice—Well, what do you get up for ?
Loud cries of “Sit down.” Motion to ap­

point ten more sergeants-at-arms, to pre­
serve order. Even alter the reading of the 
list, various parties lobbied to produce a 
change of votes, and the count ended in the 
announcement: For laying ou the table
tbe motion to reconsider, Cl votes; against, 
81 votes. Having refused to lay tlie mo­
tion on the table, Mr. Burch rose and said 
he bad offered a similar resolution in a for­
mer convention, anu that now the same 
was resurrected, aud he was glad of it. 
Members from the city could as well come 
to a convention in the country as the coun­
try members could visit one in the city. 
The motion to reconsider prevailed viva 
voce, and, being reconsidered, the motion 
to adopt the resolution calling on the next 
convention to meet in Baton Rouge came 
up before tbe house.

Mr. Battle Payne, of the tenth ward, got 
obstreperous, and said he didn’t come to 
the convention to make an ass of himself; 
didn’t want any body to dictate to him; 
wouldn’t stand it.

The main question was ordered, when 
confusion again interrupted the regular 
course of business. The chair stated the 
question again. The reading ot the resolu­
tion being called for, it was said the orig­
inal was lost, when the convention settled 
the matter and voted to assemble tbe next 
time at Baton Rouge, in a manner almost 
unanimous.

The report of the committee on resolu­
tions in reference to the appointment ot a 
committee of live to confer on the subject 
of uniting the party with the opposition 
committee was read, and it simply was con­
fined to generalities that they would use all 
lawful means to bring about a union of the 
party.

A substitute was offered by Mr. Wins­
ton, “That a committee of live be appointed 
to wait oa Lieutenant Governor Pinch­
back, and request him to give his views and

is sounded, and Mr. Packard, 
soft, persuasive manner, waves the thong 
of the party whip, and asks the body: “ How 
do you know Mr. Pinchback will go? There 
is no use in electing an alternate who will 
not go,” and all that sort of thing. “This 
won’t wash.”

A sudden interest has sprung up in Pinch­
back, visible in tbe lusty crack ot tbe qarty 
whip, witlded by tbe drivers of the clique 
to bring the stragglers into line. Mr. 
Packard is not allowed to lead his forces or 
to read the list he lias considerately pre­
pared, as Mr. Burch springs to the floor in 
a frenzy and insists upon it that Mr. 
Pinchback is uot to be overslaughed in that 
way: if lie is among the next highest he 
falls under the resolution, and ought to go. 
To jump over his name is an insult to the 
thirty-two who voted for hitu.

Mr. Packard wanted assurances that Mr. 
Pinchback would go if elected.

Mr. Burch offered such assurance. In 
conversation held upon this subject, Mr. 
Pinchback hail said that while he would 
not be dictated to by ward meetings and 
corner groggery politicians, yet let an offer 
be made by any respectable body of tbe. 
party and it would be accepted in the cause 
of harmony and unity. [Applause and 
cheers.] It was suicidal policy iu thus 
giving an insult to eue who was the re-a 
eipieut of thirty-two votes.

•Mr. Mortimer F. Smith wanted every one 
to kuow that thirty-two votes couldn't run 
this convention.

Mr. Jerry A. Hall called attention to the 
fact that by the understanding it was pro­
posed to scud two white delegates and two 
colored delegates, and as the alternate 
didn’t amount to anything, he thought the 
colored men iu the convention didn’t do the 
right thing, as a majority of those present 
were colored.

He was answered by a delegate by say­
ing tbe black man’s policy would do them 
no good.

Tbe ebair made a few remark#, in which 
lie said, in reference to those who would 
impugn the motives of those iu the party, 
that lie had disagreed with Lieutenant Gov­
ernor Pinchback, and as bo bad discovered 
in tbe opposition a disposition for peace and 
unity iu the party, he would meet them, 
and he was of the same opinion, and argued 
for concilation. Iu speaking of the Cincin­
nati movement proposed by Governor War­
moth, lie said tbe pure Republicans of tbe 
State “shook him off,” and he would recog­
nize Campbell, Pinchback and Dibble as 
good Republicans as any here. He would 
do Mr. Pinchback justice, and be thought 
the case required him as a delegate to Phila­
delphia.

