The Cincinnati Enquirer (a Democratic 
journal) had this remarkably correct edi 
toriul in its issue of Wednesday morning:

It was impossible to mistake the tone of 
seui intent everywhere yesterday manifested 
on the matter of the approaching nomina­
tion.

I’tterances of the New York Tribune.
The New York Tribune of Tuesday had 

this double-leaded editorial:
If there is any trouble at Cincinnati, it is 

from the machinations of nominating rings. 
We beg to say just one thing to this con­
vention—the biggest thing before the coun­
try is the question of the honest men 
against the thieves. What the couutry 
sorely needs aud imperatively demands is 
a reform in the administration of govern­
ment. This is not to be attained by com­
binations of worn out political hacks to 
secure the nomiuution of some candidate 
for President w ho may suit their peculiar 
wants and views. The Tribune has no can­
didate ; it asks lor no particular man : but 
it does ask the choice of some man whose 
name shall symbolize the national move­
ment for reform. If the Cincinnati con­
vention gives us this, it is a success ; if, in­
stead, it gives us a mere candidate of the 
politicians, it is not only a failure, but a 
iaree. The eyes of the whole country are 
to-day on Cincinnati; to-morrow they'may 
be somewhere else, unless Cincinnati seize 
its opportunity. We ask from that conven­
tion a candidate whose name shall be itself 
a platform. There are half a dozen such : 
shall we have one. of them !

The Tribune of Wednesday was to con 
tain an editorial of which the follow ing is 
an extract:

Certain journals speculate on the proba­
bility that tbe Tribune would support this 
or that candidate if nominated at Cincin­
nati. They have no data and no warrant 
for saying that we should object to any of 
the persons named. We have said that if 
the convention should see fit to place its 
candidates ou a platform hostile to the pro­
tection of home in.lusty it would thereby 
preclude our supporting them: and yet we 
have not said that they might not wisely do 
what would constrain us to oppose their 
candidates. If a majority of the American 
people want free trade, they ought to have 
it, no matter though this or that individual 
lie displeased thereat. In that case candi­
dates who respond to the general aspiration 
can do without the support "of this or that 
newspaper. We have only urged the con­
vention to use language that unequivocally 
expresses its meaning. If that meaning he 
free trade, let there be no mistake amino 
dispute about it. We shall in no case dis­
semble or qualify our convictions that pro­
tection has strengthened and enriched our 
country; that it has saved us from a com­
mercial collapse and crash, consequent on 
the close of our civil war, and that it now 
gives work at good prices to hundreds of 
thousands who, under free trade, would be 
wande ing in quest ot employment, aud to 
accept half the w ages they uow earn. Hut 
whether ihe Cincinnati convention shall en­
able us to approve or oblige us to condemn 
its action, our resolve never more to deserve 
the name of a party organ will stand.

ADDKESS OF THE COMMITTEE ON RESOLU­

TIONS.
Tlie administration now in power has 

rendered itself guilty of a wantou disregard 
ot the laws ot the land, and of assuming 
powers not granted by the constitution. It 
has acted as if laws had a binding force 
only for those who are governed, and not 
for those who govern. It has thus struck a 
blow at the fundamental principles of con­
stitutional government and the liber­
ties of citizens. The President of the 
United States has openly used the 
powers and opportunities of his high 
office for the promotion of personal ends. 
He has kept notoriously corrupt and un­
worthy men in places of power and respon­
sibility, to the detriment of the public in­
terests. He has used tlie public service of 
the government as a machinery of partisan 
and personal influence, and interfered with 
tyrannical arrogance in the political affairs 
of States aud municipalities. He has re­
warded with influential and lucrative of­
fices those who have acquired his favor by 
valuable present.-, thus stimulating the 
demoralization of our political life by his 
conspicuous example. He has shown himself 
deplorably unequal to the tasks imposed 
upon him by tbe necessities of tlie country, 
and culpably careless of the responsibilities 
of his'liigh office.

