Mrs. Ce’eite Eaton vs. E. Surgi.—Plain- 

tiff in this ease sues lor the recovery of 
$18*K\ v ii-h i- has spent in repairiug'and 
completic .: a nouse belonging to her, and 
which was ouilt by the defendant under a 
written contract with plaintiff.

The defendant, who is an architect and 
builder, admits the existence of the con­
tract, but avers that he has completed the 
building, and that the same has been re­
ceived and paid for by plaintiff after a care­
ful examination thereol; and that while the 
work was going on plaintiff and her hus­
band, who were living in the adjoining house, 
witnessed its progress in all its details, and 
that it was with the full knowledge of the 
nature nud condition of each and everv 
part thereof that she received, settled for 
and took possession of the same.

It appears from the evidence that the 
contract between these parties was entered 
into by authentic act, on the seventeenth of 
August, J869, and that the building was 
finished in March of the following year. 
No dispute took place while the work w as 
progressing. The payments were made in 
strict compliance with the terms of the con­
tract. The plaintiff and her husband were 
in the habit, almost every day, of visiting 
the place. The plaintiff occasionally made 
inquiries as to the manner of doing certain 
portions of the work. She suggested some 
changes, which were agreed to, but she 
never complained in relation to anything.

As to the nature of the work the evidence 
is somewhat contradictory. Some of the 
plaintiff’s witnesses state that they do not 
believe that the building was erected in 
conformity with the specifications ot the 
contract, and they point out certain repairs 
and alterations which beiaue necessary af­
ter the delivery of the premises. But the 
defendant’s witn ■  es, on the contrary, 
testily that the building was erected in a 
■workmanlike and skillful manner, and that 
at the time of its completion it was worth 
$< 0(M, althongh the amount paid bv 
plaintiff was $5250 only.

It is unnecessary, iiowever. to discuss 
that point, because it is satisfactorily shown 
that, prior to the final settlement, the work 
■was carefully examined by plaintiff and 
her agents, and that she accepted the same. 
The law is too plain on that question to leave 
any doubt in the mind of the court. When 
a builder has erected a house, and the pro­
prietor has takeu possession without mak­
ing objections to the work, he cau not after­
ward urge that there was. some slight devi­
ations from the contract, nor withhold the 
payment. (See Mitchell vs. Corel!, xi, L. 
252, uml Clark vs. Kemper, 3 It., 10.) And 
the voluntary execution of a contract, with 
the full knowledge of the grounds upon 
which if; might be rescinded, amounts to a 
ratificat ion of it. 5 It., 354: 6 It., 443: 8 L..
569

For these reasons, let plaintiffs claim be 
rejected, with costs.

They must be no new men, but names la- 
railiar to the negro ear. even when, with 
bated breath in the quarters cabin years 
ago. he discussed the possibilities of eman­
cipation. Through the agency of these 
early friends of his freedom, of whom he 
then heard something, perhaps from tbe 
angry debates of contending parties on the 
stump, which he would listen to, you must 
nominate men whose names are associated 
with emancipation before you approach the 
negro and ask him to abandon the party to 
which he feels indebted foi his freedom.
