• Shot  at H im .—Tuesday night a burglar 
entered the dwelling of Charles MeClaren, 
No. 80 Melpomene street, and was so clumsy 
in his operations as to waken the inmates. 
A shot was fired at the intrude*; but as he 
did not stop to make explanations or die, 
the bullet must have proved a stray shot. 
Shooting at active burglars is a short-hand 
way to rid us of their presence.

C onvicted  at L ast .—One of the princi­
pal sources of items for reporters has been 
cut oft. Lizzie Owens and three of her har­
ridans have been so fortunate as to run 
against a jury of sense. Lizzie, Lucy Wilson, 
Phebe Williams and Mary McClanton have 
been found guilty ot larceny, and will prob­
ably receive a full term when Judge AbeU 
sentences them. Marie Davis, alias French 
Marie, one of the worst in the robbery, es­
caped at the time, but was captured Tues­
day night, and has been handed over to a 
deputy sheriff, who placed her in a safe 
place. ______

'C rim in a l  C o u r t .—Granville Droacey, 
who was charged with having, on the 
fifteenth of November, 1871, robbed Mr. J.
C. Miller, of No. 100 Baronne street, of a 
gold watch and chain, valued at $180, was 
convicted. Mr. Miller had been knocked 
down on the levee by a dray or float, and 
after being carried into the establishment 
of Joe Albo, near the corner of Wells and 
Canjl streets, was robbed while having his 
clothes dusted.

Thomas Gallagher, charged with carrying 
a concealed weapon, pleaded guilty.

The grand jury ignored a charge of as­
sault and battery against William Duncan, 
preferred by J. A. Kaiser, by reporting not 
a true bill.

The counsel for Gaetano Rosa and wife,
D. M. C. Hughes, Esq., yesterday morning 
filed a motion to admit accused to bail on 
the following grounds:

1. That, under the' constitution of the 
United States, the accused is entitled to 
bail, the crime for which they are charged 
(attempted arson) is a bailable and no't a 
capital one.

2. That the party before the recorder 
was not represented by counsel.

3. That the allegations contained in the 
affidavit are not provided for by the 
statutory acts of this State, there being no 
crime known to the law as attempted arson.

A N ew  P u m p .—Several Administrators 
yesterday visited the Bienville street drain­
ing machine, to witness the working of a 
compound propeller draining pump, re­
cently placed there to be tried experiment­
ally. As far as we could understand, the 
machine does not possess any great supe- 

• riority over other pumps; but time and 
thorough trial may disclose the fqct that it 
possesses great power. Mr. Cockrem will 
give it a good test by using it when the lift­
ing wheel is not in operation.

A dmonition N e e d e d .—The driver of car 
No. 136, Magazine street line, should be in­
terviewed by the superintendent of the 
road, and admonished not to exceed bis 
duty. Last evening a young man, well 
dressed, just a little colored, thought the 
driver did not give him the right change, 
claiming that he gave the driver twenty- 
five cents and only got a dime in return, 
He appeased to be quiet in his manners, 
though somewhat persistent in his demand 
for the right change.

The driver was just a little boisterous,

and not very gentle in his manners, stop­
ping his car and exclaiming in loud femes, 
“Do you think we are thieves?” and then 
adding, “I gave you the right change, and 
if you give me any more lip I'll mash you.' 
This ended the controversy, as the passen­
ger subsided into a seat. The ladies in the 
car were, as might be expected, quite 
nervous at the hostile demonstrations, and 
one of them started up as if to go out.

The public is fully aware that tne car 
drivers are frequently perplexed when 
making change, and naturally get out of 
patience; but it is possible that a little dis­
tinction was made in this instance on ac­
count of the “race, color and previous con­
dition” of the remonstrating passenger. It 
is hoped that the driver in question will 
hereafter possess his soul in patience and 
not annoy other passengers by his rude 
controversy with one of them.

THE CITY HALL.

Taxpaying at the City Hall is proceeding 
with more than ordinary rapidity, it being 
apparent that taxpayers do not indorse the 
visionary views of the tax resisters.

The Administrators have requested the 
president of the City Railroad Company to 
send them a statement ot the earnings of 
the cars on Metairie Ridge, with a view to 
ascertain the traffic on that line and the ne" 
cessitv of the road.

So dull has become the shipping business 
that at th6 Second District wharf there is 
now scarcely a vessel. The collections of 
levee dueB, in consequence, have materially 
decreased.

The Administrator of Police is at present 
engaged in preparing a statement of con­
victions for the year. The document will 
be forwatded to the chief of the Census 
Bureau at Washington.

The leading shell-roads of the city are re­
ported in better condition than they have 
been for several years.

Varieties Theatre—“ Eileen Oge.”
“Eileen Oge” received its fourth repre­

sentation last evening to a very well filled 
house. As we predicted, the patronage is 
increasing as the merits of the piece are 
becoming known, and we expect by the end 
of the week crowded houses will be the rule 
at this favorite establishment.

