Grant interposing to prevent the people
taking control, [Clu‘er;.] We have in the
State of Lonisiana people as brave, as
patriotic, as noble, as dotermined as any
people on the face of this earth. We find
y all the wealth, all the charncter
and respectability of the State of Lou-
isiana under the control of strangers,
under the control of ignorant men,
who have no sympathy, ne identification
with the people of that State. [Cheers.] It
may be said that Iam one of these stran-
gers. Itis true I went to the South seven
years ago. It is true, by the vondition and
confliots and revolutions that have taken
place I have been elevated to the first
pluce in the gift of the people in the State
of Louisinna. But ivis not true that [ am
a party to the oppression and outrages
those people have had to submit to.
[Cheers,] 1 have gone in to arsist those
p«»glc to free themselves. I have endeav-
ored to bring about a change in the politi-
cal power of that State. I have tried it in
one way, I have tried it in another, 1 have
tried twice and bave failed. But 1 do not
inteml, by the blessing of God, that we
shall fail in the third trial. [Cheers.] We
will huve an sdministration that will remit
to the people of that State the government
of that State, that their voice, their hopes
and sspirations may have something to aid
them, and not be ocontrolled by United
States marshals, that are packed in
every convention and every legisla-
tive assembly, [Cheers.] Do you call
it a republican government when a conven-
tion of the Republican party is called to
weet in a customhouse ! Do you eall it o
republican form of government when those
doors ure b , and no ons permitted to
enter them for one whole day, or that the
whole commercial business of a city like
New Orleans should be stopped in order
that the President’s office holders may hold
a convention to indorse his administration !
[Cheers.] We had a convention in the suwm-
wer of 1871, a convention nlmost exclusively
of those office holders, who met, not for the
purpose of nominating a legislative ticket,
not for the purpose of inaugurating & cam-
paign, but simply on the pretense that it
Was necessary to have a new State commit-
tee. The real intent was to begin in the
month of August the indorsewent of the
Grant adwinistration. In another State,
bheginning at that starting point, conven-
tions were held, until fifteen or twenty
States had indorsed General Grant's candi-
dacy for the Presidency. Public opinion
was contralled ; it was packoed.

You ought to bave seen the convention in
the Customhouse. Ninety delegates out of
118 were rofused adwmittance. They found
the gates locked and barred, They found
200 armed deputy UnitedgStates marshals
in the inside. By means of tickets which
were supplied at the Postoffice they were
able to got inside the building. When they
fol I:F the stairs to the second floor they
ound there 250 armed marshals beside a
company of United Stikes troops, with arms
in hand. There was where we were to hold
# Republican convention, and when wo got
up and solemnly protested against the
presence of these troops and mershals we
were told we must leave the building.
We were not beard further, but gently
warched out of the buﬂdln[i [A volee—
“Was Jim Casey there "] No, he did not
get there till fate that day. We went
to another ball. We protested against this
usurpation. Through the length and breadth
of this whole land went protests through
every newspaper, Grant papers, Demo-
cratio papers and Republican papers. A
delegation was sent to the President. He
told them be would investigate the matter,
He haos investigated it, and what s the re-
sult! Every one of those officers, from Jim
Casey down, are yet holding their offices,
disgrifeing the Republican party and repub-
lican institutions. They pussed a measure
that took the people’sland and property
without compensation; n messure by which
they were to tax every steambost and
every parcel of goods to be landed st New
Orleans, and messures that were denounced
by every party in the country. Thess peo-
ple went into a coalition to overthrow the
State government because the Governor
would not give his sanctivn to them.
[Cheers.]

When the Legislature met, the Governor,
seven members of the Senate and twenty-
two members of the House were arrested.
And what do you suppose we were arrested
for!l We had violated the Ku-Klux law, m
this, that we would not permit these people
to control the government of the State,
The seventeen Senators were put on a
United States cutter to preveut there being
a quorum in the Senate, while the Ku-Klux
law was used to break a quorum in the
House,

They thus endeavored to overturn the
State government, which was supposed to
be inimical to General Grant, To this we
enter our solemn protest. We say this is
not Republican; we say that this country
can not exist if this kind of thing is per-
sisted in: if the President can use his army
and his navy, and use the laws of the
country, for the purpose of giving himself
and his friends o temporary Nll:lnuge in
the Logislature of the State. We protest
becanse the people of the South have the
right to control these matters without the
interference of the federal execu-

After speaking further of the corruption
in the Repulblican party, the Governor satd
that after an investigation by 4 cowmittes
there had been no report mode. The com-
mittee had gone back to Washington, aod
the press of the country hud demunded the
report, and it was not brought forward. He
said it was to this they would protest It
was for that they met at Cincinnati, met for
the purpose of protesting, and they would
protest ull over this broud dowmain, and the
tacts would be told to the President and
his friends, however distasteful they might
be, and if the Keople of this country desire
to perpetuate his dynasty it was their busi-
ness aud thelr right. He said: We have
nowinated & ticket, we have burned our
ships behind us, we have thrown our ban
ner to the breeze, we intend to fight it
out on this line, if' it takes the balance of
summer. [Choers | And we do not iutend to
be kopt from saying just what we think we
ought to say, however he may pack meet-
ings with cnstomhouse inspectors or the
postoffice department, or turn out his cliques
to imerrn}n speakors.  [Cheers.] We in-
tend to tell how Genera! Grant has admin-
istered government at the South. We in-
tend to tell and prove whatever failure
there may be in the matter of reconstruc-
tion in the South, arising from the fuct that
the President has wade between himself
and the good people of that section o gulf
into which he will not pass, nor will they
pass. We intend to tell uud w0 show to the
poople of this conntry that the white peo-
ile of the South are aa loyal and law abid-
ng, and determined to stand by the
governmont in all its trials as tha poople
in any part of the country. [Cheers.] They
insist upon it that our elections in the Sout
shall be free from the presence of United
States troops; that our ballot-hoxes shall
not be surrounded by the army; that
any rebel who has a right to vote sball
vote as free us the blackest Republican in
our section. [Cheers.] We have given you
a ticket at which we intend you shall laugh
ut tirst, and then you shall grow serious,
and finally all go for. [Cheers, Greeley
sud Brown,] We have given you Horace
Greeley as a candidate for the Presidency.
Whatever you say of the people of the
South, none of you will say that old Horace
is not honest. Although you may luugh at
his white coat and white hat, you know
that under that white coat there beats a
heart as kind, as pure and as simplo as a
child. [Cheers.] You know that under
that cost is a beart that reaches out its
strings to every man, woman and child in
the land; you know that he never harmed
a human being, but that his whole life has
been spent in deeds for the benefit of the
human race. You know that under that
white bat is a brain that gave the Repub-
liean party its vitality and sgrength.

