This is a Washington special to the St 
Louis Republican:

The President, it is officially announced 
to-night, has asked and received the resig­
nation of his brother-in-law, Collecto» 
Casey, of New Orleans, and that of the 
deputy collector of the port. It is put on 
the ground that Casey interfered outside of 
his legitimate duties with the State admin­
istration of Louisiana. So there is one 
brother-in-law less.

The meeting in mass of the Democracy 
was fixed at seven o’clock last night, in the 
National Theatre, corner of Baronne and 
Perdido streets, at which time the only 
Signs of an assemblage of the unterritied 
consisted of F. Guenther’s brass band, 
which discoursed music from the verandah. 
The hearers arrived late, coming in slowly, 
and the eveniug, which was warm, was al­
ready gone, and night set in, and the seats 
of the parquette were not near filled, the 
majority of the audience being on the outside 
listening to the tooting of the horns.

It was mentioned before the meeting was 
called to order, that the Young Men's Dem­
ocratic Association, under whose auspices 
the call was made, would not commit them­
selves to ihe question about which there is 
now considerable cariosity, that is the nom­
ination of Horace Greeley; and that there 
would be no resolution “expressing the 
sense of the meeting.” This turned out to 
be the case, the sentiment being that the 
party here would possum on the national 
question until the national convention 
should pronounce the creed which their fol­
lowers would obey. There were several 
ladies present, and the meeting was of that 
respectable character for which the in-door 
gatherings of the unterrified are so famous.

The musicians having taken their al 
lotted place in the orchestral kpace and 
played the overture, Mr. B. F. Jonas, presi­
dent, called the meeting to order, saying 
that it had been called to open a great 
Democratic-conservative canvass, having 
no new views to present and no novel prin­
ciples to announce. It appeared some por­
tion of the press had questioned the right, 
or at least the propriety of convoking a 
mass meeting, and hence the explanation. *

EC8TI8 IN FOR THE POSSUM POLICY.
Mr. J. B. Eustis said the weather was too 

warm to make an extensive speech, and he 
had accepted the invitation because “he 
was glad to mingle with the Young Dem­
ocracy, and to otter suggestions with refer­
ence to the alarming condition of our suf­
fering State.” Parties had been of the im­
pression that this meeting had been called 
to kick up a general row in the Democratic 
household; that the giant baby now being 
rocked to sleep by that good old nurse, Mr. 
Greeley, would be waked up and be heard 
all wver the country from sea to sea. He 
was “not going to sit on any gentleman’s 
white hat, notwithstanding he had the con­
stitutional right, if'he socnose, to buy and 
wear a black one. [Applause.]

No ill feeling, he urged, existed between 
the Democrats of the city and the country. 
He had cast his energies in the late conven­
tion to shut the door forever against all pos­
sible compromise with the Warmoth Re­
publicans, and bad signally failed. He had 
said, when told of his defeat: “Yes, but I 
gave you an awful scare, and in future you 
will be compelled to admit that I was right 
and you were wrong.” He impugned the 
motives and questioned the purposes ot no 
opponent, but he disagreed with the policy 
of the Baton Bouge resolution providing for 
a union with the Liberal Republicans, and 
so instructing delegates. It was not advis­
able, considering the weight of the pivotal 
States of New York, Pennsylvania. Ohio 
and Illinois, to instruct Louisiana delegates 
to vote for a particular candidate, inasmuch 
as this candidate might not cariy these 
States, and it would hence be placing our 
delegates in a false position.

There was no indication whatever of any 
ill feeling or misunderstanding between the 
Reform party and the Democrats. It was, 
according to Dr. Jonas, who had been called 
in consultation, only laboring under a nerv­
ous attack, from which it would soon re­
cover, and he felt convinced that he could 
promise a long career of conjugal bliss be­
tween the two parties, who were in the 
same boat. The Liberal Republicans, re­
versing the old order of things, had made 
the attempt to swallow up the great Demo­
cratic party. It was Jonah attempting to 
swallow the whale, instead of the whale 
swallowing Jonah. Seeing in the woods, in 
one of his journeys, a suake in the act of 
swallowing a frog', he could not get further 
than one leg, notwithstanding all his trials. 
Said he to the snake, "My friend, if y^u 
knew as much of the shape of that frog as I 
do, you would give up the attempt.” 
f Laughter. 1

He urged moderation and calm coun­
seling in this matter, that, as in a legal 
ease, the one who in an argument fought 
and fumed did the very thing his adversary 
wanted him to do. He was severe on the 
Liberal Republicans;* not enough of them 
could be found in the State to put in a 
streetcar. He meant not the Democrats who 
believed in Mr. Greeley, nor the Whigs, but 
those who followed the fortunes of Governor 
Warmoth. It stood in the same relation to 
the party that a pair of deuces does to four 
kings in poker. He called' the government 
a “mushroom despotism,” and objected to 
kissing the palsied hand that held a sceptre 
which would smite you “were it not too 
cowardly.” He rejected, repelled, repudia­
ted and denounced any surrender ot the 
banner into the hands of the Liberal Repub­
licans, though he would not object to even 
“that great and good man, Parson Conway,” 
should he come in at the tail end of the 
party and vote the Democratic ticket. The 
party opened its arms to admit all who 
would come in and vote the ticket.

