Fourth District Court.
State of Louisiana vs. W. H. Letcliford &, 

Co.—Theard, J. This suit is brought by the 
State of Louisiana to recover the amount of 
one-quarter of one per cent on the gross 
sales realized by the defendants by virtue 
of a tax imposed under the third section of 
act No. 55 of 1865, entitled “An act to in­
crease the revenue of tlif State and raise 
means to pay the interest of the State debt.’’

The defendants refuse payment on the 
ground that the tax is illegal,* unequal and 
not uniform, as required by article 124 of 
the constitution ot 1864, and that the law 
imposing it is, therefore, unconstitutional.

I think the defendants are light.
The third section of the law of 1865 reads 

as follows: “There shall be assessed and 
collected the sum of one-quarter of one per 
cent on the annual gross sales or receipts of 
each and every person pursuing any trade, 
profession or occupation, whose annual re­
ceipts exceed the sum of $2000.”

Now, by section one of the same act, a 
license is collected from every person pur­
suing any trade.

So that the uniformity required by article 
124 of the constitution of 1864 does not 
exist; for it is obvious that after paying a 
license which is uniform, our merchants are 
called upon to pay a tax which makes a 
discrimination between them. Those whose 
gross sales do not exceed $2000 pay nothing; 
those whose receipts are larger are taxeu. 
This distinction is clearly repugnant to the 
provisions of the constitution.

But the learned counsel for the State say 
that the tax is uniform, because all per­
sons keeping goods for sale enjoy equally 

MM exemption from the tax on the gross
sales to the extent of $2000, and are equally 
taxed for any excess over that amount.

The reasoning is clearly erroneous. The 
distinction, on the contrary, is still more 
than one would at first suppose. For if A 
sells for $2000 he pays nothing; whereas, if 
B sells for $20(11 he pays on the whole of 
that amount. It might he contended, with 
an appearance of reason, that the law would 
be valid if B was only taxed on $1, that is 
to say. above the $2000. Then the exemp­
tion of $2000 would have been uniform.

But it is not so, and even if it were the 
act would still he unconstitutional, because 
it imposes a license and a tax on some, and 
a license only on others, although engaged 
.n the same trade or occupation.

For these reasons let there he judgment 
for the defendants.

Fifth District Conrc.
The city of New Orleans has entered 

suit in this court against Charles H. Waldo, 
district wharfinger, assigned to the First 
District thereof, and his securities. Edward 
Conery, M. D. Lagan and James Mockison. 
Petitioner alleges that while said Waldo 
w as acting as wharfinger, between April 25, 
1870, and June 10. 1871, he collected from 
seagoing and river steamers, aDd other 
vessels, not less than the sum of $160,092 15; 
that he has accounted for and paid over to 
petitioner the sum of $155,736 18, leaving in 
the bands of Waldo, unaccounted for and 
not paid over, moneys collected amounting 
to tne sum of $4355 97—hence this action.

A similar suit has been instituted by the 
city against John G. Chadwick, wharfinger 
to the Fourth District thereof, and his se­
curities, George Benson, F. W. Perkins and 
James B. Guthrie, for the sum of $1710 81 
with interest. This amount was collected 
by. Chadwick, as wharfinger, and iB unac­
counted for.

Sixth District Court.
Paul Lanning has sued Charles Case for 

damages alleged to be caused by the de­
fendant having wrongfully, illegally, ma 
liciously, etc., obtained a writ ot arre*st and 
caused the petitioner to be taken into cus­
tody by the Civil Sheriff of the parish of 
Orleans. T. C. McQuigg, having signed the 
bond for the defendant, Case, is sued in 
solido with him.

In the case of the Mississippi Valley 
Transportation Company vs. George A. 
Fosdiok Co., a rule was taken to set aside 
a writ of sequestration obtained by the
filaintiff against a barge and quantitv of 
umber, the court held that the only ques­

tion was in relation to whether the plaintiff 
had a privilege on the property sequestered 
or not, and that the plaintiff having failed 
to register, had no privilege. The writ of 
sequestration was set aside.

