THE PHILOSOPHY OF POLITICS.
The history of most of the political or­

ganizations of this country justifies the Bee 
in assuming that they are naturally in­
clined to decay. It is said that all things 
physical or intellectual carry with them 
the elements of death. This is true, per­
haps, and the only counteracting princi­
ple is goodness— a constant struggle for ex­
cellence. Judged then by this view it 
does not follow, as the Bee asserts, that be­
cause the Republican party has divided 
upon a question of party expediency, that 
it is in speedy process of dissolution.

The Republican party was founded upon 
principles of philanthropy, justice and 
right. It sought to realize to the people 
of this country, that for which ill govern­
ments are instituted, the greatest good to 
the greatest number. Such an idea does 
not preclude the possibility of change. In­
deed it involves it. If the agents it em­
ploys to accomplish this purpose prove 
inefficient and corrupt, they should give 
place to others more likely to subserve the 
great end to be attained. So v ith the Re­
publican party. Those entrusted with its 
management were perverting its principles 
and employing its energies to unworthy 
uses, and threatening it, if not with com 
plete annihilation, at least with general 
disintegration. From this condition 
things has sprung the Liberal Republican 
movement. The party organization re­
tains all the earlier and wiser principles of 
the party, but opposes unyieldingly the 
vast outgrowth of political abuses.

It is easy to perceive that the Dem 
ocratic part}- (the only antagonistic or­
ganization of any power) is unable in it­
self to correct the evils of government. 
Indeed its own fall from power and ul­
timate undoing is attributable to its reck­
less disregard of principle and the vast 
accumulation of evils it brought upon the 
country. To the better elements of the 
Republican party, therefore, belonged the 
corrections of the errors which unwise 
men, inflated with power, had perpetrated 
in its name. These men have forgotten 
that the party was organized to advocate 
the best interests of the nation. They 
sought to use it for their own advantage. 
With this idea came the attempted intro­
duction of the principle of centralization, 
of a one man government, of military su­
premacy gradually crushing out all the 
safeguards of popular government It 
was then that the Liberal Republican 
party sprung up into existence. It recog­
nizes no political distinctions in any sec­
tion of the country, and is gradually 
bringing to its fold Democrats. Reformers 
and Republicans. One of its primary 
features is opposition to class legislation.
It proposes equal political suffrage to all 
men. The antipathies which the war 
brought about should not be preserved, 
but be made to yield to the mutual kind 
feeling and interest of the whole country.
It regards the national government as one 
of delegated powers, and not possessed of 
original sovereignty. The States have the 
right to^egulate their internal affairs in 
their own way, free from federal inter­
ference and espionage. These are the 
principles avowed by the Cincinnati con­
vention and entertained by its nominees. 
They are, in fact, the views entertained by 
a majority of the peo, le of the country, 
and which will doubtless experience an 
unmistakable vindication at the approach­
ing national election.

It is plain, therefore, to pe rceive that 
such a condition of politics does not, as 
the Bee suggests, argue the gradual disin­
tegration of the Republican party. It on 
the contrary strengthens it, by cutting 
loose from all the impure and disrupting 
elements which attached to it It indeed 
offers the only reliable guarantee for the 
restoration of our government to its ori­
ginal strength and purity. Stimulated by 
the enlightened patriotism, and earnest 
love of country inherent in the American 
people, it will eventuate in the grandest 
political triumph in the history of the na­
tion.

know why a  Republican Reformer is not 
allowed to act in common with the Demo­
cratic Reformers. Our explanation of the 
trouble is that these gentlemen applied at 
the wrong recruiting station. There are 
bounty-jumping concerns in politics as 
there are in war, and a genuine recruit for 
the reform service is not wanted at these 
bogus epneems. And this enables the Bee 
to put its double-barreled gun to good 
service. With one cylinder it calls for as­
sistance and with the other it wounds and 
drives away the man it does not feel satis­
fied it can use. Reformers can not find 
any genuine reform in the Bee.

