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[Prom the St. Louis Democrat.]
We have been more amused than in­

structed by the recent passage of certain 
lengthy epistles between Mr. Edward Atkin­
son, of Boston, and James M. Cooper, of 
Pittsburg, concerning iron barges and bulk 
grain transportation down the Mississippi 
to Europe and home markets along the 
Atlantic coast. Mr. Atkinson’s errors con­
sisted in simply magnifying facts, but the 
following last shot from James M. Cooper 
proves his errors to have their origin in a 
supreme ignorance of his subject. He says: 

“1 believe only one cargo of wheat has 
ever been successfully sent to Europe from 
St. Louis. There are so many parallels oi 
latitude to cross in making the voyage, 
such extremes of temperature to encounter, 
that the two great destroyers—heat and 
moisture—have ample time and opportunity 
to complete the work of destruction. The 
idea ol exporting wheat by way of the Mis­
sissippi, gulf and ocean is entirely chimer­
ical, and will continue to be so, until the 
many and stubborn obstacles hitherto met 
with can be vanquished by applied science 
Some years ago a grand scheme of forward 
ing wheat from St. Louis to New Orleans 
by wooden barges was inaugurated, amid a 
highly sensational blare of trumpets, but it 
proved a miserable failure. The barges 
nad no pecuniary value at the end of the 
trip. It would have cost more than to build 
new ones to tow them back against the cur 
rent, because the Mississippi did not run 
both ways at once, and the unlucky barges 
had to be turned over to the tender mercies 
of the wood-chopper for firwood.”

That any man having access to the news­
papers of the country could pen 6uch un 
mitigated nonsense as the above is suffi­
ciently astonishing, but that that man’s 
name should be James M. Cooper is still 
more astounding. Mr. Cooper is hereby 
officially informed that more than a quarter 
of a million bushels of spring wheat was 
shipped from this city to Liverpool durin 
the year 1869, by way of New Orleans, an 
not one bushel of it was damaged by cli­
matic influence. Cargoes by steam and by 
Bail, in iron hulls and in wooden ones, dur­
ing each month of the year, were shipped 
from New Orleans, and'every cargo arrived 
at its destination perfectly sweet, outselling 
arrivals of same grade of Chicago wheat 
via New York, by seven to nine cents per 
bushel! Many oi' these cargoes were put 
on board in July and August, with the 
mercury at 110° in the shade—on sailing 
vessels, too, one of which was becalmed in 
the tropics, and did not arrive in Liverpool 
■until the expiration of ninety days. Every 
one of these cargoes has been "made the 
theme oi newspaper paragraphs, and we 
have noted their appearance in the Pitts­
burg ipapers, so there is but little exeuse 
for Mr. Cooper's lamentable ignorance in 
this matter.

We desire further to inform Mr. Cooper 
that not only has the grand scheme to for­
ward grain in bulk from St. Louis to New 
Orleans by wooden barges not failed, but 
it is a grand success to-dav. Since the first 
of January, 1872, the St. Louis barge line 
has carried half a million bushels of corn 
in bulk to New Orleans, nearly all of which 
has been placed in iron steamers and trans­
ported to Liverpool, and not a bushel of it 
nas been reported spoiled. The irou steam­
ers can take forty to seventy thousand 
bushels at a load, and all of this formidable 
pile of corn is placed in one mass in tbe 
chip’s hold, just as is done by steamers and 
ships taking grain from New York.

We further desire to inform Mr. Cooper 
that St. Louis barges are not only always 
towed back to St. Louis, but they bring 
heavy loads of up stream freights, such as 
sugar, cotton, railroad iron, graDite, mar­
ble, drugs and chemicals, plate glass, Eng­
lish hardward, queensware, etc., and tbe 
money they thus earn frequently pays tbe 
expenses of the round trip, leaving the 
earnings of the down stream voyage net 
npofit. A St. Louis towboat is capable of 
handling five barges of 1300 tons each. 
But a day or two ago the towboat Mary 
Alice, with four barges, took 130,000 bushels 
of grain in bulk, 3000 barrels of flour, 730 
tierces of meat, 1500 barrels of pork, and a 
large amount of miscellaneous freights, 
earning on the down-stream passage over 
$15,000.

