Thia con-
veyance has lutely been harnessed np ufter
“boots snd snddles” persistently blown by
the savans of the Chamber of Commerce
failed to wake the mule from his biberna-
tion. Think of the spoeches gentlemen of
this commercial dullege bave made for the
past four years, the practical suggestions
and enterprise of Elevator Highy, the com-
mereial law interpretations of Geoeral
Harry Hayws, the calenlations of Oglesvy
about the grain trade from New Orleans
How many subiegiptions were opened that
never reached their limit, How numerqns
the resolutions pussed in the mercantile
convention on this subjec:; all withouf
realization, all without enocugh for the
elevator to do to keep its machinery from
being eaten away by the rust. All of these
gentlewen and their corps of disciples
bave done their level best to wake up the
interests in New Orleans to somethiog else
beside the handling of & cotton bale, and
without ayail until now, when no talk is
made about it, when the subjeot has been
dropped 1ik# the babes in the wood to die
while birds of passage plucked ench o leaf
from these experiences to bury them outof
sight; the bunlk corn business, beginning, by
the way, on the very day the colored con-
vention met here, in the elevation of about
30,000 bushels into the new Morgan-Atlan-
tie Froight line, has now swelled to such
proportious that barge load on Joad have
been *'sold to arrive” the negotiations being
in some instances conduciod by telegraph,
while say 200,000 bushels (exouse rough es
timates) are already going to Liverpool in
bulk.

Bulk corn is shipped by tow of barges
down the river to thiseity. In case itis
intended for foreign exportation the barge
is towed alongaide the ship, the elevator
pushes aloug between the two, elevates it
directly into the hold, registers the number,
and when the right figure is reached the
barge floats gently, down stream, ready to
2o baek to the Western porta. Is it bought
for the Southeast, for home consumption !
The elevator pushes in at the pier edge, the
barge is towed to the outside, and the ele-
vation beginsinto nchain of bex cars, which
are filled cor after car. Lientenant Maury,

It is not
exposed to the weather. If good and not
“woft” it never sprouts any more thun in its
own quiet nook. ns one of the family fonnd
on each ear. It meods no “iudia rubber
overcoat” auy mare than it peeds a wooden
one, All the “climatio influenven” that it
was supposed would operate to destroy it
or render it feverish and gummy, mouldy
and bad, are shown not to exist in the prac-
tice of transportagion. IHere, in the past
few wocks, huve we n practical demonstra-
tion of what the enterprising business men
among us have been theorizing upon in
vain for three years and using any amonnt
of persuasion.

As to the transportation Sontheast:

The above conversation diselosed some
facts nbout this busitess, which shows that
the grain current has, nnawares to the peo-
ple, actually set in, and it is already in-
creasing in volumwe from day to day.

The parties operating here now do not
soem to be very communicative—in fact,
they are much wore inclined to buy or sell
than to say anything about how much clear
money they are making, but there is an air
of confidence abour them that is truly re-
freshing in these dull times.

The most recent arrival is the Mary Alice,
with twh barges of 22,000 bushels ench, sold
on contract made thirty or forty days ago.
We have made no attempt to report the sta-
tistien of grain clevation within the past
month, and its exportation, but have simply
given un idea of the trude which will make
New Orleans, whenever the current be-
ootnes sizenble, a city of equal importance
with Chicago and New York—will restore
our shattered industrics, not yes recovered
from an attack of short crop. The cotton
business has reached ite limit, and is not to
be increased. We of New Orledns must
Jook to other sources if we would swell the
volume of onr busineas, and, hence, feed the
hungry, and clothe the naked smong us.
Irou barges should beintroduced; the barge
syatem has proved s success. Everything
should be done to conx tho grain of the
West hither, where we ean put it to better
use than fuel. The snbject baw already
made some of our slow business mex lock
alive, and when we say God speed it is only
echuing the great sentiment of the pepular

heart.

Gextiexsy—I bave chosen mot to
acknowledge your letter of the third in-
stant u.ndrl conld learn how the work of
yonr convention was received in all parts
of onr great country, and judge whether
that work was approved and rutified by the
wass of our fellow-vitizens, Their respouse
has from day to Jay reached me through
telegrams, letters sud the comments of
journalists independ: ot of official patronage
and indifferent w toe swiles or favors of
power.

The number and character of these un-
constrained, unpurcnsed, unsolicited wut-
terances satisiy me that the movement
which found expression at Cincinnati has
received the stanp of public approval, and
been huiled by o majocity of var country-
men as the harbinger of n better day for
the republic. I do not wisinterpret this ap-
proval as especially complimentary to my-
self, nor even to the chivalrous and justly
esteemed gentleman with whose name
I thank your convention for asso-
ciating mine ; | receive and welcome it as
a spontaneous and desorved trivuate to that
wdmirable ptatform of principles wherein
your convention so terscly, so lucidly and
so forcibly set forth the convictions which
impelled and the purposes which guided its
course.

The platform, which, casting bebind it
the wreck and rabbish of worn-out conten-
tions and bygone feuds, embodies in fit
and few words the needs and aspirations
of to-dsy, thongh thousands stand ready to
condemu your every not. Hardly a syl-
Iable of criticistu or ecavil has been
aimed at your platform, of which the
substance may be fwirly epitomized as fol-

lows:

First—All the political rights and fran-
chises which bave been acquired through
our late bloody convulsion mwust and shall
be gapranteed, waintained, enjoyed and
rv:l‘pccwtl EVOrmore,

Second—All tee political rights and frau.
chises which have boen lost through thas
convulsion should aod wust be promptly
restored and re-established, so that there
shall be benceforth no proscribed cluss and
fio disfranchised caste within the limits of
our Union. whose long estrunged people
wball rennite, and fratornize upon the broad
busis of universul nmpesty with impartial
suffrage. .

Third—That, suliject to our solemn con-
stitutional obligations to maintain the equal
rights of all citizens, our policy should wim
at local self-government, and not at central-
ization; that the civil authority should be
supreme over the wilitary; that the writ of
babeas corpus should be jealously npheld
as the safeguard of personal freedom; thit
the individual citizen shoald enjoy the
largest liberty consistent with public order,
and that there shall be no fedoral subver-
sion of the internal poliey of the several
States aud mwuuicipalities, but that each
shall be left free to enforce the rights and

sromote the well being of ita inhabitants
¥ such means as the judgment of itz own
peaple shall prescribe,

Fourth—Thers shall be a real, and net
merely a simalated reform in the civil
servies of the republic, to which end it is
indispensable that the chief dispsnser of its
vast officiul patronage shall shielded
from the main temptation to use his power
selfishly by a rule inexoribly furbidding
and precluding re-election.

Fitth—That the raising of revenue,
whether by tariff or otherwise, be recog-
nized nnd treated us the people's immwme-
diate business, to be sha and directed
b(y them through their Representatives in
Congress, whose action thereon the Presi-
dent must neither overrule by his vete, st-
tempt to dietate, nor presume to punish by
bestowing office only on those who agree
with him, or withdrawing it from tiose
who do not.
