“ CONTRA BONUS M ORES.5’

R ents  fo r an  Im m oral H ouse—The Tenant 
m ust P ay  —Im p o rtan t Suprem e Court 
Decision.

In the 8upreme Court Tuesday the fol­
lowing opiuiou was rendered by Associate 
Justice Taliaferro, Justice Howell dissent­
ing. It is important as reversing a decision 
in the lower court:

Gilbert Lyman vs. Kate Townsend.—Ap­
peal from the Fifth District Court for the 
parish of Orleans. This is a suit on a con­
tract of lease. The plaintiff alleges that he 
leased to the defendant a house in New Or­
leans, on Customhouse street, for a term of 
five years from December 1, 1866, at the 
rate of $200 a month, payable in advance; 
that the defendant has failed to pay the 
rent in accordance with the contract, and 
specifies certain sums due and to become 
due, for which he prays judgment. He 
seized provisionally the furniture in the 
housfe in virtue of his lien as lessor.

The defendant avers that, in conformity 
with her engagement, she paid the rent at 
the rate of $200 per month, ,up to the first 
of February, 1868, and since that time she 
has paid, by agreement with and consent of 
the plaintiff, $150 per month, as compensa­
tion in full for the rent per montn. She 
further alleges that the building that 
she leased from plaintiff was used 
as a house of prostitution, and in­
tended so to be used at the time the lease 
was made, and that with the knowledge 
and consent of the plaintiff; that the con­
tract is void, as bein'g one reprobated by 
law. and contrary to good morals.

There was judgment in the court below 
as of non-suit, and the plaintiff has ap­
pealed.

It will, in the first place, be proper to in­
quire whether the keeping of brothels or 
houses of prostitution is prohibited by law. 
By the Statutes of 1855, relative to crimes 
and offenses, page 144, section ninety-two, 
under the head of offenses against public 
order, health and police, it is enacted: 
“ That whoever shall be guilty of keeping 
any disorderly inn, tavern, ale house, tip­
pling house or brothel, shall suffer fine or 
imprisonment or both, at the discretion of 
the court; and the offender may likewise 
be adjudged to forfeit his license to keep a 
house of public resort or entertainment.” 
The prohibition here expressed is not 
against the keeping of houses of the kind 
mentioned, but against the keeping of dis­
orderly houses of the character specified.

In the case of the city of New Orleans vs. 
Eliza Gastello (14 Annual, page 37), this 
court said, in reference to this ninety-second 
section of the act of 1855, that It does not 
prevent the city from levying a tax upon 
boarding-houses kept for these people 
(meaning lewd women), provided they do 
not license disorderly houses of this class. 
The city, heretofore, levied “ an annual li­
cense tax of two hundred and fifty dollars 
upon each and every person keeping any 
house, room or dwelling, for the purpose of 
renting rooms to or boarding lewd and 
abandoned women.”

Whether such license tax is now enforced 
or not, we are not apprised. The city 
clearly has the right to enforce a license 
tax of that kind. It appears that, by ordi­
nance of the city, certain districts and locali­
ties are defined within which alone the 
keeping of houses of the class mentioned 
in the ninety-second section of the act of 
1855 is permitted, and it is shown that the 
house leased by the plaintiff to the defend­
ant is situated within one of these districts. 
It seems, then, that no law of this State 
prohibits the disreputable calling or occu­
pation which the defendant in this case is 
not slow in admitting that she is engaged 
in. It permits such trade or occupation on 
the condition that it be prosecuted in an or­
derly manner, and withm certain specified 
limits.

Homes are indispensable for the shelter 
and lodgment of the persons so employed. 
Is it unlawful for the owner to lease a 
house for such a purpose ? If his fate be so 
cast that his buildings fall within localities 
in some sense degraded by the lawmaker, 
subjecting them to the annoyance of public 
brothels, should he be debarred from de­
riving revenues from the lease of bis build­
ings to be used for such establishments ? 
He is required to pay a pro rata tax upon 
his property, which, it might be. from its 
unfortunate location, could not be leased 
for any other purpose. The question may 
be answered by recurring to the right we 
find that persons of the class of the defend­
ant possess under the law to keep houses of 
ill fame. With that right they are implied­
ly vested with the right to buy or lease 
buildings for their business.

