Mr. J. H. Burch wished to ask a question, 
in order to get at the object of the conven­
tion and its purpose.

Mr. Faulkner—I move the Superintendent 
address the convention on the object of con­
voking the body.

Mr. Conway took the stand and addressed 
the convention, and, before proceeding with 
the following address, devoted his time to a 
description of the object and purpose of the 
convention. After debate upon the school 
question, it was deemed wise to send out in­
vitations to the different sections of the 
State to bring the school magnates together, 
in order that they may become better ac­
quainted, that plans may be devised for the 
iuture management of the schools, that fu­
ture public education may be provided for. 
This was the single purpose. It had been 
suggested the present assembly was called 
together with a political object; but oar 
platform was one far nobler than any politi­
cal creed, and one upon which all could 
stand. The superintendent then read the 
following address:

THE SCHOOL WORK IN LOUISIANA.
Mr. President and Members of the Con­

vection—Your presence here to-dav indi­
cates a new and glorious era in the history 
ot Louisiana. In these days when conven­
tional gatherings are matters of almost 
every day occurrence nothing can be more 
indicative of sound public interest, nothing 
more hopeful as to peace, progress and hap­
piness for the future than the convention of 
the fnends of free universal education.

When the clouds in the heavens are dark 
and threatening, and when in an instant 
the thunder clap and the flash of lightning 
startle and overwhelm ns, how pleasant it 
is to behold a little bright spot in yonder 
Bky, and how glorious, in a moment after, 
to witness the sun ap]>ear in his majesty, 
betokening speedy relief and universal 
pleasure.

In like manner the friends of education, 
meeting together for the purpose of assist­
ing in forwarding the noble work in which 
they are engaged, constitute the brightest 
source of hope and joy to those thousands 
on thousands who have hitherto been sub­
jects of the dreadful cloud and curse of 
ignorance. We are here to-day, not to ac­
count for defeats in the battles we have 
fought, but. to rejoice over the victories we 
have won; not to recount the harrowing de­
tails of hateful, revengeful, physical com­
bat, but to bear testimony to the steady 
advance of the grand army of education, 
and to consult as to the best means of con­
tinuing oar course till every child in Louis­
iana can receive the benefits of education 
in a free school.

Just behind us—it seems as if it were 
yesterday — behold the educational con­
dition of* this great State ! Less than one 
hundred public schools in the entire State, 
and this with an educable population of two 
hundred and fifty thousand. Today, after 
two years of earnest work, we have eleven 
hundred public schools, with nearly one 
hundred thousand pupils ! This is victory 
more glorious than was ever won on fields 
of war; this is the ground-work which 
must underlie all progress, and all hope of 
material advancement in the towns and 
parishes of the State. Whatever may have 
been the errors and crimes of the party 
now in power in this State, the voice of 
complaint will never be heard from honest 
citizens against the school work which we 
have done.

From every parish and town in the com­
monwealth we hear of the establishment 
and operation of free schools; and what is 
most cheering is the general good-will which 
we see manifested toward our school work. 
Many who, at first, opposed onr system are 
now accepting and commending it. In 
some portions of the State where, two years 
ago, it was said that no colored child would 
ever be allowed to attend school, the people 
have become quite unanimous in the opinion 
that education is a good thing for all, both 
black and white, rich and poor. Nor do we 
beaT fthy more of the burning ox School- 
houses, the maltreatment of teachers, nor 
the persecution of school directors and su­
perintendents. The period of hate a«d 
passion has about entirely disappeared, and 
to-day, from within 1100 seboolhonses we 
can sing the song of ’’Peace on earth, 
good will to men.” This victory is price­
less. It is worthy of universal congratula­
tion.

Instead of burning, the people are build­
ing schooibouse8. Instead of maltreating 
the school teacher, the people are welcoming 
him, and treating him well. It is no longer 
a disgrace to be a school director, but a 
matter of boDor and of great public useful­
ness.

When we began this work in 1808, about 
four years ago, there was no supervision 
whatever exercised over the school funds of 
the State, and the proofs are yet abundant 
that those lands were generally squan­
dered. Millions of dollars have been thrown 
away for want of a proper system of super­
vision and accountability. The idea seemed 
to prevail with previous administrations 
that it was more economical to throw away 
three or four hundred thousand dollars per 
year than, by the expenditure ot ten or fif­
teen thousand dollars, secure its faithful ap­
plication to the interests of common educa­
tion. I will venture the assertion that we 
have done more for public education in this 
State with about six or seven hundred thou­
sand dollars than has been done outside the 
city of New Orleans the past twenty-five 
years with three or four millions.

