GRAND RATIFICATION MEETING

ST. CHARLES THEATRE PILLED

WELCOME BY THE PEOPLE

CONSTRUCTION OF THE AUDIENCE.
From that class of our population who 

have usually held aloof from political gatli 
erings of any kind, and who have hereto­
fore been content with the simple casting of 
a vote, came last night an expression of 
good will and welcome toward the Liberal 
Republican candidates for the chief magis­
tracy of the nation which showed the storm 
of enthusiasm that first saluted the names 
of the standard bearers has struck, by re­
verberation, the great deep* of popular 
feeling. The audience which poured 
through the open doors of the 
temple were of all classes, but the greater 
number belonged to the ifidifferents of the 
last election, who saw in the present ratifi­
cation a chance oi escape from the toils 
which the spider at Washington had woven 
around the industries and encompassed the 
energies of the people. Besides, there were 
the remains of old party organizations, left 
by the parent stem which had long ago rot­
ted out of the political soil. The old spirit 
revived; the great mass of the meeting felt 
the present political contest to be a battle 
royal, wherein all the enemies of popular 
government and the rights of the several 
commonwealths must sink in the waves of 
popular disapprobation.

The committee of arrangements had pro­
vided every accommodation for the people, 
who thronged at an early hour every avail­
able space in the auditorium, and, before 
the actual beginning, talked over the polit­
ical situation, while the great heat of the 
weather and gaslight combined forced a 
large display of fans and waving hats. A 
salute having been fired in Lafayette 
square, doing honor to this solemn expres­
sion of a people’s will, helped the enthu­
siasm of the audience.

The time having arrived for the proceed­
ings to open, the crowd manifested 
considerable impatience in applauding 
to give notice that patience had ceased to 
be a virtue. About eight o'clock the com­
mittee of arrangements appeared, and the 
president of the meeting, Mr. P. O. Hebert, 
advanced to the table in the centre front 
and put down his hat as a signal for the 
call to order. After some more waiting the 
band came in from the balcony, and served 
by the music to quell that uneasy feeling 
which in an American audience, invariably 
rules before the beginning of an occasion 
like this.

CALLED TO ORDER.
Mr. John M. Sandidge called the meet­

ing to order, saying that the meeting had 
assembled feeling that something ought to 
be done, and hence that there should be op­
portunity for saying it. Mr. Sandidge then 
announced

ALL ROADS FROM GREELEY LEAD TO GRANT-

It was not the purpose to make a speech. 
Seeing old line Democrats, and modern 
Democrats as well, in the audience, he wel­
comed the people as assembling together to 
forget old prejudices and unite in the in­
dorsement of the Cincinnati platform and 
the choice for President—honest old Horace. 
[Applause.] The proposition he made was 
that dying in the last ditch may he com­
fortable to some people, but, having tried it 
for the past twelve years, he did not find it 
to be the part, of good sense. A general may 
conduct his campaign according to old prin­
ciples which had died out—he might do so, 
but it is not war. Likewise in the conduct 
of a political campaign, the same principles 
should apply. He closed his speech in the 
saying which, from its great popularity, has 
now grown into a proverb, that all roads 
from Greeley lead to Grant [Applause.]

REASONING OF THOMAS J. SEMMES.
I felt under some embarrassment in ap­

pearing before you this evening, because of 
the state of unpreparedness in which I have 
come to address you, for I was notified only 
three hours since that I was expected to 
make a speech. I allude to this merely to 
advise you in advance to expect from me 
no labored or continuous effort.

This, as I understand it, is an association 
of citizens, irrespective of party and past 
political associations, to take into consid­
eration the present condition of our national 
affairs, and express our opinion in reference 
to them, so as to advise those who may as­
semble in conventions what are our views, 
and thus to influence their action.

It is apparent that at the present moment 
there are in the country two currents cf po­
litical opinion, one giving turn centripetal, 
and the other centrifugal. One tends to 
concentration of power, to consolidation, to 
unification; the other tends to counteract 
consolidation by maintaining the necessity 
of the preservation of domestic institutions 
and local State government.

