Uniforms for G irls.
A writer in Scribner's Monthly does not 

know “why it is not just as well for school 
girls to dress in uniform as lor boys. There 
are many excellent schools in England 
where the girls dress in uniform throughout 
the entire period spent in their education. 
By dressing in uniiorm the thoughts of all 
the pupils are released frefin the considera­
tion of dress; there is no show of wealth, 
and no confession of poverty. Girls irom 
widely separated localities and classes come 
together, and stand or fall by scholarship, 
•character, disposition, and manners. The 
term of study could be lengthened by the 
use of the money that would thus be saved; 
and while a thousand considerations favor 
such a change, we are unable to think of 
one that makes against it.” These reflec­
tions are suggested oy the fact that in some 
of our schools the mere item of dress for 
young ladies is often over $1000 a year.

The seizure of liquor by the State con­
stables in Massachusetts furnishes many 
refreshing little incidents, which help to 
make life tolerable in that dry and thirsty 
land. At North Adams the other day, a 
resolute officer Beized a jar of something 
and took it before a magistrate, when the 
following interesting examination took 
place:

The attorney for the prisoner asked the 
constable if he knew it was liquor. He re­
plied:

“Yes, it was rum; I drank some of it.”
The prisoner, a woman, was called.
“Did you have any liquor in your house 

when the State constable called there ?” 
“Yes, 1 had some in a jar."
“How long had you had it ?”
' ‘About six months.”
“ Did you have it for sale V'
“ Oh, no; I don't sell liquor.”
•“What did you keep this rum for ?”
“I kept it to wash the baby.”
“Had you ever washed the baby in this 

rum f”
“Oh, yes, often; I used to turn the rum 

out in a' dish, wash the baby in it, and then 
turn it back into the jar.”

There was laughter in court, and the 
State constable declared he would seize no 
more liquor kept in a jar.

The Boston Advertiser states that Massa­
chusetts is paying $2000 a day for its foreign 
paupers, while it receives from the “ head 
money ” only about; $30,000 a year. It con­
siders the State, under present laws, a vast 
insurance company against alien pauperism, 
which is receiving premiums amounting to 
$87 a day, and paying $2000 a day in losses. 
From 1854 to 1872, says the Advertiser, the 
“ head money ” collected has been about 
$400,000, the sum paid from the State treas­
ury for foreign paupers has been about 
$4 ,000,000, the additional sum paid by the 
cities and towns for foreign paupers has 
been at least $1,000,000, and the cost of the 
foreign criminal class has been at least 
$3,000,000 more, making a total of $7,000,000, 
which the people of the State have been 
taxed to pay, while they have only received 
from immigrants themselves about six per 
cent of that sum.

The Iberville Newt says of the crops: 
While the gloomy forebodings of a very 

short crop, during an unfavorable planting 
season, have been followed by the cheerful­
ness inspired by more hopeful prospects, 
our planters have still much reason to dread 
the unprofitableness of their ventures. Nor 
is the protracted drouth which afflicts every 
species of vegetation in this latitude at the 
present writing, the least of the causes 
which contribute to depress the sanguine 
spirits of our indomitable planters.

A Remarkable Deposit of Borax in Lower 
California.

[Prom the Los Angeles News, May l.j 
Not one-tenth of the wonders of the re-

Sions lying to the east of this county, on 
je other side of the Sierras, have as yet 

