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Gladstone responded very briefly to the 
question put last night by Messrs. Disraeli 
and Horsman concerning the supplemental 
article. He made no statement of impor­
tance, and added no information not already 
possessed by the public on the subject.

A lively sensation was created in the 
House this evening by a bold protest from 
Thomas Hughes against horse racing and 
tbe usual adjournment of Parliament for 
“Derby Day,” which occurs to-morrow.

Mr. Gladstone moved that the House ad­
journ until Thursday.

Mr. Hughes, on rising to oppose the mo­
tion. was received with ironical cheers and 
laughter. He pointed to the fact that the 
House adjourned only two hours on Ascen­
sion day for divine worship, and now pro­
posed to adjourn twenty-four hours for the 
Derby. It was incompatible with the dig­
nity of the House of Commons to recognize 
horse racing. English race courses had in­
troduced the most corrupt and insidious 
system of gambling which has ever dis­
graced any country. While he was opposed 
to this species of amusement, he believed in 
manly sports like international boat racing, 
cricket and other salutary competitions of 
humor, strength and pluck, and thought 
they should be encouraged. The motion for 
adjournment was carried bv a vote of 212 to

H avana , May 28.—The insurgents have 
again made an appearance in the eastern 
department. While the gunboat Canto was 
entering the Bay of Banes, on the east coast 
of the jurisdiction of Holgiun, she was fired 
upon by a band of rebels who had taken up 
a position on the cliffs which overhang the 
channel. The channel is narrow and crooked 
and the rebels had every chance to pour 
upon the gunboat a deadly fire. Owing to 
the presence of mind of the commander of 
the Canto and the men at the «heel, the 
boat was kept on her course until an oppor­
tunity was offered her to use her guns. As 
soon as the Canto could be got into proper 
position she opened fire with her heavy 
guns on the rebels, and the cliff was soon 
evacuated.

The commander, pilot and two of the 
Bailors of the Canto were wounded. This 
is the first time the rebels have attacked a 
guaboat.

A company belonging to the regiment of 
E.ipana, under command of the ex-insurgent 
Uriquirez, captured and executed the insur­
gent Colonel Jaime Moreno and his two 
sons and four others, and killed ten of the 
rebels under Vicente Garcia in different en­
gagements. Tbe Spanish Captain Lazazo 
was killed.

Colonel Gonzales Boet lately discovered 
a conspiracy against the Spaniards among 
tbe prisoners confined at Cazarro and Gua- 
mara. It is reported the conspiracy had 
extended to Sabinica, Los Tunas, Manzillo 
and other places.

A report is current at Puerto Principe 
that the Spanish troops, during an engage­
ment with Agramonte's hand, killed two 
officers. The same Spanish force also de­
feated a body of insurgents on the way to 
join the insurgent president by way of the 
southern coast.

Madrid , May 28.—The Cortes reassem 
bled to-day. A resolution of censure di­
rected against the late ministry was re­
jected.

Advices of the third of April, from the 
Philippine islands report that three Spanish 
gunboats and several coasters were driven 
ashore upon Cebu islandfduring a recent 
hurricane. ______

Blosser, Avery Fisher and his wife and 
twelve others were wounded, only five of 
whom are expected to recover.' In the 
vicinity of Florence a great number of 
houses, barns, etc., were destroyed. At 
Verona, Sunday night, there was a heavy 
fall of rain, which flooded a large part of 
the town, and carried away the railroad 
bridge and a long stretch of railroad track.

The house of Mr. George Gfeenlock was 
swept away, and himself and wife and child 
drowned. - In the valley of Spring River 
immense damage was done, whole Iannis 
being completely ruined. At Springfield 
and in its vicinity rain fell in torrents the 
whole night. The railroad track was washed 
away and other damage done.

G reeley  in O hio.
(From the St. Louis Republican.] 

WaSHiNGTON, May 25.—A leading Demo­
crat of Ohio who has been repeatedly hon­
ored by his party, and whose opportunities 
for information ant^teoundness of judgment 
are not to be excelled by any man in Ohio, 
writes to a friend in this city, under date of 
May 14, as follows:

The political situation hers is anomalous. 
Greeley’s nomination was received by the 
Grant' men with a broad grin, and the 
Democrats were disappointed; they all 
looked for Adams. Ten days have elapsed, 
and the change is marvellous, though not 
demonstrative. You will scarcely find more 
than one Democrat in ten who has not de­
cided that he will vote for Greeley.

R ailroad  to V crn iiiionville  and T e x a s ’
The Opelousas Journal brings us some 

information about the railroad to Texas, 
saying:

Major John Ii. Isley, attorney of the New 
Orleans. Mobile and Texas railroad, visited 
our town last week and called at our office. 
His visit here was for the purpose of re­
cording certain documents relating to the 
road. We learn from him that the branch 
road from Yeimilionville through here has 
not been located as yet beyond this point, 
but that the engineers might be expected 
here in a few days to survey the road to 
Shreveport.

This road, he stated, was considered by 
the company as the main enterprise, and 
one that would prove more profitable than 
the road to Texas. Major Isley will he here 
again shortly for the purpose of securing 
the right of way from land proprietors, the 
company wishing to avoid any question 
which might arise as to the rights which 
Charles Morgan acquired to that portion of 
the old road between Berwick's Bay and 
this point by his purchase under execution. 
He could not state precisely the period at 
which work on our road would commence, 
but assured us of the ability and determina­
tion of the company to build the road as 
soon as the heavy work on the Texas road 
is completed. That road is progressing with 
groat rapidity, and the force on the line is 
considered sufficient to finish it in time to 
meet the stipulations of the contract.

There are 1200 men at work between Ver- 
milionville and Lake Charles, and much of 
the heaviest grading is already done. A 
gentlemen who inspected a considerable 
portion of the work reports that it is su­
perior to any road bed that he has seen in 
the Southern States. The height, leveling, 
base and course of the grading is all done 
with mathematical precision, indicating to 
any observer that the road is intended to be 
first class in every respect.

The saw-mills on the route are busy saw­
ing bridge timber, the contracts for which 
are all let out. It is the intention to carry 
cars by water to Lake Charles and work 
east, laying the track with the yellow pine 
that abounds in that region.

The sensation excited by the publication 
of the Mayor relative to refunding of licen­
ses. with the two ¥  cent tax proposed by tbe 
Administrator ef Accounts, has measurably 
subsided. The general views appears to be 
that before the time arrives for definite ac 
tion on the subject, some means will be de­
vised pf avoiding or lessening the evil, 
either by carrying the payment through a 
term of yeais, or settling the amount by 
some compromise which will be acceptable 
to the parties interested.
