Iation their legitimate infloence in the gov-
vernment, e issue will be clear nnd dis-
tinot, bowever. The question will be this:
Shall Louisisna continae to be ruled by
white meun, or shall the black population,
backed up by the federal government, have
complete ascendency ! To thia complexion
it threatens to come at last.”

Now, what I have to say here is that this
paper either willfully or malicionsly makos

Saw- il Explosion.
We copy this report from the Opelousas
Jowrnai:
On Thureday morning of last week the
saw-mill of Mr. J. F. McClendon, about ten
miles west of Ville Platte, in thia parish,

exploded its boiler, doing great dam-
age to life and property. It seems that
there was considerable difficulty in getting
up steam. Ouoly one log had been sawed st
ten o'clock, when the enginger thinking
there was enongh Ateam, was in the aet of
starting the saw, when the explosion took
place.

There were eight persous at work about
the mill, to wit: J. F. MoClendon, pro-

rietor; Hollowsy Bennett, A. Guillory, J.
', Ortego, Jr., Ogezime Fontenot, John
Eves, a colored boy, uﬁed filteen or sixteen

ears, naimod Bob, and a younger colored
boy. Bennett was mortally wounded, and
died the same day; MeClendon has two
wounds on the head, one on the right thigh,
and is sevorely sculded. Guillory has his
skull fractured, and hia right arm erippled
g0 that be can not use it. The eolored boy
Bob bas about two-thirds of his entire body
severaly scalded, including his face, and is
in a very critical condition. Fontenot,
Eves and Ortego ave all wounded, but not
dangerously. The younger colored boy
escaped without isjury. The only other
person who belon to the mill was nb-
aont sick, and died four days afterward
of typhoid fever. o

The explosion cansed the boiler to part in
twain, and droye the two parts in contrary
directions. The brick work sround the
boiler was torn to fiinders, and the building
came down upon the workmen. The build-
ing and the boiler, if not the other ma-
chinery, are a compiete wroek. x

The dwelling house was on & line with the
length of the boiler, and the end of the
Mﬁr pointing toward the house, a section
about nine feet long, tore a wagon to piecos
which was standing in its way, the bub of
the wagon driving in the head of the boiler,
and would vertainly huve passed through
tle honse bad nov an intervening stomp
changed its course, As it was, s fragment
of it passed through the house, outting one
of the rafters nearly in two, The other part
of the boiler struck the team engaged in
bauling logs, and broke both thighs of one
of the oxen.
