TERRORISM OF PARTY.
The deliberntions of the conventions

which bave been in session in this city for
the last few days disclose the fact that the
slavery, of party is still paramonnt, if not
controlling, in politics. Before its infla-
ence, expediency and even patriotism are
compelled to yield. Men can not, or will
not, throw off the habit of succumbing to
the dictates and following the leadership
of those whom they have been acoustomed
to recognize as the head of their party, un-
less in rave instances and under the pres-
sure of aroused publie opinion.

To illustrate this truth, we need only
point to the actions of the Reform and
Democratic Conventions. There is searcely
o member of either that does not perceive
the necessity of conlescing with the Lib-
erzl Republicen party. They recognize
the justice of its principles and sympathize
in its purposes and eims. Indeed, they
are trying to compass just whatit has been
organized to do.  United, the matter
would be of ensy accomplishment, but if
each contends for it separately, it is of
danbtiul sttainment,

Whien the main object of all these par-
tiés is & reform in the State snd national
governments—the restoration of the rights
of the States, and the freedom of the citi-
zn, independent of old political issues,
an impediment strong encugh to prevent
their coalition does not appenr possible,
But nevertheloss the fact exists Why is
itsn?

It ean only be'accaunted for by the fear
of the loss of party prestige. True, many
other reasons may be sssigned, such ng
distrust of individuals or parties, but that
we have nnmed, is atthe bottom of the ob-
jeetions, It is, in fact, the true impedi-
ment to coalition. It only requires to he
numed to show how flimsy and unreliable
itreally in  Bat we think reflection will
overcome it. The assurance has been re-
pestzdly made that to secure such o
conlition as will put the politics of the
State in harmony with the Liberal Repub-
lican movement does not involve npon the
part of Democrats or their allics any
abandonment of any partisan principle.
It only requires that these shall be held
in abeyance for-awhile, for the sake of
unity of nction.

Eich of the threp organizafions named

ere sincerely opposed to the centralizing
policy of the present natiopal exeeutive.
The greatest culamity that conld befall
the pation, in fheir opinion, would be
bis re-election to office, They are equally
in fevor of reformary measures in the
State sdministration. The public exi-
gency demands an entire change in the
government of both State and nation.
Coalition will efief¥it. Why, then, should
we not have coalition ?

Upon abstract issues it is possible there
might arise many subjects of difference.
But these need form no part of the pres-
ent cawpaign. It would be foclish to lug
them into it.

In other ‘Btates and communities this
policy is being pursned with entire sue-
oess, It redeemed Missouri, and will do
the same for Lonisiana, if we give it a fair
trial.  The importance of it certainly de-
mands thet the attempt shonld be mede.

TEAT PERTINENT LETTER.

The Picayune is in ecetacies over the
letter of Colonel Williamson, & disap-
peinted politician of Northern Louisiana,
to a ‘mewber-of the Democratic conven-
tion. The letter clearly indicates a pirefer-
ence for General Grant ns opposed to the
Cincinnati pomination. This is the rea-
son of the Picayune's partinlity, The rea-
son ussigned for this preference by Colonel
Williemson is that a coalition of the Demo-
cratic party with the Liberal Republican
movemwent would involve the re-election
of onr preeent State executive. The Jog-
ical unlenableness of such s proposition is
not relieved by the apparent aspirstions of
the writer for thot position himself. In
the event of a coalition he evidsntly deems
the prospect of & nomination of donbtful
attainment, and rather than not get it at
all, he is willing to actept it from the
Democatic party and trust to Inck or ac-
cident for success. Jt is the lnst resort of
disappointed politicians, a sort of political
forlorn hope.

There is another significant fact con-
nected with Colonel Willinmson's letter.
He ascribes the elevation of Mr. Pinch-
back to the second office in the State to the
terrorizing effect of Governor Warmoth's
money and influence.  This is a startling
admission, since the Democrats nssert that
the Governor is supreme in his own party,
and the terrorizing effect of the Governor's
mongy can oniy apply to the Democrats,
Poesibly the Colonel dreads coming under
the influence of that seduotive agency.

But the inconsistency of Demoeratic pol-
icy is still farther made spperentin the let-
ter by the partinlity it discloses for the col-
ored element. Heretofore to the Demo-
crnts it has been considered the most ob-
noxious feature of reconstruction, but
Colonel Willismeon is now willing that the
negroes should be supreme in the State,
and the Picayune (the vacilating organ of
Grant, the Reformers and Democrats by
tarns) indorses it. If they are sincers in
this, why do they mnke such a hue and
ery inbout Mr. Pinchback being elected
Lieutenant Governor? Do they expect to
delude the colored population by such
soplistry as this? Why, it is not suf-
ficiently plausible to deceive a child. A
blind man would detect their flimsy pre-
tences through such a haze of chicanery.
Evidently, as the Picayune asserts, *thig
is a fitting time to give the colored voters
n fair chance to take their stand in rela-
tion to politicg on sowe other basis than
thet of rave, sympathies and sntipathies,
by voting in common with their white
fellow-citizens for reform and good gov-
ernment.”

THE CONFEREXCE COMMITTEES,
The reports of the conference commit-
tees appointed by the Democratic and Re-
form conventions were received and dis-
cussed yesterday in the respective con-

ventions. The conference resulted in nn

announcement that neither party is will-
ing to relinquish its separnte organization;
that the difficulties in the way of joint
action by the two conventions in common
session are insuperable; that co-operstion
must either be sbandoned or must be re-
mitted to committees from the respective
conventions. For these reasons the joint
labors of the conference commitices re-
sulted in the adoption of the following
resolution:

Renoleed, That we recommend to ths re-
spective conventions to appoint committees
of eleven members each, with power to de-
termine and fix a bams of co-operation be-
tween the two parties, to ngree upon s com-
mon tickst for State officers to recom-

ded for the port of both conven-
tions, and to make such other recommends-
tions as to the gemeral policy of these
parties as to thew may seem fit; it being
distinotiy understood that the reports of
thess commmittees shall be subject to the
final ratification and approval of the re-
epective conventions.

The disenssion of thig resolution ocon-
pied almost exclusively the time of both
conventions yesterday, the great point of
interest centering in the policy of extend-
ing the invitation to combine in favor of
raform in the eivil service to all political
organizations in the State that are willing
to work for the common good of the
people.

We regret to say there was considerable
oppesition manifested o this proposition
in the Democratic Convention, resulting
from an old Democratic prejudice to Re-
publicans, and a desire on the part of cer-
tain leaders of the Democratic party to
reap all the credit of the reform movement
by merging Liberal RepuMicans sud Re-
formers into the Democyatie fold. The
report of the conference committce was
received and gdopted by the Democratic
Convention; but this is not to be regarded
&5 indicstive that a majority of the con-
vention is opposed to receiving the co-
operation of all parties that honestly desire
reform in uational and State politics, We
beve reason to believe there are large
nursber of delegates in both conventions
who favor a coalition with the
present State administration, headed by
Governor Warmoth, in the grest work of
reforming the politics of the eountry.
And these gentlanen, we gre satisfied,
have no wish to confine their work of re.
form to this Btate. They are willing snd

anxious {hat it shall exiend to fhe govery-

wment st Washington, snd for that pur-
posé are willing snd anxious to unite their
labors and fortunes with the National
Liberal Republicans who have chosen as
théir standard-bearers those t de-
fenders of the rights of the people—Gree-
ley and Brown. The discussionsin both
conventions yesterdsy bLave convinced
us that both are impregoated with
8 strong element in favor of 'using
all* hovorsble means fo redeem
the national and State govern-
ments from misrule. These men have
been made conscious that Governor War-
moth and his friends have long since come
to the conclusion that something was
necessary to be done to save the people
from utter ruin, snd preserve the forms of
republican government, snd are, there-
fore, willing to act with him and his
friends now in arresting the evil tenden-
cies of government.

There has been a good deal of opposi-
tion, partionlarly in the Demoeratic con-
vention, to conlescing with Governor War-
moth, but as the discussion progresses
upon this subject, prejudice .is seen to
give way to the force of reason and truth.
Disenssion was the order of the dayin
both conventions yesterday, and we shall
be content to refer the reader to the re-
ports of their proceedings in order to
satisfy Bimself that the Liberal Repub-
Heans are not without friends there.

Or, that Casey said to Grant,
‘‘you must say-to yourself, through a hody
of dummies hired for the occasion, ‘I can
not surrender wy brother-in-law.' " Any of
these ronndabout methods can be accepted
a8 the explanation of the new process of
seli-instruction. Asa sequence, the tele-
graph reports: “The best informed per-
pons state positively that there will be no
change in the New Orleans Collectorship.”
