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Bpeech in eulogy of the Republican party, 
be called upon Rev. Alexander Read, of 
Philadelphia, who delivered a prayer.

Ex-Mayor Morton McMichael, of Phila­
delphia, was then elected temporary chair­
man, and made an address of thanks fc* the 
privilege of presiding, even for a short 
time, over the convention, and welcoming, 
as a Philadelphian, all the delegates to that 
city, and paying the highest tributes to 
Grant, saying he was more honest, better 
and truer than any of his detractors.

John Nowlin, of New Jersey; John K 
Hulibert, of West Virginia ; Hiram Potter, 
of Florida, were elected secretaries.

Committees on credentials and permanent 
organization were appointed, and afterward 
Thomas Settle, of North Carolina, was 
unanimously elected president of the con­
vention. Governor Orr, of South Carolina, 
and Henderson, of Missouri, were his only 
contestants.

Mr. Settle took the chair and offered a 
few brief remarks, and the convention ad­
journed till ten o’clock to-morrow. During 
the day speeches were made by Governor 
Morton, Senator Logan, Gerritt Smith, 
Governor Oglesby, John A. Gray—a colored 
man from Arkansas—and others, *11 of them 
in warm eulogy of Grant, who, it is declared* 
will be nominated by acclamation.

There is intense excitement over the Vice 
Presidency. The friends of Wilson and 
Colfax are both working with the greatest 
vim.

London, June 5.—In the House of Lords 
last evening Lord Westbury announced that 
be would vote with the government if the 
motion of Russell would kill the supple­
mental article and destroy all that' had al­
ready been done. The Earl of Rosebury 
said he should follow the example of Lord 
Westbury, believing that the motion would 
crush any tendency on the part of the 
United States to give way. Lord Cairns 
supported the motion. He did not think it 
would endanger cordial relations with 
America. He assailed with bitterness the 
treaty, the negotiations, and the govern­
ment. He was frequently interrupted by 
Lords Granville and Argyle. The debate 
became quite exciting, and there were some 
lively scenes.

The Lord Chancellor moved an adjourn­
ment, and Granville, supporting the mo­
tion, characterized the speech of Loid 
Cairns as the speech of an advocate. After 
some confusion, the motion to adjourn was 
negatived by a vote of 85 to 125. An ad­
journment was again moved, this time until 
Thursday, which was agreed to, and the 
sitting closed at 1 A. M.
