VETO MESSAGE.
To the Senate of the United States :

I bave the honor to return herewith the
Senate bill No. 509, entitled “an act for the
relief of Thomas B. Wallace, of Lexington,
in the State of Missouri,” vilhc‘l my sig-
nature. This claim, for which re
approprinted by this bill, is of the same
pature and character as the claim of Dr, J.
Milton Best, which was retorned to the
Senate on the first instant withont my sig-
nature, The same reasons which prompted
the return of that LIll for reconsidaration
apply in this case, which also is u elaim
for cowpensation on account of the rav-
sges of war, and comes under the
same general principle of bowh interna-
tional and municipal law, that all prop-
erty is held solject not only to be
taken by the government for public uses,
in which case, under the constitution of the
United States, the owner is entitled to part
compensation; but, aléo, subject to be tem-
porarily occupied, 6r then actually de-
stroyed in times of grext ;mh)ir dangsr, and
when the public shfety dewands it; and in
the Inttor cake governments do not admit o
legal obligntion on their part to compansute
the owner. The temporary ocoupsation of,
injuries to, and the deatruotion o rty
cnused by actnal and necessary murv
operations are generally considered to fall
within the last mentioned principle, and if
a government makes compensation under
such circnmstances, it is & matter of bounty
rather than of strict legal right. If it be
deemed proper to make compensatipn for
such losses, | renew my recomwendation
that provision be made by general legiala-
tion {or all similar cases. .
