a course.  And as had s the “impractica-
Dles” have proven in the Democsratic coy-

In a carefully prepared article, as if fore-
secing the disastrons conssquences that
are to ensue, the Bep endeavors to excnse
the joint committees of ths Reform and
Dewoeratic parties in their rejection of
the plan of compromise submitted for
their consideration by the Libernl Repub-
lican committees.

It putin
siteple aud phin luu;:?ng(- the vital prin-
ciple for which all are contending —that
is n correction of political abosex It
very properly required that the delegates
to the Baltimore convention should in-
dorse the Cincinnati nominees ; nnd that
State officers should be selected by a new
convention mutunlly representing the pref-
erences of the three coalesping orgauiza-
tious,

The Secretary of the Treasury, in reply
to & resolution of the House, stutes that $19,-
675,357 haa been poid inte the Troasury
for of property by officers of the Navy
Dep::m. since May 30, 1865.

How old is the Reform party? The

15 in fact & sort of bestard progeny, which,
not being properly corrected and re-
strained, Las gove off into evil ways. The
Demoorutic is nn old orgunization, wo
admit, So old ns to be in ils dotage,
effete, lislpless aud obstinate. The Libe-
ral Republicaus would have infused new
vigor into it, and applied & wise and
salutary eorrective o the impmctioable
enthusissm of the Reformers,

It is a well understood fact that nnited
the Democrats and reformers do not have
on their side & majority of the people.
Ruther than sce the State going that way,
the Republican purty would unite notwith-
standing their apparently insuffsrable diti-
culties. In other wonds the Renublicans
prefer a bad Republican administration to
& worse government by Democrats.  The
Liberal Republican organization bave n
majority on their side. They are strong
enough to cammy the State against the
opposition of Democrats, Reforme:s and
Grunt Republicaus. They do not merely
hold in their hands the balanee of power,
They reprosent the strengtli of the State.
Their willinguess to coalesce with the Ra-
form and Democratic parties wes attribu-
table to ths apparent identity of purpose
with them all. It procsedsd from no con-
selousuess of inferiority in numbers. Vie-
tory sectured Ly the overwhelming odds
such a conlition would huve oceasioned,
would bave bean o political triumph calen-
Iated in itself to dnspire enthusiastme.

dent'ssdemand for a renomiustion could
have induced him to make the exposure
that he did. That it was not malignant,
is nttested by the eutive absence of this
quality from its composition and from the
nature of the speaker. If to tell the truth
is to be malignant, then the Bikle is the
most venomons volume that was ever put
into the hands of wankind. If Mr. Sam-
ner believed what he said, which no Lon-
est man doubts that he did, it was his
duty totunke the speech that ke did, and
if there wos ooy malignity m the renmeles,
they cannot be attributed to the man who
reluted the ficts, but to the facts them-
selves and to their anthor.  General Gran!
was malignant to himself in doing what
he did. If kis conduct has been such
that it caunot bear ventilation, ke is to
blame, and not the Senator who exposad
Lkim. Astothe eruelty of the arraign-
ment, that is a question of propriety,
about which wankind willdiffer. It may
have been cruel to the President to make
publie his offenses, but it wonld have Leen
A greater ernelty to the people to have left
them in iguomnce of the weakness and
wickeduess of a candidate for their favors,
If it hes come to pass that we wmiust not
disenss the mevits of our officers, the
country is likely to suffer great damage in
Ler political government. If suek n man
ns John A. Lagan ean consent to be silent
when his couvictions are strong that he
should speak, we are either very much de-
moralized or we are in 4 critical condition
in some respect that the people kuow
nothing about. Mr. Sumter only told
what ke belisved to be the truth, aud he
told it for a good purpose. That excuses
hin for all that he said. No man in his
Position can do less, and no man should be
required to do more.  If what ke said was
not true, let thass who know to the con-
trary publish the testimony to establish
the innocence of the secused. The people
constitute the jury, and they ure willing
to pass an honest jndgment on the case.
General Logan's auswer was not a defense
of the Presideut, but it was a claptrap as-
sault uwpon the prosseutor. This is a
method that shrewd lawyers adopt when
they defend wenk cases,

SINPLY EXPLANATORY.

Judge Egan yesterday called attention
to the fuct tint the Repusrrcay declared
the conference committees of the Demo-
eritic and Ref i eonventions to be =
packed body. His explanation of the
proceedings does not ineline us to a change
of opinion. .

Both Mz Willinmson and 3Mr. Hesd
were comuitted virtually to Grant as
against Greeley before the conventions ax-
senbled.

When bronght to account, too late for
remedy, Messrs, MeColl and Egan had to
admit this fact, but excnsed themselves on
the gromnd that they heard such a
rumor or report.  Why did they not give,
if they desired to Le jmpartial, all the
rumors which came to their knowledge.
Were not Mesars, Jobn Fleming and
Moses Greenwood willing to send Gov-
ernor Warmoth to the United States Sen-
ste? Did not Mr. Egan likewise so ex-
press himself? And wers not these un-
official  statoments 6s worthy to be
embodied in the gomimittee’s report as
that of some unknown individual whose
name even seews to have been forgotton
by those wio were ready emough to set
ou his alleged statements?

M. Thiers declures that he intends to re-
main ns President of France unti] Lio has
fonnded a republic. He says that he will
not resign nguin under any pressure that
the Assembly may bring against him, but
that he will hold on to his office by auy
ond every mesns that skill and talent ean
suggest or energy assert. To the Left he
will grant eompulsory education, to the
Right Ceutre ho will yield the tariff and to
the extreme Repoblicans he will even
grant 8 separation of Church and State if

o can not successfully resist it. If the
Assembly quarrels with him he will dis-
miss his mivisters. In fact, he inténds to
yield where he ¢an not defend.  As Riche-
lien said, *“Where the lion's skin falls short
the fox's skin must eke it out.” This is a
goud platform for a republican President
to oceupy, that he will contend for what
Lie thinks proper until be is defeated, and
being overcome, then yield to the unmis-
tukeble desire of the peoples The man
who ngrees to do less than this is a dema-
gogue, since he makes 8 voluntary surrcn.
der of his own convictions before they
have been demonstrated to be wrong.
Our idea is that M. Thiers should bea
willing sdvocate of the separation of the
Church from the State; bat as we are not
conversant with all the circumnstances,
pethaps M.  Thiers s  right in
his attitud= on this subjéct. At
last his opposition will prevent precipitate
action, aud perhaps this is why Le resists
the movements. Compulsory education,
such as has been suggested by the Left,
ought to be adopted in France, but L
Thiers may have suficient ressons to jus-
tify himself in attenipting to defeat its en.

gained. With a republic secnrely founded,
all the other incidents follow as & matter
of course. There ean by no opposition to
edueation, no alliance between the Church
and the State, when once the people
govern themselves and each citizen is
willing to acoept equulity and freedom of
the others. 8o that out of the tremendons
evil that the German war iuflicted on
France, a great good is likely to spring,
just as vast benefits resulted to the United
States out of the rebellion, which over-
threw slavers and made the Union insepu-
ruble.
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Mivorities are Lealthy, because they
take 30 1much exsreise themselves that
they force majorities to follow their exam-

ple. The Bourbon Demoacrats constitute
this salutary influence in  Louisinna,

Their energy is always in correspondence
with their diminutiveness. Swall bodies
