Crop Prospects in Plaquemines.
We copy the following from the Plaoue 

mines Register :
Sugar Cane — This plant, so far as we 

"have been able to learn, is doing very-well. 
We have heard the following plantations 
mentioned particularly: Magnolia and
Woodland have probably the best crops; at 
Point Celeste the cane looks well; 
Harlem is good; at Deer Range the 

t plant is doing well, but the stub­
ble is rather backward; ou Bellevue 
there is a fine crop; Belair looks well, and 
so do Monsecour, Beau Sejour, and Union 
All the other plantations iu t h e  parish are, 
we understand, doing as well as "can be ex­
pected, after the unfavorable Btart they 
had. Altogether, the prospect is encour­
aging. If the weather holds.favorable, the 
sugar planters of Plaquemines stand a fair 
chance ot realizing a handsome profit from 
this year's crop, despite the disheartening 
circumstances attending the beginning of 
the growing season.

Rice.—Growers of this grain are rejoicing 
over the prospect that they will have plenty 
of water to carry them through thisjnonth. 
which is all they want. Some of the small 
planters here, however, complain, and .with 
justice, that they have to depend entirely 
on rains for the water required to make 
their crops, because they are not allowed 
to cut the levee to get the necessary sup­
ply. Many of them offered to put in 
trunks while the levee was being built, and 
secure themselves, but were not permitted 
to do so. There can be no possible danger 
in cutting the levee at this time, and it is 
to be hoped that the company will speedily 
grant the permission asked for.

Com.—We are gatified to see that so 
much attention |ias been given to this indis­
pensable cereal this season. A much larger 
area has been planted this year than ever 
before, the planters, great and small, seem: 
ing determined to, as far as possible, avoid 
in future the expense this necessary article 
of feed for stock has heretofore entailed 
upon them. The crop is growing-vigorously, 
and that which was planted early is al­
ready in tassel. Among the larger tracts in 
this vicinity we have been particularly at­
tracted by them at Harlem, which, for tlie 
evenness of the stand., luxuriance of growth 
and deep color, can hot be excelled. Mr. 
Conrad deserves credit for the appearance 
of his corn. At Fairview, this season, no 
caue, except for seed, is being raised, and

Senator Wilson.
A Washington special to tbe St. Louis 

Democrat tells how Henry Wilson received 
the nows of his nomination for Vice Presi. 
dent:

The corridor outside the Senate reporters' 
gallery, where the office of the Western 
Union telegraph line is, was filled with 
people waiting for news. Dispatches were* 
received at short intervals, keeping them 
well informed of the progress of the Con­
vention. When the dispatch announcing 
the nomination for Vice President was re­
ceived, there was a rush into the gallery to 
see how the news was received in the Sen­
ate. Mr. Wilson was in his seat. He had 
been in-and out of the chamber frequently 
all day, now and then receiving dispatches 
and conversing with friends.

The dispatch giving the result of the bal­
lot was handed him at his desk He 
opened it carelessly, and read it without 
any signs of excitement, and then handed it 
to Mr. Howe, who was sitting beside him. 
then two or three Senators came to him 
and read the dispatch. There was no 
demonstration for a few minutes, and 
those looking on concluded the dispatch 
could not.have been the aunouucemeut of 
Ins nomination.

At this moment, Mr. Colfax, who had re­
ceived the news in his private room, came 
into the chamber, and, proceeding directly 
to Mr. Wilson’s chair, was the first one to 
grasp his hand and congratulate him on his 
nomination, and there were - some signs of 
applause in the gallery. After this, Mr. 
Wilson received many warm congratula­
tions.

The result is well received here. It can 
not be said that there was any partisan 
feeling for either, but expressions have in­
dicated, for several days, a strong under­
current for Mr. Wilson. He will bave no 
stronger supporter during the canvass than 
Mr. Colfax. Mr. Colfax is disappointed, 
but bears it without any demonstration.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives.of the State' 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That for the purpose of carrying into 
effect the provisions of this act, "the Gov­
ernor is hereby authorized to appoint a 
board of commissioners, consisting of three 
persons, residents of the parish ot Iberia, 
who shall be known as drainage commis­
sioners for said parish.

Sec. 2. Beit further enacted, etc.. That 
the said board of commissioners are hereby 
invested with all the rights and powers 
necessary to thoroughly'complete the drain­
age of the Grand Marie, in said parish of 
Iberia, and to that end shall have the right, 
at all times, of entering on the lands cov­
ered by said Grand Marie, and such lands 
as may be necessary to furnish proper drain­
age of the lands to be reclaimed, and of 
placing thereon machinery, and of freelv

of commissioners, is subjected to a first 
mortgage lien and privilege in favor of said 
board of commissioners ter such anjount as 
may be assessed upon such property tor its 
proportion of the costs of draining said 
Grand Marie, and interest thereon at eight 
per cent per annum from demand thereof; 
the decree of the district court shall be- re 
corded in the office of the recorder of mort­
gages in said parish, and a certified copy of 
the-aforesaid plan shall be deposited in said 
office for the' information of the recorder. 
Said recorder shall be entitled to ten dollars 
for the recording of Said decree and the 
deposit of -said plan; and in ease he 
be required by said board of com 
missionera to reeord the said decree 
in the name of.any or all of the proprietors 
of real property designated on said plan, 
he shall he entitled to receive fifty cents 
for such special recording;, and whenever
