An act to create an additional land district 

in the State of Minnesota.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
President of the United States be, and he 
is hereby, authorized to establish an addi • 
tionai land district in the State of Minne­
sota, embracing all that part of the present 
Alexandria land district which lies north of 
township number one hundred and thirty- 
six north, and west of range number thirty- 
five west of the fifth principal meridian, 
and to fix from time to time the boundaries 
of thereof, which district 6hall be named 
after the place at which the office shall first 
l>e establishes; and the President shall 
have power to fix from time to time the lo­
cation of the offioe for such district.

Sec. 2. That the President is herebv author­
ized to appoint, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, a register and receiver 
for said land district, who shall be required 
to reside at the site of the land office for 
flaid district, who shall be subject to the 
same laws and responsibilities, and whose 
compensation, respectively, shall be the 
same as that now allowed by law to other 
land officers in said State.

That the President shall appoint, 
by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate, or in the recess of the Senate, a 
register and aTeeeiver of public moneys for 
said district, and said officers shall reside in 
the place where said land office is located, 
and shall have the same powers and receive 
the same emoluments as the same officers 
now receive in the other land districts in 
eaid State.

United States courts in tlie northern dis­
trict of Illinois.
Be it enacted by the Senate of House of 

Representatives of the . United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That in 
proceedings to restore the records of the 
circuit and district courts of the northern 
district of Illinois, destroyed by fire on the 
ninth of October, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-one, under the . act of March third, 
eighteen hundred and 6eventy-one, entitled 
“An act relating to records of the courts of 
the United States,” the notice required by 
said act may be served upon any non-rest-, 
dent of said district anywhere within the 
jurisdiction of the United States, or in. Sny 
foreign country, the proof of the service of 
such notice, if made in a foreign country, 
to lie certified by a minister or consul of the 
United States in such country, under his 
official seal.

Sec. 2. That a certified copy of the official 
return of the district attorney, clerk of the 
circuit or district court, or the marshal of 
the northern district of Illinois, made in 
pursuance of law, and on file in the De­
partment of Justice, relating to any cause 
in either of eaid courts to which the United 
States was a party, the record of which was 
destroyed in said fire, may be tiled in tlie 
court to which it appertains, and shall have 
the same force and effect as if it were an 
original return made to said court, and. in 
anv case in’which the names of the.parties, 
and the date and amount of the judgment 
or decree shall appear from such returns, 
it shall be lawful for the court in which 
they are filed to issue the necessary process 
to enforce such decree or judgment in the 
same manner as if the original record was 
before said court.

Sec. 3. That it shall be the duty of the 
district attorney for the northern district of 
Illinois to take such steps as may be neces­
sary to restore the records and files ot the 
circuit and district courts of said district 
which were destroyed by tire on the ninth 
of October, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
on#, and in which the I  nited States is in­
terested, so far as the judges of said courts, 
respectively, shall deem it essential to the 
interests of the United States that said 
records and files be restored;, and the,judges 
of said courts, respectively, are authorized 
to direct such stepe to be taken as, in their 
opinion, shall be deemed advisable 
to restore the judgment dockets ana 
indices of said. courts, and, tor that 
purpose, may direct the performance, 
by the clerks of said courts, and 
bv the United States attorney For Raul dis­
trict,- of anv duty incident thereto, and 
said clerks and said district attorney shall 
be allowed such compensation and dis­
bursements for services rendered under 
this section in cases where no compensation 
is now provided by law for such services)

bridge be less than two hundred and fifty 
feet in length, and the piers of said bridge 
shall be parallel with the current of the 
liver, and the main span shall he over the 
main channel of the river, and not 
less than three hundred feet in length ;

side of the central or pivot pier ot the draw; 
and the next adjoining spans to the draw 
shall not be less than two hundred and fifty 
feet; and said spans shall not be less than 
thirty teet above low-water mark, and not 
less than ten feet above extreme high-water 
mark, measuring to the bottom chord of the 
bridge; and the piers of said bridge shall be 
paraded with the current of the river, 
where said bridge may be erected: And pro­
vided also, That said draw shall be opened 
promptly, upen reasonable signal, for the 
passage ot boats.

Sec. 3. That any bridge constructed un­
der this act, and according to its limita­
tions, shall be a lawful structure, and shall 
be known and recognized as a post-route, 
upon which, also, no nigher charge shall be 
made for the transmission over the Barne of 
the mails, the troops and the munitions of 
war of the United States than the rate per 
mile paid for their transportation over the 
railroads public highways leading to the 
said bridge, and the United States shall 
have the right of way lor postal telegraph 
purposes across said bridge.

Sec. 4. (That all railway companies de­
siring to use the said bridge shall have and 
be entitled to equal rights and privileges 
in the passage of the same, and in the use 
of the machinery and fixtures thereof, and 
of all the approaches thereto, under and 
upon such terms and conditions as shall be 
prescribed by the Secretary of War, upon 
hearing the allegations find proofs of the 
parties in case they shall not agree.

Sec. 5, That the structure herein author­
ized shall be built and located under and 
subject to such regulations for the security 
of navigation of said river as the Secretary 
of War shall prescribe, and the said struc­
ture shall be at all times so kept and man­
aged as to offer reasonable and proper 
means for the passage of vessels through or 
under said structure; and the said struc­
ture shall be changed at the cost and 
expense of the owners thereof, from time to 
time as Congress may direct, so as to pre­
serve the free and convenient navigation of 
said river.

That the Muscatine Western Rail­
road Company, or their assigns, a corpora­
tion existing under the laws of the State of 
Iowa, be, and is hereby, authorized to con­
struct and maintain a bridge aeross the 
Mississippi river at the city of Muscatine, 
in the State-of Iowa. The bridge authorized 
to lie built by this section is hereby d'eelared 
to be a post-route, and shall have all the 
privileges, and is subject to all the terms, 
restrictions and requirements contained in 
the foregoing sections of this act.

Sec. 7. That a bridge mav be constructed 
and maintained across the Mississippi river, 
at any point they may select, between the 
counties of Carroll and Whitesides, in the 
State of Illinois, and the counties t>f Jackson 
and Clinton, in the State of Iowa, either by 
the Western Union Railroad Company or 
the Sabula, Ackley, and Dakota Railroad 
Companv, or both of them, or by either or 
both of" their successors or assigns, or by 
any person, company, or corporation hay­
ing authority from the States of Illinois 
and Iowa. The bridge authorized to be 
built, bv this section is hereby declared to 
be a post route, and has all the privileges, 
and is subject to all the terms, restrictions, 
and requirements contained in the forego­
ing sections of this aot.

Sec. 8. That a bridge may be construct­
ed and maintained across the Mississippi 
river, at any point they may select, between 
the county of La Crosse, in the State of 
Wisconsin", and the county of Houston, in 
the State of Minnesota, by the Milwaukee 
and gaint Paul Railway Company, their 
successors or assigns, or by any person, 
company, or corporation having authority 
from the States of Wisconsin and Minneso­
ta. The bridge authorized to be built by 
this section is hereby declared to be a post­
route, and has all the privileges, and is sub­
ject To all the terms, restrictions, and re­
quirements contained in the foregoing sec­
tions of this act.

making appropriations for completing the 
defenses of Washington, and for other pur­
poses,” approved February thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, and every 
seatuan, marine, and officer who has served 
in the navy of the United States, or in the 
marine corps, during the rebellion, for 
ninety days, and who was honorably dis­
charged, and has remained loyal to the gov­
ernment, shall, on compliance with the pro­
visions of an act entitled "An act to secure 
homesteads to actual settlers on the public 
domain,” and the acts amendatory thereof, 
as here Shatter modified, be entitled to enter 
upon and receive patents for a quantity of 
publie lands (not mineral) not exceeding 
one hundred and sixty acres, or one quarter 
section, to be taken in compact form ae- 
ebrding to legal subdivisions, including 
the alternate reserved sections of public 
lands along the line of any railroad 
or other public vtork, not otherwise re­

acres.

Sec. 3. That in case of the death of any 
person who would be entitled to a homestead 
under the provisions of the first section of 
this act his widow, if unmarried, Or in case 
of her death or marriage, then his minor 
orphan children, by a guardian duly ap­
pointed and officially accredited at the De­
partment of the Interior, shall be entitled 
to all the benefits enumerated in tins act, 
subject to all the provisions as to settle­
ment and improvements therein contained:

lent, to all intents and purposes, to a resi­
dence for the same length of time upon the

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Secretary of the Navy be' and he hereby is 
authorized and directed to pay, out of 
money herbafter to be appropriated, to Rear 
Admiral John A. Winslow, and the officers 
and crew belonging to the United States 
steamer “Kearsarge” while engaged in the 
capture and destruction of the vessel called 
the “Alabama,” on the nineteenth day of 
Jana, eighteen hundred and sixty tour, the 
sum of one hundred and ninety thousand 
dollars, the same being the estimated value 
thereof, to be distributed to the officers 
and crew attached to the “Kearsage” at 
the date above named according to the pay 
roll of the shin at the time, and to be in 
lieu of the bounty authorized by the 
eleventh section of the aot of June thir­
tieth, eighteen hundred and sixty four, en­
titled “ An act to regulate prize proceed­

and sixtv-onc, into aay regiment, company, 
or battery, which was accepted by the War 
Department under such proclamation and 
orders, shall be paid the full bounty of one 
hundred dollars, under and by virtue of the 
said proclamation and orders of the War 
Department, in force at the time ot such 
enlishment and prior to July twenty-second,

That the same has not already been paid.

An act to create the Linkton land district, 

in the State of.Oregon.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
Aitierica in Congress assembled, That al! 
that portion of the State of Oregon lying 
south of the fourth standard parallel south 
of the base line, between townships eight­
een and nineteen south, and east of the 
meridian line between ranges five and six 
in said State, shall constitute an additional 
land district, to be called the Linkton dis­
trict; and the office ol said district shall be 
located at Linkville, subject to be changed 
by the President of the L nited States as the 
public interests may require.

Sec. 2. That the President be, and he i 
hereby, authorized to appoint, in accordance 
with existing laws authorizing appoint­
ments to office, a register and receiver for 
the district hereby created, who shall each 
be required to reside at the site of the office 
for said district, have the same pq wers, re­

sponsibilities and emoluments, and be sub­
ject to the same acts and penalties which 
aye or may be prescribed by law in relation 
to other land officers of the United. States 
for the State>f Oregon.

Sec. 3. That all sales and locations made 
at the offices of the district in which the 
lands embraced in this district have hither­
to been included, situate within the limits 
of this district, which shall be valid and 
right in other respects up to the day on 
which the new office shall goinro operation, 
be, and the same are hereby, confirmed.

[General Nature—No. 50.]
An act relating to proposals and contracts

for transportation oi the mails, and for
other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That any 
person or persons bidding for the trans­
portation of the mails upon any route which 
may be advertised to be let, and receiving 
an award of the oontract for suoh service, 
who shall wrongfully refuse or fail to enter 
into contract with the Postmaster General, 
in due form, and perform the service 
described in his or their bid or proposal, 
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and, on conviction thereof, be punished by 
a fine not exceeding five thousand dollars, 
and by imprisonment for a term not exceed­
ing twelve months.

Sec. 2. That each bid for carrying the 
mail shall hereafter have affixed to it 
the oath of the bidder, taken before an offi­
cer qualified to administer oaths, that he has 
the ability pecuniarily to fulfill his obliga­
tions, and that the "bid is made in good 
iaith and with the intention to enter into 
contract and perform the service, in ease 
his bid shall be accepted; and that the sig­
natures of his guarantors are genuine, and 
that he believes said guarantors pecuniarily 
responsible for and able to pay all damages 
the I'nited States shall suffer by reason of 
the bidder failing to perforin his obligations 
as such bidder.

Sec. 3. That any postmaster or other offi­
cer of the Postoffice Department who shall 
affix his signature to the certificate of suffi­
ciency of guarantors or sureties before the 
guaranty or contract is signed by the 
guarantors or sureties, or shall knowingly 
make any false or illusory certificate, shall 
he forthwith dismissed from office, and shall 
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
shall, on conviction thereof, be punished 
by a fine not exceeding one thousand dol­
lars, or by imprisonment not exceeding one 
year, or both.

Sec. 4. That no bidder far carrying the 
mails shall be released from his obligation 
under his bid or proposal, notwithstanding 
an award made to a lower bidder, until a 
contract Jor the designated service shall 
have been duly executed by such lower bid­
der and his sureties, and accepted, and the 
service entered upon by the contractor to 
the satisfaction of the Postmaster Gen­
eral.

Sec. 5. That alter any regular bidder or 
contractor for the' transportation of the 
mail upon any route shall have failed to en- 
terinto contract,and commence the perform­
ance thereof as herein provided, the Post­
master General shall proceed to contract 
with the next lowest bidder for such ser­
vice, who will enter into a contract and per­
form the same, unless the Postmaster Gen­
eral shall consider such bid too high; in 
which case he shall re-advertise such ser­
vice. And in all cases of regular contracts 
hereafter made, the contract may, in the 
discretion of the Postmaster General, be 
continued in force beyond its express terms 
for a period not exceeding six months, until 
a new contract with the same or other con­
tractors shall be made by the Postmaster 
General.

Sec. 6. That hereafter all bidders upon 
every mail route for the transportation of' 
the mails upon the same, where the annual 
compensation for the service on such route 
at the time exceeds the sum of five thou­
sand dollars, shall accompany -their bids 
with a certified cheek or dratt, payable to 
the order, of the Postmaster Gen­
eral, upon some solvent national 
bank, which check or draft shall not .be less 
than five per centum on the amount of the 
annual pay on said route at the time such 
bid is made, and in case of new service, not 
less than five per centum of the amount of 
one year’s pay proposed in such bid, if the 
bid exceed five thousand dollars per an­
num. In case any bidder, on being awarded 
any such contract, shall fail to execute the. 
same with, good and sufficient sureties, 
according to the terms on which such bid 
was made and accepted, and enter upon 
the performance of the service to the satis­
faction of the Postmaster.General, such bid­
der shall forfeit the amount so deposited to 
tbe United States, and the same shall forth­
with he paid into the treasury for the use of 
the Postoffice Department; but if such con­
tract shall be duly executed and the service 
entered upon as aforesaid, such draft or 
check so deposited shall he returned to the 
bidder.

Sec. 7. That in case of the sickness, or un­
avoidable absence from bis office, of the 
jostmaster of any money-order poatoffice, 
ie may, with the approval of the Postmas­
ter General, authorize the chief clerk, or 
some other clerk employed therein, to act 
in his place, and to discharge all the duties 
required by law ot such postmaster; pro­
vided, that" the official bond given by tbe 
principal of tbe office shall be held to cover 
and apply to the acts of the person ap­
pointed to act in his place in such eases; 
and provided, further, that such acting offi­

That the Postmaster General is 
hereby authorized to cause to be placed to 
the credit of the Treasurer of the United 
States, for the service af the Postoffiee De­
partment, the net proceeds of the money- 
order business; and that the receipts of the 
Postoffiee Department, derived from this 
source, during each quarter,' shall be en­
tered by the Auditor of the Treasury for 
tlie Postoffiee Department, in the accounts 
of said Department, under the head ol 
“Revenue from money order business.”

Order of the Bath, and her envoy extraor­
dinary and minister plenipotentiary to the 
United States of America, who have agreed 
as follows:
