NATIONAL AND STATE REFORM

CONVENTION OF THE PEOPLE

THREE CONSERVATIVE COMMITTEES

Address to the People of the State of Louisiana: 
The two conventions recently assembled 

in this city having failed to meet the re­
quirements the emergency demanded, we, 
the undersigned committees, have deter­
mined to appeal to the people of Louisiana 
with a view of uniting all of the conser va- 
tive political elements in the State, irre­
spective of party and past political differ­
ences, in order that we may present an un­
divided front to ultra-Radicalism.

The action of the convention could not 
have been expected to reflect the public 
sentiment, or to be equal to the occasion, 
selected as its members were, four months 
previous to its meeting, and under a very 
different state of circumstances. It was 
anterior to the Cincinnati movement, which 
then was but faintly muttering the thun­
ders of that storm that now rages through­
out the entire land. Since then, a political 
earthquake has occurred, disrupting parties 
and creating a chasm broad and deep be­
tween the* followers of Cincinnati and the 
friends of the national administration.

Such is the national outlook to-day. To 
say that in such a conflict Louisianians 
shall be idle spectators is an insalt to their 
understanding and patriotism. In the great 
contest which now rages over the whole 
country, between honesty, liberty and con­
stitutional government on the one side, 
and vice, despotism and imperialism on 
the other, there can and will be no such 
thing as neutrality. The people of Louis­
iana will array themselves on the one aide 
or the other. National and State reform 
are one and inseparable. They can not be 
disconnected ; it is folly and political sui­
cide to seek to separate them.

When the Democratic and Reform com­
mittees undertook to repudiate the proposed 
fusion of all the elements of national and 
State reform, in one general convention, to 
nominate State, electoral and congressional 
tickets, they perpetrated an act which, if 
countenanced by the people of the State, 
protracts indefinitely onr present miseries, 
insures the reinstallatioc of dishonesty, 
corruption and prodigality in our State 
Legislature for the next four years, and 
gives the State irrevocably to Grant.

It is against this action of the conven­
tions that we protest, and we appeal to the 
people to rally, and, discarding all consid­
erations of individuals, of party prejudice 
and prestige, all past feuds and divisions, 
to unite in an organization which alone can 
save the nation from rkin, and the people 
from the overthrow of their constitutional 
liberty.

It i3 therefore ordered by the undersigned 
executive committees that a convention of 
delegates, on a basis of a duplicate of the 
present representation in the House of Rep­
resentatives of the General Assembly of 
Louisiana, shall be elected by the di fferent 
parishes and districts of the city of New Or­
leans, to meet at the city of New Orleans on 
the first Monday of August next, for the 
purpose of! a thorough organization of all 
who conciir in these views, sentimen ts and 
objects  ̂and of nominating an elec toral, 
State and congressional ticket, under the 
banner of national and State reform, and 
the leadership of Greeley and Brown.

H o o k er on Scburz .
[From the St. Louis Republican. ̂

W ashington. June 7.—So much has been 
said lately regarding the statement alleged 
to have been made by General Hooker at San 
Francisco injurious to the military reputa­
tion of Senator Schurz and others, it is but 
proper to make the following extracts from 
a letter written to the latter by General 
Hooker, from Detroit, dated June 2, 1867, 
in reply to an inquiry:

“ I have not mv Wauhatcbie report to re­
fer to. but I recollect distinctly that it was 
intended to censure Howard more than 
vourself, for when your column left me 
Howard was with you, and that was the' 
reason, in part, that I did not go to the re­
lief of Geary with it, and I was very much 
surprised to learn afterward that he started 
off on his own hook to find him. when he 
could he of no earthly use to him, even if 
he succeeded, without troops. In Howard’s 
report it is stated that the column was 
checked in its advance by low, wet ground. 
I do not know that you referred to it at 
all, and what you call the severe 
part of my report I think relates to 
this. I always felt that you had made a 
mistake in assuming what was intended lor 
some one else: but I do not know that it 
made any difference with anybody, if I did 
state it, and pardon me if I state that, in 
my opinion, you have attached too much 
importance to it. If you had no oppor­
tunity to set yourselt right by your subse­
quent service, it certainly could not be my 
fault. You left the army of your own ac­
cord—not by my request or desire. The 
politicians have blamed you for the conduct 
of the eleventh corps at Chancellorsville; 
but you have never heard of my doing it. I 
always blamed Howard for that, for he was 
in command.

From the foregoing it is plain that Gen­
eral Hooker did not say the words at­
tributed to him iir San Francisco.

The three-column paragraphs of the At­
lanta, Georgia, Sun leave the benighted 
reader still in doubt whether the Very Hon. 
A. H. Stephens would, in any event, sup­
port Grant or Greeley as a desirable alter­
native; and, meanwhile, all Georgia is wait­
ing for the verdict. The Chattanooga 
Herald says:

The press of Georgia is overwhelmed with 
a superstitious reverence for Aleck Ste­
phens. Privately, many of them are willing 
to concede that he is a superannuated old 
idiot and a regular nuisance; but, if one of 
them were to express himself to that effect, 
it would be considered as a greater crime 
than to speak disrespectfully of the equator.

A mammoth diving bell is being con 
structed in San Francisco, with which it is 
intended to prospect the reported golden 
sands on the northern coast of California. 
Several attempts have been made to mine 
this locality, which is now below low-water 
mark, in the black sand of the seashore; 
hut the shortness of the time allowed the 
miners between the ebb and flow of the 
tides, and the great distance over which the 
auriferous sand had to be conveyed, have 
hitherto deterred speculators from entering 
into any scheme for obtaining the precious 
metal from this source. It is estimated 
that under the new plan a hundred tons an 
hour can be raised.

What has become of the Puritan spirit in 
Connecticut 1 The Willimantic Journal 
says: “While pious fathers and mothers are 
attending divine worship, their sons may 
be seen almost any Sunday, with fighting, 
cocks under their arms, steering for the 
woods, where, with other lads, they glory 
in the pluck of their respective ‘ game,’ 
while feathers, eyes and blood are sacri­
ficed in every combat.”

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CONGRESS.
The (steam boat Bill F ailed—N avigation 

L aw s U nchanged.
W ashington. June 11.—In the Senate 

yesterday Mr. Blair moved to take up the 
report of the committee of conference on 
the steamboat bill.

Mr. Conkling gave notice that if the bill 
should be taken up he would speak at least 
two hours against it.

Messrs. Blair and Morton urged the im­
portance of passing the bill this session. 
The motion to take it up was lost—yeas 23, 
nays 25; and so the steamboat bill failed in 
the Senate.

A failure in the House of the bill allowing 
tng and freight boats to carry additional 
steam, was reported yesterday. The navi­
gation laws, therefore, remain unchanged.

The House Committee on Pacific Railroads 
made a report yesterday under the resolu­
tion of February 13 to investigate and re-
Sort upon the actual condition of the 
■ orthern Pacific Railroad Company. The 

statement is voluminous, embracing all the 
evidence advanced before the committee. 
The following is a brief synopsis:

There were no charges of any kind what­
ever against the management'of the com­
pany, and in order to meet the suggestions 
made in any communications and referred to 
the committee or any of its members, as well 
as questions of a general character, the 
committee put interrogatories to the com­
pany, which were answered under oath. 
The* range of the inquiry was designed to 
cover the actual condition of the Northern 
Pacific Railroad Companv, and to be ex­
haustive. The evidence snows that no di­
rector, officer or engineer of the company 
is pecuniarily interested in the construction 
of the road.

Thus far the road has been constructed 
by contractors, to whom the work was pub­
licly let after competitive bidding, and the 
cleanness of the directors and management 
of the Northern Pacific Railroad Company 
in this regard extends to the administra­
tion of its lands. Not a rod of the land 
grant given to the company has been sold, 
given or promise a to a director, or any ex­
ecutive officer. In like manner it is shown 
that no director, nor any other officer of 
the company, is or has been beneficially in­
terested in the purchase of iron equipment 
for the road. The construction of the road 
has progressed as rapidly as prudent finan­
cial management ana the permanent inter­
est of the work permitted.

The work throughout is shown to be of 
the best quality; the iron used is all of 
American manufacture, from American 
ores There will be in operation at the end 
of this year 517 miles of the main road. 
Surveys'of the best lines across the conti­
nent have been made, exclusive of that now 
completed. There is under construction, 
east and west of the Rocky mountains, 
equal to 1031 miles of road. The company 
has examined, platted and classified, of its 
lands in Minnesota and Washington Terri­
tory, 1,578,000 acres. Four million two hun­
dred and forty-one thousand and six hun­
dred dollars worth of stock has been issued, 
representing 42,416 shares, held by 174 dif­
ferent share-owners, whose names are given.

The committee find that the company 
offers to its bondholders several elements 
of security, and they recite these, con­
cluding* by the statement that from recent 
thorough and careful surveys leave no 
room for doubt that the company’s lands— 
agricultural, mineral and timber—are of 
excellent average quality, and with the 
road built through them," they will possess 
a cash value which will surely provide for 
the payment of the bonds for which they 
are now mortgaged.

The 
Senate took no action on these nomina­
tions.

June 6, 1872. J

The attention of all parties interested is 
particularly directed to the following pro­
visions of an act making appropriations to 
supply deficiencies in the appropriation for 
the service of the government for the fiscal 
year ending June 30, 1872, and for the for­
mer year, and other purposes, approved 
May 18,1872, and the regulations for carry­
ing" the same into effect:

Section five provides that the Secretary 
of the Treasury is hereby authorized and 
directed to pay to the lawful owners, or 
their legal representatives, of all cot­
ton seized after the thirtieth of 
June, 1865, by the agents of the 
government unlawfully and in violation of 
their instructions, the "net proceeds without 
interest, of the sales of said cotton actually 
paid into the treasury of the United States; 
provided that the receipt thereof shall be 
taken and received in full satisfaction of all 
claims against the United States for, or on 
account of the seizure of said cotton, and a 
sufficient sum for such payment is hereby 
appropriated out of any money in the treas­
ury now not otherwise appropriated; and 
provided further, that the foregoing provi­
sions shall not apply to any claim now 
pending before the Court of Claims, nor to 
any claim not filed in the Treasury Depart­

ment within six months after the passage 
of this act; and the sum of $20,000 is here­
by-appropriated for the payment of the 
necessary expenses of defending the United 
States in respect to claims for the said pro­
ceeds, to be expended under the direction 
of the Secretary of the Treasury.

The following rules and regulations, con-* 
ceming claims for the proceeds of certain 
cotton under the foregoing provisions of 
law, are hereby established:

First—Every claim shall be stated in a 
petition, addressed to the Secretary of the 
Treasury, signed and duly verified bv the 
oath or affirmation of the claimant or claim­
ants.

Second—The petition must state, first, the 
full names of all the claimants; their pres­
ent residence, and their residence when 
their cotton was seized; who were the ori­
ginal and subsequent owners of the cotton; 
who now are legally entitled to the pro­
ceeds thereof or interested therein, and 
when and upon what condition the title 
successively passed.

Third—The quantity of cotton alleged to 
have been seized or taken in bales and 
pounds, the kind and quality, and the 
names, marks, signs or devices upon the 
bales the time of such seizure. The 
name or names of the person or persons by 
whom the seizure was made, and whether 
they were agents or officers of the govern­
ment. The data and place of the seizure, 
and to what places conveyed or transport­
ed, and all other material circumstances 
connected with the seizure and disposition 
of the cotton, with as much particularity 
and exactness as can be done, and if any 
vouchers, reeeipt or other writing was given 
therefor by the person taking the same, it 
should be attached to the petition.

Fourth.—Whether the claim has been 
heretofore presented to any officer, agent or 
department of the government, or to Con­
gress, or to any committee thereof, and 
what decision or action, if any, has been 
had in regard to the same.
In setting fo* th t >e facts in the petition, the 

claimant must always distinguish between 
those which he states of his own knowledge 
and those upon information and belief. 
He must say as to the first that he avers 
them of his own knowledge, and as to the 
last that he states them upon information 
aud belief. -

There must be appended to the petition 
the postoffice address of the claimants, and 
be represented by an attorney and proper 
letter of attorney or other sufficient evi­
dence of authority must be filed therewith. 
% Fifth—When the olaim is brought by a 

guardian, executor or other legal represen­
tative, the appointment of a representa­
tive, or a copy of the letters testamentary, 
or of administration granted to snch repre­
sentative duly authenticated, must be filed 
with the petition.

Sixth—Each material averment of the 
petition should be corroborated by at least 
two creditable and disinterested witnesses, 
and their sworn statements should be filed 
with the petition, or as soon thereafter as 
possible.

Seventh—The claimant, upon completing 
the proofs relied on to sustain his claim, 
should so notify the Secretary of the Treas­
ury iu writing, and, after the expiration of 
six months allowed by the act of Congress 
for filing claims, the cases will be taken uo 
and disposed of in the order in which such 
notifications have been received, unless fur­
ther delay is asked for by the claimant or 
demanded by the public interest.

United S ta te s  and C anada Boundary L in e -

•L ondon. June 11.—Captain Cameron is 
gazetted as the survoyor of the boundary 
line between the United States and Canada, 
through the lakes, forests and the Rocky 
Mountains.

In the House of Commons to-day Mr. 
Gladstone made a statement of the present 
condition of the Alabama negotiations. 
The main point was that a proposition had 
been made to the United States for post­
ponement of the meeting of the board of 
arbitration at Geneva for eight months. 
This information had already been antici­
pated - by late cable dispatches to the 
English press from America, which stated 
that the letter of Earl Granville making the 
proposition had been published there in 
full. '

Mi. Osborne asked whether the dispatch 
purporting to be from Earl Granville, pro-
Easmg adjournment of the Geneva tri- 

unal, was genuine. If so, he considered 
it humiliating and undignified.

Mr. Gladstone replied that the dispatch 
was genuine, and defended the proposition 
it contained as honorable to both countries.

Mr. Disraeli strongly opposed leaving the 
question open for eight months, particularly 
while a heated Presidential contest was in 
progress in the United States. This coun­
try had been kept too long in the dark. He 
believed the policy of the government 
would end in disaster and disgrace.

Messrs. Gordon and Bentwick, I,nrd Yar­
mouth, Sir G. S. Jenkinson, Air. Watuey 
and others, severely criticised the govern­
ment. expressing a want of confidence in 
its future proceedings.

Mr. Gladstone defended the action of the 
government at great length, and closed 
with the declaration that it would be crime 
to deviate a hail’s breadth from the original 
position.

In the House of Lords Earl Granville 
made his statement. He said that on Sat­
urday last it became clear that the British 
and American governments would fail, for 
want of time, to come to an agreement with 
i regard to the' supplemental article. The 
difficulty between them related solely 
to the bearing its conditions were to 
have in future. Americans considered 
the English objections hypocritical. We 
had consented to the idea of the adjourn 
ment of the Geneva board to give time for 
the removal of difficulties. To morrow the 
British agent and representatives would 
start for Geneva, for it would be Signified 
and courteous to appear before the arbi­
trators, whatever circumstances might be. 
Decisive instructions and full poweps had 
been given them.

The London papers of this morning com­
ment at length on the boat race of yester­
day, and, in some, instances, with severity 
toward the Atalanta crew. The Times 
says the Americans have not yet acquired 
the true style of rowing. It hopes they 
will learn it, and then put English oarsmen 
to a severer test than that of yesterday.

The Post says the result shows that there 
is nothing in rowing to learn from Ameri­
cans, who, in the preparations for the race, 
had everything their own way.

The Telegraph looks upon the race as an 
illustration of English national energy.

The Standard says a more hollow affair 
was never witnessed, and that the Ameri­
can crew is not good enough to win an or- 
dinarv country regatta.

L isbon, June 11.—The steamship Dours 
arrived from Rio Janeiro, May 23.

The Brazilian Chambers had been dis­
solved, but were convoked again for the 
first of December. .

Senor Riberero Luz had been appointed 
Alinister of the Interior.

P aris, June 10.—In the National Assem­
bly this afternoon there was an animated 
discussion over the amendment to the army 
bill reducing the- term of military service 
from five to four years.

President Thiers emphatically declined 
further responsibility for the army if the 
amendment was adopted. It was finally 
rejected by 59 to 495.

Berlin , June 11.—-The Prussian Cross 
Gazette announces that the Emperor of Aus­
tria visits Berlin next September.

Caracas, May 23, via Havana, June 11.— 
The revolution is at end. After defeat at 
Tunaquilla, Salazan fled, but was pursued 
and captured by General Cortina. He was 
tried by a eourtmartial composed of twen­
ty-three officers, and was sentenced to be

executed on the seventeenth of June in the 
presence of the w hole army.

A few insignificant bands of revolution­
ists remain in the mountains. t

P ort-au P rince, June 1.—The United 
States steamship Nipsic arrived here to-day, 
and reported that the American govern­
ment claims $20,000 damages arising out of 
the difficulty between its consul at St. Marc 
and the native government.

The government is concentrating troops 
at Cape Havtien, fearing another attack 
from the San"Domingo frontier.

It is rumored that Hayti has declared 
war against Baez, who is accused of being 
the instigator of the invasion of Haytien j 
territory.

San Domingo, May 30.—President Baez 
is arming all his available forces and send­
ing them to the Haytien frontier. A rumor 
Is current here that the Havtiens intend an 
early invasion of the republic.

H avana. June 11.—Tne Diaro says that 
Quesada has offered the steamer Virginia* 
to the Venezuelan government for $42,000.
Die Spanish steamer Pizarrc has arrived at 
Puerto Caballo, but neither the Pizarro 
nor Arapites could get sufficiently near the 
Virginius to carry out certain determined 
orders which they have received, their 
draft being too great. It is rumored that 
Quesada intended to pay his debts with the 
proceeds ot the sale oi' the Virginius aud 
go to Europe.
