livery, within tlie collection district of New 
Orleans; and there shall be appointed a 
deputy collector of customs, to reside at 
said port, who shall reoeive a salary, to be 
determined by the Secretary of the Treas­
ury, not exceeding fifteen hundred dollars 
per annum.

Ac act making appropriations to supply a 

deficiency in the appropriations for sala­
ries and contingent expenses of the Post 
Office Department for the current fiscal 
year.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives ot the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
following sums are hereby appropriated, 
out of any money in the treasury not other­
wise appropriated, to supply the deficiency 
in the appropriations for the service of the 
Post Office Department for the present fiscal 
year, viz:

For salaries, eleven thousand four hun­
dred and eighty-three dollars and twenty- 
five cents.

For contingent expenses, twelve thousand 
two hundred and sixty-eight dollars and 
twenty-six cents.

[G eneral Nature—No. 27.]
An act to create an additional land district

in the State of Minnesota.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
President of the United States be, and he 
is hereby, authorized to establish an a<ldi 
tional land district in the State of Minne­
sota, embracing all that part of the present 
Alexandria land district which lies north of 
township number one hundred and thirty- 
six north, and west of range number thirty- 
five west of the fifth principal meridian, 
and to fix from time to time the boundaries 
of thereof, which district shall be named 
after the place at which the office shall first 
be established; and the -President shall 
have power to fix from time to time the lo­
cation of the office for such district.

Sec. 2. That the President is herebv author­
ized to apppint, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, a register and receiver 
for said land district, who shall be required 
to reside at the site of the land office for 
said district, who shall be subject to the 
same laws and responsibilities, and whose 

’compensation, respectivelv, shall be the 
same as that now allowed by law to other 
land officers in said State.

Approved March 12, 1872.

[G eneral Nature—No. 26.]
An act to create an additional land dis­

trict in the State of Nevada.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
that portion of the State of Nevada, em­
braced in the following described limits, to 
wit: commencing at the corner common to 
townships twenty-four and twenty-five 
north, range forty-four and forty-five east, 
Mount Diable base and meridian; thence 
running due east to the eastern boundary 
line of the State of Nevada; theDce north 
on said eastern boundary of said State to 
the north boundary of said State; thence 
west on said north boundary of said State 
to the eastern boundary of the Carson land 
district; thence south' along said eastern 
boundary of the Carson land district to the 
place of beginning, shall constitute a separ­
ate land district, to be called the Elko land 
district, the office of which shall be located 
at Elko, in Elko county, State of Nevada; 
which location may be changed by the 
President of the United States from time to 
time as the public interest may require.

Sec. 2. That the President shall appoint, 
by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate, or in the recess of the Senate-, a 
register and a receiver of public moneys for 
said district, and said officers shall reside in 
the place where said land office is located, 
and shall have the same powers and receive 
the same emoluments as the same officers 
cow receive in the other land districts in 
said State.

An act to restore the records of the 

United States courts in the northern dis­
trict of Illinois.
Be it enacted by the Senate of House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That in 
proceedings to restore the records ot the 
circ uit and district courts of the northern 
district of Illinois, destroyed by fire on the 
ninth of October, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-one, under the act of March third, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, entitled 
‘ An act relating to records of the courts of 
the United States,” the notice required by 
said act may be served upon any non-resi­
dent of said district anywhere within the 
jurisdiction of the United States, or in any 
foreign country, the proof of the service of 
such notice, if made in a foreign country, 
to be certified by a minister or consul of the 
United States in such country, under his 
official seal.

Sec. 2. That a certified copy of the official 
return of the district attorney, clerk of the 
circuit or district court, or the marshal of 
the northern district of Illinois, made in 
pursuance of law, and on file in the De­
partment of Justice, relating to any cause 
in either of said courts to which the United 
States was a party, the record of which was 
destroyed in said fire, may he filed in the 
court to which it appertains, and shall have 
the same force and effect as if it were an 
original return made to said court, and in 
anv case in which the names of the parties, 
and the date and amount of the judgment 
or decree shall appear from such returns, 
it shall be lawful for the court in which 
they are filed to issue the necessary process 
to enforce such decree or judgment in the 
s a m e  manner as if the original record was 
before said court.

Sec. 3. That it shall he the duty of the 
district attorney for the northern district of 
Illinois to take such steps as may be neces­
sary to restore the records and tiles of the 
circuit and district courts of said district 
which were destroyed by fire on the ninth 
of October, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
one, and in which the United States is in­
terested, so far as the judges of said eonrts, 
respectively, shall deem it essential to tlm 
interests ot the United States that said 
records and files be restored; and the judges 
of said courts, respectively, are authorized 
to direct such steps to be taken as, in their 
opinion, shall be deemed advisable 
to restore the judgment dockets and 
indices of said courts, and, tor that 
purpose, may direct the performance, 
by the clerks of said courts, and 
by the United States attorney for said dis­
trict. of any duty incident thereto, and 
said clerks and said district attorney shall 
be allowed such compensation and dis­
bursements tor services rendered under 
this section in cases where no compensation 
is now provided by law for such services) 
as may he allowed bv the Attorney Gen­
eral, anil certified to oe just and reason­
able by the judge of the court in which 
said services are rendered, and the amount 
so allowed shall be paid outol tbe judiciary 
fund; provided, however, that the sum al­
b-wed the clerks ot said courts shall not 
exceed the sum ot twelve thousand dollars, 
and the entire compensation of the United 
States attoro% for such services shall not 
exceed the sum of six thousand dollars.

[General Nature—N o. 33.]
An act to authorize the construction of a 

bridge across the Mississippi river at or 
near the town of Clinton, in the State of 
Iowa, and other bridges across said river, 
and to establish them as post-roads.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That it 
shall be lawlul for any person or persons, 
company or corporation, to build a bridge 
across the Mississippi river, at such point 
on said river, within fifteen miles of the 
town of Clinton, in the State of Iowa, as 
may accommodate the Chicago. Burlington 
and Quincy railroad a»d its connections on 
the west side of said river, and to ■ lay 
on or over said bridge railway tracks for 
the more perfect connection of any rail­
roads that are, or shall be, constructed to 
the said river at or opposite said point, 
under the limitations and conditions here­
inafter provided; that said bridge shall not 
interfere with the free navigation of said 
river beyond what is necessary in order to 
carry into effect the rights and privileges 
hereby granted; find in case ot any litiga­

tion arising trom any obstruction, or al­
leged obstruction, to the free navigation of 
said river, the cause may be tried before
the district court of the' United States of 
any State in which any portion of 
said obstruction or bridge touches: 
provided, that said bridge shall not 
»e so located or constructed as to 
interfere in any manner with the approach­
es to the railroad bridge now erected at 
Clinton, or with the piers of the same, or 
so as to obstruct in any manner the passage 
of said bridge by boats, vessels, or rafts, or 
to render such passage more difficult or 
dangerous: Provided, however. That this 
clause shall not be Construed to prohibit 
the crossing of the approaches to said 
bridge, if such crossing shall be found neces-, 
sary. • .

Sec. 2. That any bridge built under the 
provisions of this act may, at the option of 
the company building the same, be built as 
•a draw-bridge, with a pivot or other form 
of draw, or with unbroken or continuous 
spans; provided, that if the said bridge shall 
be made with unbroken and continuous 
spans, it shall not be of less elevation, in 
any case, than fifty feet above extreme 
high water mark, as understood at ’the 
point of location, to the bottom chord of 
the bridge; nor shall the spans of said 
bridge be less than two hundred and fifty 
feet in length, end the piers of said bridge 
shall be parallel with the current of the 
river, and the main Bpan shall he over the 
main channel of the river, and not 
less than three hundred feet in length ; 
and provided also, that if any bridge 
built under this act shall be constructed as 
a draw-bridge, the same shall be construct­
ed as a pivot draw-bridge, with a draw 
over the main channel of the river at an 
accessible and navigable point, and with 
spans of not less than one hundred and 
sixty feet in length in the clear on each 
side- of the central or pivot pier of the draw; 
and the next adjoining spans to the draw 
shall not be less than two hundred and fifty 
feet; and said spans shall not be less than 
thirty leet above low-water mark, and not 
less than ten feet above extreme high-water 
mark, measuring to the bottom chord of the 
bridge; and the piers of said bridge shall be 
paralled with the current of the river, 
where said bridge may be ereoted: And pro­
vided- also, That said draw shall "he opened 
promptly, upen reasqnable signal, for the 
passage ot boats.

Sec. 3. That any bridge constructed un­
der this act, and according to its limita­
tions, shall be a lawful structure, and shall 
be known and recognized as a post-route, 
upon which, also, no higher charge shall be 
made for the transmission over the same of 
the mails, the troops and the munitions of 
war of the United States than the rate per 
mile paid for their transportation over the 
railroads public highways leading to the 
said, bridge, and the United States shall 
have the right of way for postal telegraph 
purposes across said bridge.

Sec. 4. [That all railway companies de­
siring to use the said bridge shall have and 
be entitled to equal rights and privileges 
in the passage ot the same, and in the use 
of the machinery and fixtures thereof, qnd 
of all the approaches thereto, under and 
upon such terms and conditions as shall be- 
prescribed by the Secretary of War, upon 
hearing the allegations and proofs of the 
parties in case they shall not Agree.

Sec. 5, That the structure herein author­
ized shall be built and located under and 
subset to such regulations for the security 
of navigation of said river as the Secretary 
of War shall prescribe, and the said struc­
ture shall be at all times so kept and man­
aged as to offer reasonable and proper 
means for the passage of vessels through or 
under said structure; and the said struc­
ture shall be changed at the oost and 
expense of the owners thereof, train, time to 
time as Congress may direct, so as to pre­
serve the free and convenient navigation of 
said river. And the authority to erect and 
continue said bridge shall be subject to re­
vocation or modification by law whenever 
the public good shall,' in the judgment of 
Congress so require, without any expense 
or charge to the United-States.

Sec. 6. That the Muscatine Western Rail­
road Company, or their assigns, a corpora­
tion existing under the laws of the State of 
Iowa, be, and is hereby, authorized to con­
struct and maintain a bridge across the 
Mississippi river at the city of Muscatine, 
in the State of Iowa. The bridge authorized 
to be buiit by this section is hereby declared 
to be a post-route, and shall have all.the 
privileges, and is subject to all the terms, 
restrictions and requirements contained in 
the foregoing sections of this act.

Sec. 7. That a bridge mav be constructed 
and maintained across the Mississippi river, 
at any point they may select, between the 
counties of Carroll and Whitesides, in the 
Stsfte of Illinois, and the counties of Jackson 
and Clinton, in the State of Iowa, either by 
the Western Union Railroad Company or 
the Sabula, Ackley, and Dakota Railroad 
Company, or both of them, or bv either or 
both of their successors or assigns, or by 
any person, company, or corporation hav­
ing authority from the States of Illinois 
and Iowa. The bridge authorized to be 
built by this section is hereby declared to 
be a post (route, and has all the privileges, 
and is subject to all the terms, restrictions, 
and requirements contained in the forego­
ing sections of this act.

Sec. 8. That a bridge may be construct; 
ed and maintained across the Mississippi 
river, at any poiqj they may select, between 
the county of La Crosse, in the State of 
Wisconsin, and the county of Houston, in 
the State of Minnesota, by the Milwaukee 
and Saint Paul Railway Company, their 
successors or assigns, or by any person, 
company, or corporation having authority 
from the States of Wisconsin and Minneso­
ta. The bridge authorized to be built by 
this section is hereby declared to be a post­
route, and has all the privileges, and is sub­
ject to all the terms, restrictions, and re­
quirements contained in the foregoing sec­
tions of this act.

Sec . 9. That the right to alter or amend 
this act, so as to prevent or remove all ma­
terial obstructions to the navigation of said 
river by the construction of bridges, is here­
bv expresslv reserved.

'S ec. 10. that this aot shall take effect 
and be in force from and after its passage, 
without any expense or charge to the 
United States.

An act in addition to an act entitled “An

act to amend an act entitled ‘An act for
the removal of causes in certain cases
from State courts,’ approved July twenty-
seventh, eighteen hundred and sixty-six,’
approved March second, eighteen hundred
and sixty-seven.
Be it enacted hv the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That 
whenever a personal action has been or 
shall be brought in any State court by an 
alien against any citizen of a State who is, 
or at the tune the alleged action accrued 
was, a civil officer of the United States, be­
ing non-resident of that State wherein juris­
diction is obtained by the State court, by 
personal service of process, such action may 
be removed "into the Circuit Court of the 
United States in and for the district in 
which the defendant shall have been served 
with process, in the same manner as now 
provided for the removal of an action 
brought in a State court by the provisions 
of section three of the act of March second, 
eighteen hundred and thirty-three, entitled 
"An act further to provide for the collection 
of duties on imports.’’

[General Nature—No . 34.]
An act to authorize the restoration of Gil­

bert Morton to the naval service.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
President of the United States be, and he is 
herebv, authorized to nominate, and, by 
arid with the advice and consent of the 
Senate, to re-appoint Gilbert Morton an en­
sign in the navy.

Approved April 1, 1872.
[General Nature—N o. 36.]

An act to provide for the reporting and 
printing ot the debates in Congress.

Be it enacted by the Senate and-House of 
Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Congressional Printer is hereby directed to 
enter into a contract, on behalf of the Gen­
eral Government, with Franklin Rives, 
Jefferson Rives and George A. Bailey, for 
the reporting and printing of the debates 
in Congress tor the term of two years, on 
and from the fourth day of March, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-one, ia accordance

with a proposed form of contract from the 
said Rives and Bailey, submitted to and 
approved bythe Joint Committee on Public 
Printing on the part of the Senate.

Sec. 2. That for the purpose aforesaid 
there be appropriated and paid, out ot any 
money in the treasury not otherwise ap­
propriated, the sum of four hundred thou­
sand dollars, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary, the accounts having been' ap­
proved. as in previous years, by the Secre­
tary of the Senate and by the Clerk of the 
House, or their representatives. *

Sec. 3. That no person shall be employed 
as a reporter for the House without the 
approval of the Speaker of the Houge; 
provided, that, it shall be the duty 
of the Joint Committee on Pub­
lic Printing to publish an adverties- 
rnent once a week, for four weeks, in one 
newspaper in each of the cities of Wash­
ington, Philadelphia, New York, Boston, 
Chicago, Cincinnati, Louisville, St. Louis 
and San Francisco, inviting proposals in 
detail for reporting and for printing, to-
§ ether and separately, the debates of the 
‘orty-third, the Forty-fourth and the Forty- 

fifth Congresses, together or separately, 
and to report all proposals which may 
be received before the designated day to 
Congress, at the earliest practicable date, 
with estimates, hereby directed to be made 
by the Congressional Printer, of the cost of 
reporting the debates, and of print­
ing them at the Government Printing 
Office, accompanied by the recommenations 
of the Joint Committee on Public Printing 
on all proposals and estimates so submitted; 
and that the bills for such advertising be 
paid in equal parts froia the contingent 
funds of the Senate and of the House of 
Representatives: And provided further, 
That no debates shall be reported or pub­
lished at public expense, after the close of 
the present Congress, except upon written 
contracts entered into therefor under 
the authority of Congress.

An act to authorize the President to ap 

point George Plunkett a paymaster in the 
navy.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
President be and he is hereby authorized to 
appoint George Plunkett, a paymaster in 
the United States navy, if in his opinion, 
the interests of the public service will be 
thereby promoted.

An act to establish a port of entry and de- 
r livei y at the city of Pittsburg, Pennsyl­
vania.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That a 
port of entry and delivery be and is hereby 
established at the city of Pittsburg, Pein- 
sylvania, which shall be entitled to the 
same provisions and subject to the same 
regulations and restrictions as other ports 
of entry and delivery in the United States. 

Approved April 2, 1872.

[General Nature—No. 38.]
An act to amend an act entitled “An act to 

authorize protection to be given to citi­
zens of the United States who may dis­
cover deposits of guano,” approved Au­
gust 18, 1856.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
provisions of the aet of Congress approved 
August eighteenth, eighteen hundred and 
fifty-six. entitled “An aet to authorize pro­
tection to be given to citizens of the United 
States who may discover deposits of gu­
ano,” be and the' same are hereby extended 
to the widow, heirs, executors or adminis­
trators of such discoverer, where such dis­
coverer shall have died before perfecting 
proof of discovery or fully complying with 
the provisions of said act approved as afore­
said. after complying with the requirements 
of the act of Congress of August eighteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-five: Provided, 
that nothing herein contained shall be held 
to impair any rights of discovery or any as­
signment by a discoverer heretofore recog­
nized by the government of the United 
States.

Sec. 2. That section three of an act ap­
proved July twenty-eighth, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-six, entitled “An act to pro­
tect the revenue, and for other purposes, ’ 
ameudatory of the act aforesaid, approved 
August eighteenth, eighteen hundred and 
fiftv-six. be and the same is hereby amend­
ed i»y striking out the word “five,” wherever 
the same occurs, and inserting in lieu there­
of the word "ten.”

[General Nature—No. 39.1 
An aet to enable honorably discharged 

soldiers and sailors, their widows and 
orphan children, to acquire homesteads 
on the public lands of the United States. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America, in Congress assembled, 
That every private soldier and of­
ficer who 'has served in the army 
of the United States during the 
recent rebellion for ninety days, or more, 
and who was honorably discharged, and 
has remained loyal to the government, in­
cluding the troops mustered into the ser­
vice of the United States by virtue of the 
third section of an act entitled “An act 
making appropriations for completing the 
defenses of Washington, and for other pur­
poses,” approved February thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two. and every 
seaman, marine, and officer who has served 
in the navy of the United States, or in tbe 
marine corps, during the rebellion, for 
ninety days, and who was honorably dis­
charged, and has remained loyal torilie gov­
ernment, shall, on compliance with the pro­
visions of an act entitled “At act to secure 
homesteads to actual settlers on the public 
domain,” and the acts amendatory thereof, 
as hereinafter modified, be entitled to enter 
upon and receive patents lor a quantity of 
public lands (not mineral) not exceeding 
one hundred and sixty acres, or one-quarter 
section, to be taken in compact form ac­
cording to legal subdivisions, including 
the alternate reserved sections of public 
lands along the line of any railroad 
or other public work, not otherwise re­
served or appropriated, and other lands 
subject to entry under the homestead laws 
of the United States; provided, that said 
homestead settler shall be allowed six 
months after locating his homestead within 
which to commence his settlement and im­
provement; and provided, also, that the 
time which the homestead settler shall have 
served in the army, navy, or marine corps 
aforesaid, shall be deducted from the time 
heretofore required to perfect title, or if 
discharged on account of wounds received, 
or disability incurred in the line of duty, 
then the term of enlistment shall be de­
ducted from the time heretofore required to 
perfect title, without reference to the length 
of time he may have served; provided, 
however, that no patent shall issue to any 
homestead settler who has not resided upon, 
improved, and cultivated his said home­
stead for a period of at least one year after 
he ‘shall commence his improvements as 
aforesaid.

Sec. 2. That. any person entitled under 
the provisions of the foregoing section to 
enter a homestead who may have heretofore 
entered under the homestead laws a quan­
tity of land less than one hundred and sixty 
acres shall be permitted to enter under the 
provisions of this act so much land as, when 
added to the quantity previously entered, 
shall not exceed one hundred and sixty 
acres.

Sec. 3. That in case of the death of any 
person who would be entitled to a homestead 
under the provisions of the first section of 
this act his widow, if unmarried, or in case 
of her death or marriage, then his minor 
orphan children, by a guardian duly ap­
pointed and officially accredited at the De­
partment of the Interior, shail be entitled 
to all the benefits enumerated in this act, 
subject to all the provisions as to settle­
ment and improvements therein contained; 
provided, that if such person died during 
his term of enlistment, the whole term of his 
enlistment shall be deducted from the time 
heretofore required to perfect the title.

Sec. 4. That where a party at tbe date of 
his entry of a tract of land under the home­
stead laws, or subsequently thereto, was 
actually enlisted and employed in the army 
or navy of the United States, his services 
therein shall, in the administration of said 
homestead law, be construed to be equiva­
lent, to all intents and purposes, to a resi­
dence for the same length of time upon the

tract so entered; provided, that if his entry 
has been canceled by reason of Lis absence 
from said tract while in the military or 
naval service of the United States, and 
such tract ha* not been disposed of, his 
entry shall he restored and confirmed; and 
provided further, that if such tract has 
been disposed of, said party may enter 
another tract subject to entry under 
said laws; and his right to a patent 
therefor shall be determined by the proofs. 
touching his residence and cultivation of 
the first traet, and his absence therefrom in 
such service.

Sec. 5. That any soldier, sailor, marine, 
officer, or other person coming within the 
provisions of this act may, as well by an 
agent as in persdn, enter upon said home­
stead; provided, that said claimant in per­
son shall, within the time prescribed, com­
mence settlements and improvements on 
the same, and thereafter fulfill all the re­
quirements of this act.

Sec. 6. That the Commissioner of the 
General Land Office shall have authority to 
make all needful rules and regulations to 
carry into effect the provisions of this act.

[General Nature—N o. 40.]
An aet to amend the thitty-second sectioh of 

an act entitled “An act to reduce internal 
taxes, and for other purposes,” approved 
July fourteenth, eighteen hundred and 
seventy.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That sec­
tion thirty-two of an act entitled “An act 
to reduce'internal taxes, and for other pur­
poses,” approved July fourteenth, eighteen 
hundred and seventy, he and the same is 
hereby amended to read as follows: Sec­
tion 32. And be it ftirther enacted, That 
merchandise transported under th* pro­
visions of this act shall be conveyed in ears, 
vessels or vehicles, securely fastened with 
locks or sea’s, under the exclusive control 
of the officers of customs; and inspectors 
shall be stationed at proper points along the 
designated routes, or upon any car, vessel, 
vehicle or train, at the discretion of the 
said Secretary, and at the expense of the 
said companies respectively. And such 
merchandise shall not he unladen or trans­
shipped between the ports of first arrival 
ana final destination, unless authorized by 
the regulations of the Secretary of the 
Treasury, in cases which may arise from a 
difference in the gauge of railroads, or from 
accidents, or from legal intervention, or 
from low water, ice, or other unavoidable 
obstruction to navigation; but in no case 
shall there be permitted any breaking of 
original packages of such merchandise.

[General Nature—No. 41.]
An act defining the rights of part owners of 

vessels in certain cases.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That any 
person or persons or body corporate having 
more than one-half ownership of any vessel 
shall have the same power to remove a cap­
tain. who is also part owner of suc-h vessel, 
as such majority owners now have to re­
move a captain' not an owner; provided, 
that this act shall not apply where there is 
a valid written agreement subsisting, by 
virtue of which* such captain would be en­
titled to possession, nor m any case where 
a captain has possession as part owner, ob­
tained before the passage of this act.

[General Nature—N o. 42-1 
An aet to change the time for holding the

Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Secretary of the Navy he and he hereby is 
authorized and directed to pay, out of 
money hereafter to be appropriated, to Rear 
Admiral John A. Winslow, and the officers 
and crew belonging to the United States 
steamer “Kearsarge" While encaged in the 
capture and destruction of theA essel called 
the “Alabama.” on the nineteenth day of 
June, eighteen hundred and sixty-four, the 
sum of one hundred and ninety thousand 
dollars, the same being the estimated value 
thereof, to be distributed to the officers 
and crew attached to the “Kearsage” at 
the date above named according to the * 7  
roll of the ship at the time, and to he m 
lieu of the bounty authorized by the 
eleventh section of the act of June thir­
tieth, eighteen hundred and sixty-four, en­
titled “ An act to regulate prize proc eed- 
ings, and so forth;” provided, that, no 
money shall be paid to the assignee of any 
of said officers or crew, entitled to receive

prior to July twenty-second, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty one,' under the proclamation 
of the President of the United States of May 
third, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, and 
the orders of the \M»r Departmeet issued in 
pursuance thereof, and was actually mus­
tered before August sixth, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-one, into any regiment, company, 
or battery, which was accepted by the War 
Department under such proclamation and 
orders, shall be paid the full bounty of one 
hundred dollars, under and by virtue of the 
said proclamation and orders of the War 
Department, in force at the time of such 
enlishment and prior to July twenty-second, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-one: Provided, 
That the same has not already been paid.

An act to create the Lirrkton land district, 
in the State of Oregon.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
that portion of the State of Oregon lying 
south of the fourth standard parallel south 
of the base line, between towsships eight­
een aud nineteen south, and east of the 
meridian line between ranges five and six 
in said State, shall constitute an additional 
land district, to be called the Linkton dis­
trict; and the office of said district shall be 
located at Linkville, subject to be changed 
by the President of the L nited States as the 
public interests may require.

Sec. 2. That the President he, and he is 
hereby, authorized to appoint, in accordance 
with existing laws authorizing appoint­
ments to office, a register and receiver for 
the district hereby created, who shall each 
be required to reside at the site of the office 
for said district, have tbe same powers, re­

sponsibilities and emoluments, and be sub­
ject to the same acts and penalties which 
are or may be prescribed by law in relation 
to other land officers of th© United States 
for the State[of Oregon.

Sec. 3. That all sales and locations made 
at the offices of the district in which the 
lands embraced in this district have hither­
to been included, situate within the limits 
of this district, which shall he valid and 
right in other respects up to the day on 
which the new office shall go into operation, 
be, and the sanft are hereby, confirmed.

An act relating to proposals and contracts
for transportation of the mails, and for
other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That any 
person or persons bidding for the trans­
portation of the mails upon any route which 
may he advertised to be let, and receiving 
an award of the contract for such service, 
who shall wrongfully refuse or fail to enter 
into contract with the Postmaster General, 
in due form, and perform the service 
described in his or their hid or proposal, 
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and, 6n conviction thereof, be punished by 
a fine not exceeding five thousand dollars, 
and by imprisonment for a term not exceed­
ing twelve months.

Sec. 2. That each bid for carrying the 
mail shall hereafter have affixed to it 
the oath of the bidder, taken before an offi­
cer qualified to administer oaths, that he has 
the ability pecuniarily to fulfill his obliga­
tions, and that the "bid is made in good 
faith and with the intention to enter into 
contract and perform the service, in case 
his bid shall ba accepted; and that the sig­
natures of his guarantors are genuine, and 
that he believes said guarantors pecuniarily 
responsible for and able to pay all damages 
the United States shali suffer by reason of 
the bidder failing to perform his obligations 
as such bidder.

Sec. 3. That any postmaster or other offi­
cer of the Postofiice Department who shall 
affix his signature, to the"certificate of suffi­
ciency of guarantors or sureties before the 
guaranty or contract is signed by the 
guarantors or sureties, or shall knowingly 
make any false or illusory certificate, shall 
be forthwith dismissed from office, and shall 
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
shall, on conviction thereof, he punished 
by a fine not exceeding one thousand dol­
lars, or by imprisonment not exceeding one 
year, or both.

Sec. 4. That no bidder fer carrying the 
mails shall be released from his obligation 
under his bid or proposal, notwithstanding 
an award made to a lower bidder, until a 
contract for the designated service shall 
have been duly executed by such lower bid­
der and his sureties, and accepted, and the 
service entered upon by the contractor to 
the satisfaction of the Postmaster Gen­
eral.

Sec,  5. That alter any regular bidder or 
contractor for the transportation of the 
mail upon any route shall have failed to en­
ter into contract,and commence the perform­
ance thereof as herein provided, the Post­
master General shall proceed to contract 
with the next lowest bidder for such ser­
vice, who will enter into a contract and per­
form the same, unless the Postmaster Gen­
eral shall consider such bid too high; in 
wliich case he shall re-advertise such ser­
vice. And in all cases of regular contracts 
hereafter made, the contract may, in the 
discretion of the Postmaster General, be 
continued in force beyond its express terms 
for a period not exceeding six months, until 
a new contract with the same or other con­
tractors Ehall he made by the Postmaster 
General.

Sec. 6. That hereafter all bidders upon 
every mail route for the transportation of 
thcmails upon the same, where the annual 
compensation for the service on such route 
at the time exceeds the sum-of five thou­
sand dollars, shall accompany their bids 
with a certified check or draft, payable to 
the order of the Postmaster Gen­
eral, upon some solvent national 
bank, which check or draft ehall not be less 
than five per centum on the amount of the 
annual pay on said route at the time such 
bid is made, and in case of new service, not 
less than five per centum of the amount of 
one year's pay proposed in such hid, if the 
hid exceed five thousand dollars per an­
num In case any bidder, on being awarded 
any such contract, shall fail to execute the 
same with good and sufficient sureties, 
according to the terms on which such bid 
was made and accepted, and enter upon 
the performance of the service to the satis­
faction of the Postmaster General, such bid­
der shall forfeit the amount so deposited to 
the United States, and the same shall forth­
with be paid into the treasury for the use of 
tbe Postoffiee Department; but if such con­
tract shall be duly executed and the service 
entered upon as" aforesaid, such draft or 
check so deposited shall he returned to the 
bidder.

Sec. 7. That in care of the sickness, or un­
avoidable absence from hie office, of the 
postmaster of any money-order postoffice, 
he may, with the approval of the Postmas­
ter General, authorize the chief clerk, or 
some other clerk employed therein, to act 
in his place, and to discharge all the duties 
required by law ol such postmaster: pro­
vided, that"the official bond, given by the 
principal of- the office shall be held to cover 
and apply to the acts of the person ap­
pointed to act in his place in such cases: 
and provided, further, that such acting offi­
cer shall, for the time being, be subject to 
all the liabilities and penalties prescribed 
by law for the official misconduct, in like 
cases, of the postmaster for whom he shall

Sec. 8. That the Postmaeter General, 
whenever he may deem it consistent with 
the public interest, may accept new surety 
upon any contract existing, or hereafter 
made, for carrying the mails, in substitu­
tion for and release of any existing surety.

Sec. 9. That the Postmaster General is 
hereby authorized to cause to be placed to 
the credit of the Treasurer of the United 
States, for the service af the Postoffice De­
partment. the net proceeds of the money- 
order business: and that the receipts of the 
Postoffice Department, derived from this 
source, during each quarter, shall be en­
tered by tbe Auditor of tbe Treasury for 
the Postoffice Department, in the accounts 
of said Department, under the head of 
“Revenue from money-order business.”

[G ener al  N ature—N o . 51.]
An act to amend section second, act of Au­

gust thirtieth, eighteen hundred and fiftv- 
• two, in relation to the transportation and

exportation of imported goods, wares,
and merchandise in bond through certain
ports in the State of Texas.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That sec­
tion second of the aet of August thirtieth, 
eighteen hundred and fifty-two. entitled 
“An act authorizing imported goods, wares, 
and merchandise, entered and bonded for 
warehousing in pursuance of law, to be ex­
ported by certain routes to ports and places 
in Mexico,” be so amended that imported 
iffierehandise, duly entered and bonded at a 
jwrt of the United States, and w ithdrawn 
from warehouse in accordance with existing 
law, for exportation lor San Fernando, 
Paso del Norte, and Chihuahua, iu Mexico, 
shall pass through Indiano'la, the port of 
entry for the district of Saluria, in the State 
of Texas, under such regulations as the 
Secretary of the Treasury shall prescribe, 
as well as through the port of Lavaca, in 
said district, as required by said section.

TREATIES AMD PROCLAMATIONS.

A PROCLAMATION.
BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF 

AMERICA.
Supplemental Convention between the 

United States and Great Britain; concern­
ing the Renunciation of Naturalization in 
certain Cases. Signed February 23, 1871; 
Ratified March 24, 1871: Ratifications ex­
changed May 4, 1871; Proclaimed May 5, 
1871.
Whereas a convention supplemental to 

the convention of May 13, 1870, between the 
United States of America and Her Majesty 
the Queen of the United Kingdom of 
Great Britain and Ireland, concerning 
naturalization, was concluded and signed 
at Washington by their respective pleni­
potentiaries, on the twenty-third day of 
February, 1871, which supplemental con­
vention is word for word as follows: 

Whereas, By the second article of the

convention between the United States of 
America and her Majesty the Queen of the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire­
land, for regulating the citizenship of citi­
zens and subjects of the contracting parties 
who have emigrated, or may emigrate, from 
the dominions of the one to those of the 
other partv, signed at London on the thir­
teenth of May, 1870, it was stipulated that 
the manner in which the renunciation by 
such citizens and subjrcts of their natural­
ization, and the resumption of their native 
allegiance may be made and publicly de­
clared, should be agreed upon by the gov­
ernments of the respective countries, the 
President of the United States of America 
and her Majesty the Queen of the United 
Kingdom of Gre'at Britain and Ireland, for 
the purpose of effecting such agreement, 
have resolved to conclude a supplemental 
convention, and have named as their plen­
ipotentiaries, that is to say, the President 
of the United States of America, Hamilton 
Fish, Secretary of State, and her Majesty 
the Queen of the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland, Sir Edward Thornton, 
Knight Commander of the most honorable 
Order of the Bath, and her envoy extraor­
dinary and minister plenipotentiary to the 
United States of America, who have agreed 
as follows:

ARTICLE 1.
Any person, being originally a citizen 

of the United States who had pre­
viously to May 13, 1870, been naturalized as 
a British subject, may, at any time before 
August 10, 1872, and any British subject 
who, at the date first aforesaid, had been 
naturalized as a citizen within the United 
States, may, at any time before May 12, 
1872, publicly declare his renunciation of 
such naturalization by subscribing an in­
strument in writing. 'substantially in the 
form hereunto appended, and designated as 
annex A.

Such renunciation, by an original citizen 
of the United States, of British nationality, 
shall, within the territories and jurisdiction 
of the United States, be made iu duplicate, 
in the presence of any court authorized by 
law for the time being to admit aliens to 
naturalization, or before the clerk or pro- 
thonotary of any such court; if the declar­
ant be beyond the territories of tbe United 
States, it'shall be made in duplicate, before 
any diplomatic or consular officer of the 
United States. One of such duplicates 
shall remain of record in the cus­
tody of the court or officer in whose 
presence it was made; the other shall he, 
without delay, transmitted to the Depart­
ment of State.

Such renunciation, if declared by an 
original British subject, of his acquired na­
tionality as a citizen of the United States, 
shall, if the declarant be in the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, be 
made in duplicate, in the presence of a 
justice of the peace; if elsewhere in Her 
Britannic Majesty’s dominions, in triplicate, 
in the presence of any judge of civil or 
criminal jurisdiction, of any justice of the 
peace, or of any other'ofiicer for the time 
being authorized by law, in the place in 
which the declarant is. to administer an 
oath for any judicial oi other legal purpose: 
if out of He'r Majesty’s dominions, in tripli­
cate, in tbe presence of any officer in the 
diplomatic or consular service of Her 
Majesty.

ARTICLE n.
The contracting parties hereby engage to 

communicate each to the other, from time 
to lime, lists of the persons who, within 
their respective dominions and territories, 
or before their diplomatic and consular 
officers, have declared their renunciation 
of naturalization, with the dates and places 
of making such declarations, and such in­
formation as to tht abode of the declarants, 
and the times and places of their natural­
ization, as they may have furnished.

ARTICLE III.
The present convention shall -be ratified 

by the President of the United States, by 
and with the advice and consent of the Sen­
ate thereof, and by Her Britannic Maj­
esty, and the ratifications shall be ex­
changed at Washington as soon as may be 
convenient.

Iu witnees whereof the respective pleni­
potentiaries have signed the same, and 
have affixed thereto their respective seals.

Done at Washington the twenty-third 
day of February, in the year of our Lord 
one thousand eight hundred and seventy- 
one.

either in person or by proxy on tlie stock held or 
represented by him; provided, that no corporation 
shall be entitled to vote on more than fifty aud no 
individual or firm on more than two hundred 
shares. The shares voted on by a husband for his 
wife, or a father or tutor for minors, shall be con­
sidered as voted by the party costing tbe same. 
The mqjority of the votes thus given shall prevail.

ARTICLE X.
No person spall be eligible for either president or 

director who doeR not hold at the date of his elec­
tion and during bis term of office, and I'as not held 
lor a t least ninety days prior to such election, a t 
least ten shares of the capital stock of the com­
pany.

ARTICLE XI.
No stockholder shall be responsible for any debts 

or obligations of the company beyond the capital 
stock owned by him.

ARTICLE XII.

Ail certificates of stock shall be sigued by the 
president and secretary of tiie company, and books 
shall be kept open for tbe registry aud transfer of 
shares of stock, subject to regulations to be estab­
lished by the board. Transfers shall be made upon 
said books, and signed by the holder or his a ttor­
ney in tact, and no transfer shall lie deemed com­
plete until entered thereon. No transfer of stock 
shall be entered so long as the party desiring to 
transfer the same ^iail be indebted to tbe com­
pany; except with tlie consent of the Board of Di­
rectors.

ARTICLE XIII.
Regular semi-annual meetings of the stockhold­

ers snail be held on the first Monday of Juae and 
December of each year, and the election for offi­
cers for the ensuing year shall take place a t the 
latter meeting.

A special meeting may be called by the President 
a t the request of any three stockholders, owning 
together not less than .one hundred shares of the 
capital stock. *

ARTICLE XIV.
A failure, from any cause, to elect officers at the 

date fixed herein for that purpose shall uotdissolve 
the Company, but tbe directors then in office shall 
hold over until another day shall have been fixed 
and the election shall liave been held. Due notice 
of this meeting, as well as of the regular meetiugs, 
shall he given by publication in two of the city pa­
pers.

ARTICLE XV.
Minutes of the proceedings of all meetings, 

either of the Board of Directors or of the stock­
holders shull be kept and entered in hooks for th a t 
purpose, which shall a t ail tiroes during business 
hours of business days be open to tlie examination 
of any stockholder.

ARTICLE XVI.
No meeting of stockholders shall be held between 

July 1 and Novemuei 10 oleacb year, or durinif the 
existence of any epidemic, unless at least three- 
fourths of the  capital stock voted under the re ­
strictions of article IX shall be represented 
thereat.

ARTICLE XVII.
No business shall be transacted a t any meeting 

ingot the stockholders unless a quorum, consist­
ing of a majority of the members representing a  
majority of the stock, shail be present and voting. 
This charier may be amended, provided snen 
am endm ent be concurred ih by tver birds of the 
votescast. Such amendments may fie proposed a t 
either of the general meetings provided for in this 
charter, or at any meeting called iu accordance 
with the preceding provisions, provided tha t the 
publication giving notice to the stockholders of 
such meeting, whether regular or called, ehall 
state that an amendment or amendments to 
the charter are to he proposed at such meetings.

ARTICLE XVIII.
At the time of the dissolution of this charter, or 

sooner if ordered by a vote of two-thirds of the 
stock voted under restrictions of article nine, the 
affairs of the company shall he liquidated, its 
debtspaid and its assets distributed, and unless it 
shall be otherwise directed at the meeting which 
determines upon the iiauidatiou, tlie then existing 
Board of Directors shall constitute the commission­
ers to liquidade its affairs, and shall for th a t pur­
pose remain in office until that work shall have 
been completed.
