Semi-political society is excited over a 

rumor that Sayles J. Bowen, late Mayor of 
Washingtou. has written a letter to disabuse 
some friend's mind as to the exact facts re­
garding the purchase of the Grant house 
for General Sherman. These facts are about 
as follows:

Dan Butterfield set to work to buy 
house for General Sherman, and raised 
$75,000. He said to Grant:

“How much is your bouse worth f"
“It cost about $40,(XX),” said Grant.
“Oh ! you might as well make something. 

That house is worth $65,000, in my judg­
ment. We will buy it for Sliennan and pay 
you that.”

Here, it appears, $25,000 of the money 
collected for Sherman was taken out of the 
pile and transferred to his superior.

Before this Bowen hail bought the house 
of General Grant, and paid #1000 down to 
hind the bargain. When the new bid came 
along. Grant gave him back the $1000 with­
out interest* and said he would rather not 
sell. “ Very well,” said Bowen, “ if you 
need the house to live in it, I won't insist 
upon my bargain, but if you do conclude 
to sell, General, I want you to count me in, 
and to let my bid stand.

When Bowen heard that Grant had sold 
the house for $65,000, he rushed up to the 
semi-official mansion and said : “ How is 
this f I demand the difference between the 
price you accepted from me and the price 
you have taken. This is not business treat 
ment."

General Grant said that it was embar­
rassing, but that he was not responsible for 
the slip, and intimated that Bowen could 
console himself with the District of Colum­
bia's federal patronage. “It's pretty much 
all promised, but not yet quite surren­
dered.”

Bowen then and there tore ap the whole 
list, the marshalship excepted, which was 
bequeathed to a brother-in-law, and now 
his grievance is that even this last promise 
of patronage was not kept, and that efforts 
have been made to compromise with him 
for second-rate foreign appointments.

A G ran t D e le g a te  W ith d ra w s.
P h il a d e l p h ia . June 5.—Governor Pier- 

pont, of West Virginia, has seceded from 
the delegation from that State to the con­
vention, aud, in his speech to the delegates 
declaring his preferences for Gresley, he 
said he had hox>ed, when selected without 
solicitation to come as a delegate to this con­
vention, that there might be still an oppor­
tunity to save tbe party by tbe nomination 
of an acceptable Presidential candidate— 
one who would obey the laws and respect 
the popular will; but it is now evident tliat 
it was hoping against hope—that this is not 
a meeting for deliberation as to the interests 
of the Republican party or of the country, 
but a meeting to obey the exacting de­
mands of an arrogant power. Neither the 
admonitions of Cincinnati nor of Sumner 
are heeded, and it is resolved to destroy 
the organization to gratify mere personal 
government. I therefore withdraw from 
the delegation, and give you this timely no­
tice to fill my place. I shall then be free to 
give my earnest support to Horace Greeley.
