New FPostnl Regulations.

[From the 8t Louis Republican.|
Wasmixarow, June 1L—The new postal
bill. which beosme o law just before the
sosdfon closed, makes some changes in ex-
isting postal regulations which are of
general intereat.

The most important is the authorization
of one cent postal cards for correspond-
ence, or for printed circulars, similar to
thoss which were introduced into Great
Britain uencly two years ago, and sre now
in nse in nearly all European countries.
Tbe House provided in the bill for cards
with » paper tlm cover and conceal the
writing. The Senate changed this to an
open card. In the confarence committes
the styls of the card was left to the dis
cretion of the Postmaster General, who
refers the open card, and will order that
Euul only to be manufactured. The face of
tho card will bear a one cent stamp, snd
will be provided with lines for the address,
and the back will be ruled for the letter.
The price of the card and stamp will be
valy one ceut. It will probably be three or
four weeks before they will be ready for
sale, s the plates for printing bave yot to
be propared.

The postage on circulars, nawapapers, and
other transient printed mwatter, which under
the old law was two cents for every four
ounces or less, is now one cent for two
ounces or losa. Swall circulars, which for-
merly cost two conts to mail, can now be
sont for one cent—an important reduction

to ndvertise their business. The change is
now in force, the law being mmediste in
its effects.
