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An Office-Holder on Greeley.

Washington, June 18.—One of the 

strongest of Grant’s office-holders has made 
an estimate of the strength of Greeley be­
fore the Baltimore convention. Notice is 
taken of the fact here, because the officer 
is one of the shrewdest observers of politi­
cal events, and whose judgment as to the 
future is received with respect everywhere, 
He says he has little doubt that Greeley 
will have 517 delegates out of the 724 on 
the first ballot; and that of the delegates 
already chosen by the several States, 317 
are favorable to Greeley, and only thirteen 
against him. these being from Oregon, 
Delaware and one from West Virginia. He 
also says that there is a powerful effort 
making on the part of the old bunkers of 
the Democracy to defeat Greeley before the 
convention by a coup d'etat, and tbat let­
ters and circulars in great numbers have 
been confidentially circulated for the pur­
pose. The scheme, as developed, is to se­
cure the States of Arkansas, Georgia, Ohio, 
Illinois, Texas and New Jersey, which it 
is held would do much toward controlling 
the convention. The officer, however, un 
hesitatingly admits that Greeley will be 
nominated, and that the contest in Ngvem 
her will be a t-ery close one.

Work on the Texas Railroad.

A lot of men were put at work throwing 

up and repairing the track in town, having 
commenced immediately above the Catho­
lic cemetery, on Monday last.

Laws of the United Staten Panned at the 
Second Session of the Forty-First 
Congress.

[General Nature—N o . 111.]
An act to reduce duties on imports. aDd to 

reduce internal taxes, and for other pur­
poses.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That on 
and after the first day of August, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-two, in lieu of the du­
ties heretofore imposed by law on the arti­
cles hereinafter enumerated or provided for, 
imported from foreign countries, there shall 
be levied, collected and paid the following 
duties and rates of duty, that is to say:

On all slack coal or culm, such as will pass 
through a half-inch screen, forty cents per 
ton ol twenty-eight bushels, eighty pounds 
to the bushel.

On all bituminous coal and shale, seventy- 
five cents per ton of twenty-eight bushels, 
eighty pounds to the bushel.

On salt, in bulk, eight cents per one hun­
dred pounds.

On salt, in bags, sacks, barrels, or other 
packages, twelve cents per one hundred 
pounds.

On oat meal, sne-half cent per pound.
On potatoes, fifteen cents per bushel.
On bend or belting leather, and on Span­

ish or other sole leather, fifteen per centum 
ail valorem.

On calf-skins, tanned, or tanned and 
dresseu, twenty-five per centum ad va­
lorem.

On upper leather of all kinds, and on 
skins dressed and finished of ail kinds, not 
herein etberwise provided for, twenty per 
centum ad valorem.

On all 6kins for morocco, tanned but un­
finished, ten per centum ad valorem.

On chiccory root, ground or unground, 
one cent per psund.

On all timber, squared or sided, not oth­
erwise provided for, one cent per cubic foot.

On sawed boards, planks, deals, and 
other lumber of hemlock, whitewood, syca­
more, and bass-wood, o«e dollar per thou­
sand feet, board measure.

On all other varieties of sawed lumber, 
two dollars per thousand feet board meas­
ure; provided, that when lumber of any 
sort is planed or finished, in addition to 
the rates herein provided, there shall be 
levied anil paid, for each side so planed or 
finished, fifty cents per thousand feet; and 
if planed on one side and tongued and 
grooved, one dollar per thousand feet: and 
if planed on two sidea and tongued and 
grooved, one dollar and fifty cents per 
thousand feet.

Ou hubs for wheels, posts, last-blocks, 
wagon blocks, oar blocks, gun blocks, bead­
ing blocks, and all like blocks or sticks, 
rough-hewn or sawed only, twenty per 
centum ad valorem.

On pickets and palings, twenty per centum 
ad valorem.

On laths, fifteen cents per thousand pieces. 
On all shingles, thirty-five cents per thou­

sand.
On pine clapboards, two dollars per thou­

sand.
On spruce clapboards, one dollar and fifty 

cents per thousand.
On bouse or cabinet furniture, in pieces or 

rough and not finished, thirty per centum ad 
valorem.

On cabinet wares and bouse furniture, fin­
ished, thirty-five per centum ad valorem.

On casks and barrels, empty, and on sugar 
box shocks and iiac-king boxes of wood not 
otherwise provided for, thirty per centum 
ad valorem.

On fruit, shade, lawn aDd ornamental 
trees, shrubs, plants and flower seeds, not 
otherwise provided for, twenty per centum 
ad valorem.

On garden seeds, and all other seeds for 
agricultural and horticultural purposes not 
otherwise provided for, twenty per centum 
ad valorem.

On ginger, ground, three cents per pound. 
On ginger, preserved or pickled, thirty-five 

per centum ad valorem.
Ou ginger, essence of, thirty-five per 

centum ad valorem.
On chocolate five cents per pound, and on 

cocoa, prepared or manufactured, two cents 
per pound.

Sec. 2. That on and after the first day 
of August, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
two, in lieu of the duties imposed 
by law on the articles in this section enu­
merated, there shall be levied, collected 
and paid on the goods, wares, and merchan­
dise in this section enumerated and pro­
vided for, imported from foreign countries, 
ninety per centum of the several duties and 
rates ol duty now imposed by law upon said 
articles severally, it being the intent of this 
section to reduce existing duties on said 
articles ten per centum of such duties, that is 
to say :

On all manufactures of cotton of which 
cotton is the component part of chief value.

On all wools, hair of the alpaca goat, and 
other animals, and all manufactures wholly 
or in in part of wool or hair of the alpaca, 
and other like animals, except as herein­
after provided.

On all iron and steel, and on all manufac­
tures of iron and steel, of which such metals 
or either of them, shall be the component 
part of chief value, excepting cotton ma­
chinery.

On all metals not herein otherwise provid­
ed for. and on all manufactures of metals of 
which either of them is the component part 
of chief value, excepting percussion caps, 
watches, jewelry, and other articles of or­
nament ; provided, that all wire rope and 
wire strand or chain made of iron wire, 
either bright, coppered, galvanized, or 
coated with other metals, shall pay the 
same rate of duty that is now levied on the 
iron wire of which said rope or strand or 
chain is made; and all wire rope aud wire 
strand or chain made of steel wire, either 
bright, coppered, galvanized, or coated with 
other metals, shall pay the same rate ot duty 
that is now levied on the steel wire of 
which said rope or strand or chain is made.

On all paper, and manufactures of paper, 
exoeptiug unsized printing paper, books 
and other printed matter, not herein speci­
fically provided for.

On all manufactures of India rubber 
gutta-percha, or straw, and ou oil cloths of 
all descriptions.

the trade between the Atlantic and Pacific 
ports of the United States, and finished 
after the passage of this act, may be im­
ported in Dond, under srch regulations as 
the Secretary of the Treasury may pre­
scribe, and upon proof that such materials 
have been used for the purpose aforesaid, 
no duties shall be paid thereon; provided, 
that vessels receiving the benefit of this sec­
tion shall not be allowed to engage in the 
coastwise trade of the United States more 
than two months in any one year, except 
upon the payment to the United States of the 
duties on which a rebate is herein allowed. 
And provided further, that all articles of 
foreign production needed for the repair of 
American vessels engaged exclusively in 
foreign trade may be withdrawn from 
bonded warehouses free of duty, under such 
regulations as the Secretary of the Treasury 
may prescribe.

8 kc. 11. Tbat the proviso in section four 
of an act entitled “An act to protect the reve­
nue, and for other purposes,” approved 
July twenty-eight, eighteen hundred aud 
sixty-six, is hereby modified and amended 
so as to read as follows: Provided,
that from and after the date of the pas­
sage of this act, imported salt in bond 
may be used in curing fish, taken by vessels 
licensed to engage in the fisheries, un­
der such regulations a* the Secretary of the 
Treasury shall prescribe; and upon proof 
that said salt has been used in curing tish, 
the duties on the same shall be remitted

DISTILLED SPIRITS.
Sec. 12. That the act entitled “An act 

imposing taxes on distilled spirits and to­
bacco, and for other purposes,” approved 
July twentieth, eighteen hundred aud sixty- 
eight, be and the same is hereby amended, 
as follows ;

That section one be amended by striking 
out the word “fifty,” and inserting iu lieu 
thereof the word “seventy;” provided, 
nevertheless, that distilled spirits lawfully 
deposited in a distillery bonded warehouse 
when this act Bhall take effect may be 
withdrawn therefrom on payment of the 
taxes thereon at the rate within the time 
and in the manner fixed by law at the time 
of such deposit; provided, iurtber, that 
the special tax paid by distillers prior 
to the taking effect of this act, which has 
not been exhausted by the quantity of 
spirits distilled as provided by law, shall 
be refunded upon proper application out of 
any moneys arising from internal taxes not 
otherwise appropriated; and that said sec­
tion be further amended by striking out 
the words “in excess of the number ot gal­
lons,” and inserting in lieu thereof the 
words “amounting to one-half gallon or 
over,” and add after the words “as a gal­
lon” the words “and any fractional part of 
a gallon less than one-half gallon in any 
cask or package, shall be exempt from tax.”’

That section two be amended by striking 
out the word «‘meters.”

That section three be amended by 
striking out all after the enacting clause, 
and inserting in lieu thereof the following 
worde: That the Commissioner of Internal 
Revenue is hereby authorized to order and 
require such changes of or additions to dis­
tilling apparatus, connecting pipes, pumps, 
or cisterns, or any machinery connected 
with or used in or on the distillery premises, 
or may require to be put on any of the 
stills, tubs, cisterns, pipes, or other vessels, 
such fastenings, locks or seals as he may 
deem necessary.

That section seven be amended by strik­
ing out the words “but in no case shall 
such bond be made for a lees sum than five 
thousand dollars.”

twenty-four hours, a written report of 
which survey shall be made in triplicate,

Sec. 6. That for all purposes the standard 
for vinegar shall be taken to be that 
strength which requires thirty-tive grains 
of bicarbonate of potash to neutralize one 
ounce Troy of vinegar, and all import duties 
that now are, or may hereafter be, imposed 
by law on vinegar imported from loreign 
countries, shall be collected according to 
said standard.

Sec. 7. That for a term of two years from 
and after the passage of this act, and no 
longer, machinery and apparatus designed 
only for and adapted to he used for steam 
towage on canals, and not now manufac­
tured in the United States, may be import­
ed by any State, or by any person duly au­
thorized by the Legislature of any State, 
free of duty, subject to such regulations as 
may be prescribed by the Secretary of the 
Treasury; and also, that for the term of 
two years from and after the passage of 
this act, and no longer, steam-plow ma­
chinery, adapted to the cultivation of the 
soil, may be imported by any person for-bis 
own use, free of duty, subject to such regu­
lations of the Secretary of the Treasury as 
before provided.

Sec. 8. That all imported goods, wares 
and merchandise which may be in the pub­
lic stores or bonded warehouses on the first 
day of August, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-two, shail be subjected to no other 
duty upon the entry thereof tor consump­
tion than if the same were imported re­
spectively after that day; and all goods, 
wares and merchandise remaining in bonded 
warehouses on the day and year this act 
shail take effect, and upon which the duties 
shall have been paid, shall be entitled to a 
refund of the difference between the 
amount of duties paid and the amount of 
duties said goods, wares and merchandise 
would be subject to if the same were im­
ported respectively after that day.

Sec 9. That where firearms, scales, bal­
ances, shovels, spades, axes, hatchets, 
hammers, plows, cultivators, mowing ma­
chines and reapers, manufactured with 
stocks or handles made of wood grown in 
the United States, are exported for ben­
efit of drawback under section four of the 
act of August fifth, eighteen hundred and 
sixty-one, and entitled “an act to pro­
vide increased revenue from imports, to 
pay interest, on the public debt, and for 
otber purposes,” such articles shall be en­
titled to such drawback under that act, in 
ail cases when the imported material ex­
ceeds one-half of the value of the material 
used.

Sec. 10. That from and after th« passage

tor,” and inserting in lieu of the last speci­
fied words the words “person to engage in 
the business o f a l s o ,  after the words “six 
hundred feet,” each time they occur, the 
words “in a direct line.”

That section thirteen is hereby repealed. 
That section fifteen be amended by in­

serting after the word “manufacture” the 
words “until the tax thereon shall have 
been paid.”

That section sixteen be amended by strik­
ing out the words “expense of the owner of 
the distillery or warehouse” and inserting 
in lieu thereof the words “at the expense 
of the United States from and after the pas 
sage of this act.”

That section eighteen be amended bv 
striking out the words “not having paid 
the special tax" and inserting in lieu there­
of the words “other than a rectifier or 
wholesale liquor dealer who has paid the 
special tax, or a distiller who has given the

“That on all wines, liquors, or compounds 
known or denominated as wine, and made 
in imitation of sparkling wine or cham­
pagne, but not made from grapes grown in 
the United States, and on all liquors, not 
made from grapes, currants, rhubarb or 
berries grown in the United States, hut
§ tod need by being rectified or mixed with 

istilled spirits, or by the infusion of any 
matter in spirits, to be sold as wine, or as a 
substitute for wiae, there shail be levied

That section fifty be amended by striking 
out the word “ supervisor ” and inserting 
in lieu thereof the word “ officer also, by 
striking out the word “ detectives ” and in­
serting in lieu thereof the word “ agents.’ 

That section fifty-three be amended by 
striking out all from and including tlie 
words “ fees for gauging,” down to and in 
eluding the words “ producer of such ar 
tides.”

That section fifty-four be amended by
>__  _______ striking out all after the enacting clause
written report7 of ! and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 
—i- ----- 1 “That distilled spirits upon which all taxes

have been paid may be exported, with the
privilege of drawback, in quantities of not 
less than one thousand gallons. aDd in dis­
tillers’ original casks, containing not less 
than twenty wine-gallons each, on applica­
tion of the owner thereof to the collector of 
enstoms at any port of entries, and under 
such rules and regulations, and after mak 
ing such entry, as may be prescribed by 
law- and by the Secretary of the Treasury.

that the tax has been paid thereon, and 
that they are truly intended to be exported
to the port o f -------. and not to be relanded
within the limits of the Upited States.

knowingly aid or permit any fraudulent 
change in the spirits so shipped, shall, on 
conviction, be fined not exceeding five

That section eiglit be amended by adding 
the words, “Provided further, Tbat in case 
of distilleries sold at judicial and other 
sales in lavor of the United States, a bond 
may be taken at the discretion of tbe Com­
missioner of tlie Internal Revenue in lieu of 
the written consent required by such sec­
tion. and the person giving suen bond may­
be allowed to operate such distillery dur­
ing the existence of the right of redemption

Any and all assess­
ments made under this section shall be a lien

required bond;” and that said section bo 
further amended by striking out the words 
“malt liquor,” “malt liquors,” “brewer,” 
and “malt liquors,” in the three severs! 

And 
that said section be further amended by 
adding to said section the following: Every 
person who sells or offers for sale malt 
liquors in larger quantities than five 
gallons at one time, out who does not deal 
in spirituous liquors, shall be regarded as a 
wholesale dealer in malt liquors and not a 
wholesale liquor dealer, and shall pay a
