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THE REQULAR REPUBLICANS,
The old Republican party of this State,
which acquired such and distine-
tion under the lead of Governor Warmoth,
is 1ow irrevocably divided into three un-
equal parts. The first and largest part,
headed by the Governor, early entered
gpon the great work of political reform,
State und natiocal, demanded by the
people.

by the Customhouse clique. Their dele-
gates huve been openly bought and sold in
the publie streets. In consequence of fraud
snd decoption attending the whole histary
of itx career, that conveution does not
truly represent the Republicans of thia
State, and we therefure doclare we will not
be bound by their sets, and will oot sup-
port their candidates,

We confoss we do not like the position
assumed by the regular Republicans in
the above resolution; for it attaches en-
tirely too much importance to the coun-
terfeit Republican couvention called to-
gether by the Customhonse clique, headed
by federal officinls. It was the duty of the
regular convention to harmonize, if possi-
ble, the Republican elements. We under-
stood this to have been their object in nd-
journing to Baton Rouge. But they never

J
should have lost sight of the very import-

ant  fact that their convention is
the regular Republican convention.
The regular convention, working in
the interest of barmony, might
have listened to posals  corming
from organizations rluumng to be Repub-

AN AGGRESSIVE SPIRIT,

It does oot require a sharp eye nor s
keen mind to see that ‘n aggressive spirit
is growing ug our d je. We
regret this because it {oreboda cvil conse-
quences. The disposition of white men to
insult or brutally assail colored persons
has alwuys been rebuked by the Rerus-
ticax, and we shall not hesitate to de-
nounce the spirit of aggressiveness that
has already taken root among our colored
population. The spread of this feeling and
disposition among auy portion of our peo-
ple is to be regretted; b it
the peace and good order of society. If it
is wrong and unbecoming in white men, it
it is wrong and very uanbecoming in black
men, and will, if persevered in, lead to dis-
astrous consequences. We speak of this
mtu.-r now, beesuse this upim is jm de-

ng itself g our
Wiﬂnn ashort time past two nou:d in-
stances bave oeccurred of black men mak-
ing nttacks on white men in our most pub-
lic places: and thess aggressions have been
made from bad blood engendered in politi-
cal discussions.

Not long since in the Surveyor's office
in the Customhouse of this city, s negro
slapped & white man's face in consequence
of some misunderstanding that occurred
between them while discusisng politics. It
will be recollscted thata colored man is
now the Surveyor of this port, and it is
unfortunste that Lis office should be made
the rendezvous of negro politicians who
feel that they are licensed to be rude and
insolent there because s black man is chief
of the office. An aggressive, bullying
spirit is detestable in & white man, but in
& negro it is a great deel worse, because it
aronses an ill-will and a prejudice against
the negro race that does not promise to
result in any good to it

Another exemplification of the growth
of this aggressive spirit among our col-
ored men was had a fow days since in the
City Hall. A colored man had gone to
the Mayor's office fur the purpose of ob-
taining a permit, as we understand, to
give a public ball in the First District. It
appears he had given balls there before,
and they had been so conducted as to be.
¢ome a naisance to the neighborhood,
and, upon the complaint of peopls living
there, a permit to have another ball there
wos refused. This exasperated the col-
ored man, and he hung around the Mayor's
office discussing the subject and interfer-
ing with the business of the office until
he was ordered out of it.  Ha went out,
and, returning to the door asked Mr.
Johnson, a clerk in the office, to step out-
side n moment, as he desired to speak to
him. Mr. Johuson, not suspecting any-
thing wrong, went outside, and was
brutally sttacked with s loaded cane by
the aforesaid colored man.

This aggressive spirit, as we have said
before, is growing among our colored peo-
ple, and, if not checked, will do them a
deal of harm. Such conduct can uot be
defended. It must be censured and pun-
ished, no matter whether a white man or a
black man is the aggressor.  But we would
impress upon the colored people particu-
larly the propriety of restraining their evil
passions. By doing this they may check
the spirit of aggression thatis stealthily
growing in them, and, if permitted to ex-
pand, may be & source of great trouble to
them. 1t is the very spirit that will bring
on, if encouraged, what we all profess to

dread, namely, a war of races.

ANOTHER EFFORT TO BE MADE,

The city Council is about to make
s fresh effort to baul the corporation out
of the financial embarrassments which
now oppress it.  To this end an ordinance
has been prepared which vests the Fiseal
Agent—the Louisiana Savings Bank—
with suthority to place the gold bonds au-
thorized by act No. 73, of the lust session,
on the London or otber market for sale at
the minnimum rate of ninety cents on the
dollar. We learn there is a prospect of
effecting a loan of two million pounds ster.
ling or ten millions of dollars, in case the
ordinance is adopted and the required au-
thority given to the Fiseal Agent.

With the proceeds of the sale of the
bonds the Fiscal Agent is required to take
up all the floating debt of the city, and
meet payments upon maturing bonds.
The law also anthorizes some such ex-
change of bonds, bearing interest at n rate
of not less than seven per cent, for the new
gold bonds for not less than ninety conts
on the dollar for the Iatter. 1f, l.-nn-r.
the whole ten millions of bonds are sold for
casb the old bonds may be bought in by
the city befors maturity from the lowest
bidders.

The game act limits the debt of the city
to £23,000,000, .

The success of this scheme, and it looks
fensible, will be followed by many sub-
stantial benefitsa It will bring relief to
the numerons creditors of the city, who
ure now compelled to carry immense sums
of non-interest bearing obligations, mostly
in the shape of certificates of appropri-
stion, school teachers' certifientes and
Metropolitan Police checks. Some one

bas to lose the interest on all these evi-
denices of debt, and it makes no difference
in the light of justice whether it is the
city or the holders. It is & hardship in
either case, and should be avoided. For
tagst of the sapplies farnished the city,
the moda of paying is taken into acconnt,
and the d t on its treasury certi-
ficates is added to the bill when practie-
able. The rates of sluries and the prices
of commoditiss furnished under old con-
tracts aze fixed by law or nsage, and the

bowever, the buhn is saddled on to l.he
general treasury.

Of oourse, there will be u pretty heavy
bill of expenses attached to the transac-
tion in case of success. The bonds are to
be made, tmveling and telegraphing ex-
penses are to be borne by the city, and
the bankers receive one per cent commis-
sion for selling the bonds, besides the in-
terest on funds deposited in London to
meet the interest, which is to be paid
quarterly. A seven per cent gold loan,
placed under such eircutmstances, can not
be regardsd as anything less than a hard-
ship, but we believe it is the best that can
bedone. The great object in view is of
course financial relief.

The projet of the ordinance was pub-
lished in the Repracicax as part of the
“proceedings of the Council yesterday
morning, and we have nssurances that
suggestions from experienced financiers
and pructical men will be gladly received
and carefully considered by the Adminis-
teators. We hope the subject will be
taken up by the public and discussed pro
and con, not onlyin private circles but
through the newspopers. We will gladly
publish any well written article on the
question, and specially invite correspond-
ence, without reference to the side taken.
If there srs any defects, let them be
pointed out before it is too late to correct
them.

PROCLAMATION B\' THE GOVERNOR.

Srare oy Lovisaxa,
Executive Department,
New Orleans, June 15, 1972,

Waknnas, An act of Lhe Leginlature, spproved
Marol 15, 1055, entitied ““An act to establish quaran-
tine tor the protection of the State,” provides that
the Goretnor of the Stats shall yseue his prociams-
tion, upon the advice of the Board of Health, de-
claring any place whers there aliall be resnou to
believe & pestilent, cuntagious or lufections disease
exiate, to be an infected place, and stating the
number of days of quarautine to be performed by
the: vessels, their passengers, officers and crows,
coming from such plave or places—

Now, therefore, in pursusnee of the provisions
of the act sforesaid, I (ssno this my proclamation,
and declare the plaves hersafter named to be in-
foctod places, and that all vessels, together with
