THE COTTON EXCHANGE.

Reception of Colonel Thomas A. Scott— 
The Ba 4 road Hence to Shreveport.

The committee of the Cotton Exchange 
whereof General Bussey is chairman, waited 
on Colonel Scott Wednesday night and 
gained his acquiescence to a reception at 
the Cotton Exchange, where he was to lay 
down his views regarding a railroad hence 
to Shreveport. Colonel Scott consented 
and yesterday the reception of the railroad 
king took place, while the Exchange rooms 
were crowded with all the cotton and many 
of the leading merchants beside.

Colonel Scott being introduced by Mr. 
Summers, president, as the greatest repre­
sentative living of the railroad interest, 
while Colonels Forney and Dodge, with 
whom the great railroad man was accom­
panied, remained ne^r i>y-

COLONEL SCOTT'S REMARKS.
Colonel Scott, bowiDg to the great »u 

dience, politely but curtly delivered himself 
of the following remarks on the railroad in­
terests as affecting New Orleans.

I am here to-day, gentlemen, by invita­
tion ot your committee, not to make a 
Bpeecb, but to have a little friendly talk on 
railroads—railroads that relate immediately 
to the interest of this city and to the State 
of Louisiana. For the last two or three 
weeks, accompanied by a committee of the 
board of directors of the Texas Pacific rail­
road, consisting of Colonel Forney. Mr. 
Walters, General Dodge, and others. I have 
been making a tour through northwestern 
Texas, which is the location of the line in­
tended to be built through Texas, near the 
thirty second parallel, and so on to the Pa­
cific coast. Having made this visit to Texas 
for the first time in my life, never having 
been in that region of the world before. 1 
will state very briefly the impression made 
upon my mind in relation to that country, 
its productions and its peculiar adaptability 
for extensive railroad facilities. We have 
all been very much surprised at finding a 
country capable of producing all of the 
great staples to a degree of perfection that 
is remarkable. We tound there, within a 
circuit of a very few miles, as good wheat, 
as good corn, as good tobacco, as good oats, 
and as much to the acre as I have ever seen 
stand on the ground in any part of the 
world—and I have no doubt the State of 
Texas can produce and will produce more 
of those great staples than are being pro­
duced to-day in all the balance of the United 
States. [Cheers.]

Our object in going to this section was to 
look over the line of the Texas Pacific rail­
road, and to make arrangements for its 
construction, with you, perhaps. I find we 
o»n readily obtain all we need. A reason 
ably strong population in parts, active 
people, plenty of timber and water, and

Hon. Thomas W. Conway, State Superin­
tendent of Pnblic Education, bad yesterday 
so far recovered from his severe attack of 
inflammatory rheumatism, which has con­
fined hint to bed for the past few weeks, as 
to ride to the State House and procure 
from the Governor a leave of absence for 
sixty days.

good natural location for the road, and with 
all these facilities I will say that work is to 
he commenced, and within the next two 
weeks from this time contractors will he 
placed along a line due west, with a view to 
extend the road directly through to San 
Diego and to the Pacific, and I think I may 
sav to the people of New Orleans, that 
within the next six years I hope to be 
able to go through to San Diego on a train 
of cars. [Cheers.]

The Texas Pacific railroad starts from 
Shreveport on the one point, and Texar 
cana on the other, and these two lines run 
nearly in a westerly direction, and will 
come together at a point west of Dallas 
forty miles, known as Fort North. We 
started at Shreveport, one end of the South 
ern Pacific road, and went to the end of the 
road, traveled thence by private convey­
ance over two hundred miles of that coun­
try, every acre of which can be made to 
produce, as 1 have told you, and can be 
made the greatest section of this great 
country. We want, in connection with this 
enterprise as it progresses—for I consider 
the construction of tbe Texas Pacific road 
a fixed fact—we want outlets from it 
at this end, We *want outlets from 
New Orleans, from Vicksburg, from 
St. Louis, and trom any other point that 
will build a railroad to Shreveport or 
any point that will intersect with us. It 
strikes me that your people are particularly 
interested in the construction of a road 
that will connect with that great work as it 
progresses, and 1 think that I may say that 
in two years we will have two converging 
roads built, embracing 500 miles of road 
running in Texas. As we bring that from 
Red river, we want reliable connection 
with the city of New Orleans by rail, 
think it is the duty of the people of New Or­
leans to take up that snbject in very great 
earnest now. I do not think it can be com­
menced a day too soon, and if your people 
will take up the matter atjd build up a rail­
road from here to Baton Rouge, or anv other 
line you may select to connect with us at 
Shreveport, you undoubtedly will control a 
very large portion of the business we oan 
make and control upon that line. It is not 
necessary for me to dilate about what that 
road will do when it is finished: I believe 
that is well understood by every person in 
tbe South. It has been discussed for twenty 
odd years, and should he familiar to everv 
man connected with commerce. But when 
it is finished it will open tip the adjacent 
States of Mexico, Texas—the richest part 
of Texas—New Mexico and Arizona, clear 
through to California. It does seem to 
me that iyour people ought to take hold 
now of the work necessary to be done be­
tween Shreveport and this city. After leav­
ing the line of the Texas Pacific road, we 
started from Dallas and went down to 
Houston, Austin and Galveston, and thence 
we came jto this great city of yours. And 
in ali that country there is now developing 
a trade Which, if you can bring it to your 
town—and you can do it easily by construct­
ing two lines of railroad, one from New Or­
leans to Houston, and one from New Or­
leans to Galveston—would be worth more 
to you than all the other trafic which comes 
to New Orleans.

Now, I want to impress upon you as 
strongly as I can, to-day, the necessity of 
doing those two things for the comn^rcial 
benefit of New Orleans. 1 want particu­
larly to see you build the railroad from 
here to Shreveport, or to aid any organiza­
tion that may be formed to do it. I don’t 
want you to do it through me particularly, 
but I do want to see you take hold of some 
organization that is aiming you here and 
take up the subject of building 300 miles of 
road that ought to he built for $30,000 a 
mile, or less, requiring a capital of only 
$10,000,000, and that will put you in com­
munication with Texas, and clear through 
to the Pacific Ocean.

As far as the Texas Pacific road is con­
cerned, the question has been asked me 
twenty times since I have been in the South 
as to whether the Texas Pacific road would 
not connect with Eastern lines in a way 
that would turn this trade from the city of 
New Orleans. To that I had but one reply 
to make and make it here, that it is no way 
connected with any interest of any kind 
whatever. It stands there a perfectly inde­
pendent corporation. If the people of New 
Orleans will make a connection with it 
they shail have as good a chance for its 
trade as any people on earth.

Therefore, I should like to see your peo­
ple discuss among you some plan to be 
adopted by which you can bring about this 
enterprise. My statements in relation to 
railroads are always to the point, and I tell 
you here we are going to build the Texas 
Pacific road, and we want New Orleans to 
build a road connecting with the Texas 
Pacific road and taking a share in that rich 
trade. Will you do it ?

Colonel John W. Forney was introduced 
by Mr. Summers on conclusion of Colonel 
Scott’s remarks, and he, first alluding to 
the great empire of Texas, which was so 
little known, and speaking of the cordiality 
of the people received on the route of the 
party from Longview to Fort Worth, and 
of the disappointment to them, concluded 
his remarks in a touch on New Orleans, as 
follows:

Yet on returning from as well as entering

tion of peace between two sections lately 
divided. [Cheers].

General Cyrus Bussey, chairman of the 
railroad committee of the Chamber of Com­
merce, being called upon first, urged the 
citizens of New Orleans to contribute $10,- 
000,000 to build an independent line to 
Shreveport from this city, though the con­
tribution might not be made at once. The 
remainder of his remarks were simply laud­
ing the enterprise of the Southern Pacific 
railroad and its connections. On the close 
of the remarks, Colonel Scott again took 
the stand and said:

From some remarks made by the gentle­
man the impression may have ‘been created 
by what I said that. $10,000,000 would beex- 
pected to be raised in New Orleans to build 
the road to Shreveport. What I meant to 
say was that the entire road ought to be 
built for $10,000,000; and I believe if New 
Orleans will take hold of the enterprise and 
raise not exceeding $'2,000,000, the work 
will be constructed. [Cheers ]

General Bussey again came forward and 
said:

The statement is just made that two mil­
lions subscription on the part of New Or­
leans would secure the building of the road 
to Shreveport. That is less than two per 
cent of the taxable property of our city. Is 
there any business man in the city of New 
Orleans, or property holder here, who is 
not willing to shoulder his part of that 
amount! Now, in order that W6 may have 
something practical, I move that a commit­
tee of fifty be appointed by the president of 
this meeting to permanently organize this 
matter. I have had only a moment to think 
about it, and do not know what shape to 
put it in; but my object is that a committee 
of fifty be appointed to keep this matter be­
fore ths public—to organize a permanent 
railroad organization: that the city of New 
Orleans should work in co-operation with 
the managers of the Southern Pacific rail­
road.

Shreveport, July 5,1872.
A great Liberal mass meeting was held in 

Shreveport yesterday, pursuant to a call of 
citizens, without respect to party or race- 
A large number of persons assembled in 
Brower’s Hall, and nominated delegates to 
the convention to assemble in New Orleans 
on the first Monday in August.

The hall was filled to repletion at an 
early hour by an intelligent and expectant 
assemblage. The meeting, unlike all po­
litical meetings of the past in Caddo, was 
presided over and controlled by old men, 
men of property and standing, men not 
much given to politics, of commanding 
talents, of ripe experience and undoubted 
patriotism.

The president was the Hon. Reuben 
White, one of the wealthiest planters in 
Northwestern Louisiana, and the jice presi­
dents were Colonel B. M. Johnson, the prin 
cipal hanker of this section and one of the 
best financiers of the State; Dr. Flournoy, 
a man distinguished in his profession, and a 
large planter as well. Hon. John Howell, a 
large landholder, was also present. The 
meeting was composed of men of all parties, 
black and white, and the anxiety depicted 
upon the countenances of those present 
plainly indicated that they were in earnest 
in the effort to put in the field a ticket that 
would be likely to win in the coming guber­
natorial contest. There were Democrats, 
Reformers, Liberal Republicans and straight 
out Radicals present, and the one idea 
seemed to he that something must be done 
for the political salvation of Louisiana.
