[General Nature—No. 4 ]
An aet to change the times for holding cir­

cuit and district courts of the United 
States tor the western district ot Virginia. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That, in­
stead of the times now fixed by law, the 
circuit and district courts of the United 
States for the western district of Virginia 
shall hereafter be held as follows: At Dan­
ville, on the Tuesday after .the fourth Mon 
day of February and August: at Lynchburg, 
on the Tuesday after the third Monday of 
March and September; at Harrisonburg, on 
the Tuesday after the second Monday of 
April anil October; and at Abingdon, on the 
Tuesday after the fourth Monday of May 
and October. And all recognisances, indict­
ments, or other proceedings, civil or crimi­
nal, now pending in either of said courts, 
shall be entered and have day in court, and 
be hor.rd and tried according to the times 
of bolding said court as herein provided.

[General Nature—No 5.1 
An act for the apportionment of Repre­

sentatives to Congress among the sev­
eral States according to the ninth census. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America iu Congress assembled. That from 
and after the third day of March < ighteen 
hundred and seventy-three, the House of 
Representatives stall be composed of two 
hundred and eighty three members, to be 
apportioned among the several States in ac 
cordunce with the provisions of this act; that 
is to say : To the State of Maine, five; to 
the State of New Hampshire, two; to the 
State of Vermont, two; to the State of Mas­
sachusetts, eleven: to the State of Rhode 
Island, two; to the State of Connecticut, 
four; to the State of New York, thirty-two; 
to the State of New Jersey, seven; to the 
State of Pennsylvania, twenty-six; to the 
State ol’ Delaware, one; to the State oft Ma­
ryland, six; to the State of Virginia, nine; 
to the State of North Carolina, eight; to 
the State of South Carolina, five; to the 
State of Georgia, nine; to the State of Ala­
bama, seven; .to the State of Missis­
sippi, six to the State of Louisiana, 
five; to the State of Ohio, twenty; to 
the State of Kentucky, ten; to the State ol 
Temftssee," nine; to the State of Indiana, 
twelve; to the State of Illinois, nineteen; 
to the State of Missouri, thirteen; to the 
State of Arkansas, four; to the S'ate of 
Michigan, nine; to the State of Florida, one; 
to the State of Texae, six; to the State of 
Iowa, nine; to the State of Wisconsin, 
eight; to the State of California, four; to 
the State of Minnesota, three; to the State 
of Oregon, one; to the State of Kansas, 
thre# to the State ol West Virginia, three; 
to the State of Nevada, one; to the State of 
Nebraska, one; Provided, That if, after 
such apportionment shall have been made, 
any new State shall be admitted into the 
Union, the Representative or Representa­
tives of such new State shall be additional 
to the number of two hundred and eiglity- 
tbroo herein limited.

Sec 2. That in each State entitled under 
this law to more than one Represen-' 
tative, the number to whioh said 
States may be entitled in the Forty- 
third, anil each subsequent Congress, 
shall bo elected by districts composed of 
contiguous territory, and containing 
as nearly as practicable an. equal num­
ber of inhabitants, anil equal in 
number to the number of Representa­
tives to which- said States ptay be entitled 
in Congress, no one district electing-more 
than one Representative; Provided, That in 
the election of Representatives to the 
Forty-third Congress in any State which bjk 
this law is given an increased number or 
Representatives, the additional Representa­
tive or Representatives allowed to such State 
may be elected by the State at large, and the 
other Representatives to which the State is 
entitled by the districts.as now prescribed 
by law in 6aid State," unless the legislature 
of said State shall otherwise provide before 
the time fixed by law for the election of 
Representatives therein.

Sec 3. That.the Tuesday next after the 
first Monday in November, in the year 
eighteen hundred and seventy-six, is here­
by fixed and established as the day, in each 
of the States and Territories of 'tne United 
States, for the election ol Representatives 
and Delegates to the Forty-fifth Congress ; 
and the Tuesday next after the first Mon­
day in November, in* every second year 
thereafter, isherehy fixed and established as 
the day for the election, in each of said 
States anil Territories, of representatives 
and delegates to the Congress commencing 
on the fourth of March next thereafter."

Sec. 4. That If, upon trial, there shall be 
a failure to elect a Representative or Deie-

fatc in Congress iu any State, District or 
en itory, upon the day hereby fixed and 
established for suoh election, or if, after 

any Mich election, a vacancy shall occur in 
any such State. District or Territory, froth 
death, resignation or otherwise, an eleetion 
shall be held to fill any vacancy caused by 
such failure, resignation, death or other­
wise, at such time as is or may be provided 
by law for filling vacancies in the State or 
Territory in which the same may occur.

Sec. 5. That no State shall be hereafter 
admitted to the Union without having the 
nect ssary population to entitle it to at 
least one Representative aocording to the 
ratfn of representation fixed by this bill.

Sec. 6. That should any State, after the 
passage of this act, deny or abridge the 
right of any of the male inhabitants of such 
State, being twenty-one years of age, and 
citizens of the United. States, to vote at any 
election named in the amendments to the 
constitution, article fourteen, section two, 
except for participation in the rebellion or 
other crime, the number of Representatives 
apportioned in this act to snob State shall 
be reduced in the proportion which the 
number of such male ctizens shall- have to. 
the whole number of male citizens twenty 
one years of age in such.State.

An act for the relief of the officers and crew 

of the United States steamer “Kegr- 
sarge.” _
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Secretary of the Navy be and he hereby is 
afithorized and directed fcto pay, out of 
money hereafter to be appropriated, to Rear 
Admiral John A. Winslow, and the officers 
and crew belonging'to the United" States 
steamer “Kearsarge" while eugaged in the 
capture and destruction of the vessel called 
the “Alabama,” on the nineteenth day of 
June, eighteen hundred and sixty four, the 
sum of one hundred and ninety thousand 
dollars, the same being the estimated value 
tbeieofJSto he distributed to the officers 
and cripV'.attachcd to the “Kearsage'’at 
the ibltajabove named according to the pay. 
roll of the shin at the tune, and to be in 
lieu of the bounty authorized by the 
eleventh section of the aet of June thir­
tieth, eighteen hundred and sixty-four, en­
titled “ An act to regulate prize proceed­
ing.*, and so forth:” provided, that no 
money shall be paid to the assignee of any 
of said officers or crew, entitled to receive 
the same, -but only to himself iu person, 
qr to his wife, or to’ his personal representa­
tives. excluding any suoh assignee; and 
provided further, that if any ot the ofiicers 
or creW of said United States steamer 
‘"Kearsage”*shall have received the bounty 
provided for by the said section eleven of 
the aet ol" June thirtieth, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-four, the same shall be deducted 
from the amount to be paid to such officer 
pr seaman under this aet.

An act to admit certain machinery im­

ported from foreigu countries free of 
■ d u t y ,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled,‘That the 
Calcasieu Sulphur and Mining Company ol 
New Orleans be and is hereby permitted to 
import, free of duty, under such rules ^md 
regulations as the’ Secretary of the Treas­
ury shall prescribe, certain machinery and 
accompanying implements for the purpose 
of and to be used only in making a series 
of i xperimenta in mining for sulphur in the 
>aiUh of Calcasieu, in the State of Louisi­
ana; provided, that the value of such im­
portation shall not exceed the sum of seven- 
t.y-five thousand dollars, and that said ma­
chinery and implements be imported within

one year from and after the passage ot this
act.

An act to establish certain post-routes 

the State of Iowa.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House

From Franklin, in Winnesheik county, 
State of Iowa, to Washington Prairie, in the 
same county; also,

mington, to Caledonia, in the State ol Min­
nesota.

-An act to exempt the iron steam ice­

boats constructed by the city of Phila­
delphia from the inspection required by 
the act of Februasy twenty-eight, eigli-

whole or iu part by steam, and for other 
purposes. ”
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
iron steam iee-boats, constructed by the 
city of Philadelphia for the purpose of 
keeping open the navigation of the rivers 
Delaware and Schuylkill (Turing the winter 
months, be and they are hereby exempt 
from the inspection required by the act ap­
proved twenty-eighth of February, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-one, entitled “An act 
to provide for the better security of life on 
board of vessel^ propelled in whole or in 
part by steam, and lor other purposes;” 
provided, that this act will expire at the 
end of six months from and after its 
passage.

An act for the relief of Alexander Smith 

and Halcyon Skinner.
Be it enaated by the* Senate andHonse or 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Commissioner o& Patents be, and he is 
hereby, directed to grant a rehearing ot the 
application of Alexander Smith and Hal­
cyon Skinner, for the extension of letters- 
patent granted to them on the fourth day 
of November, eighteen hundred and fifty- 
six, for improvement in power loems^ and 
he is hereby authorized to to revive and ex­
tend the said letters-patent for the further 
term of seven years from and after the 
fourth day of November, eighteen hundred 
and seventy, notwithstanding the original 
term for which letters-patent was granted 
has expired, and the said patentees had 
patented the said invention in foreign coun­
tries, anti such foreign patents had ex­
pired before the fourth day of November, 
eighteen bundred and seventy, if in his 
judgment the said patentees were the 
original and first inventors of the invention 
-described in the said letters-patent, and 
the invention is useful, and the patentees 
have failed, without neglect or fault on 
their part, to obtain frpni the nse and sale 
of the said invention a reasonable remuner­
ation for the time, ingenuity, labor, aud 
expense bestowed upon the same and the 
introduction thereof into use. And the 
said letters-patent, when so revived and 
extended, shall have the same effect in law 
as if It had been originally granted tor the 
term of twenty-one years; provided, that 
all persons who at the time of the passage 
of .this act had constructed, or caused to be 
constructed, or used looms en the plan of 
thewaid invention, shall be at liberty, dur­
ing such extended term, to use and vend to 
others to use said looms so constructed or 
used.

three."
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States rtf 
America in Congress assembled, That the" 
following Bums lie, and the same are here­
by appropriated, out of any money in the 
treasury not'otherwise.. appropriated, for 
the payment of pensions Jor the year end­
ing the thirtieth-of June, eighteen'hundred 
and seventy-three, viz:

For army pensions to invalids, widows, 
and dependent relatives, revolutionary pen­
sions. and pensions to soldiers of the war 
of eighteen hundred and twelve, and for 
furnishing artificial limbs or apparatus for 
resection, with transportation o*r commuta­
tion therefor; also, for compensation to pen­
sion agents, aud the expenses of the several 
agencies, andfor fees for preparing vouchers 
and administering oaths, rs provided for 
by the acts of April twenty-fourth, eighteen 
hundred and sixteen; July fourth, eighteen 
hundred and thirty-six ; May thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and forty-six; February 
twentieth, eighteen - hundred and forty- 
seven; February second, efghteeu hun­
dred and forty-eight; July twehty- 
first, eighteen hundred and lorty-eight, 
July twenty-ninth, eighteen hundred 
and forty-eight; February third, eighteen

An act to set' apart a certain tract of land 

lying near the head-waters oftlie Yellow­
stone river as q public park.
Be it enacted by the Senate ami House of 

Representatives of the "United .States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
tract of land in the Territories of Montana 
and Wvbming, lying near the head-waters 
of the Ycllowsto'np river, and described as 
follows, to wit; Commencing at the junction 
of Gardine-' i river with the Yellowstone 
river, and' unuing east to the meridian 
Dassing. ten miles to the eastward of the 
most eastern point of the Yellowstone lake, 
thence south along said meridian to 
the patrJlel of latttudo passing ten miles 
south ’ t f  the most southern point 
of Yellowstone lake; thence west along 
said parallel to the meridian passing fifteen

miles west of the most western point of 
Madison lake; thence north along said 
meridian -to the latitude of the junction of 
the Yellowstone and Gardiner’s rivers; 

whence east to the place of beginning, is 
hereby reserved ana withdrawn from set­
tlement, occupancy, or sale under the laws 
of the Uaited States, and dedicated and set 
aoart as public park or pleasuring-ground 
for the benefit and enjoyment of the people 
and all persons who snail locate or settle 
upon or occufly the same, or any part 
thereof, except’ as hereinafter provided, 
shall be considered trespassers, and re­
moved therefrom.

Sec. 2. That said public park shall be un­
der the exclusive control of the Secretary of 
the Interior, whose duty it shall be, as soon 
as practicable, to make and publish each 
rules and regulations as he may deem neces­
sary or proper for the care and management 
tx^he same. Such regulations shall provide 
liK he preservation, from injury or spolia­
tion, of ali timber, mineral deposits, natural 
curiosities, or wonders within said park, and 
their retention in their natural condition. 
The Secretary may, in his discretion, grant 
leases for building purposes for terms 
not exceeding ten years, of small par­
cels of ground, at such places in said
Eat k as shall require the erection of 

uildings for the accommodation of 
visitors: all of the proceeds ot said leases, 
and all other revenues that may be derived 
from any source connected witli said park, 
to be expended under bis direction in the 
management of the same, and the construc­
tion of roads and bridle-paths therein. He 
shall provide against the wanton destruc­
tion ot the fish and game found within Baid 
park, and against their capture or destruc 
tion for the purposes of merchandise or 
profit. He shall also cause all persons tres­
passing upon the same after the passage or 
this act to be removed therefrom, and gen­
erally shall be authorized to. take'all such 
measures as shall, be necessary oF proper to 
fully carry out the objects and purposes of 
this act.

An set to authorize" the.^construction of a 

bridge’across the Missouri river at or near 
St, Joseph, Missouri.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That it 
shall be lawful for “The St. Joseph Bridge 
Building Company,” a corporation organ­
ized tor that purpose under the general 
corporation laws of the State of Mis­
souri, to construct a bridge across the 
Missouri river at or near Saint Jo­
seph, Missouri, and to lay on and over 
said bridge railway tracks for the more 
perfect connection of any and all railways 
that are now, or which may hereafter lie, 
constructed to the Missouri river at or near 
Saint Joseph, or to the river on the opposite 
side of the same, near Saint Joseph; and 
•build, erect, and lay on and over said 
bridge ways for wagons, vehicles of all 
kinds, and for the transit of animals, and 
tiGprovide ways for foot passengers, and to 
keep up, maintain, and operate said bridge 
for the purposes aforesaid; and that when 
said bridge is constructed, all trains of all 
railroads terminating at said river, and on 
the opposite side thereof, at or near Saint 
Joseph, Missouri, shall be allowed to cross 
said bridge for reasonable compensation, to 
be made to the owners of the same, uniter 
the limitations and conditions hereafter 
named. The owners of said bridge may 
also charge and receive reasonable compen­
sation or tolls for the transit over the said 
bridge of all wagons, carriages, vehicles, 
animals, and foot passengers.

Sec. 2. That pny bridge built under the 
provisions of this act may, at the option of 
person, or persons, or dbrporatiori building 
the same, be built as a drawbridge, with a 
pivot or other form of draw, or with unbro­
ken or continuous spans; provided, that if 
the same shall be made of unbroken.continu­
ous spans it shall not be of less elevation in 
any case than fifty feet above extreme high 
water mark, as understood at tlie point of 
location, to the bottom chord of the bridge, 
nor shall the spans of said bridge be less 
than three hundred and fifty feet in length, 
and the piers of said bridge shall be parallel 
with the current of the river, and the main 
span shull be over the main ciiannel of the 
river and not less than three hundred feet 
in length; and provided also, that if a 
bridge shall bo built under this act as a 
drawbridge the same shall be constructed 
as a pivot drawbridge, with a draw over 
the main channel of the river at an accessi­
ble aud navigable point, and with spans of 
not less than one hundred and sixty feet 
in length in the ddre on each side 
of the etntral or pivot pier of the draw, and 
the next adjoining spans to the drew shall 
not be less than two hundred and fifty feet; 
and said spans shall not be less than thirty 
feet above low-water mark, and not less 
than ten feet abovo extreme high-water 
mark, measuring to the bottom chord of the 
bridge, and the piers of said bridge shall be 
parallel with the current of the river, and 
provided ulso, that said draw shall be 
opened promptly, upon reasonable signal, 
for the passage of boats whose construction 
shall not be such as to admit of. their pas­
sage under the permanent spans of said 
bridge, except whentrains are passing over 
the same, but in no case shall unnecessary 
delay occur in opening the said draw during 
or after the passage of trains: And pro­
vided further, That, the corporation building 
said bridge may, If not unauthorized by the 
provisions of its charter of incorpation, enter 
upon the banks of said river, either above 
or below the point ot the. location of said 
bridge, for a distance ot seven miles,, a ml 
erect and maintain breakwaters or use such 
other means as may be necessary to make 
a channel -for said river, aud confine the 
liow of the water to a permanent channel, 
and to do whatever may be necessary to ac­
complish said object, but shall not impede 
or obstruct the navigation of the said river; 
and 'all plans tor such works or erec­
tions upon the banks of the river shall first 
be submitted to the Secretary of War for 
his approval.

Sec. 3. That any bridge built under tliis 
act, aud according to its limitations, shall 
be a lawful structure*, and shall be recog­
nized and known as a post-route,- upon 
which, also, no higher charge shall be made 
for the transmission over the same of the 
mails, the troops, and the munitions of war 
of the United States than the rate per mile 
paid for their transportation over the rail­
roads or public highways lcadiug to The 
said bridge.

Sec. 4. That in case of any litigation 
arising from any obstruction, or alleged ob­
struction, to the free navigaf’on of the Mis­
souri liver, at or. near the crossing of said 
said bridge, and. caused or alleged to be 

.caused, thereby", the cause shall be com- 
Dieiioeti aud fried in the district courts of 
either judicial districts of Missouri or Kan­
sas in which thefrald bridge, or any portion 
of such obstruction touches; and the right 

. (Walter or amend this act so as to prevent 
or remove all material* obstructions to the 
navigation of said river by the construction 
of said bridge is hereby expressly reserved, 
aud ali shcU alterations, w hen required by 
law. shall be made at the expense cf saiil 
bridge company; and the. plan on which 
such bridge is intended to be built; aud shall 
be’bnilf, shall be first submitted to and ap­
proved by the Secretary of Wjta.

£ke. That the Saint Joseph Bridge 
Building Company, after the passage of 
this act, shall not have the right.to, assign 
the Charter which said eoiupauy now holds 
by.assignment from the Saint Joseph and 
Denver City Railroad Company, anil which 
was grafted to said last named company by 
virtue ot an act of Congress, approved July 
fourteenth, eighteen hundred and seventy, 
fo any other company, person, or persons; 
nor shall said bridge building company be 
permitted, under the said charter so ob­
tained as aforesaid from the Saint Joseph 
and. Denver Cjtv Railroad Company, t<* 
construct any other bridge tbnn the one 
now being constructed at Saint Joseph, Mis 
souri. .

Ab act to provide for the admission of 

paintings, statuary, and photographs for 
exhibition free of duty.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
paintings, statuary, aud photographic pic­
tures imported into the United States for 
exhibition by any association dnlv author­
ized under the laws of the United States or 
any State for the promotion and encourage 
roent of ecience, art, or industry, and not. 
intended for sale, Bhall be admitted free of 
duty, under such rules and regulations as 
the’ Secretary of the Treasury shall pre­

scribe; provided, that bords shall be given 
for the payment .to the United States of 
such duties as are now imposed by law 
upon any and all of such articles as shall 
not be re exported within six months after 
such importation. *

[General Nature—No. 20.]
An act transferring certain powers and du­

ties to the Department of J  ustice, and 
providing a seal therefor.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
and singular the powers conferred and du­
ties enjoined by existing laws upon the Sec­
retary of- the Interior relating to the im­
prisonment or discharge of convicted of­
fenders against the laws of tne United 
States, or to the reform school and jail in 
the District of Columbia, be, and the same 
are hereby, transferred to the Department 
of Justice.

Sec. 2. That the seal heretofore provided 
for the office of the Attorney General, shall 
be the seal of the Department of Justice, 
with such change in the device as the Presi­
dent ot the United States shall approve, 
and all books, papers, documents, and 

"records in said Department of Justice may 
be copied aud certified under seal in the 
same manner as those in the State Depart­
ment, aud with the same force and effect.

An act supplementary to the act entitled 

“An act to prevent the extermination of 
. fur bearing animals in Alaska.”

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States ol 
America in Gongress assembled, That the 
Secretary of the Treasury be, and he is 
hereby, authorized to appoint one agent 
and three assistant agents, who shall be 
charged frith the management of the seal 
fisheries iu Alaska, and the performance ot 
such other duties as may be assigned to 
them by the Secretary of the Treasury; and 
the said agent shall.reeeive the sum of ten 
dollars each day, one assistant atrent the 
sum of eight dollars each day and two as- - 
sistant agents the sum of six dollars each 
day while so employed; aud they shall 
also be allowed their necessary traveling 
expenses in going to and returning from 
Alaska, for which expenses vouchers shall 
be presented to the proper accounting offi­
cers of the treasury, and such expenses 
shall not exceed in the aggregate six hun­
dred dollars each in any one year; provided, 
that such agents shall never be interested, 
directly or indirectly, in any lease oi the 
right to take seals, nor in any proceeds nor 
profits thereof, neither as owner, «agent, 
partner or otherwise. .

Sec. 2. That the Secretary of the Treasury 
be, and he is hereby, authorized to erect a 
dwelling-house upon each of the islands of 
,St. Paul and St. George, for the use of said 
agents, the cost of both not to exceed six 
thousand dollars.

Sec. 3. That the said agents be, and they 
are hereby, empowered to administer oaths 
in all cases relating to the service of the 
United States, ana to take testimony in 
Alaska for the use of the government in 
any matter concerning the public revenues.

public interests would be subserved there­
by, to re establish the Monroe land district 
in the State of Louisiana, with the same 
boundaries that existed before the consoli­
dation of said land district with the land 
district at New Orleans.

An act for the relief of George JV. Morse.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Commissioner of Patents be, and he hereby 
is, authorized fo entertain and exercise 
jurisdiction over petitions of George W. 
Morse for the extension of two letters-pat­
ent granted to him on the twenty eighth day 
of October, eighteen hundred and fifty six, 
for a further tcVm of seven years from the 
day on which such extensions may be 
granted, and to bear the testimony of the 
applicant and determine upon the said peti­
tions in the same manner'and with the same 
effect as if the original terms of said patents 
or of any foreign patents covering' the same 
inventions, liad not expired, and* to grant 
or refuse such extensions upon the same 
principles, otherwise, that govern, his de­
cisions upon such applications when made 
undgr the law of July eight, eighteen hun­
dred anil seventy; provided, that no per­
son shall be held liable for the infringement 
of said patents,^!' extended, for making use 
of said inventions since the expiration of the 
original terms oi said patents, and prior to 
the date of their extension: And provided 
further, That any person, firm, or corpora­
tion now engaged in the manufacture of 
fire-arms, and using said invention, shall be 
entitled to use the machinery made or con­
structed by them for manufacturing the 
same since tlie expiration of the original 
terms of said patents, without liability dur­
ing the term of said extension.

An act to create an additional land district 

in the State of Minnesota. •
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
President of the United States be, and he 
is hereby, authorized to establish an addi 
tional land district in the State of Minne­
sota, embracing all that part of the present 
Alexandria land district which lies north of 
township number one hundred and thirty- 
six north, and west of range number thirty- 
five west of the fifth principal meridian, 
and to fix from time to time the boundaries 
of-thereof, which district shall be named 
after the plae3 at which the office shall first 
be established; and the President shall 
have power to fix from time to time the lo­
cation of the offioe for such district.

Sec. 2. That the President is herebv author­
ized to appoint, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, a register and receiver 
for said land district, who shall be required 
to reside at the site of the land offiee for 
said district, wfco shall be subject to the 
same laws and responsibilities, and whose 
compensation, respectively, shall be the 
same as that now allowed by law to other 
land officers.in said State.

An act to create an additional land dis­

trict in the State of Nevada.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That all 
that portion of the State of Nevada, em­
braced iu the following described limits, to 
wit: commencing at the corner common to 
townships twenty four and twenty-five 
north, range forty-four and forty-five east, 
Mount Diable base and meridian; thence 
running due east to the eastern boundary 
line ol" the State of Nevada; tbeDee north 
on said eastern boundary of said State to 
the north boundary of said State; tbenee 
west on said north boundary of said State 
to the eastern boundary of the Carson land 
district; tbenee south along said eastern 
boundary of the Carson land district to tlie 
place of beginning, shall constitute a separ­
ate land district, to be called the Elko land 
district, the offiee of which shall be located 
at Elko, in Elko county, State of Nevada; 
which, location may be changed by the 
President of the United States irdtn time to 
time as the public interest may require.

Sec. 2. That the President shall appoint, 
by and with the advice aud consent of the 
Senate, or in the recess of the Senate, a 
register and a receiver of public moneys for 
said district, and said officers shall reside in 
the place where said land office is located, 
and shall have the same powers and receive 
the same emoluments as tlie same officers 
now receive in the other land districts in 
said State.

An act to restore- the records of the 

United States courts in the northern dis­
trict of Illinois.
Be it enacted by the Senate of House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That in 
proceedings to restore the records ivthe 
circuit ana district courts of the northern 
district of Illinois, destroyed by fire on the 
ninth of October, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-one, under the act of March third, 
eighteen'hundred and seventy-one, entitled 
“Ad act relating to records of the courts of 
the United States," tho. notice required by 
said act may be served upon any non-resi­
dent of said district anywhere within the 
jurisdiction of the United States, or in any 
foreign country, the proof of the service of 
such notice, if made in a foreign country, 
to be certified by a minister or coDStil of the 
United States in such country, under his 
official seal.

Sec. 2. That a certified copy of the official, 
return of the district attorney, clerk of the 
circuit or district court, or the marshal of 
the northern district of Illinois, made in 
pursuance of law, and on tile in the De-. 
part me ot of Justice, relating to any cause 
in either of said courts to which the United 
States was a party, the record of which was 
destroyed in said fire, may be filed in the 
court to which it appertains, and shall have 
the same force and effect as if it were an 
original return made to said court,.and in 
any case in which the names of the parties, 
and the date and amount of Abe judgment 
or decree shall appear from such returns, 
it shall be lawful for the court in which 
they are filed to issue the necessary process 
to enforce such decree or judgment in the 
same manner as if the original record was 
before said court.

Sec. 3. That it shall be tlie duty of the 
district attorney for the northern district of 
Illinois to take such steps as may be neces­
sary to restore the records and files of the 
circuit and district courts of said district 
which were destroyed by fire on the ninth 
of October, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
one, and in which the United States is in­
terested, so far as the judges of said courts, 
respectively, shall deem it essential to the 
interests ot1 the United States that said 
records and tiles be restored; and thejudges 
of .said courts, respectively, are authorized 
to direct such steps to be taken as, in their 
opinion, shall be deemed advisable 
to restore the judgment dockets and 
indices of said courts, and, for that 
purpose, may direct the performance, 
by the clerks of said courts, aud 
by the United States attorney for said dis­
trict, of ary duty incident thereto, and 
said clerks aud said district attorney shall' 
be allowed such compensation and "dis­
bursements for services rendered under 
tliis section in cases where no Compensation 
is-now provided by law for such services) 
as may be allowed by the Attorney Gen­
eral, and certified to be just and reason­
able by the judge of the court in which 
said services are lvudered, and the amount 
so allowed shall be paid out Ot the judiciary 
fand; provided, however.-that the sum al­
lowed the clerks of said courts shall not 
exceed the sum of twelve thousand dollars, 
and the entire compensation of the United 
States attorney for such services shall not 
exceed the sum of six thousand dollars.

[General Nature—No. 33.]
An aet to authorize the construction of a 

bridge across the Mississippi river at or 
near the town* of Clinton, in the State of 
Iowa, and other bridges across said river, 
and to establish them as post-roads.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That it 
shall be lawful for any persotf or persons, 
company or corporation, to build a bridge 
across {be Mississippi river, at such point 
on said river, within fifteen miles of the 
•town of Clinton, in the State of Iowa, as 
may accommodate tlie Chicago, Burlington 
and Quincy railroad and its connections on 
the west side of said river, and to lay 
on or OTer said bridge railway tracks for 
the more perfect connection of any rail­
roads that are, or shall t be. constructed to 
the said river at or opposite said point, 
under the limitations and - conditions here­
inafter provided; that said bridge shall net 
intrt(fere with the free navigation of said 
river beyond what is necessary in order 'to 
carry into effect the rights and privileges 
hereby granted; and in case'oi' any litiga­

tion arising from any obstruction, or al­
leged obstruction, to the free navigation of 
said river, the cause may be tri^l before 
the district court of the" United States of 
any State in which any portion of 
said obstruction or bridge touches:

Erovided, that said bridge. shall not 
e . so located or constructed" as to 
interfere in any manner with the approach­

es to the railroad bridge now erected at 
Clinton, or with the piers of the same, or 
so as to obstruct in any manner the passage 
of said bridge by boats, vessels, or rafts, or 
to render such passage more difficult or 
dangcrons: Provided, uowever. That this 
clause shall not be construed to prohibit 
the crossing of the approaches to said 
bridge, if such crossing shall be found neces­
sary.

Sec. 2. That any bridge built under the 
provisions of this act may, at the option of 
the company building the same, be built as 
a draw bridge, with a pivot or other form 
of draw, or with unbroken or continuous 
spans; provided, that if the said bridge shall 
be made with uubmken and continuous 
spans, it shall not be of less elevation, ip 
any case, than fifty feet above extreme 
high water mark, as understood at the 
point of location, to the bottom chord of 
the bridge; nor shall the spans of said 
bridge be less than two hundred and fifty 
feet in length, and the piers of said bridge 
shall be parallel with the current of the 
river, and the main span shall be over the 
main channel of the river, and not 
less than three hundred feet in length ; 
and provided also,.that if any bridge 
built under this act shall be constructed as 
a draw-bridge, the same shall be construct­
ed as a pivot draw-bridge, with a draw 
over the main channel of the river at an 
accessible and navigable point, and with 
spans of not less than one bundred and 
sixty feet in length in the clear on each 
side of the central or pivot pier ol the draw; 
and the next adjoining spans to the draw 
shall not be less than two bundred and fifty 
feet; and said spans shall not be less than 
(hirtv teet above low-water mark, and not 
less than ten feet above extreme high-water 
mark, measuring to the bottom chord of the 
bridge; and the piers of said bridge shall be 
paralled with the current of the river, 
where said bridge may be erected: And pro­
vided also, Tlfat saii^lraw shall be opened 
promptly, upen reasonable signal, for the 
passage ot boats.

Sec. 3. That any bridge constructed un­
der this act, and according to its limita­
tions, shall be a lawful structure, and shall 
be known and recognized as a post-route, 
upon which, also, no higher charge shall be 
made for the transmission over the same of 
the mails, the troops and the munitions of 
war of the United States than the rate per 
mile paid for their transportation over the 
railroads public highways leading to the 
said bridge, and the United States shall 
have the right of way for postal telegraph 
purposes across said bridge.

Sec. 4. |That all railway companies de­
siring to use the said bridge shall have and 
be eutitled to equal rights and privileges 
in the passage at the same, aud in the use 
of the machinery and fixtures thereof, and 
of all the approaches thereto, under and 
upon such terms arid conditions as shall be
Erescribed by the Secretary of War, upon 

earing the allegations ana proofs of the 
parties in case they shall not agree.

Sec. 5. That the structure herein author­
ized shall be built and located under and 
sqbject to such regulations for the security 
of navigation of said river as the Secretary 
of War shall prescribe, and the said struc­
ture shall be at all times so kept and man­
aged as to offer reasonable and proper 
means for the passage of vessels through or 
under said structure; and the said struc­
ture shall be changed at tlie cost and 
expense of the owners thereof, from time to 
time as Congress may direct, so as to pre­
serve the free and convenient navigation of 
said river. And the authority to erect and 
continue said bridge shall be subject to re­
vocation or modification by law whenever 
tho public good shall, in the judgment of 
Congress so require, without any expense 
or charge to the United States.

Sec. 6. That the Muscatine Western Rail­
road Company, or their assigns, a corpora­
tion existing under the laws of the State of 
Iowa, be, and is hereby, authorized to con­
struct" and maintain a bridge across the 
Mississippi river at tlie city of Muscatine, 
in the State of Iowa. The bridge aut horized 
to lie built by this section j* hereby declared 
to be a post-route, and shall have all the 
privileges, and is subject to all the terms, 
restrictions and requirements contained in 
the foregoing sections of this act.

Sec. 7. That a bridge may be constructed 
and maintained across the Mississippi river, 
at any point they may select, between the 
counties of Carroll and Whitesides, in the

tite of Illinois, aud the counties of Jackson 
d Clinton, in the State of Iowa, either by 
tlie Western Union Railroad Company or 

the Sabuia, Ackley, and Dakota Railroad 
Company, or both of them, or by either or 
both of’their successors or assigns, or by 
any person, company, or corporation hav­
ing authority from the States of Illinois 
and Iofra. The bridge authorized to be 
hnilt by thiB section is hereby declared to 
be a post route, and has all the privileges, 
and is subject to all the terms, restrictions, 
and requirements contained in the forego­
ing sections of this act..

Sec. 8. That a bridge may be construct­
ed aud maintained across the Mississippi 
river, at any point they may select, between 
the county of La Crosse, in the State of 
Wisconsin, and the county of Houston, in 
tlie State of Minnesota, by the Milwaukee 
and Saint Paul Railway Company, their 
successors «or assigns, or by auy person, 
company, or corporation having authority 
from the States of Wisconsin and Minneso­
ta. The bridge authorized to be built by 
this section is hereby declared to be a post- 
route, aud has all the privileges, and is sub 
ject to all the terms, restrictions, anil re 
quirements contained in the foregoing sec­
tions Of this act.

Sec. 9. That the right to alter or amend 
this act, so as to prevent or remove all ma­
terial obstructions to the navigation of said 
river by the construction of bridges, is here­
by expressly reserved.

Sec. 10. That this act shall take effect 
and be iu force from and after its passage, 
without any expense or charge to the 
United States.

An act in addition to an act entitled “An 

act to amend an act entitled ‘An act for 
the removal of causes in certain cases 
from State courts,'approved July twenty* 
seventh, eighteen hundred and sixty-six,” 
approved March second, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-seven.
Be it enacted by tlie Senate and House of 

Representatives of tbo United States of 
America in Csngress assembled, That 
whenever a personal action lias been or 
shall lie brought iu any State court by an 
alien against any citizen of a State who is. 
or at the time, the alleged action accrued 
was. a civil officer of the United States, be­
ing non-resident of that State wherein juris- 
dictibn is obtained by the State court, by 
personal service of process, such action may 
be removed into the Circuit Court of the 
United States in and for the district in 
which the defendant shall have been served 
with process, in the same manner as now 
provided for the removal of an action 
brought in a State court by the provisions 
of section three of the act of March second, 
eighteen hundred and thirty-three, entitled 
“An act further to provide for the collection 
of duties on imports.”

[General Nature—No. 31.J 
An act to authorize the restoration of Gil­

bert Morton to the naval service.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
President of the ̂ united States be, and be is 
hereby, authorized to nominate, and, by 
and with the advice aud consent of the 
Senate, to re-appoint Gilbert Morton an en­
sign iu the navy.

[General Nature—No, 86 ]
An act to provide for the reporting and 

printing oi the debates in Congress.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
Congressional Printer is "hereby directed to 
enter into a contract, on behalf of the Gen­
eral Government, with Franklin Rives. 
Jefferson Rives and George A. Bailey, tor 
the reporting and printing of the debates 
in Congress tor the term of two years, on 
and from the fourth day of March, eighteen

hundred and seventy-one, in accordance 
with a proposed fsrm of contract from the 
said Rives and Bailey, submitted to and 
approved by the Joint Committee on Public 
Printing on the part of the Senate;

Sec. 2. That for the purpose aforesaid 
there be appropriated and paid, out ot any 
money in the treasury not otherwise ap­
propriated. the sum of four hundred thou­
sand dollars, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary, the accounts having been’ ap­
proved, as in previous years, by the Secre­
tary of the Senate and by the Clerk of the 
House, or thoir representatives.

Sec. 3. That no person shall be employed 
as a reporter for the House without the 
approval of the Speaker of the House; 
provided, that it shall be the duty 
ot the Joint Committee on Pub­
lic Printing to publish an advertioa- 
rnent once a week, for four weeks, iu ona 
newspaper in each of the cities of Wash­
ington, Philadelphia, New York, Boston, 
Chicago, Cincinnati, Louisville, St. Louis 
and San Francisco, inviting proposals in 
detail for reporting and for printing, to-

fjther and separately, the debates of tho 
orty-third, the Forty-fourth and the Forty- 
fifth Congresses, together or separately, 

and to report all proposals which may 
be received before the designated day to 
Congress, at the earliest practicable data, 
with estimates, hereby directed to be made 
by the Congressional Printer, of the cost of 
reporting the debates, and of print­
ing them at the Government Printing 
Offiee, accompanied by the reeonimenations 
of the Joint Committee on Public Printing 
on all proposals and estimates so submitted; 
and that the bills for such advertising be

fiaid in equal parts from the contingent 
nnds of the Senate and of the House of 
Representatives: Anil provided further. 

That no debates shall be reported or pub­
lished at public expense, after the close of 
the present Congress, except upon written 
contracts entered into therefor under 
the authority of Congress.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of

provisions of the act of Congress approved 
August eighteenth, eighteen bundred and 
titty-six, entitled “An act to authorize pro­
tection to be given to citizens oi' the United 
States who may discover deposits of gu­
ano.” be aud the same sire hereby extended 
to the widow, heirs, executors or adminis­
trators of such discoverer, where such dis­
coverer shall have died before perfecting 
proof of discovery or full y complying with 
the provisions of said act approved as afore­
said, after complying with tho requirement* 
of the act of Congress of August eighteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-five: Provided, 
that nothing herein contained shall he held 
to impair auy rights of discovery or any as­
signment by a discoverer heretofore recog­
nized by the government of the United 
States.

Sec. 2. That section three of an aot ap­
proved July twenty-eighth, eighteen hun­
dred and sixty-six, entitled “An act to pro­
tect the revenue, and for other purposes,” 
amendatory of the act aforesaid, approved 
August eighteenth, eighteen hundred and 
fifty-six, lie and the same is hereby amend­
ed by striking out the word “five,” wherever 
the same occurs, and inserting in lieu there­
of the word “ten.”

An act to enable honorably discharged 

soldiers and sailors, their widows and 
orphan children, to acquire homesteads 
on the public lauds of tne United States.

That every private soldier and of­
ficer who has served in tho army 
of tho United States during the 
.recent rebellion for ninety days, or more, 
and who was honorably discharged; ana 
has remained loyal to tne government, 'in­
cluding the troops mustered into tho ser­
vice of the United States by virtue of the 
third section of an act entitled “An act 
making appropriations for completing tlm 
defenses of Washington, anil for other pur­
poses,” approved February thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, and every 
seaman, marine, and officer who has served 
in the navy of the United States, or in the 
marine corps, during the rebellion, for 
ninety days, and who was honorably dis­
charged, and has remained-loyal to the gov­
ernment, shall, on compliance with the pro­
visions of an act entitled “Aa act to secure 
homesteads to actual settlers on the public 
domain,” and the acts amendatory thereof,., 
aa hereinafter modified, be entitlod to enter' 
upon and receive patents for a quantity of 
public lands (not mineral) not exceeding 
one hundred and sixty acres, or one quarter' 
section, to bo token in compact form dkc- 
cordiug to legal subdivisions, including, 
the alternate reserved sections of public 
lands along the line of any railroad 
or other public work, not otherwise re­
served or appropriated, and other landa 
subject to entry under the homestead laws 
of tlie United States; provided, that said 
homestead settler shall be allowed si* 
months ufter locating bis homestead within 
which to commence bis settlement and irn-

Srovement; and provided, also, that the 
mo which the homestead settler shall have 
^served in the army, navy, or marine corps 

aforesaid, alkali tie deducted from (be time , 
heretofore required' to perfeot title, or if 
discharged on account of wounds received, 
or disability incurred in the line of duty, 
then the tem  of enlistment shall be de­
ducted from the time heretofore required to 
perfeot title, without reference to the length 
of time he may have served; provided,' 
however, that no patent shall issue to any 
homestead settler who has n5t resided upon, 
improved, and cultivated his said home­
stead for a period of at least one year after 
he shall commence bis improvements a* 
aforesaid.-

Sec. 2.. That any person entitled under 
the provisions of the foregoing section to 
enter a homestead who may have heretofore 
entered under the homestead laws a quan­
tity of land less than one hundred and sixty 
.acres shall be permitted to enter under tho 
prpvisionsof this act so much land a*, when 
added to the quantity previously entered, 
shall not exceed ono hundred aud rtxty 
acres.

Sec. 3. That in case of the death of any 
person who would-be entitled to a homestead 
under the provisions of the first section of 
this aet his widow, if unmarried, or in caso 
of her death or marriage, then his uiiuo* 
orphan children, by a guardian duly ap­
pointed and officially accredited at the De­
partment of (he Interior, shall be entitled 
to all the benefits enumerated in this act, 
sulrject to all the provisions as to settle­
ment and improvements therein contained; 
provided, that if such person died during 
his tern of enlistment, me whole term of his 
enlistment shull be deducted from tlie time 
heretofore required to perfect the title.

Sec. 4. That where a party at the date of 
his entry of a tract of land under tbo home­
stead laws, or subsequently thereto, waa 
actually enlisted and employed in tlie army 
or navy of the United States, hL* services 
therein shall, in the administration of said 
homestead law, be construed to be equiva­
lent, to all intents and purposes, to it reei- 
dsnee for the same length of time upon tho 
tract so entered; provided, that if his entry 
has been canceled by reason of his absence 
from said tract while iq the military or 
naval service of the United States, aud 
such tract has not been disposed of, hin 
entry shall be restored and confirmed; and 
provided further, that if-such tract Las 
been disposed of, said party may enter 
another tr^ct subject to entry under 
said laws; and bis" right to a patent 
therefor shall be determined by the proofs 
touching his residence und cultivation of 
the first tract, and bis absence therefrom in 
such service.

Sec. 5. That any soldier, sailor, marine, 
oflteer, or other person coming withiii tl*e 
provisions of this act may, as well by an 
agent as in person, eflter upon said home­
stead; provided, that said claimant in per­
son shall, within the timfe prescribed, com- • 
meuee settlecieuts and improvements on 
the same, atW thereafter fulfill all the re- 
quiremeuts of tbiagict.

Sec. 6. That the Commissioner of tlie 
General Land Office shall have authority to 
make all needful rules and regulations to 
carryanio elfMtdhe provisions of this act.
