patched fwo reporters to make an examin
ntion of the pound, snd to inquire specially
into the history of the other ciroumstances.
The result is as follows:

Weo found it under the direction of Ad-.
ministrator Lowis, and not Mr, Cockrem.
The indictment againat tho latted geutle-
man must fall, therelore, for want of the
proper parties.

One swall she-goat was found on, the
premises and vo other animal of any kind.
The grounds are as clean and habitable aa
any that sarronnd the pound. Thare is an
old tumble-down cotton plekery used for
stabling horses and cows, when they haye
any, but few of these animals ever come
into the inclosure, but inside it was dry and
clean. There was.no pile of wanurein
sight, nor any sigos that thers ever had
been.  The floor of tha cetton pickery is
carefully cleaned every wmormdng and the
refuse hauled awsy by the cliy carts. The
lot for the herding of cattls ia covernd with
a loxaciaft crop of grass, which corrobe-
ratés the statewent of the asaistant pound
keeper; that they never have more than
two or three animals at a time, and often
are severnl daysgrithout any at sll. The
greatest nuisance to' the Kendall property
is the privy on the premises, whioh always
wanted cleanidg. One of the tenants
who signed tho abave certifionte, left the
premises for.an outirely different reason
than the one assigned, Lat which it is not
‘necessary for us to giate.

Now as to the deceasod tamily. It ap”
pears that the pound had very littlo to do
with that mélancholy bistory. The wife
and mother did not live with her huaband
and ohildrim, bt died elsewhere two or
three years ugo. The father did, howéver,
goto. Havane, leaving two young children
without parental care and while Lo was
absent they died. But their death ia trace-
able to ciauses euurel; different frowm the
one assizued, .

There is & place fronting on Baromne
stroet, whote' sutné mules are kept. The
stable and back yurd adjoin the pound
grounds. We noticed a pile of old lumber
and manure on that lot, which Dr. Perry
may have taken to belong to the pound, but
it does not. The neighbors declare there
has not been a death of any kind' ou the
whole gquare for the past year. And while
they would be glad to haye the pound re-
moved to Snother place, they declared that
they did' not suffer any great inconvenipnce
from it

way, I bave determined to sacrifige” his
clalma as a politionl leader to tho interest
of the State.
