Mr. Adams was not slow 
in drawing his pistol, and fired once or 
twice, without doing further harm than 
making a hole in Mr. Bienvenu’s coat-lap_ 
pel. Mr. Bienvenu returned the fire brisk. 
Jy, three of his bullets hitting Mr. Adams, 
oue in the abdomen, ono in the leg, and one 
m an ankle, and the wounded gentleman 
fell. He was immediately taken to his 
rooms on Burgundy street, and attended by 
two physicians, who consider the abdomen 
wound very serious and liable to result in 
death. After the shooting, Mr. Bienvenu 
surrendered himself to an officer, and was 
taken to the fourth precinct station, ac­
companied by several friends. ^

These are the statements as made to us 
by persons who were in the neighborhood 
at the time, and we give them not vouch­
ing for their entire correctness.

T he Cowhide.—This weapon, somewhat 
milder than knife or pistol, took a hand in 
yesterday's business, breaking the monoto­
ny of bloody deeds. During the evening 
Mr. Doran, who holds a clerical position 
not far from tjie City Hall, happened just 
where Mr. J. Brette stood, on St. Charles, 
near Canal street. By another chance Mr. 
Doran had a strong horsewhip in his hand 
and by another chance that viiip dusted 
Mr. Brette’s back vigorously, for what ex­
cuse we failed to learn. Policemen in that 
vicinity interfered, and the money broker 
di<’. not receive all that was probably in­
tended for him. When the police were 
about to arrest Mr. Doran Mr. Brette re­
fused to back up that proceeding, declining 
to make a charge in the matter. So Mr. 
Doran went his way, victor in the little 
scrimmage. _

More B lood in F aubourg Treme'.— 
Biood is like the thermometer these days- 
and rising to fever heat, especially in the 
lourth precinct, faubourg Treme. Captain 
Key and his officers have had lively times 
for a day or two, and proved themselves 
equal to the emergency. At two o'clock 
last evening Robert Caldwell foolishly 
trusted himself in the trap No. 67 Treme 
street, where Anua Davis had a ranche. 
While in there Robert was wounded by a 
knife, which Anna was slinging around in a 
fierce manner. His wounds were so serious 
that it was necessary to send him to the 
Charity Hospital. The woman took French 
leave, but tbe police will soon overtake her.

Recorder M'Arthur returned fines to tbe 
amount of $105 for last week.

Officer Furniss has assumed the night 
clerkship of the first police precinct, and he 
knows how to attend to the trying duties 
by long familiarity.

Mrs. Jennie Bronson, charged with as­
sault and battery upon Eliza Jane Poite- 
vent Holbrook, on the seventeeth of June, 
appeared in court, accompanied hy her

counsel, Colonel J. B. Howard, was ar­
raigned, pleaded not guilty, and was re­
leased oil bonds.

The F aubourg Treme Homicide.—Coro­
ner Jackson yesterday entered into an in­
vestigation of the killing of Felix Vincent, 
on the corner of Basin and Bienville street^,. 
Tuesday night, by Pierre Pijos.

The following testimony was elicited: >
J. B. Sarazin—Was sitting on a bench on 

the banquette at the above corner, before 
the Young America coffeehouse, Tuesday 
evening, between seven and eight o’clock, 
alongside of Pierre Pijos; Felix Vincent 
came out of the coffeehouse and told us to
fet off the bench; I went into the coffee- 

ouse and left Pierre Pijos sitting on the 
bench; Felix upset the bench by getting 
hold of one end, and threw Pijos on the 
banquette? the latter said, “I don't want to 
plav that way, or you and 1 will fall out;” 
Felix said, ‘‘You jget mad at me for noth- 

'ing; I am only playing with you; get t>p 
and take a drink;” Pierre refused, saying 
he would not drink with him or have any­
thing to do with him; Felix came outside 
and stood beside me, when Pierre came 
rushing in, drew something from his side, 
made a motion with his arm up and down; 
Vincent said, “I was only playing with you;” 
saw no weapon in Pijos’ hands; was 
about five feet*from the parties; Pijos, 
after stabbing the deceased, turned and 
left without any.remark, and went up 
Bienville streot,’ toward Rampart street; 
there was no words between the parties; 
Felix was under the influence of liquor; 
Pierre Pijos * was sober; I have known 
Pyos fox' ten or fifteen years; the deceased, 
after he was stabbed, staggered off eight or 
ten feet, and fell against the wall, the olood 
flowing freely from his left side; the stab­
bing by Pijos caused the death of Vincent; 
he died about half an hour after being 
stabbed; I and another man took him in­
side.

Charles Middleton—Heard Pijos Bay, ‘‘I 
don’t want to play that way;” ViuceDt’s re­
ply witness dijl not hear; Vincent, who had 
been in the coffeehouse, came to tbe door 
afterward anti touched Pijofe on the head, 
aud invited him to fake a drink; witness 
did not hear the answer of Pijos, who then 
got up and ran into the coffeehouse; saw 
Vincent bleeding, and helped to take him 
up stairs; v Pijos was sober; after Vincent 
fell he said three times that he was only 
playing.

The inquest was not completed yester­
day, but will be continued to-day.

Child Shot. — Last evening Charles 
Spall, nihe years old, accidentally shot him­
self in his left side on l’oydras, near Dor- 
genois street. Dr. Lewis attended him and 
tbiuks the wound a serious one.

Mr. E. Legien was acquitted of the charge 
of stealing drugs from' the "Charity Hospital.

. _ G re e le y  T rib u n e Club. .
A number of the colored voters of this 

city having made an application to the 
Parish Liberal Executive Committee for 
Assistance in establishing a Greeley and 
Brown campaign club, to be known as the 
Greeley Tribune Club, assembled last nigbt 
at their hall on Tcho’upitoulas street, be­
tween Julia and St. Joseph streets, for the 
purpose of effecting a temporary organiza­
tion.

The meeting was called to order by Judge 
Sloanaker, who, as chairman of tbe Parish 
Liberal Central Committee, stated that Yus 
an application had been made by a number 
of the colored voters of the district for the 
organization of a colored Greeley and Brown 
club, he had greet pleasure to be present 
and gjve assistance for its starting. Al­
though the gathering at the present meet­
ing was not great, yet much might be ex­
pected lrom it. He knew of political clubs 
where there were not more than four or five 
at the first meeting which eventually in­
creased to a formidable body.

He would be very glad to sec colored 
men getting into offices, provided they had 
the necessary intelligence and virtue. He 
releired to a certain class of men who had 
arrived from the North with no other mo­
tive then to make use of the colored votes 
for their own use, und alter that they eared 
nothing for the voters. The speaker then 
went into tbe history of Horace Greeley as 
an old abolitionist at the time when Grant 
was a strong pro-slavery man. He ad vised 
those present not to be at all discouraged, 
although at tbe start their numbers were 
few; yet that little drop in the bucket 
might eventually bring peace and frater­
nity id the land. The Judgels concluding 
remarks were about as follows:

The workingmen will support Mr. Gree­
ley. He has always been, and now is, a 
workingman. He was not born to fortune, 
he received no education at West Point or 
stay other place stt the expense of the gov­
ernment. The great editor, philanthropist, 
philosopher and statesman, was once an ap­
prentice boy. By his •own energy, integ­
rity, industry and talent, he has acquired 
his present high position. For thirty years 
Horace Greeley has devoted his powers to 
what he has thought the best interests ol 
the workingmen. Where in the United 
States, can they find a man so intimately 
connected with them and with thbir inter­
ests as Horace Greeley? He has not made 
his money by purchasing land at low prices 
and selling it to them at high prices. They 
will certainly eee the propriety of voting 
tor Mr. Greeley. It would be very unwise 
in them not to do so. Mr. Greeley is a liv­
ing example of what a workingman may 
become in this free country. Franklin was 
a workingman, and because Mr. Greeley 
possesses many of his characteristics, he is, 
with much propriety,- called the second 
Franklin. . •

Tbe white people of the South will sup­
port Mr. Greeley. His bailing of Jefferson 
Davis, his advocacy of general amnesty, 
his desire to bury the animosities arising 
from the war,-his consistent advocacy of the 
right of every white mam in the South to 
vote and hold office, his insisting upon the 
rights of the States under the constitution, 
in opposition .to the centralized power, his 
protest against military rule, his denupcia- 
tion of the Ku-Klux law and the suspension 
of the writ of habeas corpus, his sterling 
honesty, which all admit, his goodness and’ 
benevolence of heart, his entire freedom' 
from vindictive feeling, his desire to pro­
mote peace on earth and good will among 
alljnen, his exposures of the frauds,, cor­
ruptions and usurpations of the present 
administration, and his desire to promote 
the prosperity and welfare of the South, as 
well as of the North and West, will insure 
him the support of the whites of this region, 
excepting the Grant office-holders and 
office-seekers.

A temporary organization was then 
effected, when Mr. Willis White, as tem­
porary president, and Mr. David Johnson, 
as temporary secretary, were unanimously 
elected. •

The constitution and by-laws of the Parish 
Executive Committee being read and 
adopted, Judge Cullom made a short but 
telling speech, which seemed to greatly im­
press his listeners in favor of the Liberal 
movement.

THE PEOPLE’S COLUMN.

Responsible for the Sentiment* Expressed 
the Communications. I

The Late Paper Mill Explosion.
New Orl^ ns, La., July 18, 1872, 

Editor Reiullican :
As tbe report of the case of the State vs. 

W. H. Pemberton and James Todd, which 
appeared in the Republican of the twelfth 
instant, was incorrect, and needs some 
fiu-ther explanation through your columns, 
I beg to submit the following facts:

I resigned my position, as superintendent 
of the Louisiana Paper Mill, on the twenty- 
eighth of March last, about eighteen days 
previous to the time of the accident, and 
Mr. Todd had ceased some time previous to 
that date to have any control there. Mr. 
W. H. Barnes was acting superintendent at 
the time of the accident, and therefore I 
was no more responsible than any outside 
parties could have been.

The portion of the boiler which gave way 
was entirely new, and the' old part stood 
the pressure, and was apparently as sound 
as the day it was made; as has been testi­
fied to by competent men who examined 
the boiler after it exploded.

At the examination before the coroner, 
that gentleman refused to hear the testi­
mony of myself, and that of Mr. Webber, 
the engineer at tie mill at the time of the 
explosion; and one of the coroner’s jurors 
stated to me afterward, after an examina­
tion of the boiler at the mill, that if he had 
known tbe true particulars of the case he 
would not have agreed to such a verdict.

The caee came up on the eleventh instant 
in court, as-aiready reported, and the testi­
mony on file showing that Pemberton and 
Todd had no control of the mill at the time 
of the accident, and were not therefore re­
sponsible .for the same, the District Attor­
ney entered a nolle prosequi, and Judge 
Abell remarked at the same time that, from 
the history of the ease and testimony on 
file, the verdict of the jury would be in 
their favor.

The civil suit for damages of $50,000 is 
not against Pemberton and Todd, as stated 
by your reporter, but against the Louisiana 
Paper Manufacturing Company, who, I pre­
sume are abie to pay any damages which 
may be awarded against them.
