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The Colored Vole o f Conislana.
T* the Editor of the Newlork Tribune:

Sir—I notice efforts on the part of some 
Northern exchanges to undervalue the in­
telligence of Greeley’s supporters among 
the colored men of this State, ascribing our 
attitude to the influence of Governor W ar- 
moth’s patronage. I hold no place under 
him, and the greet majority of Greeley s 
colored friends do not. Allow me to say a 
word in vindication of my people.

The colored man in the South was ini­
tiated into the mysteries ot suffrage by 
white men who magnified the sacredness of 
the political oath administered, and in­
tensified superstitious fears as to the penal 
ties which would overtake the colored man 
who tried to escape from esoteric bondage 
Though leagues are no longer in existence, 
the colored man still shivers with fear at 
the ghosts thev have left behind them. Iu 
every parish of this State there is some one 
white man who distributes ballots for all 
elections, and the majority of the colored 
people will take no other ticket than the 
one sent by this authorized distributor. 
The hailing Bigns, watchwords, pass-words 
and grips of the pass have been translated 
into size, color and device, as to these 
tickets. Two sets are genera" 
and if the first is found to have been coun­
terfeited, they are called in, and on the day 
of election or the night before the other set 
is distributed.

I am particular in this statement for two 
or three reasons. The first is that I may 
make onr Northern friends understand that 
the intelligent colored men, who know of 
Mr, Greeley’s labors, are intercepted in ev­
ery effort to make his merits known as an 
original abolitionist and as the journalistic 
founder of the Republican party. The fed­
eral office-holders have more time and facil­
ities for reaching our race than any other 
class, and they use their opportunities, first 
of all ̂  to discredit the loyalty of all colored 
men who are independent of them, and 
next, to put the most ignorant colored men 
from the country on parish committees, 
headed by a white carpet-bagger, and into 
conventions dominated by the Customhouse 
at New Orleans.

Onr friends should know of these facts 
for another reason. When this State is 
carried for Greeley and Brown the result 
is likely to be credited to our white friends 
entirely. This would be unjust. The col­
ored man is the lorlorn hope in the coming 
contest. If Greeley does not get at least a 
fourth of our vote he will not win. I think 
he will get at least 20,000 out of the 85,000 
crlored votes of this State. Such a force, 
led by Pinchbeck, who combines in himself 
uearly all of the best elements of leader­
ship, when added to the Liberal and Re­
form vote, will sweep the State.

The other thing I wanted to say was that 
the revolt from Grantlsm is made by the 
most intelligent portion of the colored peo- 
le here. During General Grant’s term, he 
as held sway over the minds and hearts of 

the colored people of this State simply as 
the bead of the Republican party. They 
questioned neither his past political record 
nor his present acts. He was the best lead­
er they had, and they sought for no other. 
Bat since Mr. Greeley’s nomination, the
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more intelligent of them argue somewhat in 
this vein: Mr. Greeley is the apostle of the

To incorporate the city of Natchitoches,
and provide for the government of the
same.
Section!. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That all that portion of land within the fol 
Lowing boundaries, to wit: bounded on the 
east by Red river, including the left bank 
of said river; on the south by the lower 
line of the land belonging to Auguste Mar­
tin; on the north by a une beginning at Red 
river, and running due west across the high 
eat point of Badin's Hill to Bayou Ides or 
Yaco; thence on the west by a line running 
due south until it intersects the southern 
line, Shall be known and distinguished by 
the name of the city of Natchitoches.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
to provide for the governmentof the city of 
Natchitoches, there shall be elected on the 
first Monday in May of every year, by the 
qualified voters of said corporation from 
among themselves, one mayor and six coun 
oilmen, with the powers and duties herein­
after set forth.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the election of the officers created by the 
second section of this act- shall be held 
at the courthouse in said city, and be pre­
viously notified to the inhabitants by pub 
lie advertisement at the door of the court­
house and two other public places in said
city, which notice shall be given by the

Abolition press; General Grant is simply 
the official leader of the party that Mr.

Mr. Greeley has never taken back any­
thing he said in favor of tho negro; General 
Grant has never recalled an appointment 
unfavorable to the negro. Mr. Greeley says 
wbat he thinks; General Grant keeps what 
he thinks to himself. Mr. Greeley is sup­
ported by Julian, Tilton, Sumner, and 
many other Abolitionists; Grant is upheld 
by Conkling, a pro-slavery aristocrat, and 
Morton, an old time Democrat. Greeley 
has made the Democratic party drop then- 
opposition to our rights; Giant’s Congress 
was afraid to pass the civil rights bill. 
Greeley is in favor of each State managing 
its own political conventions and elections; 
Grant supports the interference of federal 

officials. Greeley is in favor of harmonious 
relations between the white and the colored 
people of the South; Grant keeps officials 
in power who will not allow the colored 
people of the South to come in contact with 
the white natives. When Greeley blunders 
he blunders into kindly deeds; Grant's 
blunders are all sinister ones. In short, all 
Grant’s claims are of a military character, 
and so are the dangers threatened by his 
continued rule. These are their general 
reasons? and I think they are good ones,-for 
abandoning Grant and supporting Greeley.

Desperado Captured.
We copy this from the Sherman (Texas) 

Journal:
The McDonald family, who wero released 

from the Bonham jail by some of their 
friends about a year ago, and who were 
chased from the southern portion of the 
State recently, were found on the East 
Fork, on Sunday last, by J. L. Hall, Esq., 
assisted by some police from Dallas.

The party summoned them about noon. 
Robert Moore, the leaderof the party, broke 
through the lines, firing at the police. As 
he ran his horse past Mr. McConnell he was 
shot ip the face and arm. Mr. Hall tired 
some fourteen shots at him, and Moore 
fired nearly as many at Hall. The chase 
continued tor about seven miles in the 
middle of a heavy rain. Moore was armed 
with a breech-loading Henry rifle, and knew 
how to use it. He escaped, but was so bad­
ly wounded that be gave himself up to 
some citizens the next morning, in order to 
get surgical assistance. Mr. Robinson hail 
bis horse shot, and, with Messrs. Copeland 
and Cunningham, did good service.

The citizens of Farmington deserve great 
credit for the manner in which they turned 
out to assist the officers of the law. Hall 
says he broke up a camp meeting in drum­
ming up recruits. Moore is safely lodged 
in jail, where he will await the result ot 
two indictments against him. His wounds 
are not of a serious character. The balance 
of the party escaped.

Considerable excitement was created in 

town yesterday by the report that on the 
previous evening a number of persons, 
members of different families, had been
Soisoned by drinking buttermilk. Inquiry

Oram and Captain Holmes were the se­
verest sufferers, while twenty-five or thirty 
others were more or less seriously affected. 
The symptoms one of our physicians pro­
nounce those of poisoning by’ arsenic. It 
has also been suggested that the milk was 
poisoned by the metal used in the vessels 
in which it was kept. But another physi­
cian thinks there is no metal thus usea that 
could have produced such results. He is 
disposed to think the sickness was caused 
by somethin}? eaten by the cows. This is 
known as milk-sickness, though the weed 
or grass imparting the poisonous quality to 
the milk has never been discovered. Until 
the real cause of this singular and so nearly 
tragic affair is fully discovered our oitizens 
had best abstain from a too free indulgence 
in the lacteal fluid.

the election; and said election shall com­
mence at six o’clock A. M. and close at six 
o’clock P. M. of the same day, and the said 
election shall be conducted in all respects 
according to the laws of the State regulat­
ing elections, and the returns to be made 
and commissions issued according to the 
election laws of the State, which may be in 
force at such time.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in case of a tie vote at said election, or in 
case of the death or resignation of any ot 
the officers mentioned in the third section 
of this act the clerk of the district court or 
his deputy shall order an election in the 
manner set forth in the third section of this 
act, and a plurality of votes at all elections 
shall be sufficient.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
on receiving their commissions of election 
the mayor and councilmen shall meet and 
organize themselves into a body to lie known 
as the ‘‘mayor and council of Natchitoches,” 
and shall proceed to elect one suitable per­
son to be assessor and collector of the city 
taxes and licenses, and to elect a treasurer 
of the city of Natchitoches, who shall be 
ex officio secretary of the city council.

Sec. 6. Bo it further enacted, etc., That 
the Mayor shall preside at all meetings of 
city council, shall call meetings of the coun­
cil when he deems necessary, shall approve 
all laws, ordinances and resolutions of 
the oity council, shall vote as other 
members ot the council upon all ques­
tions, and shall be vested with the 
same powers as are now exercised by the 
recorders of the city of New Orleans. He 
shall be committing magistrate, with full 
power to examine and commit in all cases 
arising under the laws of the State, for all 
crimes, offenses and misdemeanors against 
the State in the same manner and to the 
same extent as justices of the peace now 
or hereafter may do. He is hereby 
authorized and empowered to examine, 
try and sentence persona for violation 
of the laws and ordinances of the cor­
poration of the city of Natchitoches, and 
offenses against the same; and shall hold 
his court daily, from nine o'clock A.' M , un­
til three o’clock P. M.,or longer if neces­
sary. All fines collected by said mayor’s 
court under the provisions of this act, shall 
he paid into the treasury of the city of 
Natchitoches monthly.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor shall hold his office for the term 
of one year from the first Monday in May, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, or until 
his successor shall have been elected and 
duly qualified, and he shall be entitled to 
and receive an annual salary to be fixed by 
the city council, which shall be neither in­
creased nor diminished during the term of 
office iu which it shall be established. - 

Sec 8. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor of the city of Natchitoches is 
hereby authorized to appoint one. court 
offieqr, who shall be at all times subject to 
the orders of the mayor; and said court 
officer shall be empowered aud authorized 
to serve warrants, summons, search war­
rants, attachments and mittimus issued by 
the mayor in oftenses against the State and 
city incorporation, and shall receive, the 
same fees for such services as are Oy law 
allowed to constables, to be paid by the 
city of Natchitoches.

Sec. 9. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
that the mayor and city council, and their 
duly elected and. qualified successors in 
office, shall have perpetual succession: that 
they shall be capable of instituting aud de­
fending suits in all courts of this State, un­
der the title of "The Mayor anil City Coun­
cil of Natchitoches,” and that citations aud 
other legal process shall be served on the 
mayor. -

Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and city council shall have full 
power and authority to make and pass such 
laws aud ordinances as are necessary and 
proper; first, to regulate aud preserve the 
peace and g»od order of the city, and pro­
vide for and maintain its cleanliness and 
salubrity, in a manner not inconsistent 
with the laws of this State; second, to adopt 
and use a common seal; third, to purchase, 
hold aud convey, alienate any estate, real 
or personal, to accept any gift, grant or 
inheritance of property for public or 
charitable purposes, to erect 'school, 
market aud fire engine houses, and sucli 
other buildings as maybe for the public 
benefit, and to build a city workhouse; 
fourth, to establish a'quarantine for the 
protection of the city agaiust contagious 
diseases and epidemics; fifth, to levy anil 
collect such annual and special taxes on the 
real and personal, movable and immovable 
property ot the city ot Natchitoches as 
shall be deemed necessary by them; pro­
vided, that said taxes shall in no one year 
exceed two per centum on the assessed 
value of the real and personal estate within 
said city for the . year for which the 
assessment of taxes is made; sixth, to im­
pose an annual license tax on trades, pro­
fessions aud callings, said license to expire 
on the thirty-first day of December in the 
year iu which it was obtained, and which 
license tax shall be due and payable at the 
office of the city treasurer from the' first 
day of January to the twenty-eighth day 
of February inclusive; seventh, to 
fix the amount of bonds to be given 
by the city officers from whom bonds are 
required; eighth, to organize, appoint and 
uniform and commission a police force, and 
to appoint as many police officers as may 
be necessary; to fix their salaries and com­
pensation of all officers and others appoint­
ed or elected by them; to remove for suffi­
cient cause any of the appointees or officers 
elected by themselves, and to define the du­
ties ot all such officers and apDointees; 
ninth, to survey and lay out streets, public 
squares, to regulate aud make improve­
ments to the streets and squares and other 
public property, and provide for lighting 
aud watering'the same; to construct a 
wharf within the corporate limits, and fix 
the wharfage dues thereon; to order and 
direct the ditching, filling, opening, widen­
ing and continuing of auy of the streets, 
aud if for the above or other public pur-
Ces the land of any private person or 

ly corporate h, necessarv to be had, to 
purchase the same at a reasonable price, 
or .o cause the same to ba expropriated 
according to the mode and formalities 
prescribed by existing laws upon the sub­
ject, to regulate tue proportions and to 
make and repair all common drains, public 
roads, levees, causewavs and bridges to 
determine the completion aud pavement of 
the streets, to fix the squaring, and to pre­
vent encroachment upon the stopping and 
obstructing of the streets, public squares 
sidewalks, levees, public roads or river 
banks of the city ol Natchitoches, and to 
order any object, whatsoever may be its 
value, which may incumber the said places 
or prevent and embarass the free use of the 
same, to be removed or sold for whom it 
may coucern, in the same manner and 
after such advertisement as shall be re­
quired by ordinance; tenth, to clean the 
banks of Cane river, or other streams 
within the limits of the city, and reopen 
such ancient and natural drains as have

been obstructed by tb«owners ef adjacent 
land; eleventh, to determine what animals 
shall run at large within the corporate 
limits, and prohibit others from doing ’so, 
to impound all animals running at large in 
violation of the laws and ordinances ot the 
city, to fix tne penalties and fines which 
the owners thereof snail pay before the 
animal so impounded shall be delivered 
up, and to pass laws and ordinances lor 
the sale of said animals, after three 
days’ notice in a newspaper, or by posting; 
twelfth, to abate nuisances, suppress houses 
of ill-fame, and cause the arrest and pun­
ishment of vagrants; thirteenth, to enact 
laws and ordinances, and to make appro­
priations for the purpose of building a city 
workhouse, and providing for the govern­
ment of the same; fourteenth, to pass laws 
and ordinances imposing a fine upon all 
persons who shall conduct any business or 
pursue any occupation for which a license 
is to be collected, whenever such persons 
shall conduct such business or pursue said 
occupation without previously obtaining 
such license; fifteenth, to regulate the police 
of theatres, public balls, taverns, places for 
shows and exhibitions, houses of public en­
tertainment, saloons and shops for retailing 
liquors, and to order tbe same to be dosed 
whenever the public safety and tranquillity 
shall require it, and impose such duties ana 
regulations upon persons keeping such 
places as they may deem necessary and 
proper; sixteenth,to regulate the proper gov 
eminent of carts and drays, carriages, ora 
nibuses and other vehicles’of every descrip­
tion; seventeenth, to establish market 
places, and adopt regulations by ordinances 
governing said market houses and places.

Sec. 11. Be it further enacted, etc , That 
the mayor and city council of Natchitoches 
shall succeed to, and be invested with, all 
the rights, property and possessions of the 
town of Natchitoches, as previously incor­
porated.

Sec. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor and four councilmen, and no 
less number, shall constitute a quorum to 
transact business, but to levy any tax, toll 
or impost, or to fix any license, or to make 
any appropriation, it shall require a vote of 
the majority of the oouncilmen and mayor, 
and the affirmative and negative of each 
vote shall be recorded on the minutes.

Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
whenever the owner of the property in 
front of which a sidewalk, banquette or 
ditch shall have been ordered to be made, 
filled up, cleaned out or repaired, shall fail 
to do so in the time required by the laws 
and ordinances of the corporation, tbe 
major and city council shall cause it 
to be done at the expense of tho 
owner of tbe property, and the said’ 
corporation shall have a special privi­
lege on said property to secure the 
payment so due, which privelege shall hold 
until the corporation be paid; and in case 
such owner shall be absent from or have no 
authorized agent living in the corporation or 
parish of Natchitoches, or be unknown, the 
corporation shall have the right to proceed 
in rein against the property in the manner 
pointed out by article 292 and seq, of the 
Code of Practice; and the corporation shall 
be entitled to eight per cent interest upon 
the amount paid.

Sec. 14. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in case of the absence or inability of tbe 
mayor to attend, the city council shall elect 
one of their number mayor pro tempore.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the treasurer shall be ex-offieio secre­
tary of the city council, and as such he shall
keep minutes of the proceedings of each 
meeting, and he shall read all laws, ordi­
nances and resolutions, aDd all other pro­
ceedings of the city council; he-shall file all 
the bonds of the officers of the city and re­
cord them in a separate book, and certified 
copies of said bonds and of all laws and or­
dinances shall be evidence in all courts of 
this State; he shall furnish, free of costs, to 
the mayor of the city certified copies of all 
laws and ordinances which impose a fine or 
lenalfy, or both, for their infraction, and 
le shall do and perform such other duties 
as may be imposed upon him by the ordi­
nances of the city.

Sec. 16. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
treasurer he shall keep correct 

account of all moneys received and 
disbursed, he shall keep separate and apart 
from each other all moneys received by tax­
ation on real and personal estates, licenses, 
fines and forfeitures, and he shall exhibit 
his account whenever required to do so by 
the mayor and city council.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
it shall be the duty of the assessor and col­
lector to assess the taxes on real and per­
sonal estate in the city, in the manner 
pointed out by the laws and ordinances of 
the city, and to collect the same.

Sec. 18. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
for the purpose of levying and collecting 
taxes and licenses, the mayor and city 
council are hereby invested with full power 
to pass all laws not inconsistent with the 
constitution of the United States or of this 
State, to compel the payment, by compul­
sory process, of all taxes' or licenses which 
may be due, and they are hereby author­
ized to confer on the assessor and collector 
power sufficient to carry into effect the laws 
and ordinances pertaining to the levying 
and collecting of such taxes and licenses.

Sec. 19. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
from and after the passage of this act the 
lowers of the police" jury of the parish of 
Natchitoches shall cease and determine 
within said city of Natchitoches, and the 
mayor and the city council rfhall possess all 
the powers within said corporation which 
have been heretofore exercised by the police 
jury, except so far as it relates to public 
auildings and property within said oity 
which belong to said parish of ’ Natchi­
toches, and that the inhabitants and prop­
erty within the corporate limits of said city 
of Natchitoches shall be exempt from the 
payment of all parish taxes.

Sec. 20. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all the laws and ordinances of the mayor 
and city council shall have effect two days 
after publieatiop in the official journal of 
the parish, or after certified copies of them 
are posted at three public places in said 
town.

Sec. 21. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
no inconvenience may arise in the adminis­
tration of the affairs of the city of Natchi­
toches in consequence of a failure or neglect 
to elect the municipal officers thereof, it is 
hereby declared that all officers elected 
under this act shall remain until their suc­
cessors are duly elected and qualified.

Sec. 22. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage, find the officers elected under the 
former charter shall hold thejr offices until 
the first Monday in May, A. D. one thou­
sand eight hundred and seventy-two, or 
until their successors shall have been duly 
elected and qualified, and the clerk of the 
court shall order an election under this act 
as soon as the same is promulgated, and the 
officers elected at said election shall enter 
upon the discharge of their duties on the 
first Monday of May, one thousand eight 
hundred and seventy-two, or as soon here­
after as they may qualify; provided, that if 
any officer elected shall refuse or fail-to 
qualify within thirty days from the date of 
his election', the office "for which he was 
elected shall be deemed vacant, and a new 
election to fill such vacancy shall be ordered 
and held in accordance with the provisions 
of-this act.

Sec. 23. Be it farther enacted, etc., That 
the right ot appeal shall exist in all cases 
where fixed penalties and forfeitures shall 
be decreed under the provisions of this 
act, to the parish court of the parish of 
Natchitoches in the manner and under the 
same formalities as in the cases of appeal, 
and such appeals shall be tried in prefer­
ence to appeals in ordinary cases. *

Sec. 24. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
all laws or parts of laws in conflict with 
this act, and on the same subject matter, 
except the general laws of the State rela­
tive to municipal corporations,*be and the 
same are hereby repealed,

For the relief of Mrs. P. J. Norwood, and 
for other purposes.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That the sum of eighty-four dollars 
be and the same is|herebv appropriated out 
of any moneys in the State treasury not
otherwise appropriated, for the purpose of 
paying her for the services rendered by her
deceased husband as clerk in the office of 
registration in the year A. D. 1868, in the 
parish of Avoyelles, the same to be paid by 
the State Treasurer, upon the warrant of 
the Auditor of Public Accounts; provided, 
she first proves her slaims to said money to 
the satisfaction of the State register of 
voters, who, on approving the same, shall 
issue an order upon the State Auditor there­
for.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage, and all laws and parts of laws 
inconsistent therewith be ana the same are' 
hereby repealed.

by the Congress of the United States,

Whereas? The Congress of the United 

States of America are contemplating, in 
the readjusting of the national tariff, to re­
move tax or duty from rice, which act 
materially affects one of the largest pro­
ductive interests of our State, and other­
wise fails in the first duty of a government 
in the protection of its material interests, 
by "the enforcement of healthy revenue 
laws in' the interest of protection to Amer­
ican industry; therefore.

Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the State of Louisi­
ana in General Assembly convened. That, 
in the deliberate judgment of the General 
Assembly thereof, it would be an unjust 
measure and against a sound public policy 
tor the Congress of the United States of 
America to remove the duty or tax on riee 
at this time, in view of the large national 
debt, and the depressing condition of the 
business interest and agricultural industry 
of the South. Therefore, we instruct the 
Senators and request our Representatives 
in Congress to oppose all such legislation 
at this time, and that the Governor of this 
State is hereby requested to communicate 
this, joint resolution to our Senators and 
Representatives in Congress, so that they 
may take prompt action thereon iu the in­
terest of the people of the State of Louisi­
ana.

Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in order to provide a fund for the payment 
of the annual installment of one-fifth of the 
principal of said'bonds, and of tHe annual 
interest as it becomes due, the police jury 
of said parish is hereby authorized aud re- 

, quired, within thirty days aftor the assess­
ment rolls of said parish shall be completed, 
to determine what rate of taxation on the 
total assessed vplue.of all the movable and 
immovable property in said parish will be 
sufficient for tbe purpose of paying the one- 
fifth of the principal of said bonds, the said 
annual interest; and said, tax, as annually 
determined and ascertained, is hereby 
levied upon all the movable and immovable 
property that may be annually assessed in 
said parish, and it shall be the duty of said 
police jury to enforce the collection of said 
tax in the same manner as the law now pro­
vides’, or may hereafter provide, for the .col­
lection of all other parish taxes. Said tax, 
when collected, shall be applied ex­
clusively to the purposes indicated by this 
act.

That Peter H. Kemp, Thomas Benton Kemp 
and Simpson Kemp, and their associates 
and successors, are hereby created a body 
corporate under the style and title of 
the Springfield and Blood River Railroad 
Company, and under such name they shall 
have a common seal, sue and be sued, 
plead and be impleaded, and possess all and 
severally the rights, powers, privileges and 
incidents belonging to similar corporations 
by the laws ot Louisiana ; and this charter 
shall remain in force for the period of tweu 
ty-five years from and after the passage of 
this act.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the said company are hereby authorized 
and empowered to lay out, locate, contruct, 
equip and thereafter own, maintain and en­
joy a railroad from Springfield to Blood 
river in Livingston parish Louisiana, by 
such route as the company may deem most 
direct and practicable.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
for the purposes herein set forth said com 
pany shall have the right of way to the dis­
tance of fifty feet on each side of the outer 
line of said railroad belonging to the State 
of Louisiana, and it shall acquire right ot 
way through private land by gift or by ex­
propriation as provided by law.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.

AIM ACT
Relative to dispensing with the publication 

of le^al anil judicial advertisements in 
the French language in the parish ot 
Natchitoches.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
ot Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That the publication of all legal and judi­
cial advertisements in the French language 
in the parish of Natchitoches be dispensed 
with, unless otherwise directed by the par­
ties litigant, and it shall be lawful that all 
legal and judicial advertisements be pub­
lished in the English language only in said 
parish of Natchitoches, unless otherwise 
directed by the parties litigant.

sec. 2. Be it rorther enacted, etc.. That 
all laws contrary to or inconsistent with 
this act be and the same are hereby re­
pealed.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.
