K eeadiatlng G ran t-A  Republican Editor’s 
F arew ell to tbe Re-nomination Pnrty.
Mr. William J. Fowler, one of the editors 

of the Rochester Express (Grant organ, one 
of whose publishers is an office holder), 
publishes in the Rochester Union a state - 
tnent of the reasons which have induced 
hint to oppose Grant and support with ear­
nestness the nomination of Greeley and 
Brown, Mr. Fowler says:

Sir months ago I prayed and hoped 
•gkinst hope that something might be done 
to prevent President Grant's renomination, 
which I foresaw must result in Republican 
defeat, and the possible triumph of the old 
pro-slavery Democratic party. An over­
ruling Providence guides human affairs 
more wisely than I could devise. That party 
which I dreaded is to-day reorganized on 
the noblest platform ever adopted in this 
country, ana abandons its old heresies to 
battle with true Republicans against corrup­
tion in politics and centralization in the gov­
ernment. To signalize its acceptance by the 
new era, the reorganized Democratic party 
has nominated two of the noblest and best 
Republicans in the country. We are living in 
strange times. The Democratic party 
which, only a few years ago, was the dread 
of patriotic Republicans, is to-day their 
best hope to save the country from the evils 
inflicted by their own partv organization. 
It is a miracle like that which has in one 
year lifted Japan from barbarism to the 
front rank in civilized nations. To-day I 
thank God that Grant is renominated, for 
it is only that the whirlwind of popular in 
dignation may sweep him from power, and 
with him the corrupt and degrading 
system which he lias inaugurated in 
American politics. The old Bourbon and 
irreconcilable elements in the Democratic 
party—the men who can not give up old 
nates and prejudices—are denouncing Gree 
ley. Most of them will rally under Grant 
And for this I am doubly glad. Nero wished 
that all Rome had only one neck that he 
might sever it at a blow. All the fiyils in 
American politics "to-day arc to be rallied to 
the support of President Grant, and one
Srave will bury them all. I can forsee that 

le American people will, at no distant day, 
regard Horace Greeley with an affection 
like that felt for Washington and Lincoln 
Amid the storm of coarse abuse with which 
fcisname lias been received, all not blinded 
by party must recognize bis honesty and 
sincerity.

Party madness can not last always. The 
American people must in time know Horace 
Greeley and love him more. Before the 
close of his one term, when the corrupt use 
of patronage has "been abolished, when the 
right of local self-government has been vin 
dilated, when lasting peace has been se­
cured between two long alienated portions 
of our people, and the equal rights of all 
men have been made undisputed axioms in 
every section of the country, the adminis­
tration of Horace Greeley will rank with 
thoseofWashington, Jefferson, John Quincy 
Adains and Abraham Lincoln in the benefi­
cent results it will have secured to the 
American people.

P nrrlclde in Caddo.

We copy the following from the Shreve 
port Times:

Wesley Morris, who lived a few miles 
from Shreveport, in the parish of Caddo, 
and whom some of our citizens probably 
know as a wood-hauler, has been on un­
pleasant terms with his wife for some time. 
Not long ago they separated and divided 
their little property. On Monday, as Mor­
ris was in the act of carrying off some fence 
rails which belonged to the wife, the latter 
remonstrated and finally told him that lie 
should not use her horse, then in Morris’ 
wagon, to carry off her rails, and attempted 
to loose the horse lroin the wagon. While 
she was in the act of doing this, he struck 
her on the head with a heavy whip and 
knocked her down senseless. Morris 
daughter, about thirteen years of age, 
pleaded with her father not to kill 
Ler mother. lie commanded her to shut 
up, or be would kill her. The girl, en­
raged, doubtless, at the condition of her 
mother and the abusive threats of her 
father, seized a stanchion that formed part 
«f the wagon, and, as her father made a 

•  move toward her mother, she struck him on 
the head and knocked him down across her 
mother. The mother soon revived and 
found her husband lying across, or on her, 
senseless. He was restored and went about 
bis business, and w’hen about two miles 
from his borne he stopped at a neighbor’s 
house and complained of being very sick. 
He continued to grow worse, and on yes­
terday (Wednesday) morning he died. The 
coroner's inquest revealed the foregoing 
facts, stated as correctly as we can remem­
ber them. A poet mortem examination by 
Drs. Moore and Snell indicated that his 
death was caused by a fracture of the skull, 
on the left side of the head. On removing 
ekull a quantity of extravasated blood 
was found.

Milw aukee , July 20.—The report having

TREA TIES AND PROCLAMATIONS.

A PROCLAMATION.
BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF 

AMERICA.
Supplemental Convention between the 

United States and Great Britain, concern­
ing the Renunciation of Naturalization in 
certain Cases. Signed February 23,1871; 
Ratified March 24. 1871 ; Ratifications ex­
changed May 4, 1871; Proclaimed May 5, 
1871.
W hereas a convention supplemental to 

the convention of May 13, 1870, between the 
United States of America and Her Majesty 
the Queen of the United Kingdom of 
Great Britain and Ireland, concerning 
naturalization, was concluded and signed 
at Washington bv their respective pieni-
iiotentiaries, on tbe twenty-third day ot 
February, 1871, which supplemental con­

vention is word for word as follows : 
Whereas, By the second article of the 

convention between the United States of 
America and her Majesty the Queen ol the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire­
land, for regulating the citizenship of citi­
zens and subjects ol the contracting parties 
who have emigrated, or may emigrate, from 
the dominions of the one' to those of the 
other party, signed at London on the thir­
teenth of May, 1870, it was stipulated that 
the manner m which the renunciation by 
such citizens and subjrcts of their natural­
ization, and the resumption of their native 
allegiance may be made and publicly de­
clared, should' be agreed upon by the gov­
ernments of the respective countries, the 
President of the United States of America 
and her Majesty the Queen of the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, for 
the purpose of erfeetiug such agreement, 
have resolved to conclude a supplemental 
convention, and have named as their plen­
ipotentiaries, that is to say, the President 
of the United States of America, Hamilton 
Fish, Secretary of State, and her Majesty 
the Queen of the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland, Sir Edward Thornton, 
Knight Commander of the most honorable 
Order of the Bath, and her envoy extraor­
dinary and minister plenipotentiary to the 
United.States of America, who have agreed 
as follows :

ARTICLE 1.
Any person, being originally a citizen 

of the United States who ' had pre­
viously to May 13, 1870, been naturalized as 
a British subject, may, at any time before 
August 10, 1872, and any British subject 
who, at the date first aforesaid, had been 
naturalized as a citizen within the United 
States, may, at any time before May 12, 
1872," publicly declare his renuneiatio'n ot 
such naturalization by subscribing an in­
strument in writing, 'substantially in the 
form hereunto appended, and designated as 
annex A.

Such renunciation, bv an original citizen 
of tbe United States, of British nationality, 
shall, within the territories ami jurisdiction 
of the United States, bo made in duplicate, 
in the presence of any court authorized by 
law for tbe time being to admit aliens to 
naturalization, or before the clerk or pro- 
thonotary of any such court; if the declar­
ant be beyond the territories of the United 
States, it shall be made in duplicate, before 
any diplomatic or consular officer ol tbe 
United States. One of such duplicates 
shall remain of record in the cus­
tody of the court or officer in whose 
presence it was made; the other shall he, 
without delay, transmitted to the Depart­
ment of State.

Such renunciation, if declared by an 
original British subject, of his acquired na­
tionality as a citizen of the United States, 
shall, ii the declarant he in the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, be 
made in duplicate, in the presence of a 
'justice of the peace; if elsewhere in Her 
iliitannic Majesty’s dominions, in triplicate, 
in the presence of any judge of civil or 
criminal jurisdiction, of any justice of the 
>eace, or of any other officer for the time 
ieing authorized by law, in the place in 
which the declarant is, to administer an 
ath for any judicial oi other legal purpose:
[' out of Her Majesty’s dominions, in tripli­

cate, in the presence of any officer in the 
diplomatic or consular service of Her 
Majesty.

ARTICLE IT.
The contracting parties hereby engage to 

communicate each to the other,' from time 
to time, lists of the persons who, within 
their respective dominions and territories, 
or before their diplomatic and consular 
officers, have declared their renunciation 
of naturalization, with the dates andpl^pes 
of making such declarations, and such in 
formation as to the abode of the declarants, 
and the times and places of their natural­
ization, as they may have furnished.

ARTICLE in.
The present convention shall be ratified 

by the President of the United States, bl­
and with the advice and consent of the Sen­
ate thereof, and by Her Britannic Maj 
esty, and the ratifications shall be ex­
changed at Washington as soon as may be 
convenient.

In witness whereof .the respective pleni­
potentiaries have signed the same, and 

ive affixed thereto their respective seals. 
Done at Washington the twenty-third 

day of February, in tbe year of our Lord 
one thousand eight hundred and seventy 
one.
