The Clvil Rights Law,

A Washington special of Saturduy eve-
ning to the St. Louis Globe says

The law passed at the lute session of the
District Logislature relative to civil rights
in hotels, oating louses, restaursnts, bar
bor shope, ete, known here as the “ioe
cream and barber shop law,” went into
effoct, so far s practicable, tosday. It is*
based on the idea of Mr. Sumner's civil
righta bill. It provides that all citizius
shall be sccommodated at any establisl-
ment embracod in the above list; that the
prioted list of priges shall be consplonously
posted, and failures to comply with any of
the provisions of the law shall entail the
forfeiturs of the license for one year, and
subject the Teropriewr #o offending to a fiuve
of inoo. 6 restaurnuts and bars have
pretty much baflied the act by printing a
scale of prices in which whisky aud
other ordinery stralght drinks, cignrs, ete.,
have exorbitant prices aflixed, Delow is
sdded the significant notioe that “a Jiberal
reduction will made to our regalar pa-
trons.” These high prices have thus far
disconrnged all but regular patrons.  In the
barber s olu. bowever, the regular scale of
prices has been displayed, sud a considor
ablo sprinkling of colored customers is to be
found in wost of them; in some jnstancps
the novel spectacle bas been wituessed of
two or more negroes waiting their tum to
bo shaved by white barbers, snd many
white patrons of such establishments have
invesied in razors. The restaurants have
combined, and will test the first cnse that
srises under the law, and carry it to the
highest courts.
