thun the tax of seventy ecnts a gallon, All
locks for distillerios are to be supplied from
the Toternul Revenne office at the expense
of the Unitod States.  The regulations also
contain explicit directions for making sur-
veys of distilleries undor the new aet, and
for caloulating defloienoy in assessments.
