HINTS OF A FUSION.

The Picayune hints mysteriously of a 
proposition for a fusion ticket on which 
Messrs. McEnery and Jonas are to 
have prominent positions. The wish is 
doubtless father to the thought, and that 
is the sole basis of the hint. But after 
having brought the bantling into exists 
ence, it is dressed in swaddling clothes. 
It is asked:

If such a fusion has been contemplated, 
wliat is it that will make McEnery and 
Jonas more acceptable to the Liberals after 
the fueion than they are at the present mo­
ment!

To which we answer, nothing under the 
the sun. “ If such a fusion has been con­
templated,” which, of course, it has not by 
any one authorized to speak for the Lib­
eral canvention, it proves that the Liberal 
movement is merely a ruse to humbug the 
Republicans into the support of the Dem­
ocratic ticket pure and simple. That is 
just what it means, and nothing else. If fif­
teen or twenty men are to be conceded tbe 
privilege of making the State ticket, for 
which all must vote, unless they can al­
lege some specefic objections against tbe 
self-nominated candidates, we practically 
become an oligarchy, and the people sur­
render their right of suffrage.

Now as this idea about fusion originated 
wiih and is confined to the Last Ditchers, 
it proves that they desire a “union of all 
the elements opposed to Grant.” If they 
arê sincere in this, they can accomplish it 
by going to work in the right way. Let 
them disband their corporal’s guard, with­
draw their bogus ticket, and submit to the 
authority and abide by the decision of the 
Liberal convention. The Liberal Repub­
licans, two-thirds of whom are opposed to 
Grant, will meet them there ant\ if wise 
counsels prevail will ratify the new ticket 
on the ninth of August.

But if Messrs. Lasere and Randolph ex­
pect to have their little junta of self-ap­
pointed delegates received upon an equal 
footing with the recently elected represen­
tatives of. the Liberal party, they err 
egre îously. Their little conclave will be 
ignored altogether. It is bogus. It is in­
fected with heretical political opinions. 
Its members are stupid, bitter old bigots, 
whom the people can not entrust with the 
power to do any more mischief. They 
are greedy, selfibh, dictatorial, pompous, 
and all in all frauds of tbe first water. 
They are enemies of the State and the peo­
ple feel it intuitively. An alliance be­
tween these Last Ditchers and the Repub­
licans is simply impossible and none but an 
idiot would propose it.

Therefore all the talk of such fusion is 
confined to Democratic headqnarters, 
where it originated. We have heard 
nothing of the kind. That iR, we have 
not seen a Republican or a Liberal who 
would entertain such a foolish proposition 
for a moment. And their great anxiety 
to save the head of their ticket by giving 
McEnery and Jonas “prominent places” 
on the new one, thereby sacrificing the 
tail, and sending Messrs. Ogden, Dennett, 
Lafargue and Lusher adrift, exposes their 
weakness, and the fact that they know 
they are weak. The Bourbons are evi­
dently ’playing their old game—trying to 
win all the world for nothing, or if they 
can not get all, then to be content w’ith 
less. But by setting out with exorbitant 
demands, they hope to gain the more 
when it conies to the “fusion” business, 
the very idea of which is an invention of 
their own.

THE PATRIOTIC COURSE.
The defeat of the Customhouse ticket, 

it is well understood, is of easy accom­
plishment, if only the opposition to it 
were united in the effort to overthrow it. 
The Liberal party, taking the initiative, 
attempted to rally upon the simple issue 
of opposition to Radicalism all of the con­
servative elements in the State. Other 
States did the same, and to-day, in all the 
States except Louisiana, such a coalition 
has been inaugurated with the most en­
couraging results.

Only in our own State have the purposes 
in view been partially threatened with de­
feat. It proceeded from intemperate folly 
and partisan ambition. But, unless we 
are greatly deceived, the folly of the 
course pursued by the Reform and Demo­
cratic committees has been clearly de­
monstrated to them. They may at first 
have been led astray by witnessing the 
enthusiasm of the opposition to the Rad­
icals. Possibly they thought that this en­
thusiasm might be made to subserve their 
purposes, forgetting thafr abstract Demo­
cratic principles were not rallying senti­
ments for Republicans. True they had 
many ideas in common. But these were 
reflected, not original ideas. Besides the 
Democratic party in this State particu­
larly w’as led by men not calculated to 
inspire public confidence. They had been 
known as office-seekers for years, and 
cared little what were the means employ­
ed so they reached the goal of their 
hopes. Under these circumstances, it is 
not surprising that the nominations made 
by the Democratic and Reform commit­
tees failed to awaken the popular respect 
and confidence indispensable to success. 
The people refused to indorse them. The 
public regarded it as a trick to cheat them 
out of the great reformatory measures 
they were determined on securing. To 
do this they must select their own candi­
dates. This could only be done by a con­
vention composed of every shade of po­
litical opinion opposed to Radical su­
premacy.

The iuitial steps were taken to do this. 
Organizations were formed, and primary 
meetings called where Democrats, Re­
formers and Liberal Republicans came to­
gether and consulted as to the course to 
be pursued. It resulted in the determina­
tion to call the August convention. But 
one principle allied them: Opposition to 
the Grant-Customhouse aseendeney, and 
the correction of political abuses. The 
honest people of all parties could meet on 
this doctrine and shake hands. The 
proposition was everywhere applauded, 
and has gone through the State winning 
the approval and inspiring the confidence 
•and hopes of the people for good and 
success. The convention meets to put a 
good ticket before the people for their suf­
frages in November. That ticket will be 
pledged to the principles of the Cincinnati

platform, and in accord with the nomi­
nees of the conventions of Baltimore and 
Cincinnati. This course simplifies all 
issues, and gets rid of all partisan or local 
differences. It unites Democrats and Re­
publicans in cordial co-operation.

It arrays on one side the Radicals—on 
the other an honest and patriotic people, 
looking to the good of the State and a 
pure administration of public affairs. 
What shall hinder this admirable con­
summation? There is but one impediment 
in tbe way. It is of but little consequence 
certainly, it offers, by its antagonistic 
policy, but a comparatively trifling im­
pediment—but still an impediment. 
We mean the united State ticket. 
As it is, it can possibly do no good 
—accomplish no possible good pur­
pose, and but little harm; but it is the 
only pebble in the way of Liberal unity. 
But Laving ostensibly the same ends in 
view, why should that ticket remain to 
clog the Liberal movement? Hopeless of 
success themselvee they should give way 
to those who can secure it. It would be 
patriotic in them to get out of the way.

Let Messrs. McEnery, Jonas A Co., re­
sign the canvass. They are effecting noth­
ing, save an illustration of how foolish 
folly may become. The ineffective jolts 
they are giving the opposition are re­
garded as little as Don Quixiote’s assault 
upon the windmill. Their influence nowT, 
when it is recollected with what eager 
haste they seized upon their nominations 
is as idle wind, but when stimulated by 
patriotism and united with the great Lib­
eral movement, will be powerful and con­
trolling. For their own sake, therefore, 
we advise the patriotic course.

HOW TO SAVE LOUISIANA.

It is a mistake to suppose that the evils 
with which the people of this State have 
'to contend spring from political abuses. 
The idea that they do is one of the fictions 
invented by seedy “outs” who want to be­
come “ins.” Every man’s fortune de­
pends upon his own exertions, and the only 
way a “good State government” could 
“redeem Louisiana” would be to set the 
loafing Democracy and vagabonds of all 
kinds to some steady and useful labors 
We have had for the past four years as 
good a government as any State was ever 
blessed with. The only fault we can find 
with it is that it has been rather expensive. 
Some of its legislative employes tried to 
raise their pay, and succeeded in making 
their fellow members dissatisfied. We 
now see most of those who were to blame 
for this expense running for office either 
on the McEnery or Kellogg ticket. But 
an expensive government is not necessa­
rily a bad one. Economy is doubtless a 
fine thing, but there is a deal of hypocrisy 
displayed about it on occasion. We 
can. not “save tiie State” by econ­
omy or honesty. Aiid if we could 
w:e should never go to those who 
write their own certificates of character 
for these virtues. If the. State is about to 
be lost, whichr of course it is not, it is 
because not more than one-fifth of the 
arable land is in cultivation. Not more 
than two-thirds of the population foHow 
any honest or useful calling. The rest 
are drones and dependents upon the 
bounty of others, social mendicants, who 
eat away more of the substance of their 
more thrifty friends in one month than is 
paid for taxes'in a year. If wre can set 
this army of consumers- to work the State 
can take care of itself. But the mainten­
ance of 100,000 men in complete idleness 
is too heavy a tax.

Now, will the Democracy agree to make 
such regulations as will utilize and 
economize the forces of the State ? When 
it finds a man itinerating with a long face, 
and trying to palm off a story of what he 
“has been” for temporary gain, will such a 
man be set to work ? Will they abolish 
all pretences of any kind, place all man­
kind on one common footing, and let each 
scratch for himself, with the understand­
ing that the devil will surely catch those 
that fall behiud ? Or will McEnery, when 
he comes to represent the State, cuddle 
the idlers, especially if friends or the 
relatives of friends, in his arms, and sup­
port them at the public expense.

When the Almighty imposed the curse 
upon Adam’s race in the garden of Eden 
He mercifully tempered the severity of the 
sentence with the permission to work for 
a living. Had He imposed idleness in ad­
dition to the loss of favor, Eden would 
have been as completely “ruined” as Lou­
isiana is now, and for tbe same reason. 
But He had not concluded to destroy the 
human race at that time. That pretended 
lunatic. George Francis Train, when he 
was down here picking up nickels for 
street preaching, told the people that one 
way to prosper was to gather up the loafers 
that rally around our corner rum mills, 
aud set them to work. Train is light. 
The laws of the Radical Legislature, the 
heavy expenses of the State, the high rate 
of taxation, the heavy stabs at the State 
treasury, though regarded by many with 
disfavor, had no more to do with the ruin 
of Louisiana than the fugitive slave law 
had with Jacob Barker's bankruptcy.

And it is the sheerest hypocrisy and 
fraud to attribute to a Republican State 
administration the faults that arise from 
the proverbial shiftlessness of the people. 
We have more politicians than field hands. 
More office seekers than offices, and more 
of tjie latter than workshops and factories. 
The best law' that ever was made will not 
raise a stalk of cotton, or make a boot. 
And until the people can live on senti­
ment, breakfast on “respectability,” dine 
on “high tone,” and clothe themselves 
with fine figures of speech, they must have 
cotton, corn, pork, boots and blankets. 
If some of our Democratic talking ma­
chines can do something to utilize their 
promises, they may then ask for their re­
ward. But Louisiana can not have her 
distresses relieved by gas.

Tbe Almighty himself could not select 
a ticket for Louisiana that will “save the 
State to the satisfaction of the Last 
Ditchers unless they are elected to office. 
Leave them out and ruin stares them in 
the face. Give them easy berths in pub­
lic and they are saved. They are all they 
know of the State.

ARE THEY CANNIBALS ?

It looks as though the Feejee Islanders 
had broken loose and our Gallic contem­
porary is after them.

“ Why, then, do you refuse to support 
the united State ticket?” asks the Dolly 
Varden old lady, with afidgetty rustling of 
her skirts. The inquiry is addressed to 
the Liberals. The answer is, because the 
Liberals do not believe they are “ emi­
nently” or otherwise, “ fitted for the sta­
tions to which they aspire.” It is true 
they ace mainly self-made men—that is, 
they have made themselves candidates,, 
some of them against the positive vote of 
the Democratic and Reform conventions. 
But the success of the mechanism is not 
so brilliant as to command admiration, 
and while we now and then hear of a Lot’s 
wife or two who are disposed to look back, 
the great body of the people are fleeing 
from the corrupt party, which, if not al­
ready destroyed, ought to be.

On the part of the Liberal Republicans, 
the answer to the Picayune's question is, 
because we do not want them, or any of 
them, to be elected.

The Citizens' Guard is abusing Horace 
Greeley, and quoting pretended extracts 
from liis writings to the effect that he is 
no friend to the South. If all it says be 
true, in what respect has Grant the ad­
vantage of him? Grant has opposed am­
nesty, has sought to deprive the States of 
their rights, has denied that they were 
peaceful and law abiding, and visited 
them with the rigors of the Ku-Klux bill 
for pretended and imaginary offenses.

Horace -Greeley promises us a different 
state of things. He is honest, and keeps 
his word. He may have said hard things 
of us in the past, but he promises good 
deeds for the future.

Grant first showed the South the smooth 
side of his character, and then turned on 
us the rough, uneven edges. We prefer 
Greeley.

We are glad to see the Times hopeful of 
the result of the fifth of August. We are 
no less so, yet we know that some of the 
Last Ditchers hope to have a finger in that 
pie, and exert some influence, partly by 
promisas of future support and partly on 
account of old political associations with 
some of the delegates. We never said 
that the Liberals and the Last Ditchers 
are “radically antagonistic. We referred 
to the Republicans, who are ready to co­
operate with the Liberals, but will not 
accept a man on the united State ticket. 
We are quite content to go with the Times 
“so far as to consider the withdrawal of that 
ticket a sine qua non.” This is all we con­
tended for. But we can not accept less.

We don’t know who “W. Y.” may be, 
but he writes to the Times in a spirit that 
shows him to be full of conceit for his 
own wisdom or that he considers the 
members elect to the Liberal convention 
a lot of asses. He assumes to dictate how 
the convention shall conduct its delibera­
tions, and submits lists of candidates for 
the various offices, as if the convention 
would be utterly unable to think for itself 
upon so grave a matter as the_ formation 
of its State ticket. We believe the peo­
ple selected these delegates because of 
tbeir capacity to think and properly 
judge. Had they wanted “W. Y.” to tell 
what he supposes he knows about ticket- 
making they would have probably made 
bim a member of the convention also.

Mu Charles Fenner may have “no 
antipathy,” personal or political, to “any 
of the distinguished gentlemen” on the 
united State ticket; but, unfortunately, 
Mr. Fenner is in one respect like Mr. Mc­
Enery himsglf—he has but one vote, which 
fact represents the value of his opinions 
of the distinguished gentlemen. As we 
have belore informed the Liberals, the 
40,000 Liberal Republican voters of this 
State have very strong personal and insur­
mountable political objections to every 
“distinguished gentleman” who, in the 
language of Mr. Fenner, “figures on the 
united ticket.” That fact is just 40,000 
times as important as that Mr. Fenner lias 
no objection.

It is an appreciable compliment the 
Picayune, in behalf of the united State 
ticket, is constantly paying to the work­
ingmen in the city. Saying, for instance, 
that the Administrators at the City Hall 
and the Park Commissioners are organiz­
ing them into brigades for “election ser­
vice.” Does the Picayune mean to indi­
cate by this flhat the city laborers are fur­
nished work on condition of their voting 
a certain ticket. This is an insult to the 
poor people of the city. Brigaded for 
election service, indeed ! The people are 
only seeking work to support their fami­
lies. Is this a crime in the estimation of 
Messrs. McEnery, Jonas & Company ?

On the strength of what the B epub- 
lican said in regard, to  States rights the 
Grant organ of this city proclaims that 
Governor Warmoth is in favor of State 
sovereignty. It labors under a serious 
misapprehension if it really believes the 
Governor’s views are always reflected in 
the R epublican; but in thig instance it 
willfully does him injustice, for we have 
made no statement that would encourage 
even the belief that he favors State sov­
ereignty. The organ had better let the 
Governor's views upon this subject alone 
and tell the people wLat are Grant's views 
of sovereignty.

“Let us do everything to save Louisi­
ana,” is now the cry cau the political 
mountebanks. Every small-beer poli- 
tieian in the State thinks the State will be 
“saved” as soon as he gets into office.

The following bitterness appears in the 
last Pittsburg Gazette: “Rev. Dr. Piatt, of 
Louisville, created a sensation last Sunday
by demonstrating in bis sermon that ‘man­
kind is a failure.’ O; course his remarks 
applied only to his native townsmen, and 
every Louis villi an is down on ‘personal ser­
mons.' "

TO TJIE PUBLIC.

The publication, in a recent number of the Pica­
yune, of the letter of contingent resignation 
which I placed in the hands of a portion of the 
Democratic State Central Committee, renders it 
necessary for* me, in justice to myself .and to 
the friends who had so kindly expressed confi­
dence in me as a candidate, to explain the motives 
which influenced me to take that course. It is 
supeilluous to state that I felt deeply grateful to 
the gentlemen of the Conference Committee who 
lia«l placed me in nomination, and to the members 
of the Demo era tic Convention who ratified that 
nomination; hut I may state that those who knew 
my views are well aware that I considered a com­
bination of all the elements opposed to Grant, 
including .the Germans, the Liberal Republicans 
and the Greeley and Blown party, to be an essen­
tial condition to success. I understood this to be 
also the opinion of Mr. McEnery, the gentleman 
who had been nominated for Governor, aud I was 
therefore confirmed in the v isdom of my view. 
Soon after receiving the information of my nomi­
nation, I called on Mr. Lasere, the cliaiiman of the 
part of the committee then and now existing, and 
informed him that I should he not only willing, 
but anxious to aid in fonning the alliance which I 
considered to be so. necessary, and that to assist 
in accomplishing this purpose I should place my 
resignation in his hand*, to be used as the commit­
tee might consider judicious. Mr. Lasere agreed 
■with me, and showed me a letter from- Mr. 
McEnery to the-same effect. It was distinctly un­
derstood that my letter wa6 to he used for the pur­
pose I have indicated, and for no other—that is to 
say, to assist in forming a general coalition with 
the elements now composing the Liberal party. I 
had no thought that it would Tie perverted into an 
agency for a rejetition of the futile coalition with 
the Reform party alone, against which I had voted, 
in company with a majority of tlio convention. 
Neither could I suppose that a small faction of the 
committee — only one-fourth —representing not 
more than half a dozen out of tbe fifty-six 
parishes in the State, would assume the 
powers which, in any event, could he 
properly exercised only l>y a majority of the 
whole committee. When I placed my contingent 
resignation in the hands of the president of the 
committe’e, I dealt with him and with the body 
wbicli he represented in a spirit of fairness and 
sincerity which I could not then suspect would not 
be reciprocated. Whether or not this is the case 
I am willing that the public should judge, after 
consideration cf the facts as I have presented 
them.

I would take this occssion to state that I am EOt 
a candidate for any position before the August 
convention, believing as I do, that the place which 
I occupied can be much more eligibly tilled by a 
German or a Liberal Republican.

PROCLAMATION BY T IIE  GOVERNOR.

State op Louisiana, ) 
Executive Department, > 

• New Orleans, June 18, 1872. >
Whp.kfas, An act of the Legislature, approved 

March 15,1855,entitled "An act to establish quaran­
tine tor the protection of the.State;’ provides that 
the Governor of the State shall issue his proclama­
tion, upon the advice of the Board of Health, de­
claring any place where there shall be reason to 
believe a pestilent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, and stating the 
number of days of quarantine to be performed by 
the vessels, their passengers, officers and crews, 
coming from such place or places—

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provisions 
of the act aforesaid, I issue this my*proclamation, 
and declare the places hereafter named to be in­
fected places, and that all vessels, together with 
officers, crews, passengers and cargoes, arriving 
from such places, or having touched or stopped at 
any o r them, shall be subject to a quarantine of 
not less than ten days, or for a longer period, as 
m3y be considered necessary by the Board of 
Health, to take effect from and after the.FIRST 
DAY OF JULY, 1872. Any violation of the quaran­
tine laws as here proclaimed will be severely pun­
ished.

The places which aie hereby declared infected 
as aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana, 
Matanzas. Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintego Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica; Jacmel .and Poit-au-Pricce, 
on the Island of San Domingo; the islands of St. 
Thomas, Martinique and Guadoloupe; Campeachy,
