That if the Secretary of the In­
terior shall not be able to agree with the 
owner or owners of any private property 
needed for the purposes of this act upon 
the price to be paid therefor, or if for any 
other cause he shall be unable to obtain the 
title to any such property by mutual agree­
ment with the owner or owners thereof, it 
shall be his duty to make application to the 
supreme court of the District of Columbia, 
which court is hereby authorized and re­
quired, upon such application, in such 
mode, aud under siieh rules and regulations 
as it may adopt, to make a just aud equit­
able appraisement of the cash value of the 
several interests of each and every owner 
of the real estate anil improvements there­
on necessary to be taken for the public use 
in accordance with the provisions of this 
act, and to which the Secretary lias been 
unaide to obtain the title by mutual agree­
ment with the owner or owners thereof.

That the fee-silnple of all prem­
ises so appropriated for public use, of 
which an appraisement shall have been 
made under the order aud direction of said 
court, shall, upon payment to the owner or 
owners, respectively, of the appraised

Representatives of the Uuited States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
name, style and title of the Texas Pacific 
Railroad’ Company shall hereafter be “The 
Texas and Pacific Railway Comnany,” and 
the said Texas and Pacific Railway Com­
pany shall have, possess and enjoy all the 
rights’ privileges and franchises heretofore 
conferred upon the said Texas Pacific Rail­
road Company.

Sec. 2. That the said the Texas and Pa­
cific Railway Company shall have power 
and authority to issue ’the construction and 
land bonds authorized by the eleventh sec­
tion of said act of incorporation, for such 
amounts, not exceeding forty thousand dol­
lars per mile of said road, of construction 
bonds, aasaid company may deem needful 
to proviiH for the construction and equip­
ment of its line, and to include in the mort­
gage or mortgages to secure said construc­
tion bonds all or any portion of the lands 
granted in aid of the construction of said 
railroad; and in the mortgage or mortgages 
to secure said land bonus* any portion of 
of said lands not so used to secure the con­
struction bonds aforesaid: and all or any 
portion of the lauds acquired by the term’s 
of consolidation lawfully authorized by the 
fourth section of said act ot March third, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, with 
any reilroad company or companies to 
whonf^rants of land niay have been made, 
or may hereafter he made, by any congres­
sional', State or Ten itorial authority, or who 
may have purchased the same previous t» 
any such arrangement or consolidation, and 
within the time limited for the completion 
of the road, and all such lands of every de­
scription shall be subject to all limita­
tions #nd conditions now by law existing 
in relation thereto, aud as modified by this

and from the fourth day of March, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-one, in accordance 
with a proposed form ot contract from the 
said Rives i»nd Bailey, submitted to and 
approved by the Joint Committee on Public 
Printing on the part of the Senate.

Sec. 2. That for the purpose aforesaid

St. Louis 
and San Francisco, invitiug proposals in 
detail for reporting aud for printing, to­
gether and separately, the debates of the 
Forty-third, the Forty-fourth and the Forty-

land grant whatever, beyond that hereto­
fore granted by Congress, aud which shall 
duly inure to said company upou compli­
ance with the terms of this aet in relation 
to the times fixed for completion of said 
railway, aud all such mortgages shall he 
subject to all the conditions anil limitations 
by law existing unilpr this aet and the acts 
to which it is supplementary in respect to 
such lands, and shall not be held to vest 
auy title iu the mortgage or create any lien 
on such lands, other than such company is 
or may become lawfully entitled to vest or 
create’ thereunder; but the amount of said 
land bonds shall not exceed two and a half 
dollars per acre tor all lands covered by 
the mortgage or mortgages securing the 
same.

Sec. ff. That all the mortgages made and 
executed by said railroad company shall he 
filed a®(l recorded in the Department of 
the Interior, which shall be a sufficient evi­
dence of their legal execution ; provided, 
that the aforesaid bonds and the author­
ized capital stock, or the proceeds thereof, 
shall be applied ou}y for the purpose of 
securing the construction, operation and 
equipment of the contemplated railroad 
line, under lawful contracts with such par­
ties, aud on such terms aud conditions as 
said company may deem needful, ami tor 
the further purpose of purchase, consolida­
tion, completion, equipment and operat­
ing of the other roads, as contem­
plated by said act and specified therein, 
being a part of the aforesaid railroad line, 
and lor the expenses necessary and incident 
to the works authorized thereby; provided, 
however, that said road and its equipment 
shall bo of the standard heretofore required 
by the United States government for the 
existing Paeitic railway lines: And provided 
further, that the said mortgage or mort­
gages sliall in nowise impair or affect any 
lieu existing on the property of said com­
pany or companies at or before the time of 
such consolidation.

Sec. 4. That said road shall ho construct­
ed of iron or steel rails manufactured from 
American ore, except such as may have 
been contracted for before consolidation by 
any railroad company which tnay lie pur­
chased hyor consolidated with this company.

Sec. 5. That the said Texas and Pacific 
Railway Company shall commence the con­
struction of its road at or near Marshall, 
Texas, and proceed with its construction, 
under the original act and this supplement, 
or iu pursuance of the authority derived 
from any consolidation as aforesaid, 
westerly from a point near Mar­
shall, and towards San Diego 
in the State of California, on the line 
authorized, by the original act. and so prose­
cute the same ks to have at least one hun­
dred consecutive miles ot railroad from said 
point complete and in running order within 
two years after the passage ot this act: and 
so continue to construct, each year there­
after, a sufficient number of miles, not less 
than ono hundred, to secure the completion 
of the whole line, from the aforesaid point 
on the eastern boundary of the State of 
Texas to the hay of San I)iego, in the State 
of California, as aforesaid, within ten years 
alter the passage of this act: and said road 
from Marshall, Texas, throughout the 
length thereof, shall he of uniform gauge; 
provided, however, that the said company 
shall commence the construction of said 
road from Sun Diego eastward within one 
year from the passage of this act, ami con­
struct not less than ten miles before the ex­
piration of the second year, aud, after the 
second year, not less than twenty-five miles 
per annum in continuous liue thereafter 
between San Diego and the Colorado 
river until the junction is formed with the 
line from the east at the latter point or 
east thereof; and upon failure to so com­
plete it, Congress may adopt such measures 
as it may deem necessary aud proper to 
secure its speedy completion; and it shall 
also lie lawful for said company to com­
mence and prosecute the construction of its 
liue from any other point or points on its 
line; but nothing in this aet oontained shall 
he so construed as to authorize the grant of 
any additional lauds or subsidy, of any na­
ture or kind whatsoever, on the part of the 
■government ol the ’ United States; 
provided, that said Texas and Pacific

ing therewith; provided larther. that noth­
in s herein shall he construed as changing 
the terminus of said Texas and Pacific rail­
way from Marshall, as provided in the 
original act.

An act to enable honorably discharged 

soldiers and sailors, their widows and 
orphan children, to acquire homesteads 
on the public lands of the United States. 
ID it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America, in Congress assembled, 
That every private soldier and of­
ficer who ’ lias served iu the army 
of tho United States during the
recent rebellion for ninety days, or more, 
and who was honorablv discharged, and 
has remained loyal to tfie government, in­
cluding the troo’ps mustered into the ser­
vice oi the United States by virtue of the 
third section of au act entitled “An act 
making appropriations for completing tfie 
defenses of V\ ashington, and for other pur­
poses,” approved February thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, and every 
seaman, marine, and officer who has served 
in the navy of the United States, or iu the 
marine corps, (luring the rebellion, for 
ninety days, and who was honorably dis­
charged, anil has remained loyal to the gov­
ernment, shall, on compliunoe with the pro­
visions of an act entitled “An act to secure 
homesteads to actual settlers on the public 
domain,” and tho acts amendatory thereof, 
as hereinafter modified, bo entitled to enter 
upon and receive patents for a quantity of 
public lands (not mineral) net exceeding 
one hundred and sixty acres, or one quarter 
section, to be taken in compact form ac­
cording to legal subdivisions, including 
the alternate reserved sections ot-public 
lands along the line of any railroad 
or other public work, not otherwise re­
served or appropriated, and other lands 
subject to entry under the homestead laws 
of the United States; provided, that said 
homestead settler shall be allowed six 
mouths after locating his homestead within . 
which to commence his settlement and.im­
provement; aud provided, also, that the 
time which the homestead settlor shall have 
served in the army, navy, or marine corps 
aforesaid, sliall be deducted from the time 
heretofore required to perfect title, or it 
discharged on account of wounds received, 
or disability incurred in the line of duty, 
then the term of enlistment shall ho de­
ducted from the time heretofore required to 
perfect title, without reference to the length 
of time he may have served; provided, 
however, that no patent shall issue to any 
homestead settler who has not resided upou, 
improved, and cultivated his said home­
stead for a period of at least one year after 
he shall commence his improvements as 
aforesaid.

Sec. 2. That any person entitled undei 
the provisions of the foregoing section to 
enter a homestead who may have heretofore 
entered under the homestead laws a quan 
tlty of land less than one hundred and sixty 
acres shall he permitted to enter under the 
provisions Of this aet so much land as, when 
added to the quantity previously entered, 
shall not exceed ono hundred and sixty 
acres.

Sec. ff. That in case of the death of any 
person who would he entitled to a homestead 
under the provisions of the first section of 
this act his widow, If unmarried, or iu case 
of her death or marriage, then iiis minor 
orphan 'children, by a guardian duly ap­
pointed and officially accredited at the De­
partment of the Interior, shall he entitled 
to all the benefits enumerated in this aet, 
subject to ail the orovisfons as to settle­
ment an.Flmprovf ;.,ffnt8 therein contained; 
provided. tLat if such person died during 
Iiis term of enlistment, the whole term of his 
enlistment shall he deducted from the time 
heretofore required to perfect the title.
