Go on the levee where they sell 
bananas, pineapples and such stuff', or 
where they sell apples, you'll find the same 
crowd, thesame cai ts, the same auctioneers 
and a fixed rate of purchase. I've known 
tlrem to buy sip fruit and let it rot before 
another man should have it. I'm glad to 
see some effort made to force competition 
and make fruit cheaper, for in summer it 
may he called a necessary of life. Still all 
vocations that are not monopolies now will 
be before many years.”

The B erlin  Case.
Since the twelve honest and respectable 

gentlemen who last Tuesday evening found 
Messrs. Bertin.and Capdeville not guilty, 
have published a card to justify their con­
duct to a community which supposed itself 
outraged by their action, public attention 
has in a measure reverted from them to 
another feature of the case just as startling, 
auil perhaps more inexplicable. That is 
this : When the jury returned their verdict 
of not gnilty, and the jury were polled at 
the request of the Acting Attorney General 
Judge Abell immediately discharged the 
accused from custody, and they are now at 
large. Now, Judge Abell is well aware 
of tbe following facts. On the sixth 
day of April, 1869, Pierre Bertin, hav 
iDg been convicted of garroting and rob­
bing an old man near the Old Basin, 
was sentenced by Judge Abell himself to 
two years' imprisonment in the Parish 
Prison, On tbe fifteenth day of August, 
1870, on the strength of bogus papers, pre­
pared by one William L. Thompson, attor­
ney at law, which, however, received a 
touch of genuineness by being approved 
and recommended by Judge Abell, Gover­
nor Warmoth issued a pardon to Bertin, 
subject to the approval of the Senate of the 
State at its next session. Only a few weeks 
after the release of Bertin he was arrested 
on the Rochereau case. The Governor, die- 
covering that he had been imposed upon, 
revoked the pardon of Bertin, and as soon 
as the Senate convened the act was still 
further nullified by that body refusing to 
confirm tbe pardon. This left no other al­
ternative than for Bertin to go back to 
prison and serve out the unexpired term of 
his sentence, some eight months. This 
he was not doing while lying in the Parish 
Prison awaiting trial for an unbailable of­
fense.

Was it not the duty of Judge Abell, 
knowing the facts iu the case, when the 
jury rendered the verdict acquitting the 
accused, to have immediately remanded 
Bertin to the custody of the sheriff to serve 
out the unexpired term of his sentence ? 
And another thing. When Bertin was 
arrested by Captain Malone and Special 
Officer Pecora at a house in rear of the 
First District, and over a $100,000 worth of 
Rochereau papers found in his possession, 
there was another party present, in consul­
tation with Bertin, who was also taken into 
custody, atjd on whose person rcas found a 
portion o f the stolen property. This party 
has never been indicted, arraigned or tried. 
The. matter, was hushed up.. He was a 
member of the bar !

Claiborne Parish  L ib era l*-D elegate*  to 
the S ta te  Convention—The R esolutions  
Adopted

From an advance copy of the Claiborne 
Advocate we reproduce the subjoined report:

According to previous notice, the citizens 
of Claiborne parish assembled at the court 
house in Homer, on Saturday, July 20, 1872, 
in muss.

D. B. Hayes, Esq., called the meeting to 
order by nominating T. D. Meadors, Esq , 
chairman. Unanimously adopted. By mo­
tion of Hon. J. C. Egan. W. A. Maxey and 
J. M. Scaife be appointed secretaries— 
adopted. D. B. Hayes, Esq., by motion, 
requested the chair to appoint six vice 
presidents. The motiou being adopted, the 
chair appointed R. E. Thompson. J. H. 
Jordan, J. H. Simmons, T. Bridgman, H. 
Montgomery mil J. J. Duke, Esq., vice 
presiu* n s.

After the organization of the meeting, D. 
B. Hayes, Esq., explained the object of tbe 
meethig in a lew brief and very appropri­
ate remarks, by offering the following reso­
lutions :

That, we unanimously adopt as our stand­
ard bearers in the approaching presidential 
contest, Horace Greeley, of New York, for 
President, aud B. Gratz Brown, of Missouri, 
lor Vice President, which motion was ca­
ned by acclamation without a dissenting 
voice.

A motion was then made and adopted 
that the chair appoint four delegates to the 
Libera! convention to assemble in New Or­
leans August 9, 1872. A motion was then 
made and adopted that the chair in his 
selection of said delegates to the Liberal 
convention shall select such only as are in 
favor of the Liberal movement, unani­
mously adopted: whereupon the chair ap­
pointed the following delegates: Hon. J.
G. Egan, J. H. Jordan, J. W. Todd and J.
H. Simmons; alternates K. E. Thompson, 
T. Price, J. J. Duke, N. Bartlett, J. M 
Scaife, and Judge J. S. Young. Hon. J. C.

weather was very hot.

“Not near so hot as in New York,” re' 
plied a young man whose duty required him 
to visit that great metropolis once a year.

“You don’t say so,” e-xclaimed the gro­
cery buyer.” “Why, I thought, now.” he 
continued, laying down the law coolly as 
possible under the circumstances, “New 
York was in the North where people went 
to get cool.”

“GoiDg there to get cool,” said the young 
commercial traveler, “and from this 
place ? It's jumping out of the frying pan 
into the fire.” .

“You surprise me,” returned the other, 
still wijiing his face.

“Do I ? Well, I will astonish you still 
more. New York always has been hotter 
in the summer than New Orleans. This is 
proved by the range of the thermometer. 
That doesn’t deter people from crying out 
against the health of our town, when it is 
the healthiest in the Union, including yel­
low fever. They say it is the hottest when 
it is the coolosf, the sickliest when it is the 
healthiest. Sunstroke in New York kills 
its baker’s dozen every day. You don’t 
bear of it here. New diseases are developed 
by the great heat which puzzle physicians; 
yet you will liud people rushing there in 
search of a coolness which they leave be­
hind here.” ■

“Didn't a man die of sunstroke yester­
day ! ” inquired the grocer.

“That was tbe first case this season, 
while New York cemeteries are holding 
hundreds, her hospitals thousands affected 
hy beat. There' it is ! he height of fashion 
for a man to he ’walkin'down Broad way’ 
with hi- coat on his arm, a fan in his baud 
and—I’ve heard of sueh cafes—a cravat 
of ice under the back of his neck—.” ay

"I'm goiu' home nnd tell that to :£y 
wife," said the grocer. "She’s from New 
York, and -he'* has n giv.ng me fits for a 
month to go there."

My “ Brother-In-Law*’ Explains,
The Mayor received yesterday the follow­

ing reply from Collector Casey,in response to 
his communication touching upon the filthy 
condition of the sinks in the Customhouse. 
The letter is quite vigorous and pointed, 
and will be read with interest, since Mr. 
Casey openly declares his intention to obey 
our city laws and sanitary regulations:

Hon. Eenj. F. Flanders, Mayor of New Orleans: 
D e a r  S i r —Respectfully referring to your 

letter of the twenty-fifth instant, inclosing 
the petition of the residents ot Custom­
house street, in the vicinity of the Cu-tom- 
liouse building, complaining-of the efflux 
from the privies into the street, I reply that 
your letter was promptly referred to Colonel 
J. F. Morse, superintendent of the building, 
under whose direction the vault was con­
structed, with the request that he would 
examine into the matter and take such 
steps as might be deemed necessary to re­
medy the evil complained of. I transmit 
for your information a letter from him, 
friuu which it appears that, "so far as the 
efflux is concerned, it is not so had now as 
it was for many years previous to the 
change recently made in the construction 
of the privy vaults,” and that “if the city 
authorities would attend to the proper 
cleansing of the gutters from the levee past 
the Customhouse, so as to carry off the of­
fensive accumulations fioiu the levee, 
there would be Do ground for complaint.” 

In accordance with the suggestion of 
Colonel Morse, I would respectfully request 
that authority be granted the government 
by the City authorities, to lay a pipe from 
the Customhouse to the river, for the pur­
pose of carrying oft the * fflux.

The government oflicers located near the 
Customhouse’ street entrance to the build­
ing are certainly as much interested in the 
abatement of any nuisance of the kind as 
any person living on the street, remote from 
the building, can be.

1 would state that tbe customs officials do 
not claim any exemption from the strict 
observance of the sanitary regulations of 
the city, and that no one authorized to 
speak for this office has advanced such an 
idea. No complaint has ever reached this 
office from the superintendent, of streets of 
any disregard of his instructions, and it 
appears to me if there was any cause for 
complaint that the proper place to seek re­
dress was here, instead of placing the 
matter in a wrong light through the press 
of the city.

I would further add that an officer of the 
custom*, who prides himself upon the c.\ 
trente sensitiveness of his nasal organ, has 
this day made a careful inspection of that 
portion of Customhouse street, and has 
tailed to discover the “ offensive stench” 
complained of.

Messrs. Napier Baitlett, John S. Young 
and Drayton B. Hayes, the committee on 
resolutions, reported "the following, which 
were unanimously adopted:

The parish of Claiborne believes that the 
object of uniting in parties is to supply 
needs of the people so united, and not to 
uselessly perpetuate past prejudice, disaj 
pointment and passion. Parties who have 
no aims or purposes of amelioration—or in 
other words, who have no hopes of bring a 
majority of votes to their support—do not 
merit a consideration or nearing at the 
polls.

1. Claiborne supports without reservation 
the Cincinnati-Baitimore ticket. All roads 
that lead to Greeley, lead to reformation of 
the government.

2. As there is no more need for idle sen­
timent in State efforts to cecuro reform

' than there is in national, the dictates of 
sound common sense and plain, daylight 
reasoning should be consulted in uniting 
all parties. Political organizations are de­
signed to serve the people, and not the 
people the party, and tried by this - ’andaul 
the members of the recent New firleans 
convention committed a grave error in their 
premature nominations.

3. That the convention frittered away its 
time, and lost sight of the interests of the 
State iu their iqsane hatred of the present 
executive, and in refusing to operate with 
the Liber:*' party because he was a member 
ot it. That the convention was run in the 
interest of city ward politicians, ignorant 
or purposely blind to the wishes of the 
country; and that the executive committee, 
instead of calling a new convention, have 
shown, in making their own nominations, a 
disposition to prevent the people lrom ex­
pressing their will, which carries its own 
moral.

4. That we view the placing of names by 
tbe committee in tbe field as a usurpation 
aud a violation ol all party usage, more 
especially as tbe committee represented 
scarcely more than one parish in the State.

5. That we respect the gentlemen wltoie 
names have been injudiciously placed be­
fore the people, aud recommend them as 
patriotic sons to promptly withdraw them: 
that we see no other method of extricating 
ourselves from our present difficulties than 
by a relerence of t be whole subject to a 
fresh convention from the people.

Mr. D. B. Hayes spoke as follows on the 
subject of delegates to the Liberal State 
Convention :

The August Convention, for which we to­
day .proprose to elect delegates, is made 
necessary by the failure of the Democratic 
convention in June to meet the wants of 
the people. That was a failure; their de­
liberations were more like the angry 
clamorings and silly debates oi a school 
without a master than like the grave delib­
erations of an assembly to whom were en­
trusted matters involving the rights and 
liberties of a great people. They first put 
into the field a ticket which satisfies nobody 
but tbe minority of a minority; then they 
add insult to injury by changing the ticket 
alieadv nominated, hy sandwiching in the 
names of a few Reformers aud leaving out 
regular nominees. This, too, is done by 
the centra! committee, without the aid of 
a convention, and contrary to all party 
usage and the wishes of the people. The 
first ticket wiH not do. it is a corpse of­
fered to the people: much less will tbe gal­
vanized edition of tbe same, tbe so-called 
united State ticket, meet our wants. That 
convention was run entirely in the inter­
est of the city of New Orleans. Certain 
politicians down there are content if they 
can secure the control of tbe city govern­
ment. They believe that they -could-do 
this by means of the ticket they have se­
lected, and they are willing to let the coun­
try parishes fall into the hands of any 
party.

The late Democratic convention seems tq 
have been controlled hy such men as these; 
such old hacks and fossils as Cotton, the 
Hunt family, Wickliffe, Hyams and a whole 
school of pestiferous little asses who occu­
pied the time of the convention to the ex­
clusion of vital interests of the State. If 
the Democratic party is to be controlled by 
these men, I, for one, want none of the 
Democratic party. If the city of New Or­
leans, as represented by these men, is to 
rule the State and to dictate to the whole 
people—then I propose to leave the party 
they are in and seek another, and if iu that 
one they find safe lodgment, I propose con­
tinuing to seek until I have found a party 
and men of unselfish patriotism.

The people, for State purposes, want a 
union with the Liberal party, and that 
union we will have. It is only hy such a 
union that we can be successful; it is to 
show your desire for such a coalition that 
yon are here to-day iu the largest mass 
meeting that has assembled within these 
walls for years.

H onors to an Ex-Postm aster G eneral— 
Postofllre Departm ent Closed—Entry of  
Goods by Uncertified Invoices.

W a sh in g to n , July 26.—The Postoffice 
Department here will he closed on the day 
of the funeral of ex-Postmaster General 
Randall.

Some few weeks ago the Secretary of the 
Treasury instructed the collector ‘at New 
York not to allow the entry of goods by un­
certified invoices, but to require, where 
funds arrived without certified invoices, 
that the entry should he made by appra's:-
lilt* lit.

Tbis order was subsequently modified so 
as to allow goods paying purely specific 
duty to lie entered upon duplicate uucerti- 
fied invoices, or giving bond to produce cer­
tified invoice, and the order was subse­
quently further modified so as to allow 
goods paying ad valorem or mitted duties 
me same privilege.

livery to be one and one-half per cent, 
without rebate: » -n purchases or sales are 
extended to a u ant month, or changes 
made, the charge be one per cent; when 
no actual cotton is liyered, in the absence 
of instructions to i e contrary, members 
executing order* for Mires can cover mat­
uring contracts on recei.it of notice, by pur­
chase on sale of corr"«pondiug‘contract on 
purchases or sales to future delivery, bto- 
kerage to he paid by li vers and sellers, to 
ditie ent brokers; all orokeis to be de­
barred from trading in e.itton on their own 
account. Every member issuing bis own 
contract to he considered a merchant; 
eon'ract for oue month, ami sale and pur­
chase for another, if simultam ous, shall be 
considered one transaction, and covered by 
2t4 per cent.

At a meeting of tbe Erie directors a state­
ment was made that the loss bv the rec« nt 
fire will not exceed $900,000 Much of the 
machinery will be repaired and saved The 
buildings will he immediately rebuilt, and 
all the workmen will be employed in other 
shops of the company at various points.

dressed to hi in by General Alfred Pleasnn 
ton, late Commissioner of Infernal Revenue.

It was written, says Schurz, in replv to a 
note trom me. the contents of which I have 
a memorandum, which reads as follows : 
"Ask whether ho remembers a conversa­
tion he had with me concerning San Do­
mingo, in which he said thal if I would sup­
port the President 1 could have all the pa­
tronage I wanted, etc ,anda«k him whether 
he was authorized by tbe President to do 
so.” General Pleasonton's letter in replv 
is quoted in my speech. I have since re­
ceived from Goniral Pleasonton tbe follow 
ing note:

N ew Yo r k . July 25,1872. 
D ea r  G e n e r a l —Of course 1 have no ob­

jection to your giving my name to the pub­
lic in explanation of the'facts. I would say 
that being a friend of the President as well 
as of younull, I desired you should he on 
good terms, and you should u n d e r s ta n d  
that there was no personal feeling in tbo 
way of relutions mutually satislactory. 
Your statement is correct that the President 
wanted your support for his San Domingo 
scheme, and that .you could have had 
the patronage ot the government lor giving 
it That was the distinct impression the 
President’s conversation in-tde upon inr 
mind, and I communicated it to you at the 
time. If the President positively deniea 
having had any sueh conversation I regret 
it. I may console myself with the reflec­
tion that this is the first time that any state­
ment .of mine has been questioned, while 
the President has had occasion before this 
to distrust the accuracy of his recollection.

East Africa, November, 1871. J 

James Gordon Bennett, S r.: .
Mv Dear Sir—It is in general somewhat 

difficult to write to one we have never seen. 
I t feels so much like addressing an abstract 
idea; but the presence of your representa 
tive, Mr. Stanley, in this distant region, 
takes away the strangeness I should other 
wise have felt, and iu writing to thank you 
for the kindness that piompted you to send 
him, I feel quite at home.

If I explain the forlorn condition in 
hioh he found rue, you w ill easily perceive 

that I have good reason to use very strong 
expressions of gratitude. I came "to Ujijt 
off' a tramp of between 400 anti 500 miles 
beneath a blazing sun, having been baffled, 

orried, defeated, and forced to retnrn 
hen almost in sight of tbe end of tbe geo­

graphical part of m v mission, by a number 
of half caste Moseient slaves sent to me 

om Zanzibar instead of men.
The sore heat, made still sorer hy the 

woi'ul sights 1 had seen of man's inhuman 
ity to man, reached and told on the bodily 
ratne, ami depressed it beyond measure, 

thought I was dying on iny feet. It is 
ot too much to say that almost every Btep 
f the weary, sultry way was in pain, and I 
cached Ujiji a mere wreck of hones. There 

found that some five hundred pound* 
sterling worth of goods which I had ordered 
from Zanzibar, had unaccountably been 
entrusted to a drunken Moselem tailor, who 
alter squandering them lor sixteen months 
on the way to Ujiji, finished up by selling 
off all that remained for slaves, and tbo 
ivory for himself. He had divined on the 
Koral, and found he had also written to tbe 

1 Governor yf Unyauzembe, that he had sent 
slaves after me to Maryema. who returned 
aud reported my decease, and begged per­
mission to off er a few goods that his drunken 
appetite had spared. He, however, knew 
perfectly well from men who had 
seen me that I was alive and awaiting 
the goods and merchandise; but as for 
morality he is evidently an idiot, and there 
being no law here, except thatof the dagger 
or musket, I had to situown in moral weak­
ness, destitute of everything save a few 
barter clothes and beads which I had taken 
the precaution to leave here, in case of ex 
treme need. The near prospect of beggary 
among the Ujijians made me miserable. I 
could not despair, because I laughed so 
much at a friend who, on reaching the 
mouth of the Ztmosbei, said he was 
tempted to despair on breaking the photo­
graph of liis w ife. \Ve could nave no suo* 
cess alter that. Afterward the idea of de­
spair had to me such a strong smack of the 
ludicrous that it was out of the question. 
When 1 had got to about the lowest verge 
vague rumors of an English visitor reached 
me. I thought of myself as the man who 
went down from Jerusalem to Jericho; but 
neither priest, Levite, 'nor Samaritan 
could possibly pass my way. But the 
good Samaritan was close at band, 
and one of my people rushed up at the 
top of his speed, and. in great excitement, 
gasped out, “An Englishman is coming; 1 
see him." An American flag, the first ever 
seen in these parts, at the head of the eara 
van, told us the nationality of the stranger 
Even a* cold and non-demonstrative as v s  
islanders are usually reputed to be, your 
kindness made my frame thrill, and I said 
iu uiy soul “let the richest blessings de 
scend from the Highest on you and yours " 

The news Stanley hail to tell was thrill 
iDg—mighty political changes on the conti­
nent; the success of the Atlantic cables, 
the election of Grant, and maDy other topic* 
riveted my attention for days together. It 
had an immediate and beneficial effect on 
my health. I bad been without news from 
home for years, save what I could get from 
Saturday Heeiews and Punch of 1868, M.*-
appetite revived, and in-about a week I 
began to ieel strong again.

Mr. Stanley brought a most grand and 
epeouraging dispatch from Lord Claren­
don, whose loss 1 sincerely deplore, the 
first I have received from the Foreign Of­
fice since i860, and the information that the 
British government had kindly sent £1000 
to my aid. Up to his arrival I was not 
aware of any pecuniary aid. I became un- 
sularied, bin this w ant is now happily re 
paired, and I am anxious that you and all 
ntv friends should know that, thoneb no
