A few of the habitues still standing .on 
the comer almost in the same tracks they

and act as arbiters of the town. ■ There may 
he sales, hut no one knows it, and under 
the spell, when investment no longer 
prompt’s the outlay of money, all things 
that do not descend in value rembin at tbe 
same figure, stationary. An occasional leap 
into the seventies by city certificates, only 
to yet urn hack to their old base, a throb to 
the pulse of warrant buying, constitute the 
solitary movement, while Levee, the me- 
dinm of speculation, stands stock still, one 
of its friends saying, “It will be either five 
or twenty-five by November.” If this is a 
prophecy, make the most of it. That we are 
in the midst of dullness is not extraordi­
nary. It happens once a year, endures 
three months, and then life flows back into 
the veins and arteries of our commercial 
system. Cotton has played out for the 
year. Red river si nds her 90,000 bales to 
St. Louis, and the street scarcely recognizes 
the fact we're losing instead of gaining 
There is an impression that the charter of 
the Levee Company will be tampered with 
in the event of a certain political change. 
This keei>e that stock down, and so one of ' 
the daily terns is for the time dispensed 
with.

Builders get into a flurry on Saturdays 
to raise cash with which to pay off hands, 
and the effoits they make to borrow creates 
something like excitement, but t his is all.

“Go and play base ball” was the advice 
given by a friend to a man whose debility 
compelled him to walk about on a stick.

ST LOUIS AND CINCINNATI.

F ight for the Red R iver  Trade.
Now that Cincinnati and St. Louis are 

fighting for the trade of Red river like two 
dogs over a bone, it tnay be nothing more 
than right that New Orleans should just as 
a matter of curiosity, to say the least of it) 
step in to see about it. Is it possible that 
we of the Queen eity are not aware that 
these two cities are actually engaged in a 
rivalry almost coming to blows over a trade 
ours geographically and sentimentally! 
That we go off to watering places every 
summer and take our after dinner caps, 
while the bread of our household is being 
coaxed away 1 It seems so. Drop by drop 
the Red river trade is moving off and just 
about the time we wakff up to the fact the 
stream will be dry, the board will be cleared 
and even the crumbs swept off and we be 
left to suck our fingers. Here is what the 
St. Louis people through the Republican of 
that city says:

In order to balance the advantage St. 
Louis enjoys of being several hundred miles 
nearer to the mouth of Red river than Cin­
cinnati is, a lot of cheap and rickety old 
boats were put into the trade, but the ex­
periment was a signal failure.

Isn’t that splendid 1 “Several hundred 
miles nearer” Shrtreport New Orleans is 
no more thought of than Liverpool. Now 
it may be asked if it is necessary for Cin­
cinnati to hump herself because St. Louis 
is several hundred miles nearer to Shreve­
port. Why is it we keep our finger out of 
this pie when we are a thousand miles 
nearer than either. That railroad commit­
tee will never 6fr ke a lick. We’re no nearer 
a straight or triangular road to Shreveport 
than a year ago. The latest thing is a 
meeting in Cincinnati to devise ways and 
means to establish a better line of steamers 
up Red River. At this meeting, commented 
on in St. Louis by sneers aDd acrimonious 
hints, several letter* were read. One of 
them stated that the Bisteneau Navigation 
Company offered to take freight from Cin­
cinnati, at Loggy Bayou, and complete its 
delivery at Lake Bisteneau for one-third 
the Shreveport rate. Another letter from 
C. G. Thurmond, of Shreveport, “expressed 
the great desire of the Red river people to 
open up trade between that region and this ' 
city. The letter stated that Shreveport 
would this year 6hip 130,000 bales of cot­
ton.”

Who corresponds with New Orleans i 
These are our people, be it known, who 
are seeking a better maiket than ours, be­
cause our freights and insurance risks 
make it unprofitable. And still we stick to 
the same old rates. It is our policy to pay 
them to send it if necessary rather that lose 
it. But we won’t. Any talk about it will 
go where the iron barge project has gone 
glimmering. A wide-awake merchant 
club here might arrest this current, and 
turn its tributary to New Orleans. If not, 
we may as well all move to Sc. Louis, and 
turn our town into a pilot station. They 
will dislodge the old line, form a new one, 
and away goes 130,000 hales of cotton to- 
Cincinnati and St. Louis, depriving New 
Orleans of the profit, the handling, press­
ing, and shipping of that much material. 
Several leading merchants have gone up to 
St. Louis already, and one of them saying, 
that owing to the old fogy element here, 
which discouraged everything like enter­
prise, there must be thirty or forty firsc- 
class funerals before we would be able to 
throw away our crutches, and stand on a 
level with other cities. Ilis head was 
level.

The meeting-was held by the joint com­
mittee of the Cincinnati Chamber of Com 
merce, Board of Trade and citizens, and 
they all resolved “ that the merchants and 
manufacturers of Cincinnati should take 
such action as will secure a share of the 
Red River trade an<l they will do it ac 
cording to what they have done before. And 
this trade is absolutely taken away from us 
under our very noses, and it looks to a man 
up a tree that we do not realize the steps 
being taken. Where's the Chamber of 
Commerce l Tbe efforts of Cincinnati had 
been futile to get the trade, and it was at­
tributed to “ the worthless character of the 
boats used,” St. Louis taking it all. Indeed, 
the dash of their merchants is felt in Texas 
to such an extent that they are sending 
their cotton to St. Louis instead of New 
Otleans, where it is shorter by 500 miles to 
our port. Can it be possible we will let the 
trade of Texas and Red river go ? We be­
lieve tbe trade will depart unless we take 
those steps we ponder about so much. In­
deed, some people say it has gone already 
beyond recovery.

At thii. meeting in Cincinnati, Captain W. 
M. Bateman, ot the Shreveport South­
western, chronicled in St. Louisas “ a daily 
newspaper, containing no small amount of 
advertisements of St. Louis business 
houses,” spoke a piece in which he said at 
the wind up:

Now I would, if going to build boats, sug­
gest a line <K~ side-wheel boats, not less 
than two hundred and ten or two hundred
iind twenty feet long, to draw not over----
feet water, something on the plan of the 
Silver Bow that belonged to the Carter 
line. A boat of this character would more 
nearly meet the requirements than a stern- 
wheel boat. There is a prejudice against 
stern-wheel boats in Red river, and some ol 
you mu’t be aware thi. t the underwriters in 
r̂ew Orleans for years charged a halt 

per cent premium more on stern- 
wheel than on side-wheel boats, 
and even now people prefer to 
travel or ship on sidewheel boats, as it is 
certain they can make the turns and the 
bends of tbe river with mote ease aud 
safetyi I Lave had experience on them 
both. Again, I would suggest that a small 
boat of light draught, not to carry more 
than 600 or 800 bales of cotton, be kept at 
Shreveport at all times to meet this line 
and run as a Jefferson and Shreveport 
packet, to bring ord.ers lrom Jefferson aud 
to carry up the freight. This would save 
fully three days' time and expenses to the 
line*boats, and I think the outride business 
would nearly pay the expenses of this boat, 
and thus it would be self-suptaining. aud 
give the lower boats a better chance of 
making regular tripe.

It is to the interest of the Red river 
country to come here. Thev want ma­
chinery, stoves, furniture, and'everything 
of this kind which you manufacture, and 
can afford to sell cheaper than St. Louis. 
The transportation on iron ore, blooms and 
pig iron is probably no more than Sr. Louis. 
Your forest* abound in all kinds of timber 
for furniture—the walnut, maple, poplar, 
etc., which St. Louis has not. I have con­
trasted the advantages of both cities, and 
been in most of the establishments of both 
places, and this city has undoubtedly every 
advantage, as also in every other branch of 
trade.

Campet settlement—the worst part of the 
river. This will be done this summer, and 
will surely make the river better for navi­
gation. Again, gentlemen, every report 
from various part* of Texas and Arkansas 
and Louisiana promises a full crop and a 
good business season.

You will excuse my hastily gathered re­
marks. Be assured that the.people of the 
Red river country are as anxious for you to 
come to them as you are to go, and that you 
will surely meet success it you adopt the 
right means. There is much more that 
could be urged in favor of this enterprise, 
but I have only slightly touched the main 
points, and I sincerely hope to see the day 
when Cincinnati will control the trade and 
reap the immense amount of pecuniary 
beuefits that result from successful enter­
prise.

So a Shreveporter has to carry his sugges­
tions to St. Louis and Cincinnati, actually 
urging them to embrace Red river, our firBt 
love, but one from which we are now di­
vorced. The point about this is that St. 
Louis and Cincinnati are quarreling over 
the Red river and Texas trade, which be­
longed to us since the first settlements, and 
that they will have it all unless we roll up 
our sleeves and set to work in dead earnest.

Sale ol City Lands la Plaquem ines Parish .
The Plaquemines Republican, published 

by Harry Mabonev at Point-a-la-Hacbe, in 
in its last issue gives-extended space to wbat 
it calls an outrage on tbe public in the 
recent sale, by order of the city of New 
Orleans, of the McDunogh tract in that 
parish.

It speaks of the tract as one of the most 
valuable in the parish, of unsurpassed fer­
tility, and mostly covered with valuable 
timber. It says that hundreds of persons 
in the parish were anxiously waiting to 
purchase, fully able to comply with the 
terms of the sale, which was not advertised 
in the parish, and from the manner it was 
advertised in the city papers not a single 
person, except those in the secret, had any 
suspicion that the McDonogh tract was re. 
ferred to, as there are in the neighborhood 
thereof several large tracts of land owned 
by absentees, speculators and others, anil 
tbe description of the land in question, as 
given in the advertisement, will apply to 
any of them as well as to the McDonogh 
tract; hence every person not in the ring 
was completely humbugged.

The land, it is alleged, was sold to some 
speculators for a tithe of its value, the 
forms of law being complied with in the 
letter more than in the spirit.

The Republican asks, "Why did not 
the eity Solons, as is customary, or­
der the auctioneer to call the tract by its 
proper name, and to state the owner there­
of, and by whose and what authority it was 
to be sold ? ” asserting that, had this been 
done, or had the people of Plaquemines 
known of it, the land would have brought 
at least double the price at which it was 
sold.

The paper charges “ that there was an 
understanding, if not collusion,-between the 
City Council and certain land speculators, 
and that the object was to keep tbe sale as 
secret as possible from all, except the ftii 
tiated, so as to avoid competition and to en­
able the land speculators to buy on their 
own terms ; but,” it continues, in a vein of 
sarcasm, “ we can not believe that old Ben 
Flanders, the Mayor, the immaculate Flan­
ders, with his beautiful homilies on official 
honesty and his daily jeremiads over the 
prevailing corruption in the eity govern­
ment, duly assisted by Administrators, all 
models of civic virtue, propriety and 
patriotism, anu ever ready and will­
ing to make any sacrifice of other people'’* 
money to subserve the interests of the city, 
could for a single moment tolerate, much 
less aid and countenance such a wicked and 
nefarious scheme. Bah! the very idea is 
simply preposterous; but still certain igno­
rant and stupid persons here persist-that 
the city land was literally sacrificed, and 
that the whole transaction should be made 

’the subject of a judicial investigation.”

R ailroad  Accident,
The night train on the Jackson railroad, 

going north, which left New Orleans Friday 
evening, was thrown off the track about 
one o’clock yesterday morning, half a mile 
south of Magnolia, The accident was 
caused by the removal of a rail by some 
distantly miscreant. The baggage car, two 
passenger coaches, and a sleeping car 
were throne entirely off the track, but the 
engine, tender, and mail car jumped the 
break. Colonel Kilbourne, the baggage 
master and Mrs. Baker, of Cook county, 
on her way to Memphis, wers seriously 
injured, the latter dangerously. Five or 
six others were badly bruised. The injured 
persons were taken to Gottig’s Hotel, and 
placed under medical treatment. The 
south bound train was delayed.

The latest information from the scene of 
the disaster—half a mile from Magnolia— 
assures us that one rail had been removed 
from the sleepers, and the adjoining rail un­
loosened by the withdrawal of the spikes. 
The engine and mail car passed over in 
safety, however, while the baggage car and 
two passenger cars were thrown off the 
track and down the embankment. Several 
of the passengers were badly bruised, but 
the worst accident occurred to Colonel Kil- 
borne, conductor, who had a rib broken. 
The colonel came in town on the eleven 
o'clock train last evening and the balance 
of the injured passengers continued on.

The dastardly attempt to take human life 
by removing the rail from tbe sleepers was 
unexpected, since the kindness and courtesy 
of all the employes of the road it was sup­
posed had endeared them to all parties; but 
a detective was promptly dispatched to the 
spot, and probably by this time the wicked 
secret is unraveled.

W ashington, July 27.—Since Pickett's 
successful speculation the government ha* 
had many offers of archives. Having burnt 
its fingers, the government has stopped 
“archiving.”

Senator Schurz departed last night for 
North Carolina.

Wcretary Boutwell is off.
Creawell is going to stump Michigan.
Administration circles are boastful re­

garding North Carolina. Thev say that 
only a lull Conservative and Democratic 
vote can beat them, which they don't ap­
prehend.

Since the advent of the new Mexican 
commissioner in the joint commission of the 
United States and Mexico grave differ 
ences have arisen between biin and his 
Amerii ■ n colleague, constituting together 
the board, relative to tbe present status 
and future disposition of a large class ol 
claims against the United States. The fol­
lowing is a statement of these differences:

The Mexicttn government laid before tho 
commission 366 individual claims against 
the United States for about $32,OQO,OOb, and 
known as the “Indian depredation cases.”

These cases w  re argued by both govern­
ments before the board of commissioners 
and submitted ; *r tbeir award. The com­
missioners did ed, and on the eighth of 
May last, by an order on their records, re- 
ferretFtheir disii reeim nt to tbe umpire for 
his decision, dire- ing the Mexican secreta­
ry to deliver to rim the papers. In the 
meantime the M> ■ ican government ap­
pointed a new commissioner, vice the old 
one, resigned. - *

He took his seat i n the twenty-fourth of 
June last, and finding that the Mexican 
secretary had not ye executed the order 
of reference to the umpire, he volunteered 
to his colleague to oxamit •; tho cases to see 
if he could not agree with him in opinion, 
and thus save the necessity of executing the 
order of reference to the umpire. But the 
new commissioner reached the conclusion 
that neither the board of commissioners nor 
their umpire had anv light to decide for or 
against tne claims; but that they should be 
suspended, and the two governments ad­
vised that they could oulv be settled by a 
new treaty, and that till tliey were thus set­
tled they should be held up and kept intact; 
at the same time announcing his firm reso­
lution to take that course with them.

Ilis colleague, the American commis­
sioner. not being able to agree with any 
part of his views, required the execution of 
the order of May 8, and the delivery of the 
cases to the umpire. The Mexican commis­
sioner explicitely refused to allow it to be 
done. His colleague then proposed to refer 
their difference as to his right to rescind 
the order of tho board for any reuson, anil 
to suspend the eases, to the umpire. He 
rejected this. Finally the American com­
missioner announced that he would treat 
this overthrow of the authority of the 
board and of the umpire and this suspen­
sion of the cases as a forced interruption 
of the labors of the commission, and at once 
referred the questions raised to the two 
governments.

The convention requires every case to he 
laid belore the commission to be decided 
by the first ot February next, and unless 
this is done nothing is done. The suspension 
of 366 cases, with no right to decide them, 
is therefore a complete overthrow of the 
convention, and breaks the treaty, unless 
the two governments provide a remedy. 
Ptnding the solution of tho difficultv 
through diplomatic channels, the sessions 
of the board are suspended.
