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W e present this morning the conclusion 
o f Senator Sumner’s letter:

Allow me to  call yo u r a tten tio n  to  a n ­
o the r and contro lling  consideration , w hich 
can not be neglected  by  good citizens 
w atching  the rem arkab le  m ovem ent w hich 
has ended  in  the double nom ination ot H or­
ace G reeley. I t  is easy to  see it did not 
proceed from politic ians, w hether a t  C in­
c inna ti or Baltim ore. E v iden tly  it was the 
h e a r t of <he people, sorely w rung bv the 
w ar an d  th e  controversies i t  engendered, 
w hich found expression. Sir P hilip  Sidney 
said  o f the  uprising in the  N etherlands, 
“ it  is the sp irit o f the Lord, and it is ir ­
resistib le ,” and  such a sp irit is m anifest 
now, notw ithstand ing  the  coun terac ting  
inljuence of politicians. The Republicans 
and  D em ocrats, in the face o f persisten t 
ridicule , am i against tho ex tra v a g a n t and 
unscrupu lous opposition to  the  nom ina­
tion a t  C incinnati, triu m p h an tly  adop ted  
i t  a t  Baltim ore. Such an unprecedented  
v ic tory , w ithout concert or propulsion of 
any k ind , can be explained only by suppos­
ing  U is in harm ony wilh the popu lar long­
ing th a t D em ocrats, and especially  those of 
th e  South, should adop t a lifetim e Aboli­
tionist for P residen t—is an assu rance of 
w illingness to  respect the rights o f the ir col­
ored fellow-citizens. W ith th a t reconcilia­
tion, which to  G reeley w as the  e a ily  rep re ­
sen ta tive in s tand ing  by Jefferson D avis a t 
bis tria l and signing bi3 bail bond, he 
showed the  sam e sen tim en t of hum anity  he 
constan tly  displayed in s tand ing  by the col­
ored race th roughou t th e ir  prolonged tria l, 
so th a t  title d isco rdan t races find a  k indred  
hosp ita lity  in him , and he thus becomes the 
tie  of th e  Union. Ilisi nom ination has been 
ad o p te d  by th e  D em ocrats in convention as­
sem bled . This was an  even t w hich the sup ­
po rte rs  o f P residen t G ran t dffelnred im possi­
ble. I do not see how it can lie regarded o th ­
erw ise than  as a peace offering. As such it  is 
o f  infinite value. I t  is a  revolution, a u d its  
success in pacifying the country wiH lie in 
proportion to  its acceptance liy the U nited 
S tatf s. I d a re  not neglect the g rea t oppo r­
tu n ity , nor can I stain! aloof. I t  is in Har­
m ony w ith  m y life, which places peace 
above all things except the righ ts of men. 
T hus fa r  iu constan t e fo it»  for the colored 
race, I have sincerely sough t the  gopd of 
all, which I was sure would be beet obta ined  
iu fulfilling the prom ises o f the D eclaration  
of Independence, m aking all equal in righ t. 
Tho sp irit iu which I ac ted  appears in an 
ea rly  speech, when 1 said noth ing  in hate, 
noth ing  in vengeance, nor have I asked for 
punishm ent. Most anxiously  have I looked 
lo r the tim e, which now seem s a t hand, 
when th e re  shall he reconciliation, not only 
betw een tho N orth and South, bu t betw een 
the tw o races: so th a t the tw o sections ami 
tw o races m ay he lifted  from  the iu ts  and 
grooves in which they  a re  now  fastened, and 
in s tead  of irr ita tin g  antagonism , there shall 
be sym pathetic  co-operation. T he existing  
differences ough t to  be ended. T here is a 
tim e for all things, am i they  a re  adm onish­
ed by wide-spread popular uprising, b u rs t­
in g  th e  bonds o f p a rty , th a t the tim e has 
com e for th e  estrangem ent to cease between 
th e  people, who, by tho holy ordinance of 
God, m ust live together. G ladly do 1 wel­
com e the happy  signs. Nor can I observe, 
w ithou t reg ret, th a t tho colored people, in 
organized masses, are resisting the friendly  
overtures even to  th e  ex ten t o f in tim idat­
ing those who are the o ther w av. ’ It is for 
them  to consider carefu lly  w hether they 
should not take  advan tage  of the unex­
pected  opening, and  recognize th e  hail bond 
given a t B altim ore as an assurance of 
pence, holding parties to  the lu ll perform ­
ance o f its conditions: provided, always, 
th a t  th e ir  righ ts  are  fixed. 1 am sure it 
can  not bo best for the colored people to  
band toge ther in a hostile camp, provoking 
antagonism  and keeping alive a separation 
o f  the races. Above n llv th e re  m ust he no 
in tim idation , h u t every  voter m ust ac t 
freely  together, w ithout constra in t, from 
league or lodge, and  m uch be tte r  will it bo 
w hen the tw o political parties com pete for 
you r voteH, each anxious for your support. 
O nly then will th a t Citizenship by w hich 
you a re  en titled  have its  lu ll fruits. Only 
then  will the re  he harm ony, which is essen­
tia l to  true  civilization.

The p resent position of th e  colored citi­
zen is in peril. , He is exposed to  injurious 
pressure w here he needs support, b u t there 
is no-early ex trica tion  excep t in th is  way, 
n o r do they  propose to  le t him  cast ad r if t 
from the m anager who would wield him  as 
political foree w ith little  regard  for his own 
good, and b rave ly  s tan d  by the cand idate  
w ho has  stood by him. I f  th e  D em ocracy 
m u s t work them , so m uch th e  b etter; the 
association once liegun m ust n a tu ra lly  ripen 
iu  common friendsliip  and  tru s t. 1 am for 
peace in rea lity  as in nam e; from  the bo t­
tom  o f luy hea rt 1 am for peace, and wel­
com e all the w orkers for peace w ith deep- 
fe lt satisfaction, and  rem em ber th a t  no c iti­
zen th a t drew  his sw ord  aga inst us has suf­
fered  by our hand as executioner. In  this 
ju s t  association w ith  th is  .h u m an ity  w ill bo 
th e  trium ph o f equal righ ts  when our 
prom ises and  declarations a re  alLfulfilled 
a u d  our people are  united  us never before 
in  enduring  fellow ship o f  com mon citizen ­
ship. To this end the re  m ust be reconcilia­
tion, nor can  I w ithhold  m y hand  freely. 
I accep t tho hand th a t is offered, and  reach 
fo r th  m y ow n in friend ly  grasp . I am 
aga in st policy, hate , and  tanu ipg  anc ien t 
llnmes in to  continued life. 1 am  aga in st 
rak in g  in th e  ashes of the past fo r coals for 
th e  fire th a t is y e t burning . 1‘ile up  the 
ashes, ex tingu ish  the  Haines, abolish hate . 
Such is my creed; am i now, tu rn in g  to the 
D em ocratic pa rty . 1 h o ld .i t to all th a t the 
covenan t solem nly given ip the adoption  of 
th e  Republican p latform , w ith H oraco G ree­
ley as  tho cand idate , the re  can be no back­
w ard  strides, w ith  no common sym pathy. 
I have  observed th a t Mr. H endricks, a 
lending D em ocrat, know n and  esteem ed iu 
the Senate, has recen tly  announced his ac­
cep tance of the constitu tional am endm ents, 
w ith tlie ir logical results. H e proposes, as 
th e  p roper keynote to  the ex trao rd in ary  
m ovem ent now swelling, to  assure the  tr i ­
um ph of just laws and  public v irtues. This 
is a  w orthy  aspira tion , en tire ly  tit on this 
occasion. My K en tucky  note is the unity

lieve me, gentlem en, to  be your fa ith fu l 
friend .

W e 
will ca rry  nearly  every county  in the w est 
excep t R u therfo rd , Polk  and  C leaveland, 
the counties w here the U nited S tates dep ­
u ty  m arshuls have endeavored  to  in tim i­
da te  the young men by th e  terrorism  of in ­
d ictm ents under tho K u K lux  law.

Correspondent— Do you think m any vqjes 
w ill be changed by th is m eans !

Ju d g e—No, sir, 1 do not; ou r young men 
can uot be d riven  and  forced to  vote the 
R adical tick e t by th re a ts . W e w ill not 
lose a g rea t m any m ore than  100 votes in 
each county, and  the men th a t would have 
polled them  have tied th e ir  homes to ’escape 
federa l persecution.

C orrespondent—Has th e re  been much o f 
th is so rt o f  in tim idation in the S ta te  !

Ju d g e—I am inform ed th e re  has, and I 
am inclined to believe it, too; they  are 
using every m eans to  ca rry  th is election, 
w hether by th rea ts , in tim idation, b ribery  
and  fraud. Caldwell and  his friends are 
frigh tened , and as the election approaches 
they  are becoming m ore desperate than  
ever. 1 have been to ld  there will he nu ­
m erous a rres ts  m ade on the day  preceding 
tho election, o f men who are suspected of 
Ku-Kliixisin b u t who refuse to vote the 
Radical ticket.

C orrespondent—Then you expect to  lose 
a  la rge vote iu th is way !

J  udge—Yes, we m ay lose a good many, 
b u t not enough to  affect the election. W e 
will carry  th e  S tate in sp ite of them.

C orrespondent—W h at do you th ink  your 
m ajority  will be.

Ju d g e—O ur m ajo rity  in the S tate  will, 
beyond a question, be i'rom 12,000 to  15,000.
I can uot believe it will be any less, and  I 
have every  confidence in tlie inform ation 
I havo received, which is backed by my 
ow n personal and indiv idual experience. 
O ur vote w ill be la rgely  increased  in the 
east, in the m iddle of the S tate  and  in the 
west, w hile the  Radical w hite vote will not 
be increased in the sligh test degree. They 
w ill not poll n -a r  th e  convention vote of 
la st year, and I do not th ink  the negro vote 
w ill lie near so large as it has been at any  
election before.

Correspondent —Some of your Conserva­
tiv e  friends are  not so sanguine as you are.

Ju d g e—1 know  th a t they estim ate our 
m ajority  as ranging  from  5000 to  10,000, 
b u t I am  satisfied we will beat tha t.

C orrespondent — The Republicans also 
claim  they  will ca rry  the S tate.

Ju d g e—Y es,but the m ajorities they  nam e 
are so ridiculous and  absurd  th a t I can 
t-carcely believe they m ean w hat they  say. 
Pool says they  will ca rry  the S tate  by 20.(XH>, 
und th e  lyegi'slature by th ir ty  cn  joint bal 
lot. Now, th a t is sim ply gas; they  know 
they  can’t do any th ing  o f the k ind . Pool, 
through his correspondents, agents, m ar­
shals and spies, lias every  m an iu the State 
who is doub tiu l rep o rted  to  him . Theu 
they  stuff him  with docum ents; and if  th a t 
fails, money, th roa ts  or fraud is brought 
into requisition; b u t it is no use, they  w ill 
not ca rry  N orth  Carolina th is  time.

C orrespondent—Ilow  m any .of the Con­
gressmen will you elect !

Ju d g e—Six; p robably  seven. In  this, the 
fifth d is tric t, the vote w ill be close, bu t 
Leach will be re-elected, though he is op­
posed by the la te  M inister to P eru  and  the 
perm anent p resident o f the Philadelphia 
convention, Mr. Thom as Settle. Randolph 
county , which is close, aud has been doubt 
fill, w ill go for Leech, and  th a t ca rries the 
d istric t.

C orrespondent—W ill you ca rry  the Legis 
la tu re  l

Ju d g e—Yes; we w ill c a rry  the Legisla 
tu re  by th ir ty  m ajority , and  it w ould not 
surprise  me if  w eelec ted  tw o th ird s  ou jo iu t 
ballot; the form er we are ce rtain  of.

C orrespondent—W h a t is your opinion of 
th e  effect o f the N orthern  speakers am ong 
th e  people ?

Ju d g e—They have all produced an excel 
le n t effect, h u t th e re  i-i one fau lt—they  
come w dh prepared  speeches, which can be 
called bills o f indictm ent. They arraign  
and  charge the  R adical p a r ty  w ith certain  
crim es, but they  do no t prove them . When 
I m ake a charge  before the people, I prove 
it,, and  1 fla tte r m yself th a t 1 have con­
vinced m any a good man th a t  the Radic al 
p a rty  was gu ilty  o f corruption , robbery, 
excessive taxation , p ro stitu tion  of the ju d i ­
ciary , and. in fac t, every  o the r crim e a 
p a r ty  could bo gu ilty  of.
