POINTED W0RD3 OF WISDOM.
Mr. Sumner’s reply to Speaker Blaine’s 

letter, both of which documents were pub­
lished in yesterday’s R epublican, is one 
of the most pointed productions we nave 
ever seen from the great Massachusetts 
Senator. We were hardly prepared fi>r 
such sharp language from the renowned 
scholar and statesman. In reply to what 
Blaine evidently intended as a reflection 
upon the character of Mr. Sumner’s new 
political associates, Mr. Speaker receives 
the following broadside:

You are greatly concerned about the 
company I keep. To quiet your solicitude, 
I beg leave to say. that in joining the Re­
publicans who brought torward an original 
abolitionist, 1 Hud myself with so many 
others devoted to the cause I have served 
always that I had not missed yon until you 
hastened to report your absence: nor had I 
taken account of the Southern secessionists 
who, as you aver, are now co-operating 
with me in the support ol this original 
abolitionist, except to rejoice that if. among 
former associates, sofue like yourself hesi­
tate, their places are supplied iu an unex­
pected quarter.

That is, he does not desert the princi­
ples of a lifetime because Mr. Blainb is 
missed from the accustomed counsels, nor 
think them any the less right because 
they attach to them men who have for­
merly opposed them. Mr. Blaine is an 
apt illustration of the truth that men 
change, but principles are eternal. And 
the accession of men who have heretofore 
been known as secessionists to the great 
cause which is now spreading over tlie 
Union are alike creditable to the new con­
verts and strengthening to the movement. 
Weak men, who desert their own camp 
because their late enemies come into it 
with olive branches iu tlieir hands, will 
always find their [ lades filled by recruits 
from quarters unexpected by them.

Our own history is a case in point. e 
have now springing up all over the State 
a new party, called the Liberal, which is 
composed of men who have grown weary 
of the bare-piqked bone which has for so 
many years caused contention. The Lib­
erals come together with the understand­
ing that what has been settled is no longer 

«n subject of dispute, and should not be’ 
changed unless demanded by circum­
stances that may hereafter arise. The 
American people (and by the term we 
mean every legal voter), are determined to 
show to the world that they are capable of 
self-government. That seven years is long 
enough for the settlement of the little side 
issues of the war, especially as the main 
questions were decided by the war itself. 
As we can not recall the past, we should 
-live for the future. We have enough be­
fore us to engross all our care and call 
into requisition all our political wisdom, 
without tarrying on the highway of time 
to argue old questions, long since disposed 
of, and bring up old quarrels that should 
long since have been amicably adjusted. 
A mere reference to the errors of the past, 
with a view to avoid them, is proper and 
allowable, and we have enough for 
the purpose. One of these is a 
want of unity among the people, 
which the Liberal party can correct if 
those who are uow entrusted with its des­
tinies will act with wisdom. There have 
been obvious defects in the legislation of 
the State during the past four years. These 
require instant reform. But by pursuing 
the course that brought the evils upon us 
they will not be cured, but perpetuated. 
The class that represents the wealth, in­
telligence and practical experience in 
statesmanship held aloof from affiliation 
with a majority of the voters in 18(18 and 
1870, and lost the battle. They were too 
proud to lay aside tlieir prejudices and ac­
cept tho aid of negro votes, and too un­
wise to give to the raeu they taunted with 
inferiority any share^in the honors or 
emoluments of office. Thus prejudice 
ruled the day, and swayed the minds of 
men celebrated for fairness and good 
sense iu nearly every other relation ot life.

The Liberal party is not founded upon 
any of tlie old prejudices. It rather seeks 
to correct them. . And to obtain the power 
to do so, or indeed to do anything at all, 
they must nominate men that can com­
mand the confidence of a large number of 
the colored people, for without their aid 
no ticket can be successful. We must 
imitate the statesmen of the nation iu this 
respect. We must first remove the evil, 
Giantism, in order to make room for the 
new system. In this State we must first 
get rid of our prejudices, and then gome 
unity arid strength. We must first secure 
the control of affairs before we can make 
or change a single law. IIow are we to 
do this ? By rejecting the strongest men 
who offer their co-operation ? Rather by 
accepting influence wherever it is possi­
ble, and selecting candidates who have 
the most friends. The Liberal movement 
represents of itself a certain number of 
voles, but not enough to carry the State, 
unless they place a man at the head of 
their ticket who can depend upon the 
support of the white Republicans and a 
large number of colored, voters. The 
selection of such a candidate should be 
left to the Liberal Republican delegates in 
the convention, as they are the most likely 
to know tlieir strongest man. And then, 
when we find old Democrats, ex-secession- 
ists and all men of the various antagon­
istic political opinions rallying around our 
candidate, we will imitate Mr. Sumner, 
and rejoice that the places of those re­
creant Republicans who are bound • to 
Gran ism are supplied in an unexpected 
quarter.

With a popular Republican at the head 
ot the Liberal ticket and one other impor­
tant place filled from the same party, it 
"ill be successful beyond.a doubt, and its 
success will carry with it the General As. 
sembly and the city government- With a 
Liberal Legislature and a Republican ex­
ecutive, who shall owe his election tU Lib­
eral votes, the work of reform would be 
an easy and a speedy matter.

TH E R E G U L A R  R E PU B L IC A N  CONVENTION.

The regular Republican convention reas­
sembles in this city on the ninth of this 
month, and its final action can not fail to 
have an important bearing on the fortunes 
ol political parties. This convention was 
called by the regular Republican State 
Central ( 'ommittee, presided over by Lieu­
tenant Gorerucr Pinchback, the ablest 
representative man of the colored race i l l  

the State. lie is shrewd, p r a c t ic a l  and i n ­

telligent, is a fluent, at&ble and earaast 
speaker, and a mau of untiring zeal. He 
must be regarded as a far more able and 

■uAeful man in public life than Mr. Pack­
ard, the gentleman who claims to be the 
chairman of the Customhouse Reput dear; 
State Central Committee, and is the orig­
inator of the State convention that nomi­
nated the Kellogg-Antoine ticket. When 
the two conventions met in Baton Rouge 
a few weeks since, Mr. Pinchback went 
there for the purpose of harmonizing the 
two wings of the Republican party, and 
paving the way for success to Republican 
principles next fall. He there confronted 
Mr. Paokard, and endeavored to bring 
about reconciliation, but found 
that the leaders of the Custom­
house faction, like the leaders of 
the Bourbon faction that gave birth, after 
much labor, to the McEnery-Jonas ticket, 
allowed an implacable hatred to Governor 
Warmoth to stand in the way of reconcili­
ation. Mr. Packard and his convention, 
Governor Pinchback thought, put on 
more airs than good sense dictated. They 
made demands of the regular convention 
that justice and good sense forbid it 
should accede to. These demands were 
the same as those made by the Bourbon 
Democrats, who are attempting to foist 
the MeEnery-Jonas ticket upon an un­
willing people, and related principally to 
Governor Warmoth. He was the man 
that had successfully fought these same 
Bourdon Democrats and Customhouse 
Republicans last winter and defeated their 
nice little game to revolutionize and get 
possession of the State government 
through violence. In doing this he piled 
up their hatred against himself, and they 
are administering it in broken doses with 
a hope of destroying their old enemy. 
But the poison remains chiefly with those 
who would administer it. It has had 
very little effect cm the people further than 
o give them a very, bad opinion of men 

so venomous, and, so far as Governor 
Warmoth is concerned, their venom has 
fallen harmless at his feet.
. No man in the State understands the 
motives of Governor Warmoth’s enemies 
better than Governor Pinchback. He is 
cognizant of all that has been done since 
the present State government was inau­
gurated. He knows perfectly well the 
causes that first impelled the opposition of 
certain colored men to Governor War- 
moth's administration. This opposition 
was first caused by his appointment of a 
few Democrats to office in the country par­
ishes at the recommendation of citizens of 
those parishes. This action was deemed 
necessary to secure competent officers; yet 
it was used against the Governor by mem­
bers of his own party for a partisan pur­
pose. Governor Pinchback understood 
this and refused to join men of his own 
color in a causeless crusade against an 
executive who had simply endeavored to 
do Ids duty. No reasonable colored man 
blamed Governor Warmoth for this. Gov­
ernor Pinchback certainly did not, and, 
therefore, refused to join the Customhouse 
convention at Baton Rouge, as much as he 
desired the unity of the Republican party, 
with the understanding that in doing so lie 
was to desert Governor Warmoth. The 
regular Republican convention \?as then 
adjourned to this city, where it met and 
adjourned to meet on the ninth of the 
present month.

The reeeut views of Senator Sumner on 
the presidential question, and his declara­
tion that the colored people should sup­
port Mr. Greeley, has certainly opened 
the way for Governor Pinchback to add 
new laurels to bis political fame by espous­
ing the cause of reform. His eloquence 
and manly bearing would • go far toward 
teaching the men of his race their duty in 
the coming presidential contest. Besides, 
he can exercise a powerful influence with 
the convention that meets on the ninth of 
this month. As Senator Sumner is a regu­
lar Republican—one whose Republicanism 
has never yet been questioned—it will be 
well for that convention to mark well his 
wholesome advice- .

T H E ROAD TO R U IN ,

On the third day of June, only about 
sixty-five days ago, the German Gazette 
used the following language, which was 
accepted as very sensible at the time:

On "Monday tlie Democratic and Reform 
conventions meet. On these conventions 
will rest the responsibility of our success or 
defeat. The action of the Pinchback con­
vention in adjourning to Baton Rouge on 
tlie same day the Customhouse convention 
meets there shows clearly that it is intended 
to join the two conventions, aud nominate a 
straight Republican ticket. ' - ' The
question is, shall we rest quietly, and let 
the t wo wings of the Republican party get 
together, or shall we prevent the junction 
by inducing the Democratic and Reform 
conventions to coalesce with the leaders of 
the Liberal Republican movement, and 
make a ticket on which all persons opposed 
to radicalism, centralization and Grant may 
be combined! This should be done. - - * 
The time has come when we feel it our duty 
to speak out plainly. The desired coalition 
can not be secured without the aid of Gov­
ernor Warmoth and his friends. * *
Governor Waruioth’s friends will not and 
cau not go with us it we Ignore him iu the 
foimation of the State ticket. We have 
seta enough at the Pinchback convention 
to convince us that Warmoth has je t a 
strong party behind him. Ilis*etrength is 
to bo found in the country parishes, and as 
an ally (o re form he tan simply not be spared. 
No other plan for carrying this State, or 
even this parish, in the interest of reform is 
possible, as every man of common sense 
must admit.

It will be remembered 
that there was a crisis on hand at that 
time, the danger being that the Repub­
lican convention would coalesce with the 
Grant convention at Baton Rouge.

Ou the third day of 
August, only sixty days after the Gazette 
said it was necessary’to accept Governor 
Warmoth and his friends in order to carry 
either tlie State or the parish; that paper 
uses the following singular language:

The reason why we advise our friends 
against the nomination of Governor War­
moth is that he can not be elected. - 
Governor Warmoth, to speak candidly, is 
an unpopular person with the white and 
black population of the State. He is no 
more palatable to tbe public taste to-day 
than he was six months ago. Wo do not 
think opinion in the country parishes differs 
much, alter all, from city "opinion—and as 
for the city a thorough sounding of the pub­
lic sentiment discloses the unmistakable 
fact that our people will rather vote for 
almost any other man than for War- 
uiot’ti. * * * The Liberal movement in
this State was organized lor victory. It was 
organized to embody and unite all elements 
of opposition to tlie Radical mal-adminis- 
tration as the only and last means of salva­
tion. It is [latent now that under War- 
moth's banner such victory can not be 
gained.

Let oaf reasonable man put the above 
two articles together and tell us what he 
thinks of them. In coming to. a conclu­
sion the reader must r< member that only 
two months intervened ■ between the pub­
lication of the first set of opinions and the 
last, and that nothing of a public nature 
occurred during the interval upon which 
to base the radical change of suggestions 
therein announced. Governor Warmoth 
has not performed a single public act 
since June that could make enemies. lie 
has not weakened his position with his 
friends, nor has he provoked his oppo­
nents. All the light.-, that the Gazette lias 
before it to-day it had before it six months 
ago. The opposition is weaker, if any­
thing, than ever,. as was evidenced by its 
violent outbreak on Saturday night. 
Strong men, hitherto inimical, have com­
mitted themselves to the acceptance "of 
Governor Warmoth within a month. The 
necessity of the case has rallied one of the 
strongest conventions that ever met in New 
Orleans. Conciliation and compromise 
is a fever that strengthens itself every 
day. The national committee has almost 
recommended the nomination of Governor 
Warmoth. The party that supports 
Messrs. Greeley and Brown has put Gov­
ernor Warmoth on its central committee. 
Strength has been accumulated day by 
day in favor of the very fuson which the 
Gazelle declared to be a necessity two 
months ago, and yet at this late hour, 
when all the elements are about to fuse in 
one grand effort for reform under the lead­
ership of the best men, the. Gazette delib­
erately declares that policy to be suicidal 
which it solemnly assured us iu June was 
a patriotic duty.

If the Gazelle was capable of committing 
a great error iu -June, may it not be com­
mitting another one in August? If the 
lights before it sixty-five days ago were 
delusive aud dangerous, may it’ not be 
wandering in the dark at present ?

If the Liberal movement was organized 
for victory, if its success is tbe only salva­
tion apparent for the State, is not the Gazelle 
committing a great offense when it throws 
away the means of winning a victory ? If 
Governor Warmoth and his friends-could 
not go with any party that refused to 
countenance them two months ago, why 
will they do so now. after the proceedings 
of Saturday night ? The mob which 
frightened the Gazelle from its reliance 
upon Governor Warmoth certainly ought 
to be accepted as a proper cause of appre­
hension to drive Governor Warmoth and 
his friends from supporting the Gazelle or 
its friends. We leave the matter with 
Providence. If our salvation depends on 
the success'of the Liberal movement, cer­
tainly those who defeat the Liberals by 
driving away its means of winning a vic­
tory must be held responsible for the com­
mon ruin that they declare is to follows as 
a result.

D ii he not dis­
charge yvith equal impartiality and vigor 
the obligation^*'' rif his office ?" The an­
swer may be found iu tlie “no small praise'* 
yvhicli we give above from the same au­
thority that lays the imputation upon him.

G R A T U ITO U S A D VICE.

Notwithstanding the repeated blunders 
it has made, and the impracticable char­
acter of the counsel it has given, the Pic­
ayune still continues its gratuitous advice.

They ignore the ground 
of compromise and concession which orig­
inated the Liberal movement. Its pre­
tended advocacy of reform is nothing more 
than the Radicals assume to favor. They 
say as yvell as the Democrats that a correc­
tion of political abuses is indispensable. 
But so far as the Democrats and Radicals 
can see, these abuses consist exclusively of 
opposition to their political doctrines. To 
their ej'es correction is the result ■»!' 
party success. The Liberals go deeper 
in the political diagnosis, and 
perceive grave diseases in the administra­
tion of the government. For instance, 
they dislike the force bill introduced 
by Senator Kellogg in the Senate, au­
thorizing federal interference yvith loca[ 
elections. The Picayune, the organ of 
McEnery, ^ n a s  & Co., approves and in­
dorses it. Being their organ, it is reason­
able to suppose they approve and indorse 
it too. In that case a radical antagonism 
springs up at once-between the convention 
and the Democratic and Reform can­
didates. It would be absurd to suppose 
the Liberal party could indorse men yvhose 
political opinions aj,e so much at variance 
with them on one of the gravest issues of 
the canvass.

Upon yvhat possible hypothesis, then, 
can the Picayune advise* the indorsement 
by the Liberal convention of the Mc­
Enery, Jouas & Co. ticket ? Ou the con­
trary, assuming that Governor War- 
moth’s views are in harmony yvith the 
principles of the convention, why should 
he not be their candidate ? The public is 
justified in taking the Picayune's false and 
"disproved charges against him as so many 
recommendations in his fayror. If he has 
not committed the errors that journal as­
cribes to him, and fails to substantiate, 
it is fair to infer that his administration 
lias been honest, capable and worthy. It 
is in this light we view it, and so, we 
think, will the convention, despite the 
Picayune's gratuitous advice to the con­
trary.

TH E NORTH CA RO LINA ELEC TION ,
A report yvas circulated in the rotunda 

of the St. Charles Hotel last night to the 
effect that tho Republicans have carried 
North Carolina by 1100 majority.

Marshal Packard was supposed to have 
received a dispatch stating the above to be 
the official result. Our dispatches this 
morning contradict the report, and show 
that no official count of the whole State 
has been made. Further, it appears that 
Merrimon has probably been elected by 
about 800 majority.

If the Liberal movement yvas organized 
to win a victory, as the German Gazelle 
says it was, we should like to know who 
organized it, and who possesses .the 
strength to give it the victory* it was or­
ganized to yvin ? In spite of the Grant 
faction, in spite of the Bourbon Democ" 
racy, the friends of Governor Warmoth 
set the Liberal movement iu motion, and 
if it is not successful the defeat may be 
attributed to the internicnce of those who 
have never won a victory yet. The Mc- 
Enorv faction has been beaten for a series 
of years—it has swapped men and opin­
ions as it changed its trowsers - and noyv 
it asks us to ailoyv it to do some disastrous 
trading at our expense. And because yve 
do not propose to organize defeat, it pulls 
out its little pistol and tries to drive us, 
as it tried to'split the Union aud kill the 
negroes. It can not yvin noyv any more 
than it did iu its other efforts.

If yve mistake not, Colonel Tucker, from 
the rural regions, who boasted before the 
Broom Rangers of the St. Louis Hotel List 
Sunday night, that the country parishes did 
not understand nor believe in the rowdyism 
that assailed the Liberal procession on 
Saturday night, was mayor‘of Franklin 
when a Democratic mob shot down Pope 
and Chase four years ago, and killed a 
sconfbr two of negroes for pastime. Wc 
dislike to recall these yvieked transactions, 
but when an official delinquent comes be­
fore the public to denounce more peaceful 
men than Le is, it is our business to re­

mind him of his own transgressions as a i 
spur to his own conscience. If peace pre­
vails in the rural regions, Colonel Tucker 
is not the author of i t ,  and if his Broom 
Hungers are a fair san pie of the men that 
he proposes to give hereafter, we had 
enough of them Saturday night. He was 
ashamed of the rowdyism that his friends 
perpetrated on that occasion.

Colonel Tucker, of St. Mary parish, or, 
as he prefers to exprsss it, “from the rural 
regions,” delivered an address to the 
Broom Rangers at the St. Louis Hotel on 
Sunday night, which was set off with one 
correct statement, at least, to the effect 
that the Liberal procession of Saturday 
looked to him like a mighty big thing. 
His Democratic hearers did not applaud 
this honest admission, and the colonel 
had to apologize, by saying that perhaps 
the Broom Rangers knew better than he 
did about such things. Stick to the rural 
truth, colonel, aud do not go back on 
your eyes. The Liberal procession was 
a big thing, and what is more to the 
point, it represented a majority of the 
people of New Orleans, as the election 
yvill discover.

Fifteen Democrats and fifteen Reformers 
met the fifteen Liberals in committee yes­
terday. This was taking an unfair advan­
tage, as the Reformers represent nothing 
nor anybody, having been swalloyved up 
entirely by the Last Ditchers so far as 
their party organization is concerned. It 
is true the Reformers keep up a committee, 
but as they refuse to even hoist the names 
of Greeley and Brown at their headquar­
ters, we do not see what right they have 
to dictate terms to a Greeley and Brown 
convention. Their nominee for Attorney 
General goes so far as to declare himself 
“independent in national politics,” and 
many of the .Reform leaders manifest a 
decided leaning to Grantism. Under those 
circumstances, common decency • should 
prompt then! to abstain from thus forcing 
themselves into the consultations of the 
Greeley leaders. They can have but one 
purpose possibly at these conferences, and 
that is to maintain existing differences 
and prevent a union of the anti-Grant ele­
ments in this State. Failure to consolidate 
these forces must be laid at their door.

QUARANTINE.
PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR.

Statu or Louisiana, l 
Executive Department, > 

New Orleans, June 18. 1872. J
Wherbas, An ac t of tlie  Legislature, approved 

March 15,1855, en titled  “An ac t to establish quaran ­
tine tor tho protection of th e  State,” provides th a t 
the Governor of the  State shalljssue lus proclam a­
tion, upon the advice of the  Board of Health, de­
claring any place w here there shall be reason to 
believe a pestilent, contagions or infectious disease 
■exists, to bo an infected place, and stating  tlie 
number of days of quarantine to be performed by 
the vessels, th e ir passengers, officers and crews, 
coming from such place or places—

Now, therefore, in pursuance %f the provisions 
of the  ac t aforesaid, I issne tliis my proclamation, 
aud declare the  places hereafter named to be in ­
fected places, aud th a t all vessels, together with 
officers, crews, passengers and cargoes, arriving 
from such places, or having touched or stopped a t  
any of them, shall be subject to a  quarantine of 
not less th an  ten days, or for a longer period, as 
may be considered necessary by the Board of 
Health, to take effect from and after the FIRST 
DAY OF JULY', 1872. Any violation of the quaran- 
tine lajys as here proclaimed will be severely pun- 
islied.

The places which are hereby declared infected 
as aforesaid are the  following, to w i t ; Havana, 
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintcgo Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica; Jaemel a n d  Port-au-Prince, 
on the Island of San Domingo; the islands of St. 
Thomas. M artinique and Guadaloupe; Campeachy, 
in Y’ucatan; Belize, in Honduras; Vera Cruz, Al­
varado, Tampico, Matamoras aud Tuxpan, in Mex­
ico; San Juan, in Nicaragua; Chagres, Aspinwall 
and Porto Bello, in Central America; Maracaibo, in 
Venezuela; Laguayra, Island .of T rin idad ; Rio 
Janeiro, Para, Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, Pt-ri^iin- 
buco, in South America, and Nassau, New Provi­
dence.

ARTICLE II.
Tlie purpose for which this company is organized 

is to. pure ha sc the  paten ts of Byion Slqper, of New 
Voi t , and Robert SL Potter, of Jersey Oirv, p a ­
ten ted  respectively on the tw enty th ird  day oi 
January  aud tw enty th ird  day of April, 1872, No. 
12*i,o52 and No. 126,888, and to use the same in th e  
S tates o f Louisiana, Texas, Arkansas, Mississippi 
Teuueasee, Kentucky, Alabama. Florida, Georgia* 
North Carolina and South Carolina, for the purpose 
of m anufacturing illum inating gas for fighting 
cities or o ther jmi-poses, and to use and dispose ot 
their rights in any m anner the Board of Directors 
may th ink  proper lor the  best interest o f the  com 
paiiy; they shall have the right to purchase otliei 
paten ts and the same, or o ther process, to  
c a n y  out the  oldects of th is corporation.

ARTICLE III.
