\ POLITICAL GLEANINGS,

There was a cnucus of thie Customwhonse
people and » number of delegates’ to the
Campbeil convention st the corner of Conti
and Treme streets Jast night.  The particd-
lars could pot be dbgained, but we are in-
formed that the delegatos rafused 1o enter
into any arrangement until the Liberal con-
vention is beard from.

A sunggestion was made that sn attempt
be made to.oust Geperal Campbel! from the
chairmanship of the convention, but.

Delogates to-the regular Republipan con.
vention are ayriving in the city very fast,
There will be a full and representave gath-
éring, s large majority of the delegates be-
ing colored men, « The question of an al-
hance with the Liborals has been earnestly
. discussed at headquarters, No. 16 Dryades
[ stroet, and wo state but a simple and easily
substantiated fact in announcing that the
delegntes are doterminedly opposed to sny
coalition which does not place Governor
Warmoth at the head of the ticket,

Boveral delegations, composed. like that
from Catahoulas, for instance, of staunch

The leaders state without reserve that
Mzr. Kellogg's conditional resignation Is in
the hands of the Packard committes, and
will be sooepted in fuvor of General Shel-
don if the Campbell convention will nomi-
nute hio. Also, that Mr. Pinchback can
haves the Lieutensnt Governorship and the
convention may seleot & third pince on the
ticket. This, of conrse, would necessitate
the indorsoment of the Philadelphin nomi
nees,

Ouat of this complication np ons can'see n
way clearly until the Laberal convention
aots, For the adoptibn by it of u wise and
liberal policy, Wegardless of the passing
clamor of interested parties, we have groat
hopes,

A prominent Last Ditcher (clty) showed
‘his hand plainly yesterday at the St
Charles Hotel. He confessed that the Re-
formers were presumptuons in claimiog a
place on the Greeley and Brown ticket. and
thought the Liberals were not required ab-
solutely to pay much sttention to their de-

In its article referring to the expenditure
in the City Surveyor's office for the item of
draughting, the Pieayunenllogesthe amount
of $325 45 as & woekly averago to be groes-
Iy excessive and unnecessary. The writer
evidently desired to create false impres-
sions, and with no intent to give the faots
in the case. ITad he made an examination
of the work being done, and indispensable
in its character, he would bave found that
these dranghtsmen were engaged lu redue-
ing to s practical survey the four drainage
districts of the city. This duty was here-
tofore devolved on three drainage boards,
¥h their superintendents, drangbtsmen
and clerks, at an aonual expenditurs of
something near $14,000 each. The inefficlent
and® gremaly superficial mannor in which
their trust was discharged entailed vast
litigation and endiess disputes upon the
city, They made no suryveys, and no eor
rectehap of the districts, ehowing the char-
acter and amount of property, was ever
made, Everything about them was logee,
careless and unrelinble.

"To remedy these evils the work was given
12'tke City Surveyor. When entering upon
the dischuarge of the duties it epfailed b
found it necessary to bring up the baock
work of these drainage boards for some pix
years, including a guryey and map of some
10,000 squares of ground. Henco the neces-
sity - of employing his present .corps of
dranglitamen: The recordpof - the -donvoy-
anon office had to be scarvhed for'the itle
of each wpecifie piece of property, the dis-
toicta had to be surveyed and cach squdre
and lot of ground had to be mapped snd de-
fined. The result of this labor, 85 far as it
has proceeded, shows o’ lete and thor-
ough analysis of the four drainage distriots,
including Algiers, and this, 200, st & greatly
réduced expense; for, while the cost of this
work under the drainage boards reached
nearly $40,000 sonually, under the City Sur-
veyor it will not exéeed $12,000. Indeed,
the attorgeys' fees of the drainnge bonrds
the last year of their administratien ex-
ceeded §13,000—more than will be paid for
all the Surveyor's draughtsmen.

Besides, when this work is completed it
willset at rest all ‘litigation' respocting
the drainage distriots, and-save the city the
vast expense it has heretofore incmrred.

H the writer in the ‘Picayune had choson

about it idly ho would hye seen cause for
congratulation instesd of censure. He
bave been nlgndcd ‘every facility
for examination (as he will yet be), snd his
investigation dided in every way. The pub-
lic will readily ‘perceive frém tlhis state
wént tho deliberate misrepresentation the
srtigle in question ‘vecasions.

‘ Evxis, Tex., July 22, 1872,
Since my lsst letter, dated from Dallus,
I bave passed through some of the finest
portions of this region . of country. Surely
soch ‘an, ngricultural country was mover
kmown. To give an ides of the rich harvest
of plenty with which this land is blessed
would present o pictace to the readerso
glowing aad glorions that I fear he might
suspect me of drawing on' my imagination.

The rich, yellow wheat waved in the sun.
light and bowed and bent to the fondly
caressing breezes, liko .an ocean of golden
beauty, until the farmer with his tlachinery
swept through her masses of loxuriant
abundsnce, and garunéred her  genérons
yielding into kis barns, now groaning un-
der their weight, while he smiles over his
easy comfort and rich plenty. The corn
fields are absolutely beyond description.
The whole country will be flooded with corn
this fall. Breadssuffa will thus be very low
and in the greatest plenty. The finest beel
imaginable, such as would tempt old Epi-
curus himself to smack his lips in sutisfac-
tion, may- be bought, delivered at. your
door, for three and n hali cents, while
spring chickens may be bought from twelve
and @ half to fiftean cents o piece, butter at
a bit u pound, eggs at fifteen cents a dozen,
and vefetables, as fine as any markes can
produce, for & mere song. Foodstuffs are
cheap, ahd labor dear; hence this is pecu-
liarly the poor man's country,

The rapid spirit of improvement snd the
great influx of population, which foilow in
thé track of the various railroads that are
traversing the State, are wonderful indeed.
Towns spring up almost by magie, and the
wild prairie i8 made to riog with the merry
song of the hammer and saw; and what
yesterdey was & wild sweep of open prairie,
to-morrow will be teeming with human life.

Thero is nothing for
which the whole surrounding country stands
more sorely in nesd. Eunnls is, even now,
mistress of her position, and commands her
own future; ere long she will float ber col-
ors prondly to the breeze and hold her gwn
with most of the towns oo this road.

The romarkable rapidity with whick the
Leniral rond is pushing through onr States
and the gure foundation upon which she is
growing, is indeed wondertul. The shriek
of the locomotive is already bursting upon
the startled edrs of the citizens of Dallas,
and the rond is being rapidly pushed on in
the directiom of Sherman, thus making over
seventy miles of the road completed and
payed for out of the proceeds of the road,
in less than twelve months.
