THE MAYOR’S POLITICAL BUNCOMBE.
Yesterday the Mayor convened (our- 

members of the City Council for the os­
tensible purpose of examining the city 
payrolls. .The real object was to manu­
facture political buncombe, as Adminis­
trator Bonzauo expressed it, for the
Mayor.

In a note addressed to each of the Ad­
ministrators, convening the Council in ex­
tra session, the Mayor expressed the opin­
ion that some of the pay rolls were much 
larger than was requisite; that they con- 
taihod the names of persdhs who did not 
work; ayd that in some instances men re­
ceived double pay, ami intimated pretty 
clearly that tlie large- number of employes 
receiving pay froifi the cliy was attributa­
ble to political purposes.

It wasevident that the objective point 
ot tlie Mayor was the - Department of Im­
provements. if he could make it appear

that this'department was employing more 
men than .was necessary be could con­
gratulate* himself upon a nice political 
maneuvre. But he failed in his purpose. 
Three of the Administrators refused to 
attend, and Mr. Shaw, much to the 
Mayor’s indignation, turned the examina­
tion to the Department of Police. It was 
evident that Administrator Levis, being 
in political sympathy with the Mayor, wks 
not to be annoyed by any very rigid scru­
tiny into the workings of his department, 
Indeed, so eager was the Mayor in his de­
fense, and so ready was he to vouch for 
the correctness of Mr. Lewis’ rolls, 
that even that gentlemen himself 
grew disgusted with the Mayor's evident 
partiality and insisted on his rolls being 
examined. This Mr. Shaw proceeded 
to do, showing some sixteen or eighteen 
unauthorized names on the rolls. The 
Mayor, meanwhile, insisted that there was 
no use in tliat; it was Air. Cockrem’s rolls 
he wanted to examine. If the Council per­
sisted in dealing with all rolls alike, the 
Mayor knew he would be defeated of his 
purpose. Indeed, some unpleasant expos­
ures might he made. For instance, the 
Mayor found no objections to the pay rolls 
of the Department of Improvements when 
he was a candidate for office two years 
ago. They were much larger. then than 
now, and yet the Mayor certified to their 
entire correctness. What was the reason? 
It could not have been because he expected 
the votes of the employes, for we all know 
how very honest the Mayor is, and how 
concerned he has always shown himself for 
the people’s finances! The mere fact that 
men draw double pay does not concern him 
either, inasmuch as his secretary, Mr. H. 
Conquest Clarke, draws a salary as May­
or’s secretary and another as secretary of 
the Council. The Mayor every month cer­
tifies that this is all correct. We mean no 
disparagement of Mr. Clarke, whose ser 
vices may fully entitle him to the large 
sum he gets, J>ut we can’t see how so con­
scientious a person as the Mayor, and so 
honest withal, can consent to his drawing 
pay for tw o offices while all his time should 
be employed in discharging the duties of 
one.

But the worst part of the business—the 
little touch of malignity, the spiteful part 
was shown when the Council declined to 
take up Mr. Cockrem’s roll. Knowing that 
some six or seven hundred laborers in the 
Department of Improvements were de­
pendent on the little weekly pittance they 
got from these rolls for the support of their 
families, and that infinite distress would 
result from his act, the Mayor declared 
that the rolls of that department should 
not be paid. He alone could authorize 
their payment, and he alone could prevent 
it. So the matter stands. The Mayor re­
fuses his fignature to the order for the 
payment of the rolls, and the poor laborer 
is to day without means to give his chil­
dren bread. He has done faithful work- 
earned what is promised him; but in order 
that the Mayor may accomplish a political 
trick—subserve a party purpose—make a 
campaign document; indeed, he does uot 
care a straw how much inconvenience and 
suffering he occasions the laboring people. 
But the point that the Mayor treats with 
the greatest insistance respecting Mr. 
Coekrem’s rolls is that some of the clerks 
draw double pay. This is explained by 
the fact that being engaged on the drain­
age books they do double work—day and 
night—in order to get the books ready for 
the assessors. But every one of these 
clerks are citizens, their pay fifteen dollars 
a week, while the Mayor’s double-pay sec­
retary is a citizen and subject of England, 
unnaturalized and disqualified from hold­
ing office, and whose salary is. four hun­
dred dollars per month.

The truth aboutohe ifiatter is, the Mayor 
is trying to make political capital for the 
Customhouse. Like all new converts, he 
wants to signalize his treachery to his 
friends by some act, the meanness of 
which will qualify him -for association 
with his new brethren. It will bring him 
into a prominence that will, perhaps, se­
cure his nomination for Mayor, and obvi­
ate the necessity of his repeating the 
Baton Eouge experiment of voting for 
himself. That one vote for Flanders for 
Governor in that convention was as sug­
gestive of self-appreciation as his present 
move is of political treachery.

But we say, now he has instituted this 
inquiry, let it go on. There is much hid­
den which the people should know. So 
far as the Administrator of Improvements 
is concerned, he challenges investigation.
He fears no assault, and will vindicate 
the purity of his administration; but 
Mayor Flanders will have reason to regret 
it when the curtain rises on his own acts 
and ill-concealed treachery. On with the 
investigation !

ciliate and unite the friends of reform on 
the basis of the platform of principles laid 
down by the Liberal party; but 
there must be a limit and final end 
to the labors of the committee, he 
thought it well to have that important 
fact understood, as members of the con­
vention were becoming wearied of these 
delays in the work of conciliation.

The motion of General 
Herron, however, finally prevailed, and 
the committee were allowed until ten 
o'clock this morning to make their report.

AN ElCJjgp OF COURTESY. - 
The prevailing opinion in political cir­

cles- yesterday was that the conference 
committee of the Liberal convention was 
wasting too much time with the Lasere- 
Randolph factions. While it is desirable 
that the support of every man of influ­
ence that it is possible - to secure should 
be obtained, it does not follow that the 
delegates are authorized to seek instruc­
tions and advice from anybody but their 
constituents. Practically, the Lasere- 
Randolph committee are unable to make 

definite treaty. The conventions that 
appointed them specially refused to clothe 
them with the power to make any changes 
on the ticket, and the two that have been 
named in place of Messrs. Boarman and 
Jumel have no right. to recognition. So 
that if the Liberals were to make a bar­
gain with Messrs. Lasere aud Randolph 
to buy out the whole McEnery-Jonas 
ticket, there would be difficulty in effect­
ing a delivery. It was to beat these men 
in the field, not take orders from them, 
that the Liberal delegates were sent here. 
They have a definite work to perform, and 
they are not authorized to delegate the 
performance of that work to another party 
nor are they authorized to make a bargain 
with a party thtfl is" controlled by princi­
ples and influences which have caused 
the Liberals to leave it and establish an 
entirely new political organization. The 
men who have beoji foremost in the Re­
form movement did not propose to bar­
gain with the old Democratic or Repub­
lican parties; did not propose to achieve a 
victory for either. They proposed to 
achieve a victory for the people under a 
new party name. Therefore the attempt 
of a few men in this city and State- -who 
persist in calling themselves the Demo­
cratic party—to control the action, of a 
Liberal convention is worse than prepos­
terous—it is an outrageous attempt to 
subvert the wishes of that portion of our 
people who honestly favor the success of 
the Liberal Reform party, and leave them 
to the tender mercies of their enemies.

It is the duty of the Liberal convention 
to pursue a conciliatory course toward all 
who, regardless of.selfish considerations, 
are anxious to arrest the strong current of 
Grantism in this country; hut it must uot 
suffer itself, in its great anxiety to con­
ciliate all elements, to be sold out to the 
few men' who claim to be the Democratic 
party of this State. It should not sacrij 
fice its dignity and self-respect by longer 
listening to the dictatorial demands of the 
unreasonable and pretentious few who are 
now playing the game of rule or ruin in 
this State..

THE CONFERENCE COMMITTEE,
The work of the conference committee pro­

ceeds at a snail’s pace. The patience of some 
of the members of the convention showed 
indubitable signs of restiveness yesterday 
morning, v.hen Colonel Louis Bush, the 
chairman of the conference committee, ap­
peared before the. convention and asked 
for further time to make a report. He 
addressed (he convention at some length, 
stating that the gentlemen of the commit­
tee had labored day and night since' their 
appointment, meeting the several com­
mittees with whom they were instructed 
to confer, and up to that time nothing 
definite had been accomplished. Colonel 
Bush deemed it impolitic to make a fur­
ther report at this time, and he would not 
unless the convention demanded it. He 
said,the committee were not without hope 
of effecting some good results if further 
time was granted. He could not say 
when the committee would be able to re­
port, but thought they might do so during 
the day. A motion was then made for the 
convention to adjourn until &iday morn­
ing at ten o’clock. This several members 
objected to, and a motion was made to ad­
journ until seven o’clock yesterday eve­
ning? This motion brought General Her­
ron to his feet. * He was iurfavor of giving 
ample tune to the committee to Complete 
its work, and would therefore insist upon 
adjourn big until ten o’clock Friday, morn- 
ing. Colonel Ryan entered a gentle de­
murrer to this proceeding. He was in fa- 
y or of using all amicable means to eon-

Though the work of the Liberal conven­
tion has been materially .delayed in order 
to give the conference committee full time 
to use its best endeavors to accomplish 
the work for which it was created, the de­
lay has uot been entirely unaccompanied 
with good results. As good fortune would 
have it the convention has been addressed 
each day by able . and prudent speakers, 
who have not failed to make most favora­
ble impressions upon all present.

Yesterday, immediately after tlie ad­
journment of the convention, R. N. Ogden, 
Esq., was called upon for a speech. He 
was tardy in responding, but finding he 
could not evade the call, he mounted the 
rostrum, and, bowing to the convention 
and the vast audience present, delivered 
one of the most stirring and eloquent ad­
dresses, abounding in rich language and 
classical allusions, that it has been our 
good fortune to hear for many a day. He 
commenced by alluding to the great Lib­
eral movement that is now- sweep­
ing over the land like magic. Iu 
this State, he believed, upon the peo­
ple of the country parishes devolved 
the greatest interest, and to them, he 
looked for the success of the Liberal 
cause. Mr. Ogden pictured Louisiana in 
her days of prosperity and gdvereity, and 
believed that ncT party in particular is 
justly chargeable ^ ith  having brought 
about her present condition. That, he be­
lieved, was the result of events that are 
common to all nations—evidently alluding 
to war and its sad consequences. The 
speaker then went into a history of the 
different parties that now divide the people 
of this State and country. He pronounced 
the growth of the Liberal party marvel­
ous* and said the quarrels of the Dem­
ocratic and Reform partieŝ  had led the 
people to look to the Liberal party as 
their means of salvation. He thought the 
Reform party to blame for tlie divisions 
that had sprang, up between it and the 
Democratic'party, but credited both -with 
a sincere affection for the State, although,

as he declared, their judgment had and 
was leading them astray.

We thought Mr. Ogden disposed to 
treat these parties with much more con 
sideration than they deserved, all things 
considered; yet if they are satisfied with 
the history he has .drawn of them, and the 
prospect he thinks they have of gaining a 
victory for the united State ticket, we shall 
be content. We are sure that he would 
like to save them from a disgraceful do 
feat, but he has no faith that it can be 
done.

The press of North Louisiana 
says just this thing, and it says it-is in 
obedience to the voice of the masses, who 
are thundering at its back. The country 
is taking the bull by the horns, and it in­
tends to win this fight against Grant and 
Kellogg if it has to throw McEnery and 
his crew into the last ditch. McEnery 
knows it. That is why he says the press 
is mendacious.

WORK AND WAGES.
Mr. Waggaman did not tell the work­

ingmen oL the eighth ward that Daniel 
Dennett was the first and'foremost advo­
cate of introducing Chinese laborers into 
Louisiana for the purpose of getting wages 
down to eight dollars per month. As 
Waggaman has no interest.in mechanics or 
laborers, except to catch their votes by 
buncombe orator}', he forgets the antece­
dents of those opposed to the interests of 
free labor and respectable wages. Daniel 
Dennett, on the United States ticket, rep­
resents proscription, peonage and palaver. 
The latter article conceals the others from 
the observation of the masses. Mr. Wag­
gaman is a good apostle of this creed, 
since he can urge laboring men to support 
a man who is opposed to good wages.

QUARANTINE.

PR O C LA M A TIO N  B Y  T H E  G O V E R N O R .

StatX Oil Louisiana, 1
Executive Department, > 

New Orleans,-June 18,1872.) 
Whxrkas* An act of the Legislature, approved 

March 15,1855, entitled “An act to establish quaran­
tine lor the protection of the State,” provides that 
the Governor of the State shall issue his proclama­
tion, upon the advice of the Board of Health, de­
claring any place where there shall be reason to 
believe a pestUent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, and slating the 
number of days of quarantine to be performed by 
the vessels, their passengers, officers aud crews, 
coming from such place or places—

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provisions 
of the act aforesaid, I issue this my proclamation, 
and declare the places hereafter named to he in­
fected places, and that all vessels, together with 
officers, crews, passengers and cargoes, arriving 
from such places, or having touched or stopped at 
any of them, shall be subject to a quarantine o! 
not less than ten days, or for a longer period, as 
may be considered necessary by the Board of 
Health, to take effect from and after the FIRST 
DAY OF JULY, 1872. Any violation of the quaran­
tine laws as here proclaimed will be severely pun­
ished.

The places which are hereby declared infected 
as aforeshid are the following, to wit: Havana, 
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal aud JRintego Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica; Jacmel and Port-au-Prince, 
on the Island of San Domingo; the islands of St. 
Thoma3, Martinique and Guadaloupe; Campeachy, 
in Yucatan; Belize, in Honduras; Vera Cruz, Al­
varado, Tampico, Matamoraa and Tuxpan, iu Mex­
ico; San Juab, io Nicaragua; Chagros, Aspinwall 
and Porto Bello, iu Central America: Maracaibo, in 
Venezuela; Laguayra, Island of Trinidad; Rio 
Janeiro, Para, Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, Pernam­
buco, iu South America, and Nassau, New Provi- 
dence.
