Mr. E. A. Burke—Before the motion to 
lay on the table is put, I desire to say 
whether or not we have conducted our du­
ties so as to exhaust a41 means of concilia­
tion.

Mr. E. A. Morse—In order to bring the 
thing to a test.

Enactment of laws punishing bribery in 

office—the briber as well as the bribed.
No removal of judges unless for incom­

petence or misdemeanors.
Scrutiny of jury lists—those not convers­

ant with the English language to he ex­
cluded.

It is not the desire of the framers to force 
the approval of these resolutions on the 
convention. They simply—

A member—There should be a seven­
teenth point, and that is the total annihila­
tion of the Customhouse party.

The petition was referred to tho commit­
tee on resolutions, when appointed.

A wait for the conference report now en­
sued. The committee was out in process 
of negotiation with the opposing parties. 
In the meantime cries for favorite speakers 
rung through the house, and Governor 
Warmoth was brought to the front.

Mr. president, gentlemen of the conven­
tion and fellow citizens—I thank you for 
this flattering reception at your hands. It 
is gratifying to me, not only as the repre­
sentative of a great political power in the 
State, hut personally so, and as evidence to 
me that yon do not believe the lies and slan­
ders which have been circulated against me. 
I have too much respect for your intelligence 
and the virtue of the people whom you 
represent to think you could entertain the 
belief that I am guilty of all these charges, 
for certainly did yon beiieve them, I could 
not expect you would have accorded me 
this reception.

I do not appear before you now to make 
a vindication of myself, for you have 
higher considerations to discuss than the 
truthfulness or falsity of what has been 
said about me. I will hereafter, have the 
opportunity and the pleasure to meet you 
and the people of this State in the coming 
campaign, and then I wilt convince you, 
one and all, that these accusations are as 
malicious as they are false. Considering 
myself in connection with this great move­
ment, I find that I have been made the bug­
bear to frighten the people ftoin it. I am
Srepared to declaim the falsehood, to vin- 
icate myself and to vindicate the people. 
The Liberal movemec t was instigated by 

the necessity for another party than that 
which has to this day failed to redeem the 
people from the corruption which has ruled 
them. We do not organize parties for 
glory, nor go to the labor of getting up a 
new party for the mere name; but this 
movement was begun because the Demo­
cratic and Republican parties have been 
unable to relieve the people. In view 
of this state of thing3 it is necessary 
that honest men come together on an 
intermediate platform and organize a 
new party to make a common fight under 
a common banner, to elect a-coitimon ticket.

By removingthe prejudices and 
feelings which have separated them, you 
give them a common platform, and on that 
they form a unity ot the honest elements for 
the purposes of an honest government. I be 
lieve that this sentiment beats strong within 
your breasts, and finds a quick response from 
the people of the State, who want these prin­
ciples to endure. I believe that now there is 
presented an opportunity to re«ncile the 
conflicting elements, and as I firmly believe 
that such an opportunity for reconciliation 
will never occur again, I believe this con­
vention has the wisdom, the courage and 
the patriotism to see the exigency, and to 
use all means at their command to bring 
about the accomplishment of the desired 
end.

Let us indulge in no words of reproach 
or acrimony: let us not say that these gen­
tlemen who are denouncing and abusing 
you and me and the party are what they 
say we are. Let us rather say that they 
are mistaken. They will soon see their mis­
take, and feel more heartily ajhamed of all 
they have said than though we denounced 
them.

For every man in this State I have 
nothing but feelings of kindness. I am 
young, and I well know how easily the 
young are led away by their impulses and 
enthusiasm to do much which eventuallv 
their better judgment condemns. I tell 
you it is easier to denounce a man out of 
existence than to prove him out of it.

However, we expect that these gentle­
men will soon get off of their high horses 
of indignation, and then they will come 
down to facts. Then it will not be'enough 
for them to indulge in denunciation, but 
they must not accuse us unless they have 
clean hands themselves. I may be respon­
sible for much bad legislation, "but how 
about our Democratic members of the Le­
gislature ? .

They sav that under my administration 
the debt of the State and taxation has been 
largely increased, but I will ask them was 
it not done by a large majority of Demo­
cratic votes in both houses ' I challenge 
them to show a single instance of increase 
in taxation that was not put in force by a 
vote of both parties. Every monopoly 
they cry out against was created by the 
solid vote of both Democrats and Repub­
licans. I do not charge the Democrats 
with any crime. I simply say, “We 
have done badly in the past; let 
us profit by our experience, and do 
better in the future.” All I ask of the 
Democrats is that they will do me simple 
justice, and charge me with that of which I 
am guilty. I am responsible for enough, 
God knows. I do not start out with the 
proposition that I am one of the saints, nor 
do I admit that they are to be named in 
that category either. Since our starting 
out we have all done wrong and made 
many mistakes. Let us take our lessons to 
heart, and do so no more.

I want to feeljthat I am one of you [tre­
mendous and long continued cheering], not 
that I have just become so, for I have been 
laboring hard fire months, working up the 
movement which has culminated in this 
glorious convention. I would ask you to 
take my advice in this only—in the con­
struction of your ticket not only select such 
men whose sympathies are with the best 
interests of the State, hut those who will 
best contribute to the success of yourparty.

I have no ambition which will lie in the 
way of such an accomplishment, and what 
I have before said 1 now repeat to you, 
“You have no honors to confer wulfh I can 
accept.”- [Cheers long continued.]

The Governor retired on the presence of 
Mr. Lawrence, of the conference committee, 
being announced.
.{Mr. Lawrence stating that the president 

had sent to know how soon the committee 
would report, begged leave to say that the 
committee was at present in session with 
the committee of merchants and would re­
port to the convention within an hour.]

At the .conclusion ol Mr. Lawrence’s re­
marks, the Governor was loudly called for. 
and coming forward he continued.

I don’t remember just exactly what I was 
saying when I quit, but, if I do remember 
correctly, it was this: That I had no ambi­
tion or qjpiratiom which shall be in the way 
of this movement; and in order that von 
may he entirely freed from suspicion that 
this is a Warmoth movement [laughter], 1 
now declare to you that you have no honors 
to confer upon me which I could give my 
consent tareceive, and, therefore, not bein'* 
a candidate, I may, possibly, give you some 
wholesome advice wbiclVwill not be consid­
ered in my own interest. I beg and implore 
this convention to nominate a ticket against 
which nothing can be said on the score of 
reputableness.

I ask this convention to nominate such a 
ticket as will command therespeet and con­
fidence of the Democratic partv in this 
State, the confidence and support of the 
white Republicans, and such a ticket as will 
form such a band of union in its constitu­
tion, between the white men and black men 
as to he like the rainbow-get in the 
heavens, a covenant that the black 
people shall never be deprived of their 
civil and political rights, that will show 
them that you look not at the color of the 
man. hut that in the future you will look

only to his character and capabilities, mak­
ing every man free and equal in our land, 
and guaranteeing to every citizen the same
chance in the race of life, thereby unifying 
our people, harmonizing the-races and con­
ciliating all claeses. [Applause ]

I mav have done some bad things in my 
life, and I have done a great many good 
things in my life. [Applause.] But if I 
can get the white people and the black 
people of this State to lay off their prejudices 
and feelings on account of color, and. to 
come together in one political organization, 
representing both races on the ticket and 
both races in the party. I shall believe that 
I have accomplished the greatest good and 
the greatest achievement of my life.

And now, gentlemen. I thank you for 
your polite attention, and I say that my 
sympathy is entirely with yon, my heart 
and soul are with you, and 'that whatever 
shall be the result of your deliberations, 
whomsoever you shall select as your stand­
ard bearers, you shall have my support, 
my voice, my help in electing them and in 
carrying them successfully through under 
the banner of Greeley and Brown. [Tre­
mendous applause.J

Loud calls being made for General Sheri­
dan. that gentleman reluctantly answered 
the call, and being invited by the president 
to occupy the stage, he addressed the con­
vention. •

After Recess.
At 5 P. M. the convention again as­

sembled.
After the speeches came numerous mo­

tions of the same purport as those which 
came before, the motion to appoint a com­
mittee of fifteen on resolutions being the 
oftenest repeated. The motion for a recess 
until six o'clock being put was lost by 108 
against, by 80 votes in tavor.

This being known, cries for music rose on 
all sides. This impulse being gratified the 
motion for a recess prevailed, aud again the 
house poured out into the streets.

After Recess.
NOMINATION OF DAVIDSON B. PENN.

At 5:45 the convention again assembled, 
and was called to order by W. W. Pugh. 
All parishes and all wards present.

Mr. Louis Bush, chairman of the commit­
tee on conterenee, made a verbal report that 
the Democratic and Reform party and the 
Republican had both been notified that the 
conference was again open. The Republi­
cans answered that their communication 
would be laid before that body, and that a 
committee would, probably, be appointed. 
After consultation, the Democratic commit­
tee said they would not be able to give an 
answer until halt-past seven o'clock this 
evening, when the Reform committee would 
meet them. According to other statements, 
all prospects of a union with the Democratic 
party Were hopeless.

Mr. E. A. Burke read the correspondence 
notifying the several committees of a fur­
ther effort toward coalition.

The report of the committee was re­
ceived and adopted.

Mr. Crandall, of Madison -parish, moved 
to go into nominations for Governor, and 
that the thanks of the convention be ex­
tended to the committee for the faithful 
manner in wliich it had performed its du­
ties. _

Beattie.

Thomas L. Maqning and E. North Cullom 
declined, the latter in favor of Penn.

Mr. Lewis' motion that the two-third vote 
prevail on the ballot for Governor was lost.

The name of John M. Sandidge was with­
drawn by Mr. Brown-.

The convention proceeded to a ballot, and 
before the result was announced, Mr. A. S. 
Herron rose and moved the nomination of 
Davidson B. Penn be made unanimous.

This was carried in a storm of cheers.
At this moment, amid loud cries for War­

moth and Penn, the Governor appeared ad­
vancing through the parquette. He had 
scarcely ascended the first step-to reach the 
stage when he was welcomed by a gale of 
cheers which endured for several minutes, 
and was- echoed and re-eched from the 
arches that touched the floor to the glister 
of lights in the dome. Amid this whirlwind 
of enthusiasm, while men wildly waved 
their hats and handkerchiefs, tossed aloft 
their canes and threw their arms wildly 
about. Governor Warmoth stepped forward 
and saying, “Let me not interrupt the pro­
ceedings of the convention,” announced 
that “you have made the best nomination.” 
The storm of cheering rose again at this, 
and Mr. Davidson B. Penn, being led by the 
hand forward, was introduced by Governor 
Warmoth as

THE NEXT GOVERNOR OF LOUISIANA.
So wild were the waves of cheering that 

dashed wadlv about the arches and corri­
dors of the building, that the voice of Mr. 
Penn was of no more effect than a cuckoo’s 
note in a thunderstorm, and it was several 
minutes before the wild temper of the house 
could permit him to be heard. He then said:

I would do violence to my feelings were I 
not to return my heartfelt thanks to you 
for selecting me as the standard bearer in 
the battle now inaugurated. It is not the 
first time I have borne the flag of Louisiana. 
Something tells me the deeds of this dav 
can not end otherwise than in snecess. I 
have no past political record, but I have in­
tegrity, and that is at your service in the 
great cause in which we are all enlisted.

A simultaneous movement was now made 
to adjourn until the next day at ten o'clock, 
and it was carried.

While the enthusiasm was yet at its 
height, the entire convention poured out 
into the street, and followed amid the cheers 
of the populace a band of music to the St. 
Charles Hotel.

Stanley In terview ed.
According to an interview between Stan­

ley and the correspondent of the London 
Telegraph, Dr. Livingstone forwarded quite 
a number of letters to England. Stanley 
was or is the bearer of letters from Living-' 
stone to Lord Granville, the president of 
the Royal Geograpieal Society: to Mr. 
Bates, secretary of that body; to Sir Bartie 
Frere; to Miss Agnes Livingstone; to his 
eldest son now living, the eldest' bv birth 
having been killed while fighting on the side 
of the North during the civil war in Ameri­
ca; to Mr. Charles Livingstone, his brother; 
Miss Anna Maria Livingstone; Dr. Wilson, 
formerly of Bombay; Sir Seymour Fitzger­
ald, ex-Governor of Bombay; Mr. Webb, 
Newstead Abbev; Dr. Edwin Seward, of 
Bombay; Captain White, of the P. and I. 
Company; Rev. Horace Waller, W. T. 
Hearn er̂  of Bombay. Dr.' Kirk received 
hi9 letters from Mr. Stanley at Zanzibar, 
as also by Mr. Oswald Livingstone. 
Considerable controversy is likely to 
arise as to the mannor in which Dr. Kirk, 
Hritish Consul at Zanzibar, has acted. This 
apparent iRck of enterprise and sympathy 
on the part of J>r. Kirk was the subject of 
conversation between Livingstone and Stan­
ley. The latter ascribed it to apathy, but 
Dr. Livingstone said, “ No, it is jealousy.” 
“How can that be ! " asked Stanley. Liv­
ingstone answered, “You do not know thw 
circumstances of this expedition of which 
I have charge. At my request it was of­
fered by-Dr. Murchison to Dr. Kirk. He 
refused itfl> Here an extraordinary fact al­
leged by Mr. Stanley may be mentioned. 
In the course of nine months eleven pack­
ages of letters sent -by Dr. Ilosmer through 
Air. Webb, the American Consul at Zan­
zibar, reached Stanley at Ujiji. Stanley 
gave Dr. Livingstone the solemn promise 
that he would deliver with his own hand, 
or place in the London postoffice, his diary 
of fice years of bis last expedition.1 which 
he has sent to his daughter, and the letters 
to Lord Granville, to the Geographical So 
ciety and his private friends.

San Francisco received_ last rear from 
Los Angeles orchards 1,730,000 oranges.

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That here­
after all depositions taken de bene esse, to 
be used in any civil cause depending in any 
court in any district of tho United States, 
for the causes and before the officers men­
tioned in section thirty of the “act to 
establish the judicial courts of the United 
States,” approved September twenty-fourth, 
seventeen hundred and eighty-nine, shall 
be taken upon reasonable notice, to be given 
in writing by the party or his attorney 
proposing to take such deposition, to the op­
posite party or his attorney of record, which 
notice shail state name of the witness and 
the time and place of the taking of his 
deposition ; and in all cases in retn, the per­
son having the agency or possession of the 
property at the time of seizure shall be 
deemed the adverse party, until a claim 
shall have been put in : ami whenever, by 
reason of the absence from the district and 
want of an attorney of record or other rea­
son. tho giving of the notice herein required 
shall be impracticable, it shall be lawful to 
take such depositions as there shall be ur­
gent necessity for taking, upon such notice 
aS any judge authorized to hold courts in 
such circuit or district shall think reason­
able and direct. But this act shall not be 
construed to affect the power of any such 
court to cause testimony to be taken under 
commission, acoording to the course of the 
common law, to bo used jffierein.
