i Tear Sir—Upon returning home for a 

month’s absence, I find your letter of J  uly 
II, stating that the committee had directed 
you to ask my aid during the present can­
vass. and desiring that I should fill such ap­
pointments to speak as the committee might 
make for me, etc.

In spite of my love for the Republican 
party (which I helped to create), and for 
the many personal and political friends 
who still cling to its organization and sup­
port its nominee, some ot w hom are upon 
your State ticket, I can not persuade myself 
to accept the invitation ot the committee 
and labor for the re-election of President 
Grant.

It is a conviction of long standing in my 
mind, snd which has constantly grown and 
strengthened, until I can not divest myself 
of it, that his re election, with a continu­
ance of the present administration and its 
policy for another four years, would not be 
for tba'highest good of the republic.

Prior to the Philadelphia convention, I 
Aid not hesitate to express the h o p e , when­
ever conversed with upon the subject, that 
some other Republican might receive the 
nomioutioti for President. After that con­
vention was held, however, and until the 
action of the Baltimore convention made it 
certain that the support of another Repub­
lican would not result in, nor hazard, the 
defeat of both, I did not feel justified in 
pronouncing against the action of the for­
mer convention. But now the case is dif­
ferent. It is simply a choice of Repub­
licans. Greeley or Grant will be elected 
President of the United States. Under 
these circumstances, and with these alter­
natives, I can not hesitate, but must fol­
low my convictions.

The advocates of the election of General 
Grant object to Mr. Greeley because he is 
supported by Democrats and former rebels. 
But he was, like Grant, nominated by Re­
publicans; the Democrats and rebels did 
not put hint in the field; had nothing to do 
with naming him as a candidate, and they 
would have supported almost any other 
capable Republican who was honestly and 
sincerely in favor of needed reforms in this 
government, had he been brought out by 
the Republican convention at Cincinnati 
instead ot Mr. Greeley.

To my mind the fact that the former 
rebels of the South and the Democratic 
party support him is the most gratifying 
spectacle that has been presented since the 
war; for It shows that they accept the ver 
diet of the war, and are willing to abide by 
H and by its legitimate results—only ask­
ing, in retnm, honesty in the administra­
tion of the government, and the same rights 
of self-government which the citizen's of 
the Northern States enjoy.

If the election of Mr. Greeley will bring 
peace, good order and fraternal goodwill 
in the South, it is certainly a “consumma­
tion devoutly to be wished.” 1 think it 
will. The most intelligent people of the 
South, and those most interested in the 
preservation of good order there, say it 
will. A large and intelligent portion of 
the Republican, and the entire Demdbratio 
party of the North say it will have that 
effect. _ The present administration has 
failed in this; and is there, any promise, in 
its continuance for another four years, of a 
better result!

It is now seven years since the termina­
tion of the war, and what do we see 1 The 
advocates of the election of General Grant 
are fighting the battles over again, repeat
threatening to": hang Jeff Davis' on’’a’ sTur
apple tree. In my opinion, it is high time 
we should give our attention to issues 
which concern the present and future wel­
fare of the country.

Mr. Greeley is a true type of *v - """-edu­
cated, sell-made A tu ^ -* 1 Republican. 
With Chase, Sun-“cr> Hale, Julian and 
many other »postles of the anti-slavery 
cause (wno are now, I am glad to see, Jn fa­
vor of his election), he helped to form the 
Republican party. From these men I re 
ceived almost my first lessons in politics, 
and I have less distrust of my own judg­
ment in this matter troin the fact that I am 
•till in their company.

Mr. Greeley is thoroughly familiar with 
the history of our country, political, indus­
trial, educational and legislative. He has 
been successful in his own business. His 
education and profession did not instill any 
of the elements of aristocracy. They were 
essentially republican in their influence,

Whereas, The Congress of the United 

States of America are contemplating, in 
the readjusting of the national rariff, to re­
move tax or duty from riee, which act 
materially affects one of the largest pro­
ductive interests of our State, and other­
wise fails in tbe first duty of a government 
in the protection of its material interests, 
by the enforcement of healthy revenue 
laws in the interest of protection to Amer­
ican industry; therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the State of Louisi­
ana in General Assembly convened, That, 
in the deliberate judgment of the General 
Assembly thereof, it would be an unjust 
measure and against a sound publio policy 
tor the Congress of the United States of 
America to remove the duty or tax on rice 
at this .time, in view of the large national 
debt, and the depressing condition of the 
business interest and agricultural industry 
of the South. Therefore, we instruct the 
Senators and request our Representatives 
in Congress to oppose all such legislation 
at this time, and that tbe Governor of this 
State is hereby requested to communicate 
this joiHt resolution to our Senators and 
Representatives in Congress, so that they 
may take prompt action thereon in the in­
terest of the people of the State of Louisi­
ana.