Mr. Battle Payne was “one of the thirty- 
two” who voted for Mr. Pinchback, and lie 
spoke on the policy ot "letting bygones be 
bygones.”
’Mr. Robinson, of Tensas, spoke iu favor 

of takiug Mr. Pinchback if he joius against 
Warmoth. He was a mau w ho stood well 
all over the State.

Mr. Burch proposed to offer tbo position 
of delegate to Mr. Pinchback. It lie re­
fused, they knew what to do. Aud be closed 
iu embodying this suggestion, which was 
adopted. Mr. Pinchback was elected by 
acclamation, and the thing was finished in 
tlie adoption of a resolution, offered bv Mr. 
Ladd, that a committee of three be ap­
pointed to wait upon Lieutenant Governor 
Pinchback, and bring him before tbe con­
vention to state his views, aud the last 
resolution was hailed -with wild cheers.

A motion was made to go into the election 
of Presidential electors, and Dr. M. F. Boti- 
zano aud Samuel Peters were tlie unani­
mous choice of the convention.

Adjournment until half-past seven o’clock 
in the eveuiug.

EVENING SESSION.
The first thing in the evening session was 

the entrance of Lieutenant Governor Pinch­
back, who, being recognized, was greeted 
with loud and vehement cheering, and the 
president having taken the chair and called 
the meeting to order, the band stcauik up 
"Hail to the Chief,” and aft the coiflbittee 
introduced the Lieutenant Governor, the 
enthusiasm defies description, the waving

'Wait till I have gone there, my friend.” 
In alluding to the State of Louisiana, he 

said the State was as well off as auy other 
of the Southern States, although some time 
ago he said if there was no cessatiou of tax­
ation a vigilance committee would yet haug 
all the Legislature; yet, with all this taxa­
tion, Louisiana was still better oft'. The 
tone of the press showed that war was to 
be made on tbe black man ; if, as the Times 
stated, this was the future policy of Gov­
ernor Warmoth he would go no further in 
that iliiect on. [Applause.] He believer’, 
aud impressed strongly on his hearers, the 
principle embodied in the saying of “Old 
Man Douglass," that the Republican party 
was the ship, and for the blackman all out­
side of it was the sea.

Ou the conclusion of the address of Lieu­
tenant Governor Pinchback, of which a 
bare abstract is above given, there were 
several calls for speakers; the president 
ruled out all speech-making.

There being nothing le  ore the house, 
Mr. Smith called upon George W. Carter, 
ami this was answered by the appearance 
of Mr. Carter, who made a short address. 
He laid down this proposision: “Because 
Mr. Pinchback and the committee over 
which he presides believes in sustaining 
Governor Warmoth, it would not be just 
nor fair to presume they were not sincere 
and not holiest.” la his allusion to the paper 
of which he was editor, he said he 
took the ground of opposition to 
the executive management, while he 
urged that because there were good Repub­
licans who took sides with the executive 
in the late contest it was not a legitimate 
conclusion that these were not actuated by 
proper motives. He urged that the parties 
oe unified, aud that everything should be 
done for it. Notwithstanding he was a 
Southern-born man. yet he had learned 
from a Yankee, O. W. Holmes, a truth any 
mau should respect, which was that a 
greater principle existed than consistency-— 
truth. Let a man be true, and not because 
lie had struck a good thing ouce, to adhere 
to it always on that account.

Mr. Carter paid a high comDliment to the 
speech of Mr. Pinchback, aud retired.

Mr. Wilson read a dispatch from his 
honor the Mayor, which said that "ou the 
refusal of the Louisiana delegation to ac­
cept the amendment of Mr. Sumner to the 
civil rights bill tlie colored delegation, with 
Conway at their head, arc returning in a 
body.” This was received with cheering, 
louud, long and vehement.

Mr. Ladd, in the object of harmony, 
called for the appointment of a committee 
to confer with the committee over which 
Mr. Pinchback presided, and Mr. Kay fol­
lowed with a motion to appoint a new com­
mittee, with a similar object.

Mr. Burrell on the floor.
Dr. Cramer said ho bad instructions to 

withdraw tbe motion made this morning.
Judge Train rose on a point of order.
Mr. Burrell, violently—He would be recog­

nized, and did not intend to be cboked off 
because he came from the country.

Cries of “Music, music,” followed by the 
baud playing, when Mr. Burrell rose to his 
feet again, aud would not be silent.

A considerable amount of the same old 
“point of ordering” business went on for 
some time. Members m i>; speeches under 
its cover, and while the chair ruled, the 
house laughed and groaned, the "poiuts of 
ordering” marched on.

Mr. Garrett was iu for no compromise 
with the rebels. "If they come to us, let’s 
take ’em in." But he was not in lavor of 
going to them.

Mr. John Simms, of St. Landry—It you 
don’t compromise soon, soon adjust your 
differences, the lights of the colored men in 
this State is at an end. The opponents of 
immediate compromise were white men. It 
must come from the colored men.

Judge Henry Train calling for what was 
before the house—the chair had not suc­
ceeded in unraveling the tangle—when 
“points of ordering” again broke out in 
every direction, and the political waters 
madded every second, with no immedi­
ate prospect of a settlement.

In the midst of things, a resolution in­
dorsing the Centra! Committee (Packard’s), 
and pledging support to it, was read.

Mr. Burrell succeeded iu moving for its 
adoption.

Mr. Packard spoke to the resolution, in­
dorsing his own committee. If they had 
not done their duty, discharge them. [Cries 
of “No.”] As the convention expected, the 
Central Committee should leave no stone 
unturned to produce harmony— that was 
right. Was it right tor the Gatling gun con­
vention to bring back the seceding political 
bolters! Alt the war was made against 
Warmoth alone, and was it possible, in 
waging this war, to avoid hitting the other 
members of the committee who hung around 
him l

The only proposition ever made was ten­
dered by Governor Warmoth, who proposed 
tliat ten members of each committee should 
be selected to form one committee, of which 
the speaker should be chairman, It was 
not possible, because it would result in the 
virtual abandonment of the whole tight. 
The Governor had now “ walked the plank 
of the Republican ship.” The colored dele­
gation to Cincinnati were leaving him. The 
Governor had burned liis ships. There was 
no retreat. Tlie thing was at an eud; he 
had gone over to the Democracy. There 
was now a chance of bringing back those 
who bad beeu humbugged and deluded into 
the opposite course. The whoteJight was 
with Warmoth alone, and LieutOTaut Gov- 
eruor Pinchback was offered a seat in his 
committee, provided he would abandon 
Warmoth. Soon as any of his adherents 
would abandou him they were weloome to 
seats in the cominitee, which, he stated, 
should be discharged if the convention be­
lieved they should Rave cultivated War- 
moth, against whotn alone the whole fight

was waged-. He proposed to get all the 
"Warmoth men” out of the committee, and 
make room for them. Such were his terms 
of compromise.

The original dispatch about the with­
drawal of the colored delegation was then 
read, differing but very little from the first 
reading.

The resolution indorsing the central com­
mittee was then adopted.

A resolution requesting all outside of tbe 
Republican organizations “to disband and 
unite wirh us at once,” was read as of­
fered by Dr. Cromwell, and adopted.

A resolution “to appoint a committee of 
five to confer with a corresponding com­
mittee of tbe Pinchback committee, wirh a 
view of reconciliation,” was lead as offered 
by John Ray. »

Resolution to take a recess of fifteen days 
and then make nominations was rejected.

Resolution denouncing Thomas W. Con­
way, for bis unscrupulous management ol 
the public schools iu the iuterest of Gov­
ernor H. C. Warmoth, was read.

Mr. Ladd objected, but was not allowed 
to speak. The house was in an uproar. Mr. 
Conway was returning to the party, and he 
wouldn’t put him out.

The resolution was adopted in an uproar.
Resolutions of thanks to the president 

and all officers of the convention, Kelly’s 
band included, was adopted, aud tbe con­
vention adjourned sine die.

Summit, Miss., April 27, 1872. 
Editor Republican :

Ou last Sunday night this section was 
visited by a very severe wind, accompanied 
by a heavy fall of rain and hail. Ever 
since, until to-day, it Las been quite cool, 
rendering tires in the morniDg pleasant. 
On Wednesday, the twenty-fourth, we had 
a visit from old Jack Frost, who caused the 
early vegetation to cringe before him. At 
present the weather is comfortable, and 
favorable to the growing crops.

The longer we remain at our rural "home.” 
the more we are able to appreciate its pow­
er of beauty and repose. The country 
abounds in scenes of loveliness unknown in 
a city of bricks and mortar.

Every hour of tbe (lav you can find delight­
ful occupation among your neighbors. AH 
nature seems to enjoy and appreciate the 
trees, flowers, and all else in its bloom and 
verdancy. Living upon the suhsrantials 
and delicacies made bv their hands, makes 
the home of tbe farmer not one of imaginary 
happiness, but on" where everything indi­
cates that independence and cheerfulness 
reigns supreme.

On our visit to McComb City, Thursday 
we met Colonel Wister, an ex-federal sol­
dier, who is the general financial agent of 
the owners of that place. We found in 
him a clever and agreeable gentleman, and 
one who feels and has taken a great inter­
est in the welfare of toe Southern people, 
and has decided to moke his future home 
among them. We also met Mr. Billings, 
the general superintendent of buildings 
and other works. He seems to be a thor­
ough master of his business, and very 
clever. The work goes bravely on in that 
place, and each day adds to its appearance.

The Odd Fellows of this place (Summit 
Lodge, No. 93.) celebrated the fifty-tbit it 
anniversary of their order yesterday. There 
was a good attendance, and their appear­
ance in procession was equal to any we 
have ever seen.

Cincinnati, May 1872.
The convention met this mornm^, and 

held a session of about an hour. After tem­
porary organization the convention ad­
journed till ten o’clock to-morrow morning.

In the meantime representatives from the 
various States are to choose their delegates. 
Louisiana has already selected as the dele­
gates : First district, Potthoff and Vigers; 
second district, Dirrhamer and Barrett; 
third district, Underwood and Halstead; 
fourth district, Abel and Phillips; fifth dis­
trict, Morgan and Harris ; for the State at 
large, Hassinger, Schwartz, Braughn and 
Delassize.

Our delegates are instructed to vote as a 
unit, but have not received instructions as 
to who to vote for. Another caucus will 
be held to-morrow morning.

To-day Greeley and Gratz Brown are the 
favorites for the Presidential nomination, 
but Trumbull’s friends aro still hopeful. 
Davis is not likely to be any stronger than 
he is now, and will probably fail to bo 
taken up.

A nomination is not probable before Fri­
day.

Judge Stanley Matthews, of Ohio, is the 
temporary chairman.

Carl Schurz was introduced to the con­
vention, but declined to make a speech. 
He promised, however, to address the con­
vention before its adjournment.

The convention is very largely attended, 
nearly every State beiDg represented.

There is an almost universal feelibg here 
that the movement will be a success, and 
that the ticket will be elected.

About 8000 people were present at the 
preliminary organization, more than half 
of whom were representatives from the sev­
eral States.

C onsequential Dam nccs—Our G overnm ent
w ill not Modify Its C ase—T hree P er
C ents Called in.

W ashington, May 1.—It is officially an­
nounced that the government will not 
modify its case, but should England pro­
p r o s e . 'when she is a belligerent and the 
United States a neutral, to waive conse­
quential damages on account of vessels es­
caping hence, the United States will waive 
money consideration in this instance.