The partisans of the administration, as­
suming to be the Republican party, and 
controlling its organization, have attempted 
to justify such wrongs and palliate such 
abuses, to the end of maintaining a partisan 
ascendency. They have stood in the way 
of necessary investigation and indispensa­
ble reforms, pretending that no serious 
fault could be found with the present ad­
ministration of public affairs; thus seeking 
to blind the eyes ot the people. They have 
kept alive the passions and resentments of 
the late civil war, to use them for their 
own advantages.

They have resorted to arbitrary measures 
in direct conflict with organic law, instead 
of appealing to the better instincts and 
latent patriotism of the Southern people by 
restoring to them their rights, the enjoy­
ment of which is indispensable lor tbe suc­
cessful administration of their local affairs, 
and would tend to a more patriotic and 
hopeful national feeling.

They have degraded themselves and the 
name of their party, which was onee justly 
entitled to the confidence of the nation, by 
a base sycophancy to the despeuser of the 
executive power and patronage, unworthy 
of republican freemen.

They have sought to stifle the voice of 
just criticism, to stifle the moral sense ot 
the people, aud to subjugate public- opinion 
by tyrannical party discipline.

The are striving to maintain themselves 
in authority for selfish ends, by an un­
scrupulous use of power which rightfully 
belongs to tlie people, aud should be em­
ployed only in the service of the country.

Believing that an organization thus led 
and controlled can no longer be of service 
to the best interests of the republic, we 
have, resolved to make an independent ap­
peal to the sober judgment, conscience aud 
patriotism of the American people.

The following is a full text of resolutions: 
YVe the Liberal Republicans of the United 

States in National Convention assembled 
at Cincinnati, proclaim the following prin­
ciples as essential to a just government:

1. YVe recognize the equality of all men 
before tbe law. and bold that it is the duly 
of the government, in its dealings with Ihe 
people, to mete out equal and exact justice 
to all, of whatever nativity, race, color or 
persuasion, religious or political.

2. We pledge ourselves to maintain the 
union of these Stales, emancipation and en­
franchisement, and to oppose any reopeu- 
ing of the questions settled by tlie lliir- 
teeutli, fourteenth and fifteenth amend­
ments of the constitution.

3. YY’e demand the immediate and abso­
lute removal of all disabilities imposed on 
account of rebellion, which was finally sub­
dued seven years ago, beliet ing that uni­
versal amnesty wiil result in complete pa­
cification in all sections of the country.

4. Local self-government, with impartial 
suffrage, will guard the rights of all citizens 
more securely than any centralized powe.r. 
The public welfare requires the supremacy 
of tbe civil over the military authority, and 
freedom of person under the protection of 
the habeas corpus. \Yre demand for tbe in­
dividual ihe largest liberty consistent with 
public order; for the State self-government, 
and for the nation a return to the methods 
of peace and the constitutional limitations 
of power.

5. The civil sertiee ol the government 
has become, a mere instrument of partisan 
tvranuy ami personal ambition, and an ob­
ject of selti.-li greed, and is a scandal aud 
reproach upon free institutions ami broods 
a demoralization dangerous to the perpe­
tuity ot the republican government; we 
therefore regard a thorough reform ot tlie 
civil service as one of the most pressing 
necessities of the hour; that honesty, cap­
acity and fidelity constitute ihe, only valid 
claims to public employment; that the 
offices of the government cease to he a mat­
ter ot arbitrary favoritism and. patrouage, 
and that a public station shall Income 
again the post of honor; to this end it is im 
peratively required that no President shall 
be a candidatejfor re-election.

6. We demand federal taxation which 
shall not necessarily interfere with the in­
dustry of the people, aud which shall pro­
vide the means necessary to pay the ex­
penses of ihe government economically 
administered, pensions, the iucerest on the 
public debt, aud a moderate reduction an­
nually of the principal thereof; and recogniz­
ing that there arc in our midst honest though 
irreconcilable differences of opinion with 
regard to the respective system of protec­
tion and tree trade, -we remit the discussion 
of the subject to the people in their con­
gressional districts, anil to the decision of 
Congress thereon, wholly free of exeeuiivo 
interference or dictation.

7. The pubho credit must be sacredly 
maintained, ar.d wo denounce repudiation 
in every form and guise.

8 A speedy, return to specie payment, is 
demanded alike by the highest considera­
tion of Commercial morality and honest 
government.

9, We remember with gratitude the hero­

ism and sacrifices of the soldiers and sailors 
of the republic, and no act of ours shall 
ever detract from their justly earned fame 
or the full rewards of their patriotism.

10. We are opposed to all further grants 
of lands to railroad or other co-porations. 
The public domain should be held sacred to 
actual settlers.

11. \\Te hold that it is the duty of the gov 
eminent, in its intercourse with foreign 
nations, to cultivate the friendship of peace 
by treaty with all on fair and equal terms, 
regarding it alike dishonorable either tode- 
inand what is not right or submit to what 
is wrong.

12. For tbe promotion and success of 
these vital principles and the support, of the 
candidates nominated by this convention, 
we invite and cordially welcome the co­
operation of all patriotic citizens, without 
regard to political affinities.

After loud cheers for the successful can­

didates, given with great enthusiasm, fol­
lowed by cheers for Cincinnati and the, com­
mittee of arrangements, which were given 
with equal cordiality, earnestness and good 
will, in response to vehement calls for a 
speech, SenatorSchurz said:

My Fellow-citizens—This convention has 
overwhelmed me with kindness, and I have 
especially to thank them for the indulgence 
with which they have borne with me while 
I was endeavoring to the best of my ability 
to conduct with fairness and impartiality 
the deliberations of this large, and, let us 
confess, a little unruly body. [Laughter.] 
YY e have now accomplished our work. Our 
duty it will be to proclaim to all the land 
the principles embodied in our platform, 
and go forward and soiict with all 
the entreaties which our minds aud hearts 
are capable of making, the support of the 
people of the United States for the candi­
dates we have nominated. I have already 
done so much speaking iu this convention, 
and maybe I shall have to do much during 
the i:u| ending campaign, that you will 
certainly hear with me if I close my speech 
in the same manner in which I closed my 
first. Then by seconding the motion to ad­
journ, and now by declaring the Liberal 
Republican Convention adjourned sine die. 
[Cheers and applause.]

Calls were made for a few words from the 
Hon. George YYr. Julian, of Indiana, who 
said :

“ If my physical health would allow me 
to talk to you, it would afford me great 
gratification. I am, however, and have, been 
for some time, an invalid. I have retired 
from politics, and, truly, would not have 
been here had it not been for this Liberal 
Republican movement, which I could not 
possibly stay from. [Applause.] I am in 
it and of it, and shall go with it to the end. 
If I can gather up my health, which, I 
think, will be greatly invigorated by what 
we have done, I hope, by and by, to be able 
to help your cause.”

The vast concourse had by this time 
greatly diminished, and the more enthusi­
astic portion who had until now lingered 
around the platform, gradually withdrew, 
and thus ended an augural meeting of mag­
nitude, interest and import.

Greeley nnd Brown in YY'ilinington—Nomi­
nations Favorably Received—Excite­
ment in RichmontI—The “  strongest 
Ticket Intense Interest in Washing­
ton—Proceedings ol' Congress In ter­
rupted—Effect of the Convention ou the 
Public .Mind.

YYTlmington, N. C., May 3.—The nomina­
tion of Greeley and Brown is very favor­
ably received here both by Conservatives 
ami Democrats. It, is generally conceded 
that Mi. Greeley i.- less objectionable to the 
South than any other candidate brought be­
fore the Cincinn ai convention, with the 
exception, perhaps, of Judge Davis.

Richmond, Va., May 3.—The newspaper 
bulletins have been surrounded all the af­
ternoon, eager for news from the Cineinnati 
convention. The a nouncemeut of the 
nomination of Greeley and Brown gives 
very general satisfaction to the Conserva­
tives aud Liberal Republicans, who think 
it the strongest ticket t.iat could have been 
selected.

The Stale Journal, the administration 
paper, thinks that Mr. Grei ley is the most 
vulnerable man the Liberals could have 
nominated.

YY’ashington, May 3.—Intense interest 
prevailed here during to-day with reference 
to events at Cineinnati, not only in execu­
tive and legislative circles, but throughout 
the city.

Inquiries were constantly made as to the 
latest intelligence from the convention. The 
progress of the balloting seemed to add, if 
possible, to the excitement everywhere; the 
news spreading with remarkable rapidity, 
the executive departments heard it at the 
same time that it became known in Con 
gross.

The telegrams announcing the nomina­
tion of Horace Greeley as a candidate for 
the Presidency were received with sur­
prise, as previous private dispatch -s fore­
shadowed a different result.

The Republicans not in sympathy with 
the convention expressed thems Ives as not 
being alarmed »t the selection, while the 
Democrats said that their national conven­
tion to convene on the fourth of July will 
define the policy of the Deuiocra'io party. 
The news of the nomination interrupted tor 
sometime the proceedings of the House, 
the members gathering in front of the 
Speaker’s desk to hear the latest intelli­
gence.

There were similar exhibitions in the 
Senate while Mr. Casserly was speaking; 
that gentleman, referring to the inattention 
to business, moved that an adjournment 
take place until the Cincinnati convention 
was over.

New Yokk, May 3.—Ou the reception of 
the nomination of Mr. Greeley in tins city 
a large crowd gathered at tlie Tribune of­
fice. Mr. Greeley was calico for anti ap­
peared.. lie declined to make a speech, but 
had to undergo'a vast amount of hand 
shaking. A salute of 100 guns was hied iu 
the City Hall Park in his honor.

Philadelphia, May 3.—There wera con­
siderable crowds about the ne wspaper bul­

letins to-day to learn the result of the nom 
motions at Cincinnati. There was how­
ever, no excitement, and all parties appear 
to be satisfied—the Republicans having 
faith in tlie name of Grant over all opposi­
tion; the Democrats believing that the'nom­
ination will carry a large number of Grant’s 
adherents.

There is great curiosity to know what the 
Democrats are going to do.

The Liberals have made no display of en­
thusiasm so far, and are probably waiting 
for the return of their leaders from Cim 
cinnati.

New York, May 3.—The Sun of to-mor­
row will say: Never was such a compli­
ment paid to the newspaper press as iu the 
nomination of two editors at Cincinnati. 
It believes the Liberal Republicans aud 
Southern Democracy will all support 
Greeley, and that fact wiil exert a power­
ful influence upon the Northern Democ­
racy. The North, South, East and West 
are for him. The Germans seem for him 
enthusiastically, and he is likely to carry 
the Irish vote. It only remains ibr the peo­
ple to elect him.

The Tribune, in an editorial to-morrow, 
evidently written by Mr. Greeley himself, 
will say: YY’e make no comment on the 
ticket presented at Cincinnati. The plat­
form has been to us throughout the object 
ol much greater solicitude. Our interest has 
centered in what should be said hearing on 
protection and free trade. There is an 
honest and serious difference among Repub­
licans and Reformers on this question. Our 
convictions are strong on one side. Others, 
at least equally patriotic and intelli­
gent, hold opinions antagonistic to ours. 
YY’e did not want the convention to 
say that we were right. YY’e did not 
see to what profit it could pronounce in tbe 
wrong. To declare lor either protection or 
free trade would repel some, perhaps many, 
from the support ol the Liberal movement, 
while it would win over no opponent to that 
movement. YY’e tin re fore, urged the con­
vention simply to remit this question to tlie 
people as one on which we were not agreed, 
askiug them to pronounce judgment thereon 
in the choice of members of Congress, by 
whom, and not by the executive, it must be 
discus.-ed. This view, we rejoice to say, 
has prevailed, but its prevailanee is no 
triumph over tree trade, much less 
over revenue reform, be that what 
it may. It is simply a reference of the 
whole subject to the people, unprejudiced 
by a dictum of the convention. If the ma­
jority are tor free trade, or against, they 
are in no wise precluded by the Liberal 
ilatform from making their judgment 
mown and respected. On the contrary, 
they are exhorted to do so, with an assur­
ance that their wishes thus authentically 
expressed shall not be overborne by execu­
tive power. This is as we think it should 
be, and we do not see why any who have 
laith iu tbe people should be alienated or 
offended by such reference of the subject.

FOREIGN.

England Absolving Canada—Insurrection 
in jjpain—A Religions YY'ar—Carlists 
Flee Into France—Disarmed and Re­
turned by French Frontier Troop*— 
Mount Vesuvius Eruption Ceased—Vil­
lages nud Crops Damaged by H urri­
cane-Cyclone Around .Madras—Live* 
nnd Vessels Lost.

London, May 3.—The Times editorially 
hints that it might be beneficial to *he world 
were England to absolve Canada from her 
allegiance.

Advices received in this city by mail from 
Spain state that the priests are endeavoring 
to make the insurrection in that country a 
religious war.

The government has called upon the in­
habitants of Barcelona to deliver up all 
arms in their possession.

Paris, May 3.—A dispatch from Bavonne 
confirms the report that the Carlist leader 
Roda, with his command, has fled into 
France, having been closely pursued by the 
Spanish government forces.

The French troops stationed on the 
frontier disarm and return all Carlists who 
escape into France.

Naples, May 3.—The eruption of Mount 
Y’esuvius has entirely ceased.

A terrible hurricane has swept over tho 
foot and slopes of Vesuvius, greatly damag­
ing the villages and remaining crops.

Bombay, May 3.—Madras and the vi- 
ciuiry has been visted by a terrible cyclone, 
causing loss of life and a number of vessels.

New York, May 3.—Tbe steamer Ocean 
Qaeen, lrom Aspinwall. April 19, brings the 
following intelligence relative to the death 
of Captain Crossman, United States navy:

The United States steamship Kansas, 
Captain Hatfield, with the Nicaragua canal 
surveying expedition, arrived at Greytown 
on the third instant. On the twelfth, Cap­
tain Crossman, in command of the expedi­
tion, in coming over the bar in a whaleboat, 
got capsized by breaking of tlie steering oar. 
Two other boats sent to his assistance met 
the same fate.

Minute guns were fired lrom the vessel, 
but no aid could be given from shore. As 
the ship lay six miles away and out of sight, 
no one knew what they meant. The steam 
launch had already been sent up to meet 
tlie steamship Moselle, with cargo and a 
canoe with the mails. The canoe arrived 
in time to save Paymaster Bemis and one of 
the crew, and to tow in the cutter with six­
teen men. Others swum ashore. Three 
came in on an empty cask. Captain Cross- 
man, sailing master Foray and lour seamen 
were drowued. Of them only the body of 
oue seaman was found. Number of officers 
and men saved, 27.

Later Chili dates have been received. 
Don Joaquins Goday, present minister to 
Ihe United States, has, it is stated, been 
appointed minister plenipotentiary in Peru, 
bu: ii is no: vet known for certain who is to 
be successor in the Chilian legation at YY’ash- 
itigton, though it is reported that it will be 
Don Adolfo Ibeanez, present minister of 
foreign relations.

Trevino Changes His Base—Government 
Troops Pursuing Him—Monterey Oc­
cupied by Government Forces.

MaiAMOitAA Mexico, May 2.—The revo­
lutionary army, under General Trevino, 
changed its base last night, baying aban­
doned its camp on the river, six miles above, 
and swung into the San Fernando road be­
hind and about fifteen miles distant from 
this city. It is supposed that this move­
ment lias been made to head off General 
Corello’s government forces said to be ap­
proaching from that direction.

The country now occupied by tho revolu­
tionists afforded the chief source of supplies 
heretofore reaching this city from the Mexi­
can side, and is the richest part of the State 
of Tamaulipas in cattle and horses, of which 
the revolutionists are said to bo greatly iu 
need.

From their present position they could 
advance toward Y’iotoria, tho capital' of the 
State of Tamaulipas. or on Tampico, anil 
at the same time keep up the practical siege 
of Matainoras, and cut off communication 
witli the interior.

At this moment the object of General 
Trevino in changing base is purely conjec­
ture, but does not indicate an immediate 
attack on this city.

General Cevallos received scouts to-day 
informing him that General Ochoa had 
entered Monterey with 600 government 
troops, and holds the place.

General Trevino's revolutionary arc% is 
known to be in full retreat toward Ca- 
inargo. having passed Reynosa, sixty miles 
above here, this morning. This backward 
movement is doubtless owing to the occn- 
uatiou of Monterey by tbe government 
forces.