The piece runs much smoother than on 
the first night. The actors work together 
more harmoniously, and the waits between 
the acts are much shorter.

Miss Thompson, as Eileen Oge, is as pleas­
ing and attractive as in any character we 
have yet seen this charming artist in, and 
Mr. George Clarke deserves especial praise 
for his remarkably beautiful portrayal of 
Patrick- O'Donnell. Mr. Howson is artistic 
and quiet in Bryan, and his song, “The 
Lads Who Live in Ireland,” was exceUently 
sung. Mr. Pitou gives a forcible rendition 
of Loftus, and is noticeably good in the last 
act. Mr. George Holland has greatly im­
proved his acting of McLean, and the part 
in his hands is now made one of the promi­
nent characters in the play.

Mr. Robson is as ludicrous as ever, and 
Mr. Ryer finds in the Rev. Mr. Mahoney a 
character well adapted to his manner of 
acting. Miss Murdock as Bridget is as 
piquant and pretty as usual, and acts the 
part unexceptionably well. The same may 
be said of Miss Grey, and Mr. Hind.

Our readers must not forget to bear in 
mind that Saturday evening is set apart for 
the complimentary benefit to Mr. and Miss 
Murdock, and as the bill is an eminently 
attractive one, and these artists are great 
favorites, we advise all who intend going to 
purchase their seats at once.

Address of the Irish-American Reform 

League.
*  C incinnati, May 3.—The national com­
mittee of the Irish-American Reform League 
has issued the following address to the 
Irish-American voters of the United States: 

Fellow-citizens, a popular convention of 
American citizens assembled in this city has 
to-day placed before the country a declara­
tion of principles intended to be corrective 
of the extraordinary condition of affairs 
now existing under the administration of 
President Grant. Despite the untiring ef­
forts of interested representatives of British 
aristocracy and British precedence in 
America to foist upon the convention and 
force upon the people a candidate, whose 
personal and political antecedents give 
strong reasons for the belief that our gov­
ernment would, under his management, be 
transferred wholly, as it is now partially, 
into a British foreign agency; despite 
the atrocious attempt of politicians to 
alienate and divide the votes of the 
American citizens into classes or nativities, 
and to create jealous and dangerous rival­
ries between American citizens of German 
birth and American citizens of Irish birth 
by cajoling and battering the one, and by 
insulting and denouncing the other. The 
convention, with a unanimity unprece­
dented in popular spontaneous uprising, 
curbed, the aspirations of British syco­
phancy-declared the equality of all men 
before the law, and united native and natu­
ralized citizens, whether of German, Irish, 
French, Italian, or Chinese extraction, by 
the nomination of Horace Greely for Presi­
dent as the choice of the American people. 
North, South, East and West, and of every 
nativity, creed and state. Even as we ad­
dress these words to you, the glad tidings 
have taken lightning wings, and have 
found a sympathetic response in every 
American heart. The national com­
mittee of the Irish American Reform 
League have been in session here from the 
organization of the convention to its close, 
vigilantly watching the movements of men 
and parties, earnestly hoping for the fail­
ure of the machinations of our ancient foe 
and for the full and free expression by the 
convention of the popular will. This hope 
has been gratified, and we most earnestly 
congratulate the country on the cordial re­
ciprocity of feeling exhibited between the 
delegates and those whom they represent. 
This body, therefore, in behalf of the Irish 
American Reform League, at once adopted 
a resolution indorsing the nomination of 
Horace Greeley of New York for Presi­
dent, and of Gratz Brown of Missouri for 
Vice President. It is unnecessary to* in­
form anyportion ofthe American people who 
Mr. Greeley is. All know his career, and 
every one of Irish birth and descent has pe­
culiar reasons for knowing it. Ingratitude 
is not a characteristic of the Irish people. 
Our duty is as plain as it is pleasant. This 
committee will not presume to dictate or 
demand any particular line of action in be 
half of any portion of the Irish people. We 
feel assured that we do not misrepresent 
the Irish sentiment of the United States 
when we say that we have the utmost con­
fidence in the strong love ol the Irish people 
for Horace Greeley. To such as possess this 
great personal regard for our candidate for 
the presidency we take the liberty of suggest­
ing the immediate organization of Greeley 
clubs and leagues in every town and ham­
let, in every ward, city and county:' and 
that efficient State committees be .formed 
for the more general direction of and co­
operation in the good work. Then organize, 
and our watchword be “ Greeley and Vic­
tory.”

By boat, ten cents on 
flour, five cents on hay, and two and a half 
cents on pound freight; by barge, five cents 
on flour and two and a half cents on pound 
freight; or to New Orleans by boat, flour 
per barrel sixty cents; hay forty-five cents: 
pound freights thirty-two and a half cents: 
by barge, flour per barrel sixty cents: 
pound freight thirty cents.