We intend to
take a lurge part of the Republicans of the
North; we intend to take all the Demovrats
of the North and all the Dewocrats of
the South, and to bring a large share of
Africa in too. [Cheers.] Some of our
Northern Demoeratic fricnds may con-
tend it is o little too stronyg in s Repub-
liean point of view, but I tell you to-night
that. notwithstanding the strangeness of
the position, before ninety days are over
we loyal men of the Soath will send to St
Louis to tell the Democratic party to in-
dorse Greeley and Brown. [Cheers.] And,
tellow-citizens, the Southern States will
take their places in this Union, the posi
tions to which they are entitled by the
right of being States in it. Their people
will be restored to the power of whir‘l they
have been deprived; their people, olovated
to office in the administration of the gov-
ernment, will be concillated and wmade
happy, loyal and prosperons, and to this
great movewent we will have t attributs
the peace, prosperity and rrugrvﬁn of the
whole country. [Prolonged chieers.)

Colonel Claiborne said that the delega-
tion on its return to Louisiana stopped to
rest twenty-four hours iu the city of St
Louis. That a serenade was got up in honos
of the delegation. And so muny had turned
out and honored them with their presence,
he bad pleasure in saying bo had anothor rich
and noble treat in store for the audience.
He had the honor to introduce, not little
Phil. Sheridan, but the eagle-like oxator of
the South, General George A. Sheridan.

REMALES OF GENERAL SHERIDAN,

General George A, Sheridan said that he
had been identitied with the State of Louis-
innn some soven yoars. He had been iden-
tified also with the Republican party, a
thorough believer in all its principles, and
a devoted adherent of its netion. Alluding
to the present administeation, be said that
the man who sits in the White House and
smokes had made it bis spocial business to
disrupt and destroy the people ot the South.
He expressed it as his opinion that neither
the Democratic party nor the Reépublican
party alone were abla to relieve the South,
and that a joining of her forces is required.
He spoke with contidence of the final issue
of the Liberal movement.

Toward the close of the proceedings Cap
tain H. C. Creveling sung a rather comie
campaign song, and Mr, L. U. Reavis wd-
dressed some remarks to the sssembly. It
then dispersed.

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THE IRISH STRONG FOR GREELEY.

Phil Sheridan Ivish Republican Club.

A lurge and enthusiastic meeting of the
Phil Sheridan Irish Republican Clab was
held lust night, with P, Creagh in the chair.

A resolution indorsing the choice of the
Cincinnati convention in the nomination of
Horace Greeley was read, and it committed
the club to an erpression of their saiistac-
tion that Charles Francis Adnws, “the com-
mon enemy of their people,” was not the
selection of the convention. Copies of the
resolution were furnished to the clubs
throughout the city, and it was also voted
to furnish a copy to the New Onleans RE-
rUBLICAN, The secretary was instructed to
give n copy to the Irish-American League
in Cincionati. The whole series was unan-
imously adopted,

A resolution to appoint a committe of
thres to wait upon the Mayor und represent
the “starving condition of the laborers on
the publio streota” was offered by D. Crow-
ley and adopted.

Were we Irishmen to remain silent on the
nomination of Greeley, it would be un-
grateful to this American friend of the
race. Greeley was always in favor of Irish
liberty. The Londom Times had already
expressed it disapprobation, because “he
is the enemy of England;” therefore he is
our friend. [Applause.]

Mr. Adams could not be crammed down
the throats of the Irish people—the Irish
in their strength protested. Adams, as
English Minister, had allowed Irish-Ameri-
can citizens to be cast into jail, to be hung,
to be ill-trested without raising his voice in
their behalf. As for Greeley, he, in o simi-
lar case, would not fool away his time in
long letters and diplomatic usages, but
would come down squarely to the point.
Reading the Triswne had made him a Re-
publican. Greeley was a friend of Ireland,
dating from the time of O'Connor.

His sentiments were warmly received.

Mr. P. Creagh thought no Irishman could
vote ngainst Greeley. In case of 4 nomina-
tion by the Democrats at their next con-
vention, Greeley would not run.

The hoarty support of the Democratio
State Committee was predioted for Greeley
and Brown by Mr. Monnghan.

It is known that onr Minister to Mudrid
wiil soon be withdrawn, and no sucecssor
will be appointed until, as was mmti{
said by a high executive officer, Spain shall
be more disposed than she is now to aoct
with justice, and according to treaty obli-
gations.

Although war is not regarded as even
probable, there is an increasing desire that
our navy shall be placed in an efficient con-
dition, and therefore the authorities here
may before long issue orders to the several
navy yards to place all our available ves-
sels in n sea-zoing condition.