POETICAL FLIGHTS.
Mr. Eugene Waggamann said it was a 

pleasant sight to see a long suffering people 
meeting together to counsel over their 
affairs, and though it seemed the yoke was 
far too heavy to be borne, still there was 
one point lower than the rest, which was 
when “the people refused to rise and strike 
the blow which would make them freemen.” 
He held that the people were downtrodden, 
and overlooked the field backward as from 
Mount Pisgah, going back in memory to 
former times, when fields of waving green, 
fat cattle, rivulets, mail carriers, great 
plantations—all pouring their wealth 
into our fair city of New Orleans, then 
let us reflect upon what she is. He 
compared the scene of prosperity of old, 
drawn in the poetical language, with Lou­
isiana as she is, “at the feet ot an oppressor, 
imposed on as by the bayonet,” honors 
bought and sold with gold, etc. Was it not 
time, in view of “looking upon this picture 
and then on this,” to combine together—to 
rise ? He called upon the ladies, to whom 
he alluded in the warm eulogiuni of a poeti­
cal talker, to bring their influence to bear 
upon the young men of the day; for if there 
ever was a time whtn they were called 
upon to do their duty, it was now.

After the above briefly sketched intro­
duction he reviewed the field, saying the 
party commenced with a vote of Si,000 
men, unimpaued by political vicissitudes, 
and he could also count upon a reinforce­
ment from the Reformers', vno had pre­
viously not taken any interest in public 
cifeirs. Besides, th« re was the colored ele­
ment, from whom be expected they would 
overcome their timidity and poll 5000 addi­
tional votes, making a grand total of 90,000 
votes, and they could hold their own with 
this force; there would be no catering to 
their oppressors, no crawling at their feet, 
no companionship with the devil. He was 
strong in urging the straight line of the old 
Democracy—no compromise. “We must 
have unity or we will fail.” There was too 
much difference of opinion: too many intima­
tions against those who differed in opinion; 
too much dissension. There were men w hose 
antecedents, and whose bravery, when it 
was needed, whose lives were above sus­
picion, who honestly differed; and when 
such men were found they mast keep their 
good position in oar hearts until undisputa- 
ble facts prove they are unworthy of our 
support; then let them be expelled. It was

not right to cloud the reputations of fifty 
men in order to gain one that was good. 
Union was what was required.

Touching national politics, Louisiana was 
altogether subordinate to the federal gov 
ernment. The seat of that deepotio power 
must be overthrown before we can rescue 
our State, whose government had been 
usurped. It is impossible to purify the 
stream below when it is muddied above. 
Any success to be durable in Louisiana 
must flow from a success “outside our own 
lines.” Pronouncing too hastily upon the 
Cincinnati convention, and its nomination 
was ill advised. We were a small fraction 
of the national party; hence we must 
wait before promulgating too strongly 
on that nomination; wait for our represent­
atives to act, and the representatives of 
the party generally. On making selection 
of the delegates for their firmness and dis­
cretion we must understand the question is 
quite different, as far as we are concerned, 
with the North in this great game. Ours is 
the position ot the sDve who catches sight 
of a star in the clouds and is fearful the 
next moment this gleam of hope may be 
shut out forever, will not the delegates 
understand this 1 Unity and obedience to 
our own constituted authorities should be 
our guiding star. In entering here with 
the confederate question, he besought the 
people to call their comrades’ sacrifices in 
the cause, and act to throw down corruption.

INDORSING GREELEY.
Mr. II. C. Miller said it was the first time 

the Democratic party had come together 
with any chance of success,:and now the 
party stood in an aggressive, proud aud 
defiant attitude. No people ever endured 
more suffering than the Southern during 
the war, but they bore it with fortitude, 
and when the war had closed came the 
worst trial of the carpet-bag governments. 
Mr. Greeley having described them in lan­
guage appealing to the heart of every 
Southern man. In view of the “oligarchy 
of office-holders” and their persistent de­
mands for more official favors, it is well to 
apply te them the same language used bv 
Mr. Greeley. He was happy to say that 
“our Northern brethren” at last appre­
ciated onr sufferings. The Liberal move­
ment (not the movement here) showed it, 
and every Southern man revived pleasant 
associations of gratitude whenever the 
name of Greeley was pronounced.

The war was now over. The Democratic 
party was one of constitutional liberty, 
whose final appeal in the war thundered m 
the guns of Gettysburg, and which could no 
longer he maintained when Lee surrendered 
his sword. Here he grew eulogistic of the 
party and its conservative strength, but 
counseled possum at considerable length, 
until after that National Democratic Con­
vention: we should wait; if that body said 
Greeley, so be it; if any other man, we 
have the satisfaction of knowing that we 
can elect him. As to our own government, 
it was alien to our interests: statutes reek 
with corruption; negroes, poor and de­
luded, had been imposed upon to 
support this government which was 
so corrupts the election law was an 
impudent attempt to stifle the popular will 
He described some of the provisions of the 
law, especially that casting out the votes of 
those polls where there was any disturb­
ance, which stripped the courts of all power 
of settling election disputes, and threw it 
into the bauds of “these people,” whose 
power it was only designed to perpetuate. 
Would it have that effect! There was no 
official in the land who, in the face of an ad­
verse popular vote, would dare to frustrate 
the will of the people of Louisiana. Dis­
carding all combinations and allusions, fol­
low the principle, “I had rather be right 
than President.” Select honest men—con­
servative, respectable, honorable men for 
office. Make an appeal to the virtue of 
Louisiana, and it would be responded to as 
never before.

EVERYTHING REDUCED TO TAXATION. 
Grand Juryman Booth believed the 

ground had been pretty well covered. Our 
oppressions take the form of taxation; old 
prosperity and smiling fields and the like 
of that, was all very well, but at last “it 
takes the form of taxation.” [Merriment.] It 
is all a question whether we can go on any 
more and pay five per cent! Even liberty 
meant freedom from taxation. [More merri­
ment.] If taxes was put to any useful pur­
pose, it might be different, but it was not 
A lot worth $875 was assessed at $2600, and 
he had no better sense than to call on the 
assessor for a reduction. He went on to 
say he didn’t get it, and he read from the 
tax act a closing paragraph showing the 
impudence of these public servants, in com­
manding the people to obey ther assess­
ments without alteration.

The citi­
zens who take their rights will get them; no 
one ever will present citizens with any 
rights.

“I am not willing 
that any citizens should vote 7000 against 
me.” He did not believe we wanted any­
thing but a fair vote, anything but a fair 
count: to vote and ask no favors. He did 
not believe the party wanted his excellency 
to count the votes for them, nor wanted 
any combination with him. [Silence.] He 
trusted the Young Democracy, and in them 
he had the utmost confidence.

The Oetoroon.
This piece, by Dion Boucicault, descrip­

tive of life in Louisiana, received its initial 
performance last evening at the St. Charles 
Theatre. The entire company from the 
Varieties Theatre—the dramatic season 
having ended at that establishment—were 
engaged to give the piece a good cast, and 
it was, therefore, presented in a.better 
manner than it is usually played.

Many people have fallen into the mis­
taken idea that the “Octoroon” is a piece 
written with a view to favor Republican 
politics, and that it holds the South and its 
institutions up to ridicule and contempt, 
greater error could hardly be imagined 
The play, in the first place, is not a political 
one, nor is politics in any manner alluded 
to by any of the characters. In the second 
place, the sentiment, such as it is, is de 
cidedly Southern in all its phases. But we 
do not think that this should be considered 
at all by those who go to see it.

The “Octoroon,” like all of this gifted 
author’s plays, is a well written, highly in­
teresting drama, and deserves to be, and 
should be, seen by all of our theatre goers 
who want to be agreeably entertained. The 
story is of a wealthy Southern family living 
on the “Terrebonne Plantation,” in Louts! 
ana. The head of the family, Judge Peyton, 
iB supposed to hare died previous to the ac­
tion of the play. He has, by his extrava­
gant living and drinking (aided by the vil­
lainy of his overseer, McClosky), left his es­
tate in great debt and covered by mort­
gages.

There is in his family his widow, his son 
George Peyton, and his natural daughter 
by a quadroon slave, Zoe, who is an 
octoroon, bat whom all treat with respect, 
and as though one of the family. There 
are two overseers on the plantation; one 
Jacob McClotky, who is as great a villain as 
ever drew breath, and the other, Salem 
Seuddtr, an honest, fair dealing, though ec­
centric man. McClotky falls in love with 
Zoe, who naturally detests him, which 
drives the villain to close his mortgages and 
ruin the family. In searching the papers 
of the dead judge he finds Zoe't free papers, 
which unfortunately had been made out 
while a judgment for debt stood re­
corded against the estate. This invali­
dates the freedom of Zoe, and she 
is sold, with the other slaves 
and purchased by McClotky, who bids 
$25,000 for her. Previous to this sale, a 
letter was expected by Mrs. Peyton from 
England, with a large amount of money, 
the use of wWch would relieve the estate 
and prevent its sale. McClotky, knowing 
when the letter was expected, waylays the 
bearer of the mail bag. Paul kills him 
rifles the bag, and finds the letter with the 
money, which he steals. At the time he 
finds Paul with the mail he (Paul) is sitting 
before a photographic camera, having his 
picture taken. An Indian, Wah-no-tee, who 
was his companion, after setting the 
instrument at work, runs off' to 
wait until the picture is completed, 
and it is during his absence McClotky com 
mits the murder; and, being directly before 
the camera, his picture is taken over the 
dead body of the boy; and the plate, which 
is afterward found, convicts him of the mur­
der and exonerates the Indian, whom every 
body supposes had done the deed. Me- 
Closky is afterward killed by the Indian.

In addition to these incidents there are a 
great many characters who fill up the 
counterplot of the piece and add to what 
we have already described.

The principal part in the piece is the title 
role, Zoe, played by Miss Isabel Freeman, 
for the action of the piece is on the story of 
her life. Miss Freeman gave one of the 
very best portraitures that we have ever 
seen on our stage. The part is quite a diffi­
cult one to play, calling upon the actress 
for different phases of character, the last 
scene being a very tryiDg one, and none 
but an actress of more than usual ability 
could properly give it the necessary pathos 
and feeling. Miss Freeman was fully equal 
to the emergency, playing the part artistic­
ally and quietly, yet with sufficiently vigor­
ous expression to fully express the charac­
ter. The highest praise we can award to 
Miss Freeman is to say she fully won the 
sympathy of the audience, and was fre­
quently rewarded by the most flattering 
applause. Indeed, her performance of Zoe 
was alone sufficient to make the piece 
success.

Mr. George Clarke as George Peyton, 
gave one of those quiet, natural impersona­
tions that have made this actor such a 
favorite in this city. The part certainly 
was never so carefully played. Mr. 
Augustus Pitoa as Jacob McClosky, pre­
sented-us w ith a portrayal that was entirely
beyond our expectations. With the ex 
eeption of the character of Don Sallutte, in 
“Kuy Bias,” which this gentleman played 
at the Varieties last week, we have never 
seen him act so well. The part is a vile 
one. McClosky is probably as great a vil­
lain as was ever known to the 9tage, and 
is, therefore, Unusually difficult to play; but 
Mr. Pitou more than mastered it, and gave 
us as fine a piece of acting as was possible. 
Mr. Howson as Salem Scudder, had a part 
directly opposite in nature to McClosky, and 
his make-up and acting won the immediate 
approbation of the audience, almost every 
speech being applauded. Mr. Howson can 
place his Scudder among the most successful 
of his many flue performances this season.

Mr. George Ifyer as Uncle Pete was an­
other unqualified success, dressing and 
looking the character to the life, while he 
acted it, both the comic and sentimental 
portions, with remarkable excellence and 
truthfulness. There are thousands of just 
such Uncle Petes in the South.

Mr. George Holland as Colonel Poindexter, 
the auctioneer, made a most palpable hit. 
His make up w as arranged with the most 
consummate skill, and his acting, particu­
larly where he gives his opinion ot McClosky, 
was admirable, and he receiving a rousing 
round of applause.

Mr. Frank Murdock as Wah-no-tee, the 
Indian, had a very difficult character part, 
yet he played it remarkably well. His pan­
tomime was excellent, his dress very good 
indeed, and the fight with McClosky, and 
the final tableau, were loudly applauded.

Mr, Bradley looked very much like Cap­
tain Leathers, and gave the character an 
admirable rendition.

Miss Murdock as Paul, &3 usual, had a 
splendid reception, looked very pretty, and 
played her part as it ought to be played.

A very noticeable feature of the evening’s 
entertainment was the introduction of a 
score or so of real colored steamboat hands 
in the fourth act. These “roustabouts” won 
several rounds of enthusiastic applause for 
their singing of the negro melodies while 
loading the Natchez. It was really a very 
novel sight, and eminently pleasing to the 
house. The management deserves credit 
for the successful manner in which they 
were introduced, and also for the idea, 
which was a good one.

Miss Carr, Miss Reignolds and Mr. T. J. 
Hind were unexceptionable, and the “Oc­
toroon” stands cut as the greatest sucoess 
New Orleans has known for a long, long 
time, and we predict crowded houses for 
the play so long as the management desire 
to run it.