Baton Rouge Resolutions.
At the meeting Saturday evening at 

Baton Rouge, to indorse the Cincinnati 
convention, the following preamble and 
resolutions were adopted, as reported by 
the committee on resolutions :

Whereas, Believing that we are on the 
eve of a political canvass of greater magni­
tude and importance than any that ever 
preceded it, and in which the issue of mili­
tary rule and centralization or local self- 
government and constitutional liberty will 
be presented to the country: that the deci­
sion of these vital questions* will be depend­
ent upon the action ot the Democratic 
party, and believing that it will be unable, 
single-handed and alone, to avert the dan­
gers threatened on the one hand, or to 
secure the blessings guaranteed in the 
triumph of the other; therefore, be it 

Resolved, That we think it would be un­
wise and inexpedient to have a national 
Democratic ticket in the field during this 
canvass, and are of the opinion that the 
platform adopted by the Cincinnati Liberal 
Republican Convention should be accepted, 
and its nominees supported, by all who are 
desirous of seeing a restored Union and 
harmonious people.

Resolved, That the overthrow of Radical­
ism in this State, the restoration of good 
government, and the election of honest and 
capable men to office, can, in our opinion, 
only be secured by our acting in harmony 
and. accord with the great national reform 
movement inaugurated at Cincinnati; and 
to to this end we deem it advisable to put 
such a ticket in the field for State officers at 
the ensuing general election as will secure, 
in Louisiana, the support of all the elements 
opposed to Radicalism and centralization.

Liberal Republicans in Council.
At the meeting in the Senate Chamber 

Tuesday evening, to institute measures for 
a Liberal Republican State Convention, 
Hon. Thomas W. Conway, in a speech of 
some length, defined his position as being 
in accord with the movement, nationally, 
hut not so as far as the State was concerned, 
contending that a union with the Democrats 
meant defeat of the Republican party.

He said he was one of the pioneers of the 
Liberal Republican party in this State, and 
he was in favor of supporting the national 
movement, but he had seen enough to con­
vince him, and. he was convinced, that if 
the movement succeeded in this State as a 
State ticket, that the Democratic party 
would get control of the government. He 
was not willing to abdicate yet. He did 
not want to see all that had been done by 
the national and State governments, by the 
Republican party, undone and overthrown. 
He said that he took this course after 
mature reflection, and said it in all kindness 
and with regret, he could not and would 
not go into the movement as a State affilia­
tion. He must he counted out. He could 
not and would not act with Democrats and 
assist them to get control ot the State gov­
ernment, directly or indirectly.

He then withdrew.
Governor ;Warmoth, in reply to Mr. Con­

way, said iu substance:
Let us save the national and State gov­

ernments together. [Cheers ] I, for one, 
desire that every man shall feel that he is a 
citizen, even though he may have been in 
the Confederate service, and that the gov­
ernment shall be such as to make him feel 
that he is a citizen and not an outlaw. I 
also want to see an economical as well as a 
just administration, and to do away with 
this army of relations and office-holders 
which, under the present system, devastates 
the country. 1 want to see~no more enforce­
ment of the Ku-Klux law in States where 
there are no Ku-Klux. I want to see no 
bayonets used in the interest* ot the Presi­
dent’s relations to insult the officers of the 
State, and drag them from their positions 
in violation of all right, justice and law. I 
do not want to again see the Governor of the 
State, the Lieutenant Govemer, members ot 
the Senate, and twenty-two members of the 
House of Representatives arrested by 
United States marshals on the warrants of 
a United States Commissioner, procured by 
perjury and fraud, and dragged from their 
duties and confined in the Customhouse for 
an hour and a half, while a combination 
under the direction of the collector of the 
port and other federal officers can expel 
enough members so that they can overturn 
the government, whose only offense is that 
the Governor is suspected of being in oppo­
sition to the President’s re-election. I want 
to see no federal cannon entrenched be­
hind the granite walls of any United States 
government buildiDg to defy and in­
sult the citizens representing their con­
stituents in a convention wrongfully 
called there. But I do want to see the 
people, all the people,' Democrats, Repub­
licans, and ail rise in their might, and 
sweep this system from power. [Applause, 
and cries of hear, hear.] So much lor 
the general government. Now for the 
State; for I know and we know 
there is corruption and ignorance here 
also in power, and it must also he reform­
ed. 1 want it to be so that no United States 
marshals hacked by men of the State gov­
ernment shall go into the Legislature and 
plunge Nicolson pavement or other bills 
through. 1 do not want to see legislators 
hawked as if for sale in the public market 
place; hut 1 do want an honest and intelli­
gent Legislature, and a government that 
will execute its will; and, gentlemen, you 
can not secure this alone, with the Repub­
lican party united and alone, for it is dis­
trusted by the people for acts which neither 
you nor I can ever justify or excuse. 
Neither do I think that it can be done by 
the Democratic party alone, for it has 
proved itself equally wanting in virtue and 
political morality; but, sirs, I do say and 
believe that4he honest men of both parties 
can rally and unite in midway ground and 
be successful, and redeem the country, 
State and national. I am going into the 
movement because I do not want to 
see another such four years of government 
iu this State and nation as I have witnessed 
in the last four years, and I believe that if 
it were to continue all honest men would he 
obliged to sell their property and leave the 
country. It is useless to say, as Conway 
has said, that we are alarmed because the 
Democrats may join with jib. I tell you I 
din not at all thin skinned on that subject.
I open wide my arms and welcome every 
man, whether he may be a Democrat or Re-
Fublican, who wants to aid the movement.

do not care how bitter he may have been 
toward me or to my party if he is in favor 
of an honest government,capable, intelligent 
and honest men in office, a free government, 
an open field and a fair fight, I want him to 
join us, and if I can forgive my political 
enemies, 1 am sure most of you can yours. 
[Applause.] It is absurd to talk about a 
national ticket against Grant, and a State 
ticket tor Grant, or act with or vote for 
anybody who does vote for Grant.

His policy 
makes the South a miserable appendage, an 
Ireland to his government, and from under 
his iron heel we will never rise until his en­
forcement acts, Ku-Klux laws, military and 
customhouse convention packers are over­
whelmed, and the people hid to be free 
once more. [Applause.]

JNo. 57.
AN ACT

To allow William Schaffer to change his 
name to William Schwan, and authoriz­
ing Valentine Schwan, of St. Mary par­
ish, to adopt him as his son and heir. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House ol Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That William Schaffer, of St. Mary 
parish, is hereby authorized to change his 
name to William Schwan, and Valentine 
Schwan, ot St. Mary parish, shall have 
power to invest him with all the rights and 
privileges of a son and heir guaranteed and 
established by the laws of this State.

Sec. 2. lie it further enacted, etc.. That 
this act shtll take effect from and after its 
passage, all laws and parts ot laws to the 
contrary notwithstanding.

To incorporate the town of Evergreen, in 
the parish of Avoyelles, defining the 
boundaries thereof, *and for other pur­
poses.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House ot Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That all that portion or district 
known as Evergreen, in the parish of Avoy. 
elles, contained within the following limits: 
beginning at a point in the centre of Hill 
street, opposite the residence known as B. 
B. Hudson’s, and from this given point to 
include and comprise onelmile square, be and 
the same is hereby created a body corporate 
and politic in fact and law by the name and 
style of the town of Evergreen, and by the 
same name shall have perpetual succession, 
shall he capable of suing* and being sued, 
and of prosecuting and defending in all 
courts all actions and matters whatever: 
may puichase and receive by donation and 
hold property of all kinds within and with­
out the limits ol the town; also may have 
and use a common seal.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the Governor of the State of Louisiana 
shall immediately after the passage of this 
act appoint a mayor and five councilmen 
in and for the said town of Evergreen, 
whose term of office shall be for the period 
of one year, dating from the first Monday 
of April, A. D. 1872, or until their succes­
sors are elected and qualified; and every 
year thereafter there shall be an election 
lor the said officers by the qualified voters 
of the town of Evergreen at large. •

Sec 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and five councilmen who shall be 
elected or appointed, as the case may be, 
shall pass all laws or ordinances for said 
town, subject to the approval or veto of the 
mayor; hut such veto shall not negative any 
law or ordinance which may he passed by 
four of the councilmen over said veto; that
the said councilmen shall have power to pass 
all by-laws and ordinances to regulate, pre- agaiustThe town" of Evergreen* according 
vent and remove nuisances; to prevent the to the laws and ordinances - of

shall receive the same fees and emoluments 
as are allowed by law to them; he shall be 
ex officio collector.

Sec. II. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer, secretary, assessor and mar­
shal, before entering upon the duties of 
their respective offices, shall take the same 
oath as is prescribed in the section of this 
act for the mayor and councilmen.

Sec. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
from and after the passage of this act, the 
powers of the police jury of the 
parish of Avoyelles shall cease and 
determine within said town of Ever­
green, and the mayor and council shall 
possess all the powers within said corpor­
ation which have been heretofore exercised 
by the police jury, and the inhabitants and 
property within the corporate limits of said 
town of Evergreen shall be exempt from 
payment of all parish taxes.

Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., Tbat 
it shall he the duty of the assessor to assess 
the property, etc., on which said mayor 
and council are authorized to impose taxes, 
and make out a list of immovable, landed 
and other property in said town subject to 
said lax, together with the amount of tax 
assessed thereon, pursuant to the ordi­
nances of said town, and the said assessor 
Shall exercise the same powers as by law 
are vested in the assessors of State taxes.

Sec. 14. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
when the-owner or owners of any landed 
or immovable property in said town shall 
fail to pay any taxes assessed thereoD, due 
to said town, the mayor and council shall 
have a special privilege for the amount of 
said tax, with eight per cent per annum in­
terest thereou, which privilege shall take 
rank in preference to any other mortgage, 
privilege or judgment except rights exist­
ing in tavor of the State; provided tbat an 
account of the same, duly certified by the 
mayor, he recorded in the 'office of the re­
corder of mortgages of the parish of Avoy­
elles, whose duty it is hereby made to re­
cord the same.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor aifd council shall furthermore 
have power to prevent the stoppage or ob­
struction of the streets, roads and other 
public places of the town, ana to adopt 
and to carry into effect such regulations for 
that purpose, and for the removal of all 
buildings, obstructions and nuisances of 
whatever nature, and for the organization 
of police, as may not oe inconsistent with 
the laws of this State and of the United 
States, and also to imoose such tines and 
penalties for the breach of said regulations 
as they may think proper; provided the said 
fine shall not exceed one hundred dollars, or 
imprisonment for each and every contraven­
tion.

Sec. 16. Be it further enacted, etc., Tbat 
the mayor of the town of Evergreen shall 
be ex officio justice of the peace within 
the limits of said town, and as such shall 
have power to suppress all routs, riots, 
unlawful assemblies, affrays and tumults, 
all breaches of the peace committed 
within the limits of said town; to that end 
he shall appoint from time to time such a 
number of policemen as be may think 
proper, and the policemen so appointed 
shall be subject to his control in the dis­
charge of their duties; he shall have power 
to hear charges against offenders, to issue 
warrants and summonses, to examine the 
informant, accused and witnesses, in the 
same manner as a committing magistrate 
may do; to grant bail for appearance, to 
commit for trial, to bind over to keep the 
peace, and generally to do all acts for the 
preservation of the peace in said town 
which a committing magistrate can or may 
do; he shall try and punish all offenders

Rigbti of Pedestrians.
Whether the same laws exist as to the 

rights of pedestrians in New Orleans as in 
Boston, we do not know, hut it is certain 
that they ought to. The Boston Transcript 
reports the following:

This legal axiom, which seems to have 
become somewhat obsolete of late, was re­
affirmed in the Municipal Court this morn­
ing. A man named John Burke was com­
plained of for violating the city ordinance, 
which requires that teams shall not be 
nearer than within ten feet of each other at 
street crossings.

Judge Churchill said that this ordinance 
was too often violated without any com­
plaint being made; that it was the duty of 
drivers of vehicles to exercise the utmost 
care at street crossings. The law had al­
ready decided that the foot-passenger had 
the right of way, yet so little attention was 
paid to it that a person was in danger of 
hte and limb at those crossings where no 
officer was stationed, the drivers crowding 
their teams together with the utmost indif­
ference as to the late of persons on foot, 
who were left to get across as best they 
could, or run the risk of broken limbs if 
they were not active enough to keep out of 
the way. Burke was fined $10 and costs 
and appealing was held in $100 for trial in 
the Superior Criminal Court.

curity for their good behavior for a reasona­
ble time ; and in case of their inability or 
refusal to give security, to cause them to 
work on the streets for a limited time, not 
exceeding four calendar months, unless such 
security sooner be given; to regulate 
weights and measures: and to make such 
ordinances as they may deem necessary for 
the good government and municipal regula­
tion of the said town.

Sec. 4. Be it lurther enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and council shall have power of 
levying an ad valorem tax upon all lands, 
houses, stores and movable property within 
the limits of said corporation; provided, 
the said tax shall not exceed at any time 
one dollar on the hundred ; to tax billiard 
tables, taverns, mercantile bouses, apothe­
cary shops, groceries, coffeehouses and shops 
retailing spirituous liquors, drays, carts, 
trades and professions, fruit stands, oyster 
saloons, restaurants, eating houses, livery 
stables, bowliDg alleys, peddlers and hawk­
ers, lumber yards, coal yards, butchers and 
contractors, shows, menageries, museums 
and theatres. At least one-half of said taxes 
shall be appropriated exclusively to the 
benefit and improvement of tho streets and 
sidewalks of said town of Evergreen.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor shall, within ten days after his 
election or appointment, as the case may 
be, appoint, with the advice and consent of 
the councilmen, suitable persons to fill the 
offices of secretary, treasurer, assessor, col­
lector and marshal ot said corporation, who 
shall hold their offices during the pleasure 
of the mayor, and the mayor shall fill any 
vacancy in said offices within ten days after 
it occurs, in the same manner as above pro­
vided, and any two or more of said offices 
may be consolidated, except the treasurer 
and collector, which ehall not be conferred 
on the same person.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and council shall hold their of­
fices for one year, and until their successors 
are duly elected or appointed, as the case 
may be, and qualified, and that before en­
tering upon the discharge of the duties of 
their offices, they shall take the oath pre­
scribed by article one hundred ot the con­
stitution of this State, which oath shall he 
filed in the office of Secretary of State.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer, collector and marshal, before 
they enter upon the discharge of their 
duties, shall give a bond and such security 
for the faithiul performance of their duties, 
as the mayor and councilmen may deem 
sufficient, and the said collector shall, with­
in such time as shall be provided for by the 
ordinances and by-laws of the corporation, 
after the receipt of liis warrant for collect 
ing any tax which may have been levied 
and ordered to be collected, collect the 
same and pay it into the hands of the treas­
urer; and for that purpose he shall have 
power and means to enforce the payment of 
corporation taxes, lines and penalties im­
posed by the mayor and councilmen, 
whether on residents or non-residents, as 
are given to State tax collectors by the 
laws of this State to enforce the payment of 
State taxes, fines and penalties.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted,etc., That it 
shall be the duty of. the treasurer of said 
town to receive and receipt for all moneys 
paid over to him by the collector; to keep 
an account of all receipts and expenditures 
in a well bound book, and to submit the 
same to the mayor and councilmen when 
required, and no money shall be paid out 
by him except upon the warrant of the 
mavor.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That Alfred Jones, J. W. Edwards, 
Samuel Carter, Foster Chase, John Torre- 
gano, P. Carriere, Alfred Mitcliel, Eugene 
Duplessis, J. M. Brown, Eugene Clairville, 
A. Smith, W. II. Green, and all others who 
may from time to time associate themselves 
with them, be and the same are hereby ere 
ated a body corporate under the name and ti­
tle of the Laborers’ Protective Benevolent 
and Mutual Aid Association of New Orleans, 
Louisiana, to be located in the city of New 
Orleans, and shall, under this title, enjoy 
the right of perpetual succession, and be, 
as such, capable to sue and be sued, to ac­
quire and possess real estate and personal 
property by purchase or donation, inter 
vivos or mortis causa, to acquire and possess, 
and also to dispose of all real and personal 
property obtained by any legal title and 
acts, to grant and receive contracts, to 
make and adopt such constitution and by­
laws. not inconsistent with the constitution 
of this State or of the United States, as they 
may think proper, and to alter and amend 
and modify the same at pleasure, to use a 
common seal, and change the same.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the funds of the association shall be em­
ployed in the promotion aud protection ol 
its members, education of its members, to 
provide for and nurse their sick, the burial 
of their dead, to the relief of the widows 
and orphans of its members, and for all 
things necessary and legitimate to the car- 
tying out of their humane and benevolent 
purpose.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the officers of this association shall consist 
of one president, one vice president, secre­
tary, assistant secretary, treasurer, coun­
selor and sergeant-at-arms, who shall be 
chosen annually by ballot by the majority 
of the members present at said annual 
meeting.

That 
the object of this association shall be to se­
cure by purchase or donation, land or lots 
of ground m this State, and the same shall 
be distributed m the following manner:

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That

a n >̂ay fbe treasurer the sum of twenty ollars on each and every share held by 
such member. Any member desiring more 
snares within the number limited than he 
at first held, shall pay a sum in addition 
equal to the amount already paid by mem­
bers holding the number of shares desired 
fiy him, with the interest which has accrued 
t hereon up to the time of his application, so 
as to make his entire payments pro rata 
with the others.

SfiC._4. Be it further enacted, etc,. That 
the officers of the association shall consist 
ot a president, vice president, secretary and 
treasurer, with five other persons, who to­
gether shall constitute a board of directors, 
six of whom shall constitute a quorum; and 
the above named persons shall be chosen, 
annually by ballot. The said officers and 
board of directors to he possessed of all 
powers and duties incident to like officers 
m similar corporations. The president of 
said association shall be the president of the 
board of directors, and as such shall have 
the right to sue and be sued in behalf of said 
association. The board of directors shall 
have the right io fix such compensation as 
they may deem necessary for such officers, 
subjeet to the approval of the association 
at a stated meeting duly convened for that purpose.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this association shall meet quarterly* on tho