As a practical reformer Governor War 
moth can show a better record than any 
other man in the State. It was him that 
reformed Auditor Wickliffe out of office, 
for w Inch Wickliffe will never forgive him; 
he reformed the Bee out of an outrageous 
printing contract, for which it will never 
forgive him; he reformed forty-three Re­
publican papers out of contracts to print 
the laws of the State, for which they are 
abusing him ; he reformed Packard out of 
the Isicolson paving job, Casey out of the 
warehouse job, Lowell out of the Ship 
Island Canal job, John Ray out of the 
better part of the Louisiana levee charter, 
Carter out of tire Speakership, and Bovee 
out of his waterworks speculation, for 
which they have not forgotten him. He 
attempted several other reforms, but the 
Legislature refused to second his efforts, 
and now his greatest enemies are those 
whom he has choked off from the public 
treasury. This is practical reform. There 
is another class of reformers, but they 
constitute merely a masquerading party 
who have a different set of faces in private 
from those they wear in public.

Will Mr. Casey and his friends publish 
the names of the merchants who signed 
the petition to the President protesting 
against any change in the Customhouse at 
this point? We feel curious to see the list. 
It will constitute a feast of “mighty nice 
reading,” and besides that, we have no 
doubt good use could be made of it as a 
reference hereafter. It is due to the pub­
lic that this document should be forth­
coming. The people are always told who 
who the principal bondsmen of their offi­
cers are, and now they ask to be informed 
w ho the subordinate indorsers are. A re­
po rter of accommodating qualities might 
persuade this scroll out of the recesses of 
Joseph H. Wilson’s trowsers.

The New York Herald, always vacilating 
in its political advocacy, sees in the Cin­
cinnati movement an objectionable feature 
because it says “it was instituted to secure 
the nomination of Senator Blair for the 
Presidency. ” Admitting (which we do not) 
that such was the case, it did not nomi­
nate him for that high office. The conven­
tion was sufficiently composed of wise and 
patriotic men to put forward one of the 
strongest tickets ever presented to the peo­
ple of the country. If this is the Herald's 
only objection, the action of the conven­
tion has already removed it There is 
surely no reason why it can not support 
the present nominees.

When Mr. Casey was abusing the reve­
nue cutter Wilderness, last winter, by 
hiding away refugee Senators, Mr. Bout- 
well called the attention of the collector to 
the law that forbade him to do such a 
thing, and demanded to know if he was 
dqing it Casey did not deny his guilt, 
but stated to the Secretary that he would 
inform him concerning the matter either 
by letter or through a personal explana­
tion. Has he ever redeemed this promise ? 
Has he ever purged himself of his direct 
and positive violation of a law of Congress 
in the matter?

SIC ILY  AND SARDINIA.

Ode day last week the superintendent of 
"the Bureau of Engravings and Printing, 
Treasury Department, was compelled, be­
cause of a scarcity of work, to put on fur­
lough twenty-five of his female employes. 
It is probable others will soon share the 
same late, should not Congress hasten the 
passage of the bill to make a re-issue of the 
national currency.

The whole number of deaths in this city 
last week was 154, against 143 the week 
previous. Five died ot cholera infantum, 5 
of congestion of tliq brain, 18 of consump 
tion, 9 of infantile convulsions, 4 of infantile 
debility, 9 of various fevers, 3 of heart dis­
ease, 8 of infantile marasmus, 7 of old age, 
and 3 of pnuemonia. The deaths of chil­

dren are unusually numerous.

On and after to-day the mails for Maine, 
New Hampshire, Vermont, Massachusetts, 
Connecticut, Rhode Island, New York, New 
Jersey, Pennsylvania, District of Columbia, 
Delaware, Maryland, and Virginia, which 
were previously forwarded via the New Or­
leans and Jackson railroad, and closed at 
4:30 P. M., will be forwarded via Mobile and 
Montgomery, Alabama, and will close at 
4:45 P. M. It is claimed that mails will ar­
rive here by this route ten hours earlier 
than by the Jackson road.

The New York Herald thinks the people 
will rally to the support of General Grant 
when they discover that he is now being 
pursued by the politicians who owe their 
greatness to his name and power. This is 
reversing matters quite seriously, or else 
our reading has all been done in the wrong 
direction. The politicians are not for 
Greeley, but they are for Grant; the peo­
ple are not for Grant, but they are for 
Greeley, and the contest is now as to 
whether the politicians win or the people. 
If the list was made to-morrow in any mis­
cellaneous crowd the result would prove 
just what we say—that the people are in­
clined to go for Horace Greeley, and would 
do so if they were not held back 
by their political leaders. In the next 
place, what do such men as Trumbull, 
Sumner, Chase, Palmer, Fenton, 
Ferry, Cox, Delmar, Brown, Defrees, 
Gerritt Smith, Gear}', McClurg, Wilkes, 
who were honored by the country when 
General Grant was in absolute obscurity, 
owe to him for their present honors and 
positions ? The people selected them 
for their ability and integrity, and it was 
upon their recommendation that the coun­
try elected General Grant as President in 
18G8. These men were sealed in the 
hearts of the people long before Grant 
was heard of, except in a very unfavorable 
way; and they will direct the sentiment 
of the country long after he has been re­
tired from the office which their influence 
assisted him to attain. The Herald is 
confused in its ideas of architecture when 
it locates the strength of a column in its 
capstone.

Here is what has happened lately greatly 
to the astonishment and discomfiture of 
certain parties who desire to have the 
thing explained. The Bee desired all 
parties in favor of reform to unite in a 
common organization against those who 
were not in favor of an improved condi­
tion of affairs in Louisiana. A large num­
ber of Republicans sought to avail them­
selves of this demand, as they were in 
favor of reform and desired to help any 
and all classes that were of that way of 
thinking. They were refused any consid­
eration, and are now considering how 
they can best help the State on their own 
hook. In the meantime, they desire to

Senator Sumner still refuses to commit 
himself as to how he will vote in Novem­
ber, but declares openly and unrestrain­
edly that if the contest can be narrowed 
down to Greeley and Grant, he will sup­
port Mr. Greeley. This is what Louis­
iana proposes to assist in doing. She is 
hard at work narrowing the contest down 
to a fair fight between the humanity of 
Horace Greely and the selfishness of Ulysses 
S. Grant. If she succeeds in doing this, 
her vote and that of Mr. Sumner will be 
cast in the same direction, as they used to 
be in old Whig times.

That an accurate conception may be 
had of the political honesty of the Citi­
zens' Guard and those whose views it re­
presents it need only be stated that it 
now favors the repudiation of the State 
debt, or what it calls “unauthorized lia­
bilities.” As this debt was contrived and 
originated by the supporters of the Guard, 
and as every measure of revenue in the 
State, for the last tiro years has been voted 
for by its chief controller and fugleman, 
the people can imagine what sort of rulers 
these men would make if they got into 
power.

Almost as if repeating our very words 
and sentences, Senator Sumner says that 
the tariff plank in the Cincinnati platform 
is the most slatesmanlike declaration that 
has been made to the country for years. 
It leaves the question where it properly 
belongs, to the congressional districts, 
and now the people must declare just 
what they want, It has abolished the 
traditional cheat that all parties palmed 
upon the country of a platform that could 
be read differently in different sections. 
This is conclusive.

It frequently occurs that what was ac­
cepted in fun is discovered to have been 
delivered in earnest. The Nation has been 
abused in this way. The nomination of 
Air. Greeley, which it at first declared to 
be a piece of merriment, it now decides to 
be a serious joke. And the solemn truth 
of this after-thought will grow to be more 
apparent every day from now until Novem­
ber.

The Guard says that the Fourth District 
Greeley Club was inauspiciously inaugur­
ated on hangman’s Friday. That is true ; 
but the club will be the executioners, and 
the Customhouse party the victims; and a 
more disreputable set of scapegraces never 
perished on the gallows.

It can not but be a matter of interest to 
the readers of this journal -to learn of the 
condition of affairs in places remote from 
them, especially from the islands of the sea 
possessing so much of historic incident as 
those named at the head of this article.
These two islands, Sicily and Sardinia, both 
remarkable for beauty ot location and salu 
brity of climate, near the western coast of 
Italy, are at the present time undergoing 
transformations which have a tendency to 
attract the attention of tourists, and those 
who may desire a secluded place of retire­
ment, and possess an income sufficient to 
indulge in such a 1 uxury.

That the natives of those islands are not 
capable of developing the resources of the 
territory which they inhabit, and the lack 
of population to accomplish it, is evident 
from the information received from time to 
time from those who, in their journeys, pay 
a passing visit there. Upon this subject 
says an English writer, “it is inevitable that 
distribution of population should run within 
the limits set by government, laws, 
race and language that the fallow 
resources of a country nominally 
civilized and settled shall never be 
fairly developed uitil native enterprise 
comes in earnest to the rescue. The re­
dundant life of England overflows into 
remote colonies in the seas of the southern 
hemisphere, while “ the fortunate isles ” of 
the Mediterranean are neglected and half 
forgotten. Setting considerations of dis­
tance entirely out of the question, there can 
be little comparison between the greater 
part of Australasia and the attractions of 
some of the islands that lie on the very 
threshold of the long overland route, within 
a few hours easy steam of Marseilles and 
Genoa. Interesting letters from these 
islands are being written by a correspondent 
of the London Times, who had been assist­
ing at the opening of a new section of rail­
way. This line is constructed, it is said, 
mainly with English capital, and the bur­
den of these letters show that neither will 
the Sardinians help themselves; nor will 
the Italians help the Sardinians. All allow­
ances made, it is strange, indeed, the 
supineness the Italians show with regard to 
enterprises that might tempt races far less 
speculative.” Every Italian is a gambler by 
birth and education. Lottery tickets subdi­
vided infinitesimally are on sale in the most 
poverty-stricken lanes of the cities and in 
the most out-of-the-way hamlets of the 
rural districts. The ‘members of the up­
per and middle classes have learned to 
play, like their neighbors, in rising and 
falling stocks. So says an Englishman.
Yet, it may be from the want of patience 
and perseverance, or it may be simply from 
the want of habit, it is certain that com­
binations for enterprises -whose success 
seems assured by precedents and common 
sense are by no means in faTor. It is not 
to be denied that there are substantial ob­
jections to strangers venturing themselves 
or their property in Sardinia, and, doubt­
less, it is safe to assume the same dangers 
are to be apprehended in Sicily, if we may 
judge from its present neglected condition.

Sardinia, as the Times correspondent as. 
serts, is poisonously pestilential in places.
The mysterious malaria haunts the mouths 
of its rivers and lurks about in the low-lying 
stretches of scrub. Whole districts in the 
plains are peopled by inhabitants as ghastly 
as any the traveler meets in the marshes 
between (listens and Terraciaa. A cer­
tainrailway bridge in its construction cost 
a* many lives as a medium Italian battle, 
and the Times correspondent tells us that 
he met a convalescent station master who 
pronounced his own recovery complete, al­
though, to all appearance, he was only fit 
for a coffin. But fever and ague, for such 
is the prevailing disease, may be combatted 
with tonics and precautions, while one 
and the other would yield in time to clear­
ing, drainage and cultivation, for there are 
no great stretches ot dead level like 
the Pontine Marshes of the penin­
sula. And, considering the wealth
of various%8orts that lies behind these, 
above and below ground, in regions bracing- 
ly salubrious, it is certain that men of 
Northern race would never have been 
scared from the treasure even by the deadly 
dragons that guard it. The mountain? 
clothed with magnificent forests, are left 
virgin or abandoned to the peasants ot their 
skirts, while foreign timber is bringing high 
prices in the town below. There are vine­
yards and olive gardens, where the wine is 
spoiled by carelessness in the making, for 
-want of accessible markets, and the fruit is 
left to rot and fall, thanks to the want of 
roads. Above all, the mineral wealth 
said to be very great, and to exist in great 
variety. With all that, however, it is said 
there are very intelligible reasons why 
Italians of the mainland are slow to settle 
in Sardinia. Swamp poison is a subtle ene­
my that saps the system even when it does 
not kill, and may leave life so much of a 
burden that no consolation can be found in 
riches. The people, with their biood feuds 
and their hot tempers and hasty 
knife strokes, are dangerous to deal with 
The roads, or rather the tracks, are often 
unsafe, for the natives are apt to turn 
brigands on occasion when they see any­
one to tempt their cupidity. But these dis­
agreeable drawbacks exist in Sicily in a 
far less degree, and it is believed to be much 
the finer island of the two. Malaria then, 
doubtless, is in some places on the Sicilian 
coast, and as everywhere else in Southern 
Europe there are maremnie, where no sensi 
ble man would risk his health after night­
fall. But generally speaking, the appear­
ance of the natives is healthy enough.
When they seem otherwise, they are plainly 
suffering rather from the hardships of their 
existence than from any chronic disease.
Although the people are warm-blooded like 
other Southerners, the vendetta is not 
Sicilian institution, and for the most pert 
they are good tempered. As for brigandage 
it has for the most part died down since the 
trials and executions that took place a 
number of years ago at Palermo, and of 
late has never extended to the western dis. 
tricts of that island. Although Sicily is 
scandalously deficient in roads, and those 
that connect the chief cities go straight over 
the hilltops by long detours, still 
even in that respect, it is much better than 
in Sardinia. The strangers might take 
their money to Sicily in tolerable safety 
and comfort, could they hope for a return 
to make the emigration worth the while.
As for that, so far as travelers can judge, 
there should be no doubt whatever. The 
agricultural capabilities of the country are 
still what they used to be when Sicily was 
one of the granaries of Rome. The climate, 
with its warmth tempered by the ocean 
breezes, is one of the finest in the world.
Uncleared soil bears excellent crops, and 
Sicilian grain still brings good prices in the 
markets, although grown under every dis­
advantage. The implements of agriculture 
are rude to absurdity. The one-stilted 
plow is apparently a legacy of the Arab set­
tlement, for it is almost identical with the Lock box No. 24S.

fellah used now in the valley of the Nile. 
It scrapes the grain in, somehow, just be­
yond easy reach of the birds. There is 
seldom any such thing as a regular rotation 
of crops in this country. Manure is scarce 
and wasted, although suburban gar­
deners know its virtues so well, and 
treasure every scrap of it so avariciously. 
Above all, the water supply is mismanaged, 
and then the modern Sicilian has forgotten 
the lessons of the Moon. The land often 
swamped for one-haif the year, and parohed 
for the other. In winter and the rainy sea­
son a torrent comes roaring along, which 
dries or dwindles to a thread during the 
summer or autumn. Yet tanks and reser­
voirs or cisterns are never heard of, al­
though they would he the farmers, salva­
tion, and there is rarely any such thing as 
irrigation, although the fall of the ground 
is generally in its favor. It is easy to see 
what profits might be realized by judicious 
agricultural operations conducted with cap­
ital and intelligence. Land such as is de­
scribed naturally sells cheap, although in 
the neighborhood of cities like Palermo or 
Messina it is often excessively dear. Labor, 
too, is very reasonable, making all allow­
ances for its inferiority of quality. With 
proper implements, treating the soil 
with ordinary liberality, and manag­
ing the water by drainage, storage 
and irrigation, and if any faith is to 
be placed in self-evident caalculations 
a speculation to that end could hardly fail. 
It would l>e all the more likely to succeed 
if undertaken by natives, or Italians versed 
in Sicilian ways. Olives would, of course, 
be a lucrative article of produce, while 
certain favored districts would be made to 
flow with excellent wine. There is much 
skepticism ordinarily as to the many vaunt­
ed wine districts of Italy, although noto­
rious wines often owe the evil reputation 
they most richly deserve to the foul and 
slovenly process of their making. Foulness 
and slovenliness are carried to such excess 
in Sicily that when the great Marsala wine 
houses buy of the peasants they have to 
complete the manufacture in their own es­
tablishments. But the quality of Sicilian 
vintages is undeniable when the wine is 
carefully prepared. Marsala, as doctored 
for the European and American markets, 
gives no idea of what it is in its purer state, 
and some pains bestowed in the manufac­
ture would make all the difference between 
a good price and a nominal one. *

As it is, the Sicilians have been seen 
slaking their thirst with wine, as being 
cheaper and more accessible than water. 
Is it not surprising, then, that these islands, 
with their varied productions and still finer 
climate, should be so much neglected by 
those who desire pleasure, profit, health 
and retirement, and where so much could 
be obtained at such small cost and so little 
trouble and outlay ? With all the modern 
improvements and inventions of our age, 
what a revolution might be accomplished 
with a people and in a land where golden 
returns must necessarily be the result.

Forney in Doubt.
The New York Tribune's Washington 

special of the eighteenth instant states that 
Colonel Forney arrived there the day pre­
vious by special request of the President, 
and had a long conversation with the Pres­
ident at the White House in the evening. 
At this interview Forney stated that if the 
Democrats concluded at Baltimore to sup­
port Greeley, Grant need expect no assist 
ance trom that party.