Mr. Cooper printed the plundering letter 
from which we clipped the above in the 
New York Tribune. It will naturally mis­
lead many people concerning the facilities 
St. Louis possesses for exporting grain. We, 
therefore, hope he will have as much mag­
nanimity as Mr. Atkinson in “owning up 
the corn,” and let a frank correction or his 
errors pass to the people through the same 
channel that conveyed his misstatements.

Mr. Cooper may think we should have 
written up his errors a little more mildly, 
but bis attack upon St. Louis facilities as "a 
grain shipping city were so unwarranted by 
the subject (tariff) by himself and Mr. At­
kinson, and the phraseology he uses in dis­
coursing upon the alleged failure of our 
barge line was so unnecessarily and offen­
sively vicious that we think he has more 
than discounted all claims to courtesy from 
Western writers.

H om ic ide  at B ilo x i.
1 he Handsboro Democrat says:
We regret to learn of the unfortunate 

difficulty which occurred at our sister town 
of Biloxi last Monday evening, betwen 
Andrew J. Bennett and Hy polite Stout, re­
sulting in the death of the latter. The
fiartieulars are as follows, so far as we can 
earn : Bennett and Stout’s step-father had 

some difficulty and Stout took it up, and 
knocked Bennett down once or twice, 
whereupon Bennett drew his pocketknife 
and stabbed Stout, cutting his heart liter­
ally in twain, death ensuing instantaneously. 
Bennett was immediately arrested, and 
alter a preliminary examination before a 
justice of the peace, was admitted to bail in
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the sum of $2500.

Says the Cincinnati Enquirer :
Senator Ferry, of Connecticut, has op­

posed nearly all of Grant's measures in 
Congress. As a candidate for re-election 
he was defeated in the Republican Legisla­
tive caucus by General Hawley.

To incorporate the town of Evergreen, in 
the parish of Avoyelles, defining the 
boundaries thereof, and for other pur­
poses.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House ot Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That all that portion or district 
known as Evergreen, in the parish of Avoy. 
elles, contained within the following limits: 
beginning at a jxiint in the centre of Hill 
street, opposite tbe residence known as B. 
B. Hudson's, and from this given point to 
include and comprise onehnile square, be and 
tbe same is hereby created a body corporate 
and politic in fact and law by the name and 
style of the town of Evergreen, and by the 
same name shall have perpetual succession, 
shall be capable of suing" and being sued, 
and of prosecuting and defending in all 
courts ail actions and matters whatever: 
may pmebase and receive by donation anu 
hold property of all kinds within and with­
out the limits ot tbe town; also may have 
and use a common seal.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the Governor of the State of Louisiana 
shall immediately after the passage of this 
act appoint a mayor and five councilmen 
in and for tbe said town of Evergreen, 
whose term of office shall be for the period 
of one year, dating from tbe first Monday 
of April, A. D. 1872, or until their succes­
sors are elected and qualified; and every 
year thereafter there shall be an eleotich 
lor the said officers by the qualified voters 
of the town of Evergreen at large.

Sec 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and five council men who shall be 
elected or appointed, as tbe case may be, 
shall pass all laws or Ordinances for said 
town, subject to the approval or veto of tbe 
mayor; but such veto shall not negative any 
law or ordinance which may be passed by 
four of the councilmen oyer said veto; that 
the said councilmen shall have power to pass 
all by-laws and ordinances to regulate, pre­
vent and remove nuisances; to prevent the 
introduction of contagious diseases with­
in said town by regulating the 
approach of boats having sick on 
board and the landing of the sick or 
articles calculated to produce disease; to es­
tablish night watches and patrols and to 
erect lamps, and generally to pass any by­
laws and ordinances, in writing, not incon­
sistent with the constitution and laws of 
tbe United States and of this State as they 
may deem proper in relation to public mar­
kets, streets, highways, alleys and side­
walks, and to disorderly conduct and nui­
sances generally, or anything whatever that 
may relate to good government of said 
town; to impose such fines and penalties 
for a breach ot their by-laws and their ordi­
nances as they may think proper, not to ex­
ceed the sum of one hundred dollars for a 
single oflense, recoverable before any court 
of competent jurisdiction ; to cause all va­
grants, idle or disorderly persons, all per­
sons of evil life or ill-fame and all such as 
have no visible means of support to give se­
curity for their good behavior for a reasona­
ble time ; and in case of their inability or 
refusal to give security, to cause them to 
work on the streets for a limited time, not 
exceeding four calendar months, unless such 
security sooner be given; to regulate 
weights and measures ; and to make such 
ordinances as they may deem necessary for 
the good government and municipal regula­
tion of the said town.

Sec. 4. Be it turther enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and council shall have power of 
levying an ad valorem tax upon all lands, 
houses, stores and movable property within 
tbe limits of said corporation; provided, 
tbe said tax shall not exceed at any time 
one dollar on the hundred ; to tax billiard 
tables, taverns, mercantile houses, apothe­
cary shops, groceries, coffeehouses and shops 
retailing spirituous liquors, drays, c-arts, 
trades and professions, fruit stands, oyster 
saloons, restaurants, eating houses, livery 
stables, bowliDg alleys, peddlers and hawk­
ers, lumber yards, coalyards, butchers and 
contractors, shows, menageries, museums 
and theatres. At least one-naif of said taxes 
shall be appropriated exclusively to the 
benefit and improvement of tbo streets and 
sidewalks of said town of "Evergreen.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
tbe mayor shall, within ten days after his 
election or appointment, as the case may 
be, appoint, with the advice and consent of 
the councilmen, suitable persons to fill the 
offices of secretary, treasurer, assessor, col­
lector and marshal ot said corporation, who 
shall hold their offices during the pleasure 
of the mayor, and the mayor shall fill any 
vacancy in said offices within ten days after 
it occurs, in the same manner as above pro­
vided, and any two or more of said offices 
may be consolidated, except the treasurer 
ana collector, which shall not be conferred 
on the same person.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and council shall hold their of­
fices for one year, and until their successors 
are duly elected or appointed, as the ease 
may be, and qualified, and that before en­
tering upon the discharge of tbe duties of 
their offices, they shall take the oath pre­
scribed by article one hundred ot the con­
stitution of this State, which oat h shall be 
filed in the office of Secretary of State.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer, collector and marshal, before 
they enter upon the discharge of their 
duties, shall give a bond and such security 
for the faithful performance of their duties, 
as tbe mayor and councilmen may deem 
sufficient, and the said collector shall, with­
in Ruch time as shall be provided for by the 
ordinances and by-laws of tbe corporation, 
after the receipt of his warrant for collect- 
dig any tax which may have been levied 
and ordered to be collected, collect the 
same and pay it into the bands of the treas­
urer; and for that purpose he shall have 
power and means to enforce the payment of 
corporation taxes, fines and penalties im­
posed by the mayor and councilmen, 
whether on residents or non-residents, as 
are given to State tax collectors by the 
laws of this State to enforce the payment of 
State taxes, fines and penalties.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted,etc., That it 
shall be the duty of the treasurer of said 
town to receive and receipt for all moneys 
paid over to him by the collector; to keep 
an account of all receipts and expenditures 
in a well bound book, and to submit the 
same to the mayor and councilmen when 
required, and no money shall be paid out 
by him except upon the warrant of the 
mayor.

Sec. 9. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of tbe secretary to 
record, in a well bound book, to be kept by 
him for that purpose, all the proceedings, 
by-laws, ordinances, etc., enacted by tbe 
mayor and councilmen, and to cause the 
same to be promulgated, by posting them 
up in two or more public places in said 
town, or by publishing in anv newspaper 
published in said town.

Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be tbe duty of the marshal to attend 
the meetings ot the mayor and councilmen, 
and do and perform all such duties as may 
be required of him by the mayor and coun­
cilmen, and all other duties imposed by law 
upon constables ol thi« State, for which he

OF LOUISIANA shall receive the same fees and emoluments 
as are allowed by law to them; he shall be 
ex officio collector.

Sec. 11. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer, secretary, assessor and mar­
shal, before entering upon the duties of 
their respective offices, shall take the same 
oath as is prescribed in the section of this 
act for the mayor and councilmen.

Sec. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
from and after the passage of this act, the 
powers of the police inry of the 
parish of Avoyelles shall cease and 
determine within said town of Ever­
green, and the mayor and council shall 
possess all the powers within said corpor­
ation which have been heretofore exercised 
by the police jury, and tbe inhabitants and 
property within tbe corporate limits of said 
town oi" Evergreen shall be exempt from 
payment of all parish taxes.

Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the assessor to assess 
the property, etc., on which said mayor 
and council are authorized to impose taxes, 
and make out a list of immovable, landed 
and other property in said town subject to 
said tax, together with the amount of tax 
assessed thereon, pursuant to the ordi­
nances of said town, and the said assessor 
shall exercise the same powers as by law 
are vested in the assessors of State taxes.

Sec. 14. Be it turther enacted, etc., That 
when the owner or owners of any landed 
or immovable property in said town shall 
fail to pay any taxes assessed thereoD, due 
to said town, the mayor and counnil shall 
have a special privilege for the amount of 
said tax, with eight per cent per annum in­
terest thereon, which privilege shall take 
rank in preference to any other mortgage, 
privilege or judgment except rights exist­
ing in favor of the State; provided that an 
account of the same, duly certified by the 
mayor, he recorded in the office of the re­
corder of mortgages of the parish of Avoy­
elles, whose duty it is hereby made to re­
cord the same.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and council shall furthermore 
have powei to prevent the stoppage or ob­
struction of the streets, roads and other 
public places of the town, and to adopt 
and to carry into effect such regulations for 
that purpose, and for the removal of all 
buildings, obstructions and nuisances of 
whatever nature, and for the organization 
of police, as may not be inconsistent with 
the laws of this'State and of the United 
States, and also to impose such fines and 
penalties for the breach of said regulations 
as they may think proper; provided the said 
fine shall not exceed one hundred dollars, or 
imprisonment for each and every contraven­
tion.

Sec. 16. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor of the town of Evergreen shall 
be ex officio justice of the peace within 
the limits of said town, and as such shall 
have power to’ suppress all routs, riots, 
unlawiul assemblies, affrays and tumults, 
all breaches of the peace committed 
within the limits of said town; to that end 
he shall appoint from time to time such a 
number of policemen as he may think 
proper, and the policemen so appointed 
shall be subject to his control in the dis­
charge of their duties; he shall have power 
to hear charges against offenders, to issue 
warrants and summonses, to examine the 
informant, accused and witnesses, in the 
same manner as a committing magistrate 
may do; to grant bail for appearance, to 
commit for trial, to bind over to keep the 
peace, and generally to do all acts for the 
preservation of the peace in said town 
which a committing magistrate can or may 
do; he shall try and punish all offenders 
against the town of Evergreen according 
to the laws • and ordinances of said 
town, and for that purpose he shall bold 
his court, at least once in each week, or 
oftener, if necessary, and for all such ser 
vices he shall be ’entitled to charge and 
receive the same tees as are allowed by law 
to justices of the peace, and be shall receive 
such salary not less than one hundred or 
more than one thousand dollars annually, 
which salary shall be fixed by the council 
of said town; that the said Mayor shall 
preside ovpr the meetings of the council, 
but shall have a casting vote only.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all costs in criminal cases originating within 
the limits of said town, due to any justice 
of the peace, shall be paid out of the treas­
ury ot said town; provided, the criminal be 
not able to pay the same out ol his or their 
proper goods or chattels.

Sec. t8. Be it further enacted, etc , That 
in all cases where the mayor of the town of 
Evergreen shall, in accordance with the 
laws and ordinances of said town, impose 
any fine or penalty or forfeiture upon any 
person for the breach thereof, and such 
person shall Dot comply with and perform 
the judgments imposing penalty and for­
feiture, he shall be committed to the town 
prison until discharged by law, not to ex­
ceed the term of thirty days for any one 
offense, the time to be determined by the 
mayor of said town trying the offense; pro­
vided, that any one against whom said pen­
alty of imprisonment may be imposed shall 
be entitled, if he or she requests it, to labor 
for the benefit of said town, at such labor 
as may be selected by the mayor or street 
commissioner, or the officer performing his 
duties, under the direction of the mayor, for 
a time not exceeding the term of imprison­
ment adjudged.

Sec. 19. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the mayor and council shall create such 
officers, not provided lor in this act, as may 
be necessary for the good government of 
said town.

Sec. 20. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage.

To incorporate the Laborers’ Protective 
Benevolent and Mutual Aid Association 
of New Orleans, Louisiana.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That Alfred Jones, J. W. Edwards, 
Samuel Carter, Foster Chase, John Torre- 
gano, P. Carriere, Allred Mitchel, Eugene 
Duplessis, J. M. Brown, Eugene Clairville, 
A. Smith, W. II. Green, and all others who 
may from time to time associate themselves 
with them, he and the same are hereby cre­
ated a body corporate under the name and ti­
tle of the Laborers’ Protective Benevolent 
and Mutual Aid Association of New Orleans, 
Lonisiana, to be. located in the city of New 
Orleans, and shall, under this title, eniov 
the right of perpetual succession, and be, 
as such, capable to sue and be sued, to ac­
quire and possess real estate and personal 
property by purchase or donation, inter 
vivos or mortis causa, to acquire and possess, 
and also to dispose of all real and personal 
property obtained by any legal title and 
acts, to grant and receive contracts, to 
make and adopt such constitution and by­
laws, not inconsistent with the constitution 
of this State or of the United States, as they 
may think proper, and to alter and amend 
and modify the same at pleasure, to use a 
common seal, and change the same.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the funds of the association shall be em­
ployed in the promotion and protection oi 
its members, education of its members, to 
provide for and nurse their sick, the burial 
of their dead, to the relief of the widows 
and orphans ol its members, and lor all 
things necessary and legitimate to the car­
rying out of their humane and benevolent 
purpose.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, ete., That 
the officers of this association shall consist 
of one president, one vice president, secre­
tary, assistant secretary, treasurer, coun­
selor and sergeant-at-arms, who shall be 
chosen annually by ballot by the majority 
of tbe members "present at said annual 
meeting.

Sec- ** further enacted, etc., That
a11 the .powers of the association«hall be 
vested in a hoard of administrators, to be 
composed of the officers of the association, 
and the president thereof shall have the 
right to sue and be sued in behalf of the 
association. Said association shall have 
the right to establish and organize branch 
bodies nnder the above title, provided said 
branches shall strictly conform with the 
laws of this State and of this aet.

To incorporate the town of Waterproof, in 
the parish of Tensas.

Section J. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives oi the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That the inhabitants of the town of Water­
proof, as hereinafter defined, be and they 
are hereby made a body corporate and 
politic by the name of Waterproof, and as 
such can sue ami he sued, plead and be im­
pleaded. and shall possess of right a com­
mon seal, and shall have power to amend, 
alter or change the same at their pleasure. 

Sec. 2. Beit further enacted, etc.. That 
the limits of said town shall be as follows : 
beginning on the northern boundary in 
centre oi levee, the same being on the sec­
tion line dividing the lands of the estate of 
McAlister and the Eben Miller tract; 
thence in a westerly direction 20.25 chains 
to a stake; thence with a ditch in a south­
ern direction 28.22 chains to the southern 
margin of Texas road; thence in an easterly 
direction with said Texas road in southern 
maigin 41.16 chains; thence south on a line 
parallel with the Mississippi river (one hun­
dred feet from said river) 15 chains to 
old levee; thence with old levee 41 
chains; thence directly east 5 chains to 
river; thence up the Mississippi river to 
where the first mentioned sectional line 
strikes said river; thence along said line 
15.72 chains to the point of beginning. The 
said described land is situated in townships 
9 and 10, range 11, district of land north of 
Red river.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the municipal government of said town of 
Waterproof shall consist of a mayor, who 
shall be ex-officio justice of the peace of 
the town of Waterproof, and three council- 
men, any two of whom, with the mayor, 
shall constitute a quorum for the transac­
tion of business. No person shall be eligible 
tor the office of mayor or councilman unless 
he be a qualified elector, and reside within 
the limits of said corporation. The said 
mayor and councilmen shall be elected by 
tbe qualified electors of the town of Water­
proof, and hold their offices for two years.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the first election for mayor and councilmen 
shall be held at the town of Waterproof, 
on the first Monday of J nne, one thousand 
eight hundred and seventy-two; then pll 
the legal voters within the limits of said 
corporation shall meet at some place as 
may be designated by the magistrate 
presiding in said town, and shall then and 
there proceed to elect by ballot a mayor 
and three councilmen, who shall hold their 
offices for two years, or until their succes­
sors he elected and qualified. The said 
elections shall he held after ten days’ no­
tice by public advertisement, and it shall 
be presided over bv any acting magistrate 
of the parish of Tensas, and at all sub­
sequent elections the said mayor and coun­
cil, or a majority of them,"shall preside, 
after ten days’ notice of said election by 
public advertisement.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the said mayor and councilmen shall have 
the following powers, to wit: First—To lay 
a tax on taxable property within the cor­
porate limits, not to exceed the parish tax 
upon the same property. Second—To im­
pose fines for all breaches of this law. or of 
the ordinances passed by said hoard, not to 
exceed fifty dollars, and to sue for and col­
lect the same for the use of said town. 
Third—To remove all nuisances, to impose 
taxes on the sale of spirituous liquors by 
retail, on billiard tables, and any species of 
plays or games not prohibited by law ; pro­
vided, said tax shall not exceed one hun­
dred dollars each. Fourth—To appoint a 
treasurer, who shall be collector of taxes, 
a secretary, and such other officers as may 
be necessary for the administration of said 
town, and to require from them bond and 
security for the faithful performance of their 
duty. They shall also nave the power to 
suppress riots or unlawful assemblages, and 
all breaches of the peace, to make arrests, 
and impose fines in the same way as jus­
tices of the peace may or can do. They 
shall make by-laws for the government ot 
said town, and have power to repeal or 
modify the same.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor, councilmen, and other officers 
of said corporation, may receive such com­
pensation lor their services as may be de­
termined by the board.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.

a president pro tempore from among them­
selves, to act in bis place, and in al! cases, 
the mayor, or in his absence the president 
pro tempore and two councilmen shall con­
stitute a quorum to do business; and the 
mayor and councilmen shall appoint a clerk 
whose duty it shall be to keep a faithful 
record of the proceedings of their meetings, 
and to make public their ordinances by ad­
vertising the same in the parish papier, if 
there be one; if not, to post copies in two 
public places within said corporation 
limits; and no person shall he a mayor or 
councilman unless he he a qualified voter 
within said corporation.

Sec. 6. Beitfurtherenacted,etc.,Thatthe 
mayor shall have power, and it is hereby 
made his duty, to suppress all riots, rows 
and unlawful . assemblies, affrays and 
tumults, and he shall have power to cause

Entitled an act to incorporate the town of 
Harrisonburg, in the parish of Catahou­
la, and fixing the boundaries of the same. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That the inhabitants of the town 
of Harrisonburg, in the parish of Cata­
houla, are hereby created and made a body 
corporate with perpetual succession, under 
the name and style of Harrisonburg, and 
by that name they and their successors 
shall he known in "law, and he capable of 
suing and being sued, plead and be im­
pleaded, defend and be defended in all 
courts and places whatsoever; also to hold, 
purchase, possess, enjoy and retain to them 
and their successors all and every kind of 
property whatsoever: provided, the same 
shall he for municipal purposes, and they 
may have and use a common seal.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the corporate limits shall be as follows: Be­
ginning at the mouth of Seargent’s bayou, 
on the Ouachita river, thence up said bayou 
to the dividing ridge; thence along.said 
ridge to the head of Harrison’s Spring 
branch; thence on a direct line to the north 
corner of the Turnley or Brooks property; 
thence along the north side of said proper­
ty to the northeast comer: thence on a 
direct line to the southwest comer of the 
Spencer property; thence along the line of 
said property to the Ouachita river; thence 
up said river to place of beginning.

To incorporate the Citizens' Savings Bank.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the State of Louis­
iana in General Assembly convened, That 
the following persons, B. Da Silva, B. L. 
Brown, N. P. Rice. F. J. Kunholtz, G. H. 
Fayerweatker, William Hire and M. Lara, 
are hereby created a body corporate under 
the name and title of the Citizens’ Savings 
Bank, with powers and privileges of doing 
a general hanking business, under and pur­
suant to the general laws now in force, and 
also with the rights and powers as set forth 
in the following articles:

ARTICLE 1.
The domicile of this corporation shall be 

the city of New Orleans, and said corpora­
tion shall exist for a term of twenty-five 
years from the date of the passage of this 
act.

ARTICLE II.
This corporation is hereby authorized ami 

empowered to receive on deposit from all 
persons money in all sums from ten cents 
and upwards, and to pay Out the same by 
check or otherwise, and for which interest 
shall he paid in accordance with this act 
and the by-laws of this corporation; also, to 
receive for safe keeping valuables of all 
kinds, and to rent safes for the purpose of 
keeping valuables.

Deposits shall draw interest at the rate 
of six per cent per annum, and the interest 
shall be placed to the credit of the deposit­
ors on the first of July and January ot each 
year. A higher rate of interest may be paid 
by special agreement, and all deposits shall 
be paid on demand.

ARTICLE III.
For the security of the depositors in this 

hank, all money therein deposited shall be 
invested only in first mortgage on improved 
property in tha city of New Orleans, in 
stocks and bonds of corporations of the 
State of Louisiana, the market value of 
which is above par, or upon pledge of such 
stocks and bonds, or on pledge of United 
States bonds, bullion, silver plate and dia­
monds; but no loan shall be made for a 
greater length of time than one year, or 
upon property that is not worth one-third 
more than the amount loaned thereon, and 
at a rate of interest not exceeding iour per 
cent a month. Other funds ot the bank 
may he loaned in the same way and at the 
same rate of interest.

ARTICLE IV.
To facilitate the loaning of money, as 

specified in article three, full authority is 
hereby given to execute and issue certifi­
cates of pledge upon all kinds of movable 
property, and to do and perform every act 
and thing pertaining to the loaning of money 
upon the security of pledge. '

ARTICLE V.
The capital stock shall be one hundred 

thousand dollars, divided into one thousand 
shares ot one hundred dollars each and the 
same may be increased to t wo hundred 
thousand dollars by a vote of two-thirds of 
the stock.

article vi.
Upon the organization of this bank, sub

scribers to the stock shall pay into the 
hands of the cashier twenty dollars upon 
each share subscribed. Assessments on the 
stock shall be made thereafter at such 
times as the directors may determine; but 
no assessment shall be made of over ten 
dollars per share, or at intervals of less than 
sixty days. Stock on which any assessment 
has been due and unpaid for sixty days 
may, after personal notice has been given 
to the owner, be sold, and the proceeds ap­
plied to paying the assessment.

ARTICLE VII.
The following named persons, B. Da 

Silva, B. L. Brown, G. H. Fayerweather, F. 
J. Kunholtz and M. Lara, are hereby con­
stituted the first hoard of directors, in 
whom and their successors are vested all 
the corporate powers of this corporation; 
they shall hold their office until the first 
Monday in May, eighteen hundred and sev­
enty-three.

On the second Monday in April, eighteen 
Aundred and seventy-three, and annually 
thereafter, there shall be elected four direc­
tors.

To incorporate the Louisiana Working- 
men’s Homestead Association.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
ol Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That Allred Jones, William H. Green, 
Green Curtis, L. Knight. William Wallace, 
L. Kenner, S. Haywood, Charles Vigers, 
John L. Brower, James Lewis, Thomas Isa­
belle, and all others who may associate 
with them from time to time, are hereby 
created a body corporate, under the nama 
and title of the Louisiana Workingmen’! 
Homestead Association. The domicile of 
said body shall be in the city of New Or­
leans, and shall enjoy under this title per­
petual succession, and he as such capable 
to suo,and be sued, to plead and he im­
pleaded, to acquire and possess real and 
personal property, and to dispose of the 
same; to make and adopt such constitution