The right to lease a house to be used for 
the purposes of a brothel implies a corres­
ponding right in the owner to let a house 
for that purpose.

Contracts for such purposes are repul­
sive to the moral sense, but when allowed 
by law, what warrant is there for declaring 
them null as being contrary to good morals? 
Courts have not to deal with the question 
whether laws sanctioning contracts of the 
kind are wise or unwise; upon the legis­
lator is imposed that difficult and ungrate­
ful task. It is for him to encounter the 
danger of passing between Scylla and 
Charybdis. It is for him in pondering the 
vexed problem to view society just as it is 
and not as we desire it should be. His 
trouble in this direction is that be can raise 
man’s moral standard no higher than his
Ehysical condition will permit. It is for 
im to divine in regard to these things, 

whether from necessity great evils must 
not be tolerated in order that greater ones 
may be avoided—whether he should miti­
gate even if it be at the expense ot enact­
ments offensive to the moral sentiment of 
many deep-rooted evils which he is unable 
succesfully to combat. Upon such a basis 
many of the Strong thinkers of the present 
day are inclined to legislate.

In the case now under consideration, if 
we should decide the issue adversely to the 
plaintiff:' there would be presented the awk­
ward anomaly of the defendant being able 
legally to lease the plaintiff’s house lor dis­
reputable purposes, and after having used 
it for many months, avoid payment accord­
ing to contract by openly avowing her own 
turpitude, in pleading in defense her viola­
tion of morals in the use to which she put 
the premises leased. To annul the contract 
in the interest of defendant would seem to 
outrage morals at least as much as it would 
to enforce it in behalf of the plaintiff.

As opposed to the views here intimated, 
we are referred to the decision of this court 
in the case of Kathma vs. Walters, twen­
ty-second annual, page 54. The opinion in 
that case, after a more thorough and 
deliberate consideration of the subject, 
we are not inclined to sustain. In the 
case at bar, we think that the plaintiff 
should prevail. It is, therefore, ordered 
that the judgment appealed from be annul- 
ed, that the plaintiff have judgment in his 
favor against defendant, as follows: That 
he recover from defendant the sum of $800, 
with legal interest on $200 thereof from the 
first of December, 1868; with legal interest; 
on the like sum of $200 from January, 1869, 
like interest on the like sum from the first 
of February, 1869, and like interest on like 
sum from the first of March, 1869; that he 
recover from the defendant the further sum 
of $4600, with legal interest upon the sev­
eral installments comprising that sum as 
they severally become due, according to 
the terms of the written contract of the 
parties; legal interest to be computed com­
mencing on the first of April, 1869, for $200, 
and so successively on each subsequent in­
stallment of like amount becoming due re­
spectively on the first day of each month 
until the first of February, 1871. It is fur­
ther ordered that the lessor’s privilege be 
recognized in favor of the plaintiff upon 
the furniture provisionally seized by him in 
this case, and that the same be sold and the 
proceeds applied toward the payment of 
this judgment, and it is further ordered 
that defendant and appellee pay all costs 
of these proceedings.

TH E SIX T H  WARD.

T rue Blue and the Customhouse—Pinch- 
back  in the F ield .

The meeting last night of the Sixth Ward 
Radical Republican Club on Ursulines, 
near Derbignv street, having been called to 
order, Mr. L. B. Wakeman offered a resolu­
tion indorsing the course of “our political 
champions II. C. Warmoth and P. B> S. 
Pinchback,” which was unanimously 
adopted.

Mr. Brette offered a resolution asking 
that no policeman be discharged unless 
charges are preferred, and that Sergeant 
Butler be reinstated. Tais was adopted. 
A conimitee was appointed to see to this.

General Hugh J. Campbell moved that 
further business be dispensed with, and 
that Lieutenant Governor Pinchback be 
called upon to address the club.

Mr. Pinchback first alluded, in his speech, 
to the prevailing “lukewarm” feeling which 
he saw around him. Time was when his 
visit would have been attended with somo 
enthusiasm, but now a resolution was of­
fered, very important, and' passed without 
a word. He said the Metropolitan Police 
management would conduct their affairs in 
the public interest, whether the clnb liked 
it or not. They were guided only by the 
common interest of all, and a resolution 
which should dictate a course of conduct 
would evidently be disregarded.

He said that'in the three political parties 
in the State there would be a battle of 
great intensity. The Republican party, 
should it present a united front, would 
succeed, notwithstanding others were of 
opinion that there was no chance to win 
anyhow. There was a large class which 
might be called a floating vote, that would 
be cast on whichever side there were most 
votes. He was informed that the Liberal 
Republicans of the Third District had 
openly said that Mr. A. J. Armstrong, a 
colored president, should resign, as no Dem­
ocrats would join in with a colored man as 
president. He opposed such a practice, as 
it was not Republican. If Democrats 
can’t work under a black president, they 
can’t work with them at all. As 
far as I am concerned, should they in­
augurate the same old proscriptive policy, I 
don’t want to have anything to do with it. 
Better the old Republican ship should go 
down with its flag nailed to the mast than 
win success by such compromises on prin­
ciple. He had thought the old spirit was 
about played out. It would be better, if 
such a thing was approved, that the 
colored men should stay out of the Lib­
eral Republican organization. This cloud, 
this indignity, this insult to one 
of our fellow-citizens he had no doubt 
was felt at the meeting to-night, and 
helped to produce the present lukewarm 
feeling. Taking into consideration the con­
dition of our people—Republicans under 
Democratic rule—it may be worth while to 
pause and see if we can carry the State. 
The national question was one far removed 
from our State affairs. Republican success 
mast be obtained, and the first duty was to 
cement the broken links of the organization. 
In case of defeat, there would not be any 
use of offering a resolution for the rein­
statement of an officer on the police. 
[That’s so.] There would be no offices held; 
no laborers on the streets: no chance for 
any Republican. If this is not believed, 
look at the condition of our people in other 
States where the party has been defeated. 
Look at Tennessee—70,000 Democratic ma­
jority ! Our State will be lost to us unless 
we are united.

“We don’t intend to allow it.”
II this unfortunate condition of affaire 

continues, it will happen, whether we in­
tend it or not. It will happen unless we 
gather together and present a united and 
an undivided front.

The main duty at the forthcoming con­
vention is simply to decide whether the 
Republican party will or not be a unit. It 
would not do to simply select this and that 
man for delegate. Every effort should be 
made for union.

His opinion of Governor Warmoth’s 
course was that he could not afford to set 
his face against the whole party if it is a 
nnit. He is too smart a man—for I regard 
him as one of the smartest men in the 
South—too smart a man to go against the 
united voice of the Republican party. Out­
side of it be has no hope. He is too honest 
a Republican to go back on the entire forces.

Senator A. E. Barber's speech was di­
rected to the bearing of two very impor­
tant points. One, the next convention, for 
which the meeting was called to counsel 
and simmer down the discordant eiements 
so as to march to victory in November next. 
The other point was, what were the best 
means to be employed by which a recon­
ciliation of differences could be brought 
about. Whether the people would support 
Greeley or not, is swallowedOup in the re­
sult of"the next convention, which would 
be called upon to decide upon the question 
of party imion, and whatever the decision, 
the people would be bound by it, as it was 
a representative body. Leave the organ­
ization intact. The “frivolent distemper” 
which had crept into his own ward had not 
made its appearance here. The adoption of 
the resolution indorsing the administration 
was an evidence of the temper and spirit 
of the clnb, and he felt confident of success.

General Hugh J. Campbell was the next 
speaker, and he said that what struck Mr. 
Pinchback as lethargy and lukewarmness 
was simply the calm determination to do 
their duty, and the calm sense and convic­
tion that' we carry with us nine-tenths of 
the Republicans of the ward. Outside of 
the appointees of General Grant there was 
not five hundred men belonging to the Cus­
tomhouse party. [Applause.1 He intended 
to bang out the banner ot straight out 
Radical Republicanism. Between Greeley 
and Grant the nominee of the Liberal Re­
publicans was a better member of the party 
than Grant. He compared the record of 
the one with other, much to the disadvan­
tage of Grant-as a Republican.

Those who were yearling Republicans, of 
a year's growth, who now talk radicalism, 
had better go to Jericho till their beards 
are grown, before they are so loud-mouthed. 
It makes little difference to “us” how the 
United States goes; our State vote don’t 
count much. If the party is not united the 
result is a Democratic success. We have 
too close a shave to save our own hides and 
bacon to devote much attention to the 
Presidential question. In case of failure 
here, Democratic recorders, police admin­
istration and everything else will be of that 
complexion.

The late attempt to confer with the oppo­
site party resulted in no understanding. 
The proposition was made to appoint a 
double convention, who should meet to­
gether and confer, but it fell 
through, one of the Customhouse 
members- saying “If there was to be 
a sale to the Democrats, he wanted to 
be at the bargain.” This principle control­
led them all. The Customhouse party have 
agreed to give to the Democrats and Re­
formers the city administration and the 
police if they would go into the convention, 
and so work things that their nominees 
should be put at the head of the ticket. 
That is, they would sell out to the Demo­
crats the greater part of the State, that 
two or three of their candidates may be 
elected. If the convention which will 
meet “in the woods” shall determine on 
any such a course, there will not be a Re­
publican but would be sold out.

The following are the nominations for 
delegates to the convention, which are to 
be voted for on Saturday: L. J. P. Capla, 
H. J. Campbell, L. B. Wakeman and L. C. 
Lewi3.

The clnb adjourned to go into an election 
on Saturday.

THE SIXTH W ARD CUSTOMHOUSE CLUB.

At the same time of the above meeting, 
the Sixth Ward Customhouse men met on 
Claiborne street, near Ursulines, in the wig­
wam, and took inspiration from the follow­
ing speakers: Messrs. J. T. Allen, S. B. 
Packard, J. Henri Burch, Joseph H. Wil­
son and P. B. S. Pinchback, the latter hav­
ing attended after the adjournment of the 
former elub.

Mr. Pinchback’s second speech was con­
fined to pretty much the same line of argu­
ment he had occupied in his previous re­
marks, except that he said in regard to

himself he had not intended being a candi­
date for any office, but scores of letters 
from various quarters of the State, showing 
the feeling with which he was regarded, 
had forced him to change his mind, and 
now “Richmond was in the field.” His 
record, it would not be disputed, was Re­
publican; Lieutenant Governor Dunn acting 
Governor, bad made no appointments ex­
cept among white men. His selections had 
been among colored men. He also coun­
seled union in the party.

F irs t  W ard  Solid fo r G reeley—Speeches
by S enato r H u n sak er and Judge
Phillips.

A large and enthusiastic meeting was held 
last evening in the hall of the First Ward 
Mother Clnb. A fine band of music was in 
attendance, and general enthusiasm was 
manifested. After the ordinary business of 
the club was disposed of Senator O. F. Hun­
saker was introduced to the club, and re­
ceived with a welcome of applause. The 
Senator, in a short, but eloquent address, 
stated his views of the political situation, 
and expressed himself an earnest advocate 
of the principles and candidates of the Cin­
cinnati convention, advancing weighty and 
telling arguments in support of his position. 
The Senator’s remarks were received with 
general satisfaction and applause.

Judge Phillips was introduced and re­
ceived with the usual compliment of ap­
plause. With his natural tact he soom won 
the closest attention, which was accorded 
throughout his address without interrup­
tion. The Judge proceeded to eulogize 
Horace Greeley, making some strong points 
more than once bringing down the house 
with his pointed and original illustrations. 
The Judge said:

We find in the Hon. Horace Greeley the 
embodiment of those principles which are 
necessary to restore the harmony and re­
form which the people throughout the 
country demand. Mr. Greeley ife a man of 
the people, who has been long before the 
public, and is in perfect sympathy with 
the controling element—the agricultural 
classes.

In Greeley we find a man who. if placed 
at the head of the nation, would inaugurate 
a reform administration; who would purge 
the civil service of its present corruption; 
would appoint men for the collection and 
disbursement of the public funds that would 
not betray the grave responsibilities reposed 
in them; who would secure the passage of 
wise and salutary laws; who would remove 
the fetters that have for so long a time held in 
political bondage a large proportion of the 
wealth and intelligence of the South: who 
would insure to the colored man the free 
exercise of every right before the law; to 
the poor man protection from oppression; 
to the rich man protection in the enjoy­
ment of his wealth, and to every American 
citizen that political and social freedom 
which so w ell accords with our free insti­
tutions, and is guaranteed us by our Re­
publican constitution.

He would use bis power to promote the 
agricultural and commercial interests of the 
country; to develop the resources of the 
great West and bring to light its hidden1 
treasures, and would hasten the dawn ot 
that glad day when the North and the 
South, the East and the West shall strike 
hands in a new bond of union, peace and 
fraternity; when universal prosperity shall 
prevail, and the song of the husbandman 
and the hum of busy factories shall be 
beard in place of the cries of the oppressed 
and the murmurs of an overburdened peo­
ple.

The Judge’s remarks were received with 
rounds ot applause, and the meeting ad­
journed amid great enthusiasm and repeated 
cheers for the talented young speaker and 
the Cincinnati ticket.

Amnesty BUI Signed—Tw o H undred Cases 

only Excepted—R ailro ad  Depot Bill 
Signed — Civil Right* B ill — H abeas 
Corpus Suspended until M arch 4 , 
1873—Supplem entary Apportionm ent 
Bill P assed—Paying A w ards o f South* 
e ra  Claims Commission.

Washington; May 22.—The Senate ad­
journed this morning to one o’clock to-day, 
having passed the House amnesty bill by a 
two-thirds vote, placing it beyond the Pres­
ident’s control; also, the bill extending the 
suspension of the writ of habeas corpus; 
also. Sumner’s civil rights bill, but so emas­
culated that Mr. Sumner himself entered a 
motior to reoonsider. These vital measures 
were passed by bare quorums.

The following is the verbiage of the House 
amnesty bill passed last night by the Senate: 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, two-thirds 
of each House concurring therein, That all 
political disabilities imposed by the third 
section of the fourteenth article of amend­
ment to the constitution of the United 
States are hereby removed from all persons 
whomsoever, except Senators and Repre­
sentatives of the Thirty-sixth and Thirty- 
seventh Congresses, officers in the judicial, 
military and naval service of the United 
States; heads of departments, and foreign 
ministers of the United States.

The civil rights bill, as passed, applies 
only to inns, licensed places of public en­
tertainment or amusement, and stage 
coaches, railroads and other public modes of 
conveyance for freight or passengers.

Equal rights regarding cemeteries, schools 
and benevolent institutions were stricken 
out.

The amnesty bill was signed by the Pres­
ident to-day. The exceptions will cover 
about 200 cases.

The Baltimore and Potomac depot bill 
was also signed.

The civil rights bill passed the Senate 
this morning, and is on the Speaker’s desk 
in the House. There are some fifty or sixty 
bills in order already ahead of it, and as it 
takes a two-thirds vote of the House to take 
a bill from the Speaker’s table out of the 
regular order, there is no possible show for 
its passage this session, as it can not be 
reached by the time of adjournment, and the 
necessary two-thirds vote to take it out of 
its regular order can not be obtained. The 
bill, as it passed the Senate, reads:

Be it enacted, That whoever, being a 
corporation, or natural person or owner, or 
in charge of any publio inn or of any place 
of public amusement or entertainment, for 
which a license from any legal authority is 
required, or of any line of stage coaches, 
railroads, or any other means of public 
carriage of passengers and freight, shall 
make any distinction as to admission or 
accommodation therein of any citizen of 
the United States, because of race, color or 
previous condition qf servitude, shall, on 
conviction thereof, be fined not less than 
$500 nor more than $5000 for each offense, 
and the person or corporation so offending 
shall be liable to the citizens thereby in­
jured in damages, to be recovered in an 
action of debt.

Section two provides that the offenses 
under this act, and actions to recover dam­
ages, may be prosecuted before any terri­
torial, district or circuit court of tbe United 
States having jurisdiction of crimes at the 
place where the offense was charged to have 
been committed, with a right to appeal, or 
to have a writ of error in any case, to the 
Supreme Court of the United States.

The bill which passed the Senate this 
morning extends the power to suspend the 
habeas corpus to March 4, 1873.

Only Messrs. Sumner and Nye voted nay 
on the amnesty bill.

House.—An " unimportant colloquy over 
amnesty indicates that Rogers, elected from 
North Carolina, will be seated to-morrow.

Senate.—The supplemental apportion­
ment bill passed, and goes to the President.

Mr. Howe reported House bill to pay tbe 
awards of tbe Southern claims commission­
ers, with amendments striking out the ap­
propriations for a few small claims. If the 
Senate adopts the amenements, the bill 
must go to tbe House again.

WASHINGTON.
D epredations on the Texas F ro n tie r—Com*

m issioners to In vestigate  and R eport.
W ashington, May 22.—The President 

has appointed the Hon. Thomas P. Robb, 
late collector of customs at Savannah, 
Georgia, Fabius J. Mead, of Mississippi, 
and Richard H. Savage, ot California, com­
missioners under the joint resolution of 
Congress, to examine and inquire into the 
depredations alleged to have been com­
mitted upon the frontiers of Texas for 
roveral years past, by bands of Indians and 
Mexicans, their extent and character, by 
whom committed, their residence or coun­
try, the person murdered or carried into 
captivity, tbe character and value of the 
property destroyed or carried away, from 
what portion of Texes and to whom the 
same belonged.

The commissioners are to make and trans­
mit to the President a full report in writing 
of their investigation.

FOREIGN.
Im peria l Army Band o f  B erlin—Its ID e - 

p a rtu re  fo r W orld ’s P eace Jub ilee— 
French G overnm ent W a r C ontracts— 
Napoleon Denounced—Sensation C arl- 
is t R eport—English P apers on W ash­
ington T rea ty .

Berlin , May 22.—The Imperial army- 
band, which is to take part in the world’s 
peace jubilee at Boston, will leave this city 
for the United States on the thirty-first in­
stant.

Versailles, May 22.—In the Assembly 
to-day the debate on the interpolation of 
the government with regard ts war con­
tracts was continued. Andiffret Pasquier 
replied with severity to M. Rouher, and vin­
dicated bis own exposure of the corruptions 
which existed under the •mpire. He vig­
orously denounced Napoleon, and called 
upon the empire to restore to France her 
legions, her provinces, and her glory.

The members of the Assembly and tbe 
crowds in the galleries were greatly ex­
cited, and repeatedly interrupted the 
speaker with passionate outbursts of ap­
plause.

M. Rouber followed with a speech of two 
hours’ duration, which was listened to with 
impatience, and pronounced unequal to the 
occasion.

Gambetta then arose and made a bitter 
attack on tbe Emperor, flie audience was 
remarkably quiet, and although deep in­
terest was manifested, the speaker received 
little or no applause.

With Gambetta’s speech the debate 
closed, and the sitting adjourned.

Madrid, May 22.—It is reported that tbe 
Carlist leader Yaurbe has received a fresh 
supply of arms and threatens vengeance on 
Carlists who have submitted to tbe authori­
ties in Guipuzcoa. The last Carlist band in 
Lerida, numbering 300 men, surrendered 
yesterday.

New  York, May 22.—A special to the 
Herald dated London. May 21, says English 
papers continue to discuss the treaty of 
Washington, and the supplementary article 
thereto, with undiminished interest. These 
editorials generally are inspired by a desire 
to prevent a failure of arbitration and to 
save the treaty.

An article in a contrary sense, printed by 
the Pall Mall Gazette to-night, is remarkable 
for its truthfulness and just appreciation of 
the danger of endeavoring to save tne 
treaty at the expense of national suscepti­
bility. The following is an extract:

“The whole drift of feeling and opinion in 
England justifies us in saying that the 
worst thing to do with the treaty is to save 
i t ; saving the treaty means offense and 
humiliation to America or to England, or 
to both nations. It means renewal, and 
not abatement, of the ill feeling it was in­
tended to allay. How to save the treaty 
means who shall eat the leeks ? or 
whether some means can not be invented 
whereby both parties shall agree to eat it 
in each other’s presence. American papers 
appear to exclaim against the adoption of 
the supplementary article; here there is 
only one opinion, and that is that its ac­
ceptance would be discreditable and dan­
gerous. Both peoples would be pacified 
and content at once if the treaty and 
negotiations therewith were dropped as an 
irremediable blunder, for which the two 
governments are slone to blame. That is 
the proper fate of tne treaty, and the only 
safe ana peaceful way of disposing of it.” 

This article states exactly the situation 
in England, and is a-just expression of the 
best opinion there. It is certain that per­
sons—bankers, financial agents and others, 
who are determined to save the treaty at 
whatever cost, without regard to national 
dignity and honor—are bringing about a 
dangerous complication.

The same with those unwise politicians 
who are willing to make party capital out 
of an international difficulty.

The further negotiation of the treaty will 
only continue an irritation that may event­
ually put two proud nations in an attitude 
from which war can be the only possible 
issue. The treaty should be dropped imme­
diately for the sake of national amity, good 
will and peace.