The reason is that our system is better. 
In fact there was no system prior to the 
present one. There was only the name of a 
system, but the fact was wanting. The 
State Superintendent’s office, as it stood in 
1868, under the old regime, would be 
worthy of exhibition in a museum of curi­
osities. There ware two books of record 
which are still preserved as curious evi­
dences of the boasted superiority of the 
former over the present administration. 
There was a borrowed chair with the bottom 
almost entirely worn away; and as to this, 
I may say that what was left of it was very 
soon claimed by the new State Treasurer. 
Borrowed desks, a single iukstand and pen­
holder. As to blank forms for local boards, 
for teachers, treasurers and others, there 
were none, and none were claimed under 
the then existing law. Thus it will be seen 
that not only aid our present system of 
education begin in the midst of poverty and 
prejudice, but that there was DOthing in 
the superintendent’s office to indicate what 
had been done, or what there was to do.

We had to begin as if nothing had ever 
been done for public education in the State, 
but we began. In 1868, alter the month of 
April, no school funds were reported by the 
State Treasurer, and consequently none 
were apportioned. In 1869, the Auditor, 
Mr. Wickliffe, either stole the accumulated 
school fund or allowed others to do so, as 
hae been proven by official investigation. 
It was March, 1870, little over two years 
ago, before the present State Superintend-

done. The taxes paid within this period of 
time will be found to bare been faithfully 
applied, and, if the facts in the case will be 
carefully considered, it will appear that 
never were publio funds more wisely and 
properly invested. Eleven hundred schools 
and nearly a hundred thousand pupils are 
proofs of economy and industry, the like of 
which it might be difficult to find as the 
result of other public investments.

So often have I heard the question of the 
uses of the school fund referred to by par­
tisan newspapers, that I am especially de­
lighted with the opportunity of pointing 
public attention to its detailed application 
as required by law. The legal use of pub­
lic money is an" element of public morals, 
without which general confidence in gov­
ernment is so shaken as to demoralize the 
community beyond anything else. More 
mischief has resulted from the unfaithful­
ness of public servants than from most any 
other cause. The condition of the public 
mind on this point in New York and Louis­
iana is about identical. We had a Wick­
liffe; New York had a Connolly. Both 
plundered the people, and the people 
hurled them from power at the proper 
time. How many Wickliffes and Connollys 
are left, we can not say; but one thing is 
certain—God is just, and will open up a 
way for the detection of evil doers of 
every sort, so that honesty and truth may 
not be drawn away from the foundations of 
society.

The public schools of Louisiana have 
been increased in number, have been made 
efficient and successful beyond anything
known to our history, largely by the faith­
fulness of Mr. Graham, our present Auditor. 
With the aid afforded by this incorruptible 
public officer, those charged with the estab­
lishment and conduct of public schools have 
been enabled to point to a degree of success 
not yet reached by any State in the South. 
The State Treasurer, also, so far as his du­
ties were concerned, has done his utmost to 
give to the school funds of the State the 
most conscientious care. >

Had we been saved from Wicklifte’s ras­
cality, and froin the destruction of State 
notes to the amount of $259,642 13, in 
1867-8, as shown by the Treasurer’s books 
for those years, we could have had, ere this, 
not merely eleven hundred schools, but six­
teen or eighteen hundred—very nearly 
enough to accommodate everv educable 
person in the State.

Not only have we had to endure these two 
sources of serious financial embarrassment, 
but we have had to act upon the maxim 

'that the laborer was worthy pf his hire, it 
mattered not that the labor was performed 
in former years, or under former adminis­
trations. The sum of nearly $.10,000 of 
money collected within the past two years 
to aid us in establishing schools uuder the 
present system was appropriated by the 
Legislature to pay teachers in various parts 
of the State for se*i vices rendered years ago. 
This was right. Teaching then was as ne­
cessary as ic is now, and we have nothing

important
ing to onr work and the reverses with 
which we have had to contend. I name 
these only to demonstrate the force of con­
trast, and bring to view the causes of con­
gratulation at our success. We have blessed 
the State with schools notwithstanding our 
embarrassments.

The city of New Orleans has not given 
her schools an additional appropriation for 
more than two years, and yet her teachers 
have gone on patiently, awaiting a better 
day. By means of State apportionments, 
and the payment of upward of $100,000 of 
a former city appropriation, the schools of 
the metropolis have been kept alive and 
the teachers paid up to within seven months 
past. Now. far the first time during the 
period of the present administration, the 
City Council has levied a local tax for the 
support of public schools, and it is hoped 
that within the next ninety days every 
cent due to the teachers will be paid, in­
cluding losses sustained by forced sales of 
their certificates of indebtedness. To the 
credit of these teachers, it may be said that, 
notwithstanding their pecuniary embar­
rassments. their work has been faithfully 
prosecuted, and their schools increased in 
numbers of pupils and efficiency of instruc­
tion.

The prejudice existing against the system 
on account of the right of admission to any 
of our public schools of any child, regard­
less of color, has disappeared to a very con­
siderable extent, and to day, in proof of 
the truth of this statement, nearly one-half 
the free schools of New Orleans contain, 
white and colored pupils, whose kindly 
treatment of each other would bear strong 
contrast to that which would result if the 
same thing were tested in some Northefn 
cities. Politicians can not ascribe this re­
sult entirely to their partisan zeal. The

It demonstrates
that

God has not withdrawn His providential 

dealings from this section. He favors kind­
ness and charity, and why ndt expect 
kindness to the colored child here as well 
as in Boston or London.

Let us not grow weary in well doing. 
The work is but just begun. All nature 
is full of facts beckoning us onward to the 
glorious era when Louisiana’s children shall 
all be intelligent. Let me illustrate.

[Here Mr. Conway read an extract from 
the Pennsylvania School Reports, which 
closed in this manner:]

“The human infant comes into the world 
the most helpless of all animals; having 
eyes, it sees not (to any purpose); haying 
ears, hears not; having hands and feet, 
knows not their use, and having the ma­
chinery of mind’s action, manifests no use 
of its powers; it is the crude ore, whose 
power must be drawn out or developed with 
labor, care and skill; that wonderful power, 
so various and so grand in its developments 
that a lifetime would fail to enumerate its 
achievment in art, science and industry, that 
power which (under God) rules the world, 
searches out the visible creation and even 
enters the unseen, and reveals the secret 
springs of nature’s action, is all dormant 
in the new-born infant, it awaits drawing 
out—education.”

Hero in Louisiana we are engaged in 
“drawing out” the citizens of the Iuture 
from the children of tbe present; we are 
drawing Louisiana out of darkness into 
light, and from the power and bondage of 
ignorance to tbe light, and liberty, and 
progress, and happiness, and peace, and 
joy of popular intelligence. Tbe rough iron 
ore, taken from the heart of the mountain, 
is not melted, refined and drawn out into 
bars in a day. Labor, and care, and skill, 
and perseverance are all necessary. So 
with us. We must take the child,"refine 
him, draw out his native powers, teach him 
their uses to himself, his fellow-men, his 
country, his God. Picture the colored child 
reading the newspaper to his parents— 
nine-tenths of the colored children able to 
read and write.
COST OF SUPERINTENDENCE IN LOUISIANA.

The cost of our six superintendents, in­
cluding contingent expenses, secretary and 
messenger of the superintendent of the New 
Orleans division, is $22,600, ot which 
amount $7100 is expended for superintend­
ence in New Orleans. . . .

Mississippi employs sixty-five superin­
tendents, or one for each county, at a salary 
of $5 per day for time actually employed. 
Those who devote their entire time to the 
work, exclusive of Sundays, would there­
fore receive $1565 per year. The average 
salary of superintendents in Mississippi 
may be put down at $1200 per year, making 
a total of $78,000, or nearly three hundred 
per cent more than is paid far superintend­
ence in Louisiana.

In addition to city and town superintend­
ence, the State of New York pays $105,600 
for superintendence in rural districts.

Illinois employs a superintendent for

The average yearly pay of these superin­
tendents is about $1200, making a total of 
$122,400. This is exclusive of supennten
dence in large towns and cities. A larger 
sum is paid for superintendence in the city 
of Chicago alone than for that of the whole 
State of Louisiana, including the city of 
New Orleans.

Hon. W. D. Henkle, late State School 
Commissioner of Ohio, makes a partial re­
port of the cost of superintendence in that 
State for the year 1870, which foots up 
$125,133 for a few of the principal cities 
and towns. Of this amount Cincinnati ex­
pended $36,600, or more than five times as 
much as is paid for superintendence in New 
Orleans; yet the population of Cincinnati 
is less than 25,000 in excess of ours. The 
cost of superintendence in Cincinnati ex­
ceeds by $14,000 tne cost of superintendence 
for our whole State, New Orleans in­
cluded.

Pennsylvania, last year, paid for superin­
tendence in rural districts alone, $64,870. 
The State of Arkansas employs ten super­
intendents, who cost $15,000 more than our 
six superintendents. Even Florida pays 
more for superintendence than we do.

The vice presidents were called to take 
their seats on the platform.

Mr. Taylor next occupied the attention of 
the convention in an address upon the 
methods of education, in which he set out 
on his travels through tbe vale of his dis­
course with the remark that education was 
never completed, and continued in a descrip­
tion of the methods usually employed, ridi­
culing the ordinary custom which dictated 
a walk in beaten paths. The address ap­
peared to be a critique on what is looked 
upon as well-settled in the way of educa­
tion.

:d into Carlyle, into 
le great authors, and 

skeleton can not be given of 
the address, which showed considerable 
depth. The history of great ideas was 
found in the history of self-made men. 
Somebody had said that it were well to 
steep one’s intellect in drink in order to find 
ont how much he had lost by the change 
from sobriety, since it had always been said 
that had not it been for drink such and 
such a drunkard would have been one of 
the brightest intellects of his time. In like 
manner it were well for children to grow np 
in ignorance, sinee to many witticisms and 
remarks had been treasured up of those 
who had never been to college.

He advocated the doctrine (in the way of 
education) of every man taking an inven­
tory himself an account Of stook, so much 
youth, so much strength, sj much natural 
ability, all of which was to be invested to 
the best account. A series of disconnected 
truths which nobody doubts, of beliefs 
which always admit of discussion, were 
strung together, a bystander remarking 
it reminded him of a series of excerpts from 
some magazine article, put into a hat, shuf­
fled up, and then drawn ont and written 
down in the order of dralwing.

The proposition laid down by Dr. Nichol­
son was that instead of education meaning 
a drawing out and, hence, a thinning of the 
material, it was a development and a train­
ing of the intellect. Upon the subject of 
education differing man from the animals, 
making man into a sovereign and the mas­
ter of worlds, all of these were examples of 
progress. Improvements were the effect of 
an increase of man's knowledge and a pro­
gression in this direction. Education di­
vides our lives into labyrinths in which our 
fathers lost their way. Galvani's touch 
upon the muscular remains of a dead frog 
and other such triumphs were some only of 
the many results of education. All public 
education is a deflection from tbe Platonic 
idea, it being conducted under a tax that 
bears upon all, that education may be given 
to the mass.

The aim in education should he to lift 
the pupil to a higher degree of life. What­
ever is learned and not used will be lost. 
Classics, if failed to be used, will be lost. 
The spirit of education is discipline and de­
velopment contrary to the course of nature. 
He was particularly severe on cramming or 
over-studying, which he classed as produc­
ing a depression of the nervous system, and 
to emancipate the yonth from their studies, 
more ol a diverting character should be se­
lected, as all the uses ot education were ol 
little value, unless accompanied with exer­
cise. Studies in the fields of science should 
take the place of those in ordinary use, and 
natural knowledge by object lessons ought 
to be the method employed. His idea of 
long courses of grammatical tuition, of 
spasms of conjugation and parsing, syntax 
and prosody, was severe upon the whole 
practice, inasmuch as it was time thrown 
away.

In questions of grammar the child was 
brought up to answer questions which 
would pnzzle a university graduate. In a 
further disquisition on the subject of object 
lessons he used the remark of an ancient 
philosopher, “that in the way of education, 
theory was the general, while experiments 
were the soldiers.” The Doctor, throughout 
the whole lecture, was acrimonious upon 
the plan usually followed in the education 
of youth, and presented some very strong 
arguments and precepts to sustain him.

The lecture of Rev. Myron W. Reed upon 
the subject of compulsory education, after 
he had indulged in a lengthy introduction, 
said that the country did not so much de­
pend upon the young man voting as in his 
preparation to vote, as in his education be­
fore he is ready to deposit that ballot. 
Suffrage in the hands of an ignorant man 
is as a loaded gun. I claim that he at least 
o-ght to know at which end of the gun to 
stand, so that he may not kill his friends. 
There is no question as to tbe duty of 
parents iu the .matter; parents have 
not the right to throw a child upon 
the State and make it a burden. Would 
the parent set his child afloat at sea, with­
out oar or rudder t They have the power 
of providing well and wisely far the child. 
Shall the welfare of the State depend upon 
the willfulness of a single parent! Shall it 
be said that this law of compulsory educa­
tion can not be enforced ? This is the old 
stock objection. A Republican State 
ought to have as much power to protect the 
weiiare of her citizens as an empire. If 
Prussia can enforce the law, can nqt we ? 
We do not ask the child to be made Pro­
testant or Roman Catholic; but we do ask, 
whichever one ot these he is, he shall be 
an intelligent one; that he should be placed 
in possession of the facts in this world. 
That’s all,

Mr. Reed closed his lecture in the follow­
ing words: “I see this State appreciates 
the true condition of things. Above tbe 
platform is the pelican feeding her young; 
below, the eagle; glittering in gold below 
that, the flag is hung—emblem of tbe na­
tion. This is right. Above all other 
things is the care of the young; the eagle 
will care for himself, the flag will wave.” 
[Applause]

Here the convention took a recess nntil 
the evening in order to take up the discus­
sion upon school systems. Within the au­
ditorium there appeared, during the pro­
gress of the exercises, several ladies Irom 
the city schools, until the audience was 
quite a large and interesting one.

The evening session opened about 7:45, 
ex Governor Hahn in the chair.

The discussion on school systems, which 
had been set for the evening, developed 
considerable spirit, aiid a number of dele­
gates participated in the debate, among 
whom were P. Harper, of St. Charles, H. 
Mahoney, Rogers, Stamps, of Jefferson.

This discussion having been concluded 
without decision, the meeting adjourned 
until to-day at eleven o’clock.

Senator W est on Reduction o f Duty on 

Foreign Bagging— Public Buildings at 
Atlanta—Tax on Distilled Spirits and 
Tobacco—Post office Appropriation Con­
ference — Herndon Conflrmed in His 
Meat—Redemption and S sle  o f Lands 
Under Direct Tax Levy — Executive

Washington, May 24.—Senator West ap­
peared to-day before the Committee on Fi­
nance, and contended for a reduction of the 
duty on foreign bagging. The committee 
agreed to report a reduction of twenty-five 
per cent.

General Young succeeded in getting 
through the House an appropriation of 
$100,00# for public buildings at Atlanta, 
Georgia.

The Senate Committee on Finance have 
agreed to a consolidated tax on distilled 
spirits, increasing it from sixty-five to 
seventy cents, but have made a reduction 
in other respects, so as to make it about 
B e  same aggregate as proposed by tbe 
House, and have further amended the tariff 
and tax bill'by making the uniform tax on 
all tobacco twenty-five cents a pound in­
stead of twenty. They struck out the sec­
tion providing that one-third of thq duties 
on imports may be paid in currency. The 
bill will come up in the Senate to-morrow.

Senate.—The report of the conference 
committee on the postoffiee appropriation 
was adopted.

A new Committee on Commerce was ap­
pointed on the mail service between the 
United States and Brazil. The Senate 
then went into executive session on the 
treaty of Washington.

House.—The Elections Committe reported 
a resolution confirming Mr. Herndon, from 
Texas, in his seat, and paying the con­
testant $2000, which was passed.

Mr. Kerr called up the Senate bill pro­
viding for the redemption and sale of lands 
held by the United States under the several 
acts levying direct tuxes, and moved a sub­
stitute ior such bill providing that all the 
lands now owned <>.- held by the United 
States, by virtue of proceedings under tbe 
act of June 7, 1860, an i other acts ior the 
collection of direct taxes in the insurrec­
tionary States, may be redeemed and re­
stored* to the original owners, or their rep­
resentatives. within two years, on payment 
of the tax and costs with interest at ten per 
cent. The applicants were also to pay the 
value of the permanent improvements that 
may have been made by other persons after 
the acquisition of the property by the 
United States.

Property not claimed within two years is 
to be sold at public auction. The act is not 
to apply to property used in whole or in 
part for*national cemeteries or other public 
purposes. Purchasers of property, from the 
-United States who have lost it through 
their inability to establish a title, are to be 
reimbursed by the government. The sub­
stitute was agreed to and the bill passed,

The Senate is in executive session to­
night, as it has been nearly all day, consid­
ering the treaty of Washington.

Close o f Freedmen’s Bureau.

W ashington, May 24.—The Freedmen's 
Bureau gets $74,000, and closes on the thir­
teenth ot June. Its unfinished business is 
transferred to the War Department.

NEW YORK.
National Workingmen’* Convention- 

Grant and Henry W ilson Nomina­
ted—Methodist General Conference- 
Dead Bodies from an Emigrant 
Ship—Death Caused by Inferior 
Provisions—Stokes’ Case Postponed- 
Professor M orse’s W ill-M ovem ents 
o f (Strikers—General Strike in Bos* 
ton—9mr.ll*pox, Scarlet Fever and 
M easles in the Steerage-Em igrant 
(Ships at New York.

N ew York, May 24.—The National Work­
ingmen’s Convention, to nominate candi­
dates for President and Vice President ot 
the United States, met yesterday in accord­
ance with a call of the Workingmen’s Union 
of the State ot New York.

The convention was called to order by 
Colonel Hedmond, of New Jersey, who was 
elected temporary chairman. The usual 

■ committees yiere appointed, and a roll 
showed delegates present from thirty States 
to the number of over 200.

Permanent organization was effected by 
tbe election of Colonel Gibbons, of New 
York, as chairman.

Colonel Gibbons, on taking the chair, eu­
logized President Grant’s recent action in 
regard to the eight-hour law, reviewed his 
policy and said he was the only man who 
could be trusted by the working classes.

A series of resolutions was reported, em­
bodying the following principles: Reduction 
of the national debt; unconditional settle­
ment of tbe Alabama claims; enforcement 
of the eight-hour law; a low rate of interest 
on the national debt; encouragement of 
shipbuilding; giving United States mails 
exclusively to American built ships, and 
sympathy with nations struggling under op­
pression.

F. M. McGee, of N e w  York, recommended 
President Grant tor renomination. I he 
Missouri delegation recommended Horace 
Greelev. On taking a ballot Grant, received 
201 votes anil Greeley five votes. Ihenom 
ination of Grant was then made unani­
mous.

Senator Henry Wilson was then nomi­
nated for Vice President by the following 
ballot: Wilson, 160; Edwin D. Morgan, ,5;
C°Grent~and Wilson were then notified by 
telegraph of their nomination, and a com­
mittee appointed to prepare an address to 
the workingmen of the United States.

A motion was adopted to hold a ratifica­
tion meeting at the Cooper Institute.

The evening’s session was occupied in 
discussing questions relative to strikes.

Arrived—Steamers Minia, Donan and 
Abyssinia.

In the Methodist General Conference to­
day the committee on episcopacy reported 
a resolution that one new bishop take his 
residence at or near each of the following

Council Bluffs, and at St. Paul. After con­
siderable discussion the report was adopted. 
The new bishops were, consecrated to-day’

Seven dead bodies from an emigrant ship 
were sent to rhe'Morgue to-day. An inquest 
will, it is said, develop the fact that their 
deaths were caused by diarrhea, superin­
duced by inferior provisions.

Stokes, who shot James Fisk, Jr., was ar­
raigned to-day in the court of Oyer and 
Terminer to plead, but under instructions 
of counsel declined to do so, and the court 
ordered a plea of not guilty entered. The 
district attorney moved then to trial, but 
counsel for the prisoner moved for a com­
mission to go to Londoq, England, and ex­
amine Norman B. Eaton, said to be an im- 
nortant witness for the defense, and read a 
long affidavit in support of the motion.

The Stokes case was postponed until the 
thirl Monday in June, to give time for 
sending a commission to London to take 
testimony, a motion for wnieh was granted.

The will of the late Professor Morse was 
admitted to probate to-day. It was dated 
February 7, 1872, and provides that four- 
thousand dollars be set aside to defray one- 
third of the cost of the monument at 
Greenwood Cemetery, and tbe residue of 
his property he held in trust for his wife 
during her life. After her death the prop­
erty to be divided into eight parts, one of 
which is to be appropriated to pay certain 
legacies, and the remaining seven'to be 
given to his children. Krom these shares 
various sums, from $1000 to $45,000, are to 
be deducted on account of various gifts, 
and to be paid into the residuary fund.

His biographer, to be appointed by the 
executors, is to bis allowed the tree use of 
his books and papers, Tbe cross conferred 
by the King o t  Denmark is to be returned.

$1000 to the American Geographical Society 

, for the Encouragement of Geographical 
Researches; $100(1 to the New York City 
University for medals as rewards for schol­
arship.

Stii&es among the different organizations 
continue. The eight hour league held a 
mass meeting at Teutonia Hall this morning; 
1000 men were present. About 250 bosses 
had acceded to the demands of the men up 
to this morning. The cab makers have 
struck work. The car builders will follow- 
on Monday unless their demands are ac­
ceded to by the bosses, and the German 
painters are still pressing tlleir demand for 
eight hours. The German strikers passed a 
vote of censure on the German newspapers 
of New York.

A communication has been received from 
the Eight Hour League in Boston, announc­
ing that a general strike will take place 
there on the thirtieth, and asking the Ger­
man cabinet makers of New York to send a 
commtitee to assist the movement.

During the past three days two vessels 
arrived with smallpox among the Steerage 
passengers. They are detained at quaran­
tine and the infected passengers sent to 
Ward’s Island.

The sailing ship Europe, from Bremen, 
arrived on tne twenry first, with 418 steer­
age passengers. During the voyage thir­
teen deaths occurred from the scourge. 
Twenty-three additional cases were on 
board. The ship Athena, also from Bremen, 
arrived on the twenty-second) with 474 steer­
age passengers. Nineteen passengers and 
two sailors died at sea; six passengers have 
died at quarantine, and twenty passengers 
and two sailors have been sent to the hos­
pital. The coroner has been invited to in­
vestigate the case of these vessels. The 
diseases on the Athena consisted of small­
pox, scarlet fever and measles—majority 
of deaths being children, from the latter 
disease. The impression that the mortality 
was occasioned bv an inferior quality of 
food, is pronounced groundless, the captain 
saying that all provisions put on board the 
ship at Bremen were thoroughly examined.

The captain seems to think the disease 
was fostered by the dirty habits of the emi­
grants, who were chiefly Poles. Nothing 
short of physical violence conld induce 
them to wash, and tbe men deliberately ate 
tbe soap furnished them, thinking it was 
cheese.

A fire ip Jersey City this morning de­
stroyed Clare's piano factory and contents, 
with the dwelling house of the proprietor. 
Loss $50,000.

Police Superintendent Kelso has issued 
an order containing the new law regarding 
street processions, and requiring captains of 
police to instruct their men in relation to 
their duty under tbe law.

The new jury law, which allows jurors to 
serve who have farmed an opinion, pro­
vided they can be guided solely by evi­
dence, was put in force in the trial of an 
alleged hotel thief to dRy.

Judge Blatchford has*granted the writ of 
habeas corpus requiring legal canse to be 
shown for the attempt of Governor Hoff­
man to send Carl Voght back to Belgium 
far trial, in the absence ot an extradition 
treaty covering the crime of murder.

FOREIGN.
Treaty o f W ashington-Proposed Addi­

London, May 24.—Interest in the action 
of the United States Senate upon the pro­
posed additional article to the treaty of 
Washington is undiminislied. The leading 
editorial articles of all the London morning 
journals to-day are devoted to this subject, 
and joy is expressed over the probability 
that’ the proposition submitted by Earl 
Granviile will be favorably received.

A dispatch from Hastings announces that 
the farce of government workmen which 
was sent from the admiralty office to the 
relief of the steamship Baltimore lias ar­
rived there. They are in hopes of saving 
the vessel.

It has been astertained that the vessel 
which collided with the steamship Balti­
more off Hastings night before last, was 
the Spanish screw steamer Lorenzo Lem- 
prun.

She received no injuries. The baggage* 
of the passengers of the Baltimore and tne 
cargo m the after compartments will be 
saved, 1 but the forward compartment is 
filled with water.

When the crew of the Baltimore at­
tempted to lower her boats, just after the 
collision, the gearing used for that purpose 
would not work, and it was impossible to 
float them.

The passengers were seized with conster­
nation, but their lears of a watery grave 
were soon allayed by the promptness with 
which the coast guards of Hastings came 
to their assistance.

The Baltimore will probably be a total 
wreck.

The Queen's birthday was observed to­
day at Windsor with suitable court festivi­
ties. Its celebration in this city will take 
place Saturday week, by which time the 
Prince and Princess of Wales will have 
reached here, and be able to take part in 
the festivities.

Miss Kellogg made her fourth appear* 
ance last night at her Majesty's opera, 
Drury Lane, in the role of Lucia di Lam- 
mer/noor. The house was crowded and the 
lady was enthusiastically applauded.
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