When I speak of unification I do not mean 
union, fer union implies plurality and diver­
sity, while unity excludes both. Unification 
or consolidation is the absolute supremacy 
oi the will of the majority, regardless of 
State organization, and the removal of all 
organic or constitutional restrictions on the 
irresponsible will of the majority for the 
time being. Consolidation, therefore, as the 
mere will of the majority, is either no gov­
ernment at all, universal anarchy, or is the 
most unmitigated despotism, destructive 
of all freedom and manly independence—in­
deed it is worse than any aristocracy the 
world has ever seen. *•

Now these are the two currents of politi­
cal thoughts each at this moment con­
trolling the action of political parties. In 
this condition of things the good and intel­
lectual men of the Republican party, un­
willing longer to be the instruments of con­
solidation and military despotism, seceded 
from the party and assembled at Cincinnati.

The Liberal Republican party is repre­
sented by the intelligence of the Repub­
lican party, and now it is time to bury the 
past. Let us shake hands across the bloody 
chasm. Let us keep the constitutional 
amendments created by the result of en­
franchisement. Let us stand by the party 
ruled by inteligent, honest men, rather 
than that ruled by military power and ne­
potism. This is a serious question. How 
are we going to do it ?

We have all read the platform adopted by 
the Cincinnati convention, and what can be 
more broad and democratic than it? It has 
embodied all the principles of the Democ­
racy, and left it nothing. We are not to be 
dictated to by August Belmont or any 
other Democratic leader. We must now 
work to save our country. We must bury 
past prejudices, and shake hands across

Democrat who does not see the broad Dem 
ocratic principles in the platform of the Cin­
cinnati convention. There is nothing in 
that platform whioh the Democratic con­
vention is not bound to accept for the good 
of the country. [Applause ]

It is the Democratic convention which 
will make the election of Horace Greeley 
and B. Gratz Brown sure; but are the peo­
ple to be guided by the politicians ? It is 
time that the people thought and did for 
themselves. [Great applause.] But I take 
it for granted that the Baltimore conven­
tion will meet, make no nominations, or in­
dorse the Cincinnati nominations. The 
people want reform, and where are they to 
procure it? We can not find it in "the 
Republican party; we can not find it 
in the Democratic party, and consequently 
we must find it in the "Liberal Republican 
party. This is the party we expect to re­
deem our country, and we can not expect 
it from the party at Washington. Now, 
then, suppose we refuse to make this coali­
tion, what will be accomplished ? Nothing. 
Now, while we have the opportunity to 
coaclese with those honest men who are 
disgusted with the corruption that exists 
in the Radical Republican party, and are 
exceedingly strong in numbers, why 
should we not accept it, and nave a 
pure government ? Thi3 can be accom­
plished by the coalition. And why shall 
they refuse to accept the nominations made 
in the Cincinnati convention. Thdy are 
honest, true men. They will put men in 
power who are honest, and who will work 
for the interest of their country. Then will 
the habeas corpus bill be repealed. No sol­
diers will be sent to control the people and 
their votes. There will be no Ku-Klux 
where no Ku-Klux exist. In Mr. Greeley 
we have a man who is in favor of universal 
amnesty. It was he who, in 1863, said: “The 
war having passed, its objects accomplished, 
he was willing to let us go.” Where wan 
there a war Democrat that would have 
dared to have made such a statement ? 
Where is there a war Democrat with such a 
character ? Here was a Republican willing 
to extend the right hand of fellowship, and 
grant universal amnesty to all. It was he 
who, at a time when it required a great 
deal of courage and boldness, went and 
baiiea the President of the Confederate 
States, Jefferson Davis. He is a man of 
conscience. Shurz is another honest man, 
and has worked for the interests of the 
people for the last twenty years. 
He is. indeed, honest—honest in
this. He abandoned the party he did 
not believe to he true. He is also magnani­
mous, and willing to bury the past and 
shake hands. They promise to return to 
us local self-government; to return to the 
government of a civilian; to return to us 
everything possible that we were deprived 
of by the results of the war. They will 
not return to us the institution of slavery, 
which happily has been abolished. The 
right to secede is also denied, but universal 
amnesty covers all these things, and the 
Southern people will once more regain the 
rights which a despotic military rule has 
deprived them of.

The speaker closed amid rapturous ap­
plause.

THE HUMOR IN THE QUESTION.

General Harris being introduced, said it 
was so long since he had the political har­
ness upon him that he scarcely knew how 
to set out. The light is breaking at last, 
and he was happy to say that at last such 
a good natured old gentleman as Horace 
Greeley had been nominated. Belonging 
to Missouri, matrimonially connected with 
Louisiana, he had been in the late civil war, 
and had left it behind, and had never gone 
back to look for what was left behind. He 
made a magnificent allusion to the bravery 
and gallantry of the Third Louisiana regi­
ment. He was happy to see that there was 
so many present; that the crowd could not 
be estimated by the hundreds nor the thou­
sands, but by the acre. A hope of regener­
ation is now breaking. To be a Democrat 
ran in the blood; was descended
from father to son. No one could 
be anything but a Democrat. The Demo­
crats had administered the government 
faithfully for half a century, and there is 
no doubt, were it not for the fact that the 
party was now so hungry, they would ad­
minister the government yet according to 
these same principles. The old leaders 
were dead and salted down. [Merriment.] 
Those who were alive—the old fogies— 
were like the trees in the prairies, standing 
straight and erect, but alone. It was their 
platform that nominations should be made 
in Baltimore, and that the old line policy 
should prevail over all other things. They 
may set that trap for somebody else besides 
me. He related a happy incident where a 
son was sent to find his father, and returned 
saying “he was drowned, and full of eels.” 
In'that case the matron said: “ You go and 
take the old man up, and when you get the 
eels, go and set him again.”

Everything is changed now from old 
times, and great corporations come for 
ward and represent the great body politic. 
Formerly a man won by his self-reliance 
and his integrity; now he gains by being in 
troduced as a director of some railroad or of 
some other of numerous corporations which 
have neither souls to be saved or posteriors 
to be kicked.

We have now another element than the 
sentiments in existence before the war to 
contend with—it is the pocket nerve. 
Though we have derived much intelligence 
from our ancestors, yet it was not to be ap­
plied. It was a former incident in his ex­
perience where it had been said that the 
government next the wisdom of God was 
in Russia, simply becanse the Czar was the 
central power,- and he ran the whole 
machine himself. If he wanted to make a 
noble out of a peasant he raised him : mak 
ing a peasant out of a nobleman, he de­
graded him; but, the next thing to the 
wisdom of God was the cunning 
of the devil, and this was shown 
in the American government as the 
cunning of the devil was found greatest in 
the largest couned, for you know when the 
devil was cast out of heaven he called a 
council, of which his cunning got the better. 
It is just about time for the great mass ot 
the American people to think for them­
selves. It is not what anybody shall tell 
you, but take your own advice. You are 
free, white and twenty-one. [Langhter and 
applause.] The speaker drew a parallel 
between General Grant and honest Horace, 
the one a man with the iron will, whose ad­
ministration was conducted in coldness and 
callousness ; the other a man holding gen­
eral amnesty in his hand ; his heart up in 
the third story window, and who says “How 
are you?” • No severe soldiering; he is a 
plain pot-bellied civilian—[laughter]—a man 
thoroughly honest. To approach Grant one 
has to get himself up in an aristocratic 
fashion and pass through a cordon of sol­
diers. When Horace gets there you can go 
in, shake him by the hand and say “ How 
are you ?" A spout of the humani­
tarian milk of human kindness con­
nects him with all human nature outside.

The platform of the party at Cincinnati 
had taken out all the principles of the 
Democratic party. Like the man who lis­
tened to Yankee Doodle with variations, 
and asked for the plain old Doodle without 
them, the Democratic party had submitted 
enough to the variations, and now wanted 
the plain thing. Not whether it comes 
from Baltimore or Cincinnati, so it is well. 
He conjured the people to swallow all old 
animosities of every description and origin, 
and strike out in a new path; to turn their 
eyes toward the future, instead of looking 
back, and go on to reconstruct the States 
and the nation. If the Democrats fail in 
the honest discharge of their duty, he 
would be no longer a Democrat.

GENERAL SHERIDAN ON THE SITUATION.
General Sheridan, in a frank, open man­

ner. which always wins an audience, pro- < 
c eeded to state the question from a Repub­
lican standpoint, the two speakers who had 
preceded him having given their views from 
the Democratic side of the question. His 
principle was that he asked no man to 
apologize for what he had been in the past, 
nor would he tender any apologies for what 
he had been; and he believed that under 
this principle the meeting had been 
called* to-night. General Grant had laid

lican party, the "federal officers, under 
his instructions, having created a state of 
affairs grievious to be borne. The people 
had suftered under many miseries, but the 
bottom of it all lay in the atcion of men who 
were now sustained by General Grant in 
the Customhouse building on Canal street. 
Grant had betrayed the confidence of the 
Republican party, and under his manage­
ment the party had been as effectually de­
stroyed as the armies ot the Confederacy.

It is about time that the military force 
rule inaugurated by General Grant should 
pass away—time that the people should say 
to the soldiers:

“Ground your arms and stand out of our 
way!” [Applause.]

In this connection the speaker mentioned 
an anecdote which showed the position of 
affairs. A party had been met by another 
who said:

“Stand out of the way; we're the repre 
sentatives of the people.”

“You stand out of our way,” wa9 the re- 
plv, “we are the people ourselves.”

In this canvass the people told their rep­
resentatives in like manner to stand out of 
the way, they would run the institution 
themselves. [Applause],

The ancient Democrats who advocated 
the principle of going down with the flag 
flying and the guns thundering rather than 
surrender anything belonged to that class 
of men who had nothing to surrender.

The National Democratic party has done 
nothing since the war commenced for the 
people; all that was left of what it had fin­
ished were four hundred thousand graves; 
its progress being marked with tombstones, 
nothing else. You can not submit to their 
keeping the destinies of the nation. Neither 
can you look to the Republican party, as 
controlled by Grant.

A voice—No sir-ee.
The above brief note of General Sheri­

dan’s speech serves only to show the line 
followed in his address, which was favora 
bly entertained for one hour and a half.

BRAUGHN’S ARGUMENT.

Mr. George H. Braughn was called loudly 
before the footlights, and he came amid 
loud cheers. The assembly here to-night 
conclusively told him that in going to Cin­
cinnati, instead of being rash, he was right. 
The gathering to-night showed a determi­
nation to sustain the Cincinnati conven­
tion and elect its nominees. With the ob 
ject of maintaining the principles of the 
party, there had been a gathering equally 
enthusiastic at Cincinnati—one that repre­
sented all quarters of our common country. 
Here he read the platform of the Liberal 
Republican party.

These are the " principles you have been 
called upon to subscribe. Is there a man 
who can object? A man who can add 
thereto ? It is as broad as it is deep. Now 
it may be said our opponents are willing to 
accord the same privileges. How long has 
it taken General Grant to find out the need 
of general amnesty ? Four years. None of 
the enactments which coincided with the 
platform were adopted until after the Cin­
cinnati convention. The social equality 
doctrine was embodied by the Grant dema­
gogues.

Should there be a separate ticket in Bal­
timore the party will disobey the wish of 
the leaders, and the nomination will not be 
in accordance with the wishes ot the party. 
The nomination of another ticket can only 
be for the purpose of electing General 
Grant. Those who want to nominate, cut 
loose from them and let them go.

THE SENSE OF THE MEETING.

On the conclusion of Mr. Braughn's re­
marks General D. W. Adams stepped for­
ward, and read the following resolutions as 
expressive of the sense of the meeting, 
which, being put to the house, were un&ni 
mously adopted:

W hereas, We, the citizens of New Or­
leans, without distinction of party, have as 
sembled in mass meeting to consider the po­
litical issues of the day in their national re­
lations, and we deem it our privilege and 
duty to give an expression of our opinion 
on this occasion; and 

Whereas. We find two political parties 
arrayed against each other—the one, repre­
sented by the present administration at 
Washington, advocating extreme radical­
ism and centralization, with strong and 
marked tendencies to military despotism : 
while, on the other hand, we have presented 
by the convention recently assembled at 
Cincinnati a platform, conservative in all 
its principles, and advocating universal 
amnesty, respect to State governments, 
freedom from military rule and oppression, 
a strict adherence to the constitution, and 
opposition to federal centralization ; and 

Whereas, In the persons of Horace 
Greeley, as a candidate for President, and 
of B. Gratz Brown, for Vice President, we 
have presented by the Cincinnati conven­
tion representative and conservative men, 
whose past records and lives, if elected, 
give assurance of an honest, capable and 
faithfui administration of our national af­
fairs: and

Whereas, We believe that a third nomin­
ation, if made at the Democratic conven­
tion soon to assemble in Baltimore, would 
endanger the chances for success of con­
servative principles; therefore, be it

1. ifesolred, That we indorse and approve 
the resolutions or platform adopted at the 
convention held in Cincinnati on the second 
day of May, A. D. 1872, and the letter of 
acceptance of Horace Greeley, as contain­
ing sound and conservative doctrines, and 
embodying principles upon which all liberal 
citizens can unite.

2. _ That we indorse and approve the se­
lection of Horace Greeley as a candidate 
for President, and of B. Gratz Brown for 
Vice President of the United States, and we 
are willing cheerfully to accept and sup­
port them as our candidates. '

3. That under the existing state of 
public opinion and political combinations, 
those of us who are Democratic in senti­
ment and principles would regard it as un­
wise and inexpedient for the National 
Democratic Convention, which is to assem­
ble at Baltimore on the ninth day of July, 
1872, to make any independent nomina­
tions or to adopt any antagonistic platform; 
and we hope and trust that it may prove 
consistent with the views of all its members 
to recommend the acceptance of the plat­
form adopted by the Cincinnati convention, 
and the hearty support of Greeley and 
Brown, its nominees, to the Democratic 
party throughout the country.

4. That the chairman of this meeting is 
requested to appoint an executive commit­
tee of twenty-one to carry out and advance 
the objects of this meeting, as expressed 
in the foregoing resolutions, and to assist in 
organizing clubs, or to co-operate with other 
organizations in thd State having the same 
common objects in view.

On motion of Colonel D. W. Wilson the 
meeting adjourned, and so put an end to 
one one of the largest meetings ever held 
in Louisiana for a similar purpose, as well 
as one of the most cheering and enthu­
siastic. _

This is from the New York Tribune:
From an anti-Greeley source we learn 

that ex-Governor Horatio Seymour has sig­
nified his desire that Greeley and Brown be 
nominated by the Democratic convention 
at Baltimore. Meanwhile the administra­
tion men are working hard and unscrupu­
lously. We have, from St. Louis, the out­
lines of a scheme to buy Southwestern 
Democratic support, with legislation to or­
der; money is being used to control Demo­
cratic organs and fuglemen here and else­
where, in order that a fund of anti-Greeley 
strength may be secured before the Balti­
more nomination is made. The omens are 
significant; the opposition has the despera­
tion of assured defeat.

W ashington, May 25.—The House was 
in session until eight o’clock this morning 
over call of the House upon a trifling 
claim from Missouri, and adjourned to Mon­
day.

The 
probability still seems to be that it will 
fail. It is regarded as a political measure, 
and that Grant falls with the treaty. All 
the machinery ofjhe government is brought 
to bear to secure the adoption of the sup- 
plemental article.

Senate.—Rejected the bill dividing Lou­
isiana into two judicial districts, and has 
been in executive session most of the day 
over the Washington treaty.

The Senate, after nine "hours’ executive 
session, advised the President to negotiate 
the supplemental treaty substantially as 
demanded by England. The verbiage is 
somewhat changed from that submitted by 
the President.

W ashington, May 25.—Reports to the 
War Department mention the concentra­
tion of a large party of Indians to obstruct 
the progress of the Northern Pacific rail­
road on the west side of the Missouri river. 
About 2600 members of tribes hostile to the 
whites are preparing to operate in mass 
against the builders of the road. They are 
said to be well supplied and equipped. 
Some of the stakes that were driven by the 
road surveyors, have already been pulled 
up by the savages.

A meeting of prominent railroad men, 
representing the chief carrying lines be­
tween this city and St. Louis, was held here 
Thursday night. Among those present were 
Colonel Scott, of the Pennsylvania road; 
Vanderbilt, of the New York Central; 
Diven, of the Erie; McCulloch, of the Fort 
Wayne and Chicago; Sweetser, of the At­
lantic and Great Western; and Devereaux, 
of the Lake Shore. The object of the con­
vention was to make arrangements to pre­
vent competition on Western freights by di­
viding it among the different lines. No sat­
isfactory agreement was reached.

Vogt is 
charged with a murder in Germany, and is 
held for extradition.

In naval 
stores, spirits of turpentine has advanced, 
and rosin has declined.

Some excitement was occasioned in the 
cotton market to-day, by the reported em­
barrassment of several well known firms, 
and the announcement in the Cotton Ex­
change of the suspension of a commission 
house, which has been extensively engaged 
of late in cotton speculations. The Fast 
mentioned firm sent a notice to the secre­
tary of the Exchange of their inability to 
meet contracts and requested their credi­
tors to cover all their contracts with them 
at the present market price. They assert 
however, that the suspension is only tempo­
rary and that they will ultimately be able 
to meet all their obligations in full. The 
embarrassment of this and other firms was 
occasioned by the sudden and marked rise 
in the price of cotton.

They are still active, and con­
tinue to "sever railroad and telegraph com­
munication between various points.

Marshal Serrano has declined the request 
of King Amadeus to form a new ministry, 
and his majesty has now called upon Ad­
miral Topete, who has consented. The new 
government will be composed of members 
of the Unionist party. Admiral Topete will 
exercise the functions of Minister of War 
ad interim.

Paris, May 25.—Peri, Bon and Baudhi. 
the three men who were tried on a charge 
of participating in some of the most out­
rageous acts committed in this city during 
the reign of the Commune, convicted ana 
sentenced to death, were executed this 
morning at Satory. They exhibited no 
emotion whatever at the last moment, and 
died crying “ Vive la Commune!”

New  York, May 25.—A correspondent a t 
Cadiz, who interviewed Dj. Howard, writes 
that the doctor is a human wreck. He used 
to weigh 200 pounds, but scarcely weighs 
100 now. The American Consul is making 
every effort to have him removed to a hos­
pital, where his health can be sufficiently 
restored to enable him, when released, to 
reach home and die among his friends.

Dr. Howard stated that the report that 
his father was chief of police at Cienfuegos 
was false. His mother could not speak five 
words of Spanish. He (Dr. Howard) had 
never renounced his allegiance to the United 
States, and as proof that the Spanish au­
thorities knew he waB an American, a cer­
tificate granted him at Havana to 
practice medicine declares him to have been 
born at Philadelphia.

Madrid, May 25, Evening*—The new 
Ministry to be formed by Admiral Topete 
will, probably, be constituted as follows: 
Admiral Topete, President of Council and 
Minister of Justice; Ednazen, Minister of 
Finance; Candan, Minister of the Interior; 
Balagner, Minister of Colonies; Aulger, 
Minister of Marine.

It is understood that Admiral Topete will 
soon be succeeded in the Ministry of War 
by Marshal Serrano.

A London special giving particulars of 
the alacrity of the American fleet in sup­
pressing the fire among the shipping in ths 
harbor ot Marseilles, France, says the 
achievement of the United States squadron 
was one of the most splendid victories of 
peace, having saved from destruction, by 
the discipline, skill and intrepidity of the 
officers and men, thousands of merchant 
ships and the city of Marseilles.

On the night of the fire the squadron, con­
sisting of the Wabash, Congress, Brooklyn, 
Plymouth, Shenandoah, Juniata and Wa- 
chusetts. under command of Admiral Alden, 
were in Napoleon Basin amid innumerable 
merchantmen of every description and from 
every nation. Shortly after midnight an 
explosion startled the city, followed by fire 
and dense clouds of heavy smoke, which is­
sued from an Italian ship just arrived from 
Philadelphia with a cargo of petroleum.

The nature of the danger soon became 
evident, and it seemed impossible to pre­
vent the spreading of the fire to the houses, 
as they lay in such a mass, and a general 
conflagration seemed imminent, for the 
houses extended down to the wharf on 
every side.

No city of France has the means to ex­
tinguish a great fire, and hence there 
gathered an immense throng, contempla­
ting the scene in panic-stricken, fascinated 
horror.

Presently a well-manned boat came from 
part of the basin illuminated by the 

blaze, and pulled directly toward the 
burning ship. This was soon followed by 
another, then a third, ten, twenty—all the 
boats of the American squadron.

A moment later the men were seen on 
the deck of the burning ship.

The silence of the people on shpre was 
such that they could hear through the 
smothered roar and crackle of the lire the 
word of command and the blows of the ax. 
Presently the burning vessel begun to set­
tle. She had been scuttled, anu her cargo 
was now under water. The deck being 
level with the surface, danger from the es­
cape of burning petroleum was still immi­
nent, when a line of boats, lashed together, 
stem and stern, was seen pulling away, and 
as the file straightened out the burning ship 
moved also, and was slowly towed out to 
the bay by over two hundred well manned 
oars. It was only thon that immense cheers 
broke from the thousands of people, who 
felt irrepressible gratitude to the Americans 
for the salvation of their city.

City of Mexico , May 17.—Congress has 
approved the extension of ample facilities 
to Jnarez. All opposition members ab­
stained from voting.

The revolution in Yucatan is ended.
The main features of the finance law have 

jassed Congress. The officers of Congress 
ranted up sufficient members to make a 
quorum.

The revolution is subsiding and the ad­
ministration is gaining strength.

The local authorities of Chiupas assassi­
nated John Jose, a native of Cleveland, 
Ohio. Other Americans were imprisoned 
and persecuted, and their property de­
spoiled. The reason assigned for these out­
rages is because the Americans demanded 
an investigation of certain claims by the 
American and Mexican mixed commission, 
and an award of indemnity.

Brownsville, May 24.—The particulars 
of the engagement reported several days 
ago near Camargo, between the govern­
ment forces and tb  ̂revolutionists, received 
by mail to-night, indicate rather an advan­
tage in favor of the insurgents, who at­
tacked a force sent from Camargo toward 
Monterey, under General Palacio, and de­
feated him, capturing two pieces of artil­
lery and preventing Palacio’s further ad­
vancing.

The cities and towns under the revolu­
tionists are reported to he subject to the 
most exactin g forced loans, which ail 
classes are compelled to pay. The United 
States commercial agent at Mier was im- 
jrisoned on the twelfth for not paying a 
oan, and at last accounts had not been re­

leased.