been revealed. We are now informed by 
one who has traveled through the greater 
part of that region of the existence thereof 
a large lake containing immense deposits of 
borax, and soda. This lake is situated from 
thirty-five to forty miles east of the Mos­
quito Springs, a station on the road leading 
to the Owens river district, north of Teha- 
chape Pass. The lake is a strange one. not 
less on account of its seclusion than it is on 
account of its deposits. The shores on one 
side of the lake are lined with a deposit of 
pure soda, several feet in depth, while the 
opposite shores are oovered with a similar 
deposit of borax. The lake is about twelve 
miles long by eight miles broad, and is sur­
rounded by high, barren mountain ranges. 
Two large streams of water empty into the 
lake, but it has no visible outlet, the quan­
tity of water contained within the basin 
being kept within well-defined limits by the 
process of natural evaporation. The waters 
of these streams are highly impregnated 
with salts, one having borax, the other 
soda. Seemingly these waters do not in­
termingle in the'lako, and as its surface is 
seldom ruffled by a breeze, the work of pre­
cipitation goes on uninterruptedly. When­
ever the Southern Pacific railroad is built, 
these inexhaustible deposits of soda and 
borax will become profitable to ship. At 
present, the distance to the seaboard is too 
great for it to be worth the expense of cart­
age.

as this, we, as a Republican, “in whom 
there is no guile,” would be willing to take 
old Horace Greeley on trust, with even liis 
present alliances, for we know the old man, 
personally and intimately; and if be is not, 
in a personal and individual sense, honest 
and a good Republican, we certainly have 
no such character in all the land. But we 
shall see what we shall see, when the 
waters are a little more troubled.

The Shreveport Times says:

These mails are to be sent 
on any boat the postmasters at New Orleans 
and this place may designate, and the ser­
vice is to be paid for at the end of the trip 
by the postmaster at the end of the line. 
We earnestly hop© this arrangement may 
result m better mail facilities for this re­
gion. ________ _

The 8 trainer Virginias.
New York, May 22’.—A special from 

Waahington gives the official report to the 
Navy Department of Lieutenant Com­
mander White, of the United 8tates steamer 
Kansas, in relation to the departure of the 
steamer Virginius from the harbor at Aspin- 
wall, and the means taken by his i  essel to 
enforce respect for the flag under which 
the Virginius sailed. The following are the 
extracts: . ,

The American Consul having informed 
me that there was no cause whatever for 
the detention of the Virginias, and that he 
had shipped her crew that day, and that 
her papers would be all ready at an early 
hour the nffxt morning—the twenty-sixth 
instant—I therefore came on board the ship 
for action, and loaded the battery. This I 
did under cover of darkness, for the reason 
that I thought it best to make no demon­
stration which might lead the commander 
of the Pizarro to believe that preparations 
were being made with hostile intent, for 
the reason that they were precautionary 
measures merely, and I did not desire 
to do anything which might be con­
strued as mere bravado. During the 
next day, the twenty-sixth instant, prepara­
tions for sea were plainly visible on board 
the Virginius. Her motions were closely 
followed by the Pizarro. Both vessels were 
getting up steam, and their boats were 
hoisted. The large rifle pivot of the Pizarro 
mounted on the mortar-deck was pointed 
on the Virginius, as well as her two star­
board broadside guns. I, therefore, sent 
the men quietly to quarters, making no dis­
play above the rail, neither showing a crew 
at the rifled twenty-pounder or the forecas­
tle, nor making a display of a marine guard 
on the poop-deck. I served oat an ample 
supply of ammunition for small arms and 
pistols, and inspected carefully all arrange­
ments for supplying powder and fighting the 
guns, and made preparations for shipping 
and buoying the cable. This being done I 
caused the men to leave their quarters with 
their belts equipped, to he deposited at the 
guns ready for use at a moment’s warning. 
At five minutes to six o’clock in the after­
noon the Virginius got under weigh, and at 
the same moment we shipped our chain, 
went to quarters and cast loose the battery 
and sanded down the decks fore and aft. 
The Virginius immediately took up position 
on our bow. We steamed ahead so as to 
bring the Fizarro on our starboard quarter. 
In this relative position the two vessels pro­
ceeded to sea, the Virginias being about 
two cables length ahead, and the Pizarro 
three cables length off our starboard quar­
ter. The Kansas stayed by the Virginius 
until the Pizarro was some five miles 
astern, she then returned to the harbor.

I can not cone lude this report without ex­
pressing to you with what pride I looked 
on the officers and men of this vessel, as we 
steamed out of the harbor, as they stood on 
the sanded decks, armed and equipped, at 
their loaded guns. I could read deter­
mination in the faces of all. Every man 
would have done his duty. Should an en­
gagement have taken place, I leave it to 
those who believe in the guns of American 
inen-of-war to conjecture what would have 
been the result.

The whole course and conduct in relation 
to the Virginius is approved in every re­
spect.

Mile. Rachel’s father died reoently at the 
age of seventy-five. He long considered 
his gifted daughter as a milk cow who was 
to supply him and family with all they 
wanted. He acquired in time an extraor­
dinary sense of the exigencies of the stage, 
and gave lessons, not only to his children, 
Saran, Rebecca, Lia and Raphael, but to 
strangers who were considered profitable, 
although he himself was unable to talk 
French clearly. fcHis Alsatian or Swiss- 
German accent he could never discard. He 
was originally a Jew peddler, tramping 
from village to village, making money in 
any way he could discover. His children 
strummed the guitar, scraped the fiddle, 
ground the hurdy-gurdy, accompanying the 
instrument with their voice, until some­
body discovered the sparkle of Rachel’s 
Remus, and pointed out the path which 
leads to fame and fortune. He rose with 
her.

An injured husband has been avenging 
himself after the modern manner in Paris. 
At four o’clock in the afternoon, from the 
window of a house in the Rue des Ecoles 
(in the students’ quarter), a woman with 
disheveled hair and disordered dress ap­
peared at a window, and cried “Help, help!
I am assassinated!” Those who rushed into 
the house found her groaning in a pool of 
blood in a locked room. She was found to
be the Countess de P---- , whose husband,
discovering that she had criminal relations 
with a medical student, had sought her 
there, and inflicted upon her several fatal 
wounds. The paramour, to whom the 
Countess had been attached before her mar­
riage, escaped from the room. The Count 
has given himself up for trial.

It is astonishing how patient some towns 
are under affliction—the town of Warren, 
Ohio, for instance. It was almost totally 
burned in 1846. It had another serious fire 
in 1849. It suffered heavily from like cause 
in 1854, when it lost half of one of its most 
important streets. In 1860 it had a noble 
great fire, which cost from $300,000 to 
$500,000. Since that time it has had various 
minor burnings; and, if there had been any 
wind on the morning of the third instant, 
great would have been the loss—$400,000 
instead of $40,000. The best of it is that 
the town has a fine steam fire engine weigh­
ing 6500 pounds; but, as there are eight 
inches of mud in the streets, it takes a long 
while to get the extinguisher to the scene 
of action.—New York Tribune.

Grace Greenwood has been on a visit to 
San Francisco, and, writing about the news­
papers there, she refers to the famous and 
audacious News-letler—half jester and half 
bandit—feared and denounced by every­
body.' “It has, I hear, lately lost its wittiest 
and wickedest editor. When he flung dirt 
there was always a little gold dust mixed 
with it. The English’he used was terrible, 
but it was English—choice even in its 
venom. It was pitiless, but it was pure. In 
satire this writer seems to be a Dean Swift, 
ungovemed and utterly Bohemianized.

Mrs. Livermore died a short time ago, and 
when requested to return the portrait Liv­
ermore refused. Plaintiff does not want 
damages, but he wants the property. De­
fendant offers no defense, except the tech­
nical one that the suit should have been 
brought on replevin. Decision reserved.

They were having a very solemn and 
pleasant funeral in Scituate, Massachusetts, 
a few years ago when the sole daughter of 
the house and hearth suddenly discovered 
that her particular enemy in school was 
sitting in her favorite chair. She bore it 
as long as she could, but her feelings gave 
way just as the minister arrived at a pa­
thetic point in his prayer, and the people 
heard their affecting prophecy as the joint 
production of the clergyman and child:
